Deficiencies in 1930 aggregates.—The aggregate number of per­
sons employed I in- 1930 b’y firms that stated -that they employed 
not, more than 10 persons on the average was 1,740, the corre­
sponding figure for 1924 being 1,387. Though thp' number em­
ployed in 1930 by the small.- firms u^vas about’ 19 per cent, of the 
total number recorded by'all firms, the deficiency, in the gross and 
net'output is'unlikely’to have4 b'ebn"£o great. In 1924 ..the; number 
employed by the small firms represented 14 per cent, of the total, 
but the gross output of these firms was under 9 per cent, of the total. 
It should be noted, however, that 57 firms td-which schedules were 
sent at the Census of 1930, and 120 at that of 1924 furnished' no 
information^, these firms either had’,small businesses or had ceased 
productive operations before the end of the censal year.
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The value of the gross output of the small firms in 1924 was

It should be borne in mind that these 'comparisons do not take 
account of any changes that may have occurred since the earlier 
year in the quality or type of goods included under the specified 
descriptions. In this connection, it will be noted that the apparent 
variation in the average value of cotton bags between 1924 and 
1930 was much smaller for those' whose weight was recorded-than 
for those the weight of which was not stated. Further, of those 
recorded by weight, the average weight in 1930 was much greater 
than in 1924, and measured by weight^ the decrease in average 
value in 1930 compared with 1924 was 49.2 per cent, instead of 
the 30.4 per cent, shown in the table.
