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THE OIL AND TALLOW TRADE
INTRODUCTORY

This trade comprises firms that were engaged wholly or mainly in 
the blending of lubricating oils (other than lubricating oils refined and 
blended at petroleum refineries, for which see page 395) and the refining 
or blending of fish oils and animal fats.

Owing to the exclusion of hydro-carbon oils from the scope of Sec­
tion 9 of the Import Duties Act, returns were not obtained in 1933 or 
1934 from firms whose main output consisted of mixed petroleum oils. 
The value of the gross output of these establishments in 1935 was 
£409,000, the net output £149,000 and the number of persons employed 
468. Particulars of the output of these firms (including that of firms 
in the Bacon Curing and Sausage Trade, which was not covered by 
the 1934 Inquiry) are given in a footnote to Table V A.
