THE TIMBER (SAWMILLING, ETC.) TRADE 
stfNote.—For information regarding the scope of the *Census; in­
structions given to firms for making returns, and definitions of the 
terms used in this report, reference should be*: made to the 
Introductory Notes on pages v to xviii.

Introductory
This trade comprises firms that were engaged wholly or mainly in 

sawing timber into deals, planks, etc.',' and in the manufacture of 
articles of timber other than furniturfe, wooden crates, cases, boxes, 
etc., or coopering products. ' The following table shows the main 
results of the Censuses of 1930 and 1924 in respect of firms in 
Great Britain that employed an average of more than ten persons

Deficiencies in 1930 aggregates.—At the 1930 Census 8,892 firms 
stated that -they • employed- not more than ten person^, on the 
average, the total number of their employees being 31:,6Q5, while no 
information ..was received ..from a-further 1,186 firms of ..the. same 
class. These firms had mainly small joinery or carpentry businesses, 
but large numbers carried out repair and jobbing work on .customers’ 
house properties, their general trade being of a similar kipd to that 
of the small firms in the Building* and Contracting Trade (see­
page 179). A small proportion of the returns was received from 
firms not properly assignable to the Timber Trade. Tffe total 
number of employees at small establishments, in the Timber Trade 
in 1930 may be estimated at about 33,000, or about 37 per cent: of 
the aggregate number employed by all firms in the trade.

For 1924, returns were received from 5,140 firms with not more 
than ten employees and about 2,700 firms failed to make returns. 
The average number of persons employed by the firms that made 
returns was 16,882 and it was estimated that not more than 6,500 
workpeople were employed at the establishments for which" no in­
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formation was given.' Thelbtal of 23,382 formed about 33~pef cent, 
of the estimated aggregate number of employees m the trade as 
a whole in the year 1924'.

The value of the gross output of the small firms in 1924 was about 
17 per cent, of the recorded total for the entire trade. Their 
exclusion from the 1930 Census mainly affected the results in respect 
of jobbing carpentry and other work done for customers, the amount 
returned under these headings by the small firms for 1924 
(Tl,877,000) being 53 per cent, of the total sum returned by all 
firms in Great Britain on schedules for this trade; of the total 
value recorded for 1924 in respect of 7Sawmill products” the 
small firms contributed about 8 per cent, and of “ Manufactures 
of timber ” about 18 per cent.
