THIS REPORT on the Brick and Fireclay Trade relates to establishments engaged wholly or mainly 
in the manufacture of building bricks:, clay flooring and roofing tiles, fireclay sanitary ware and 
other similar clay products:, bath bricks, hearthstones, ground or flaked graphite, and refractory 
goods such as ganister, magnesite and silica bricks-, crucibles, gas retorts and kiln linings..

This trade corresponds to minimum list heading 20 in the Standard Industrial Classification with 
the addition of plumbago crucibles, bathbricks, hearthstones and ground or flaked graphite from 
Heading 29(3) relating to miscellaneous non-metalliferous mining manufactures.

The particulars given for each year are not precisely comparable-, as the majority of firms which 
manufactured brick and fireclay products and which owned the quarries at which brickearth, clay, etc. 
were raised made combined returns in this trade covering both their factories and their associated 
quarries instead of making separate returns in respect of their quarries in the Non-Metaliiferous 
Mines and Quarries (other than Coal, Salt and Slate) Trade. The proportion of returns in this trade 
which included quarries was about 90 per cent, in 1935, about 70 per cent, in 1937 and 1948, and 
66 per cent, in 1951. The average number of operatives recorded in this trade as employed in 
quarries and claypits in Great Britain in 1951 was 5,437; The proportion of returns and the number 
of quarry personnel included for other years is unknown.

Trade classification: Establishments are. class! fied to 
trades according to the natu re o f their output. Certain 
products, called principal produc ts . a re iden ti fi ed as 
cha rac t e ri s t ic o f the production of individual trades, 
the principal products for a given trade being of a 
similar nature or commonly associated in production. An 
establishment is classified to a trade if its output of 

. ; principal products of- that: trade accounted for a grea- 
ter proportion of the value of its output than did its 
ou tpu t of prin ci pal products of any other trade .
The establishment: The basic uni t for the collection 
of information is generally the establishment which 
in mos t cases comprises the whole o f the premises 
under the same ownership or management?.at. d' parti- 
cular address (e.g., a factory). 0ffices, ware-
houses and other ancillary places of business sit­
uated apa r t f rom the producing works are included 
in the return fo r the works .
Larger establishments and small firms: Larger estab­
lishments are those which employed more than 10 per­
sons on the average during the year; small firms 
are those employing on the average 10 or fewer persons.
Working proprietors are proprietors of businesses 
other than limited companies, and include members of 
their fami1ies who work in the business without 
receiving fixed wages or salaries. Any persons work­
ing less than half the norma1 hours a re excluded. 
Persons employed: Administrative employees include 
directors other than those paid by fee only, managers, 
superintendents and works foremen; . research, experi- 

. mental, development, technical and design employees 
(other than operatives): draughtsmen and tracers: 
and t ravellers and office (including wo rks o f fi ce) 
employees. Operatives include all other classes of 
employees , tha t is . broadly speak ing. all manual 
wo rkers ..

All these figures exclude canteen employees and 
persons engaged in merchanting or any other activity 
not covered by a firm's return who are shown separa­
tely as excluded employees.

Figures for employees include only persons on 
the pay-ro11 (tha t is whose Na tional Insurance ca rds 
were held by the firm), whether full-time or part-Total
