Net output in 1948 includes an increase in the value of stocks of raw hides, process goods 
and finished goods held by tanners on January 1, 1948, but purchased before that date. This 
increase in value was due to the removal of the leather subsidy from January 1,1948,and amounted 
to about £7| million, the greater proportion of which would be realised in 1948. Of that figure 
about £6 million had to be dealt with in accordance with the Leather Charges (Nos. 1 to 3)
