Column 2 : The estimates of resident populations at the middle of 1939 have been 

derived from the 1931 Census Returns in conjuction with the National 
Register of September 29th, 1939, and these populations are used for the 
calculation of birth rates in column 8. The composite populations used for 
the calculation of death rates in column 12, which allow for the exclusion 
of non-civilians on and after September 3rd and for evacuation movements 
due to war conditions, will be found in Table 29 Part I. (See note below 
re changes of boundary).

Columns 3-7: Live births are those registered during the calendar year and are 
classified according to the area of residence of the mother. The average time 
lag between occurrence and registration is usually about a month

Columns 9-11 : Deaths are those registered during the calendar year and are classified 
according to the area of residence of the deceased. Non-civilians are excluded 
on and after 3rd September, 1939, but included before that date. The time 
lag between occurrence and registration is usually only a day or two.

Columns 13-14 : Mortality comparisons yielded by the crude death rates (col. 12) 
alone are vitiated by reason of the fact that the areal populations on which 
they are based may be of widely differing age constitutions. With a view to 
eliminating this element of variation, a comparability factor is provided in 
column 13 for each area and this, when multiplied by the crude death rate of 
the area, produces an adjusted death rate which may be regarded as comparable 
from a mortality point of view with the corresponding adjusted rate for any 
other area or with the crude death rate for England and Wales as a whole 
(where the comparability factor is unity). A guide to the relative incidence 
of mortality in different areas is provided by column 14 which expresses 
each local adjusted rate as a ratio of the national rate. For a fuller description 
of the Comparability Factor, reference should be made to the Ttixt portion 

. of the Statistical Review.
Column 16 : Infant Mortality is calculated on numbers of births specially adjusted 

for the purpose as explained on page vi of Part I.

Columns 17-19 : (Shown only for the Regional Summary on page 10); The rates 
of increase and decrease are in respect of the areas as constituted after all 
changes of boundaries which occurred during the year.

Regions : The constitution of the Regions is shown on page v.
With a view to maintaining continuity with the Divisions in use prior to 1931, 
two supplementary sub-divisions of the current South-East region are shown 
in this'(Table The former Midland division corresponds to the aggregate 
of the current Midland and East and Midland section of the South-East 
Region : the former South (including London) corresponds to the current 
South-West and the Southern section of the South-East Region : North 
and Wales are identical in the two arrangements.

Unless otherwise indicated, statistics of areas created or abolished refer only 
to the portion of the year of their existence, while statistics of areas whose 
boundaries have been altered are composite figures combining the before 
change ” and “ after change ” position for the respective periods mvolved. 
The population of each area as constituted after change will be found in 
the Appendix to this volume (page 129), the populations shown in 
column 2 of this Table and of Table 29, Part I, being constructed figures 
appropriate for use with the partial or mixed records of births and deaths of the 
current year.

Standardization of Local Death Rates—The A.C.F. shown for each area in col. 13 the 
use of which is explained in the above note on cols. 13-14, may be regarded as an 
index of the relationship of the estimated sex-age distribution of the local popu­
lation as used for death-rates in 1939 to that of the corresponding total national 
population (as given in Table 1 Part I).

While the use of the A.C.F. alone suffices to standardize, for the purpose of 
valid comparison, the mortalities of different areas in the same period of time it 
doesnot suffice for the comparison of mortalities atdifferent periods of time either 
of the same or of different areas. For the latter purpose, an analogous time 
comparability factor (T.C.F.) must be introduced, so constructed as to eliminate 
the effect of sex-age changes in population taking place from time to time. For 
the country as a whole, such T.C.F.S are available from the ratios of standardized 

death rates set out in Tables 3,Part I, and for recent years are as follows 
1929, -853; 1930, -838; 1931, -820; 1932, -808; 1933, -796’ 1934 
•790; 1935, -768; 1936, -759; 1937, -746; 1938, -736; 1939, -702.’ Upon 
the assumption of a similiarity of temporal age trends in national and local popula­
tions, the national T.C.F.s for successive years can be used in comunction with 
the A.C.F.s of local areas, the product of an A.C.F. and a T.C.F. yielding a 
combined comparability factor (C.C.F.) which, when multiplied by the crude 
death rate to which it applies, may be regarded as producing a standardized death 
rate comparable with the correspondingly treated crude, death rate of any other 
place and time or with the national standardized rates shown in Table 3 of Part I 
Statistical Review.

It is to be observed that the A.C.F.s and T.C.F.s now provided apply only to 
total mortalities from all causes. They are not appropriate for use with selected 
diseases or causes.

For a fuller description of the standardizing processes, reference should be 
made to the Text portion of the Statistical Review for 1934.

Rates based upon less than 20 births or deaths are distinguished by italic type as 
a. warning to the user that the smallness of the experience may affect its 
significance.
