1. Coverage

The information contained in this report relates to the married, widowed and divorced 
female population of South Africa, subject to the following:-

(a) Members of the diplomatic service of other countries were not enumerated at the 
Census.

(b) Foreign visitors enumerated at the Census are not included in this report.

(c) Where possible, South African residents who were abroad on Census day were enumerated 
at a later date.

(d) Foreign Bantu who were employed in South Africa on Census day are included in table 
D 8.

2. Races

This report has been divided into four series of tables containing data in respect 
of Whites (A), Coloureds (B), Asiatics (C) and Bantu (D), respectively.

3. Interpretation of tables

Due to considerations of space, it was not possible in all cases to describe 
characteristics in detail in the tables themselves and the following points are brought to the reader's 
attention:

(a) Ages of mothers are expressed in completed years at last birthday. It should be noted that 
no adjustments have been made for the digit preference of respondents when reporting ages.

(b) In the case where a female had been married more than once, "duration of married 
life" refers to the combined duration of all her marriages (i.e. excluding periods 
when she was widowed or divorced).

(o) In Tables B 7 and C 7, females who were consensually married have been included 
in "widowed and divorced". In the case of Coloureds, these females numbered 
19,166 and in the case of Asiatics, 166.

(d) The information contained in Tables A 2, B2, C 2, A 4, B 4 and C 4 is available 
in the Bureau of Statistics, Pretoria, for urban and rural areas separately.

(e) The Census was taken on 6 September,1960.

4. Differences between tables

In.some cases there are differences between the figures for corresponding items in different 
tables. These differences are ascribable to the method adopted in machine processing the data. The 
differences are in most cases relatively insignificant and, therefore, unimportant.
