Males following industrial occupations had the highest pro­
portions in all six areas, the commercial and clerical class having 
the next highest proportions.

Of the unemployed females the commercial and clerical class 
were chiefly affected, but the distribution among . the various 
occupations is more general than in the case of males.

In the industrial class the occupations most largely repre­
sented among the male unemployed were metal workers, workers 
in wood and furniture, builders, bricklayers, masons, etc., and 
painters and decorators. In the commercial class' commercial

travellers, salesmen, and shop assistants, and clerks were most 
prominent.

Serious unemployment among the white population of South 
Africa is largely a 20th century phenomenon. When it did emerge 
it naturally attracted more attention, in the same way as a new 
disease does when it first breaks in on the community. South 
Africa has not hitherto suffered, except in brief periods, from the 
endemic unemployment which is characteristic of all highly 
industrialized countries. Industrialism is, however, growing as 
has been demonstrated in this report and unemployment is more 
likely to increase than to diminish in the future.
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
