Brexit could trigger a 
recession, warns Bank 
of England governor
Mark Carney says growth could fall and 
unemployment rise if we vote to leave the EU.
The UK could be plunged into recession if we vote for Brexit, 
the Bank of England governor said.

In his starkest warning so far about the dangers of quitting the 
EU, Mark Carney said growth and jobs would be hit and the 
value of the pound plummet.

Mr Carney said there was a real possibility of a 
“technical recession” - defined as two quarters in a row 
of negative growth.

The Bank’s Monetary Policy Committee said that a leave 
vote “could lead to a materially lower path for growth and a 
notably higher path for inflation.”

This could see the value of the pound fall “sharply and a rise 
in the number of jobless.

The uncertainty of Brexit could see households and businesses 
cut back on spending, having a further knock on effect, hitting 
house prices and leading to a spike in inflation.

“Households could defer consumption and firms 
delay investment lowering labour demand and causing 
unemployment to rise,” the Committee’s minutes said.

And he echoed a recent warning by the International 
Monetary Fund that Brexit could damage the global economy. 
There could be a “negative spill-over to global financial 
conditions because of the uncertainty generated by this 
country,” he said.
