With EU funding worth 
£4.6million, researchers 
at UCL are working on a 
prevention for breast cancer.

£60million in schemes to

E292million in pioneering 
research at UCL?

The EU works with our local 
communities so we can 
channel these funds where 
we need them most, building 
projects that create jobs, bring 
in more money and create 
opportunities for young 
people in the capital. 
As well as giving us direct

investment in London, being in 
the EU means more local jobs, 
support for our businesses, a 
boost for tourism, lower prices 
for everyday goods and a more 
secure future for our families.

£2.7billion in EU funding 
over the next five years. 
This could all be lost if Britain 
leaves Europe.
