Hierdie ver slag is die tweede van twee verslae van Boekdeel 8 in die reeks oor die Bevo iking sen sus wat op 6 September 

1960 gehou is. Boekdeel 8 handel oor beroepe.

Die verslag toon vir Suid-Afrik^ en vir elke provinsie besonderhede aan van beroepe waarin die vier rasse - Blankes, 

Kleurlinge, Asiate en Bantoe werksaam was. Die beroepe word ook aangetoon in verhouding tot items soos ouderdom, onderwyspeil, 

huistaal, huwelikstaat, burger skap en geboorteplek. ‘n Tabei vir Blanke getroude vroue gee ook besonderhede van beroep volgens 

nywerheid en ouderdom.

Sommige van die belangrikste gegewens oor beroepe is reeds gepubliseer in vroeere verslae oor die sensus wat in 1962 

en daarna uitgereik is.

PREFACE

This report is the second of two reports comprising Volume 8 in the series on the Population Census taken on 6 

September 1960. Volume 8 deals with occupations.

This report shows for South Africa and for each province particulars of the occupations in which the four races - 

Whites, Coloureds, Asiatics and Bantu - were employed. The occupations are shown in relationship to such items as age, level of 

education, home language, marital status, citizenship and birthplace. A table for White married women also gives particulars of 

occupation according to industry and age. 

Some of the main data on occupations have already been published in earlier reports on the census, which were

issued in 1962 and subsequent years.

1. Basis van opname

Die bevolkingsgegewens word in hierdie verslag op ‘n de facto-grondslag verstrek, dit wil se, per- 
sone word opgegee volgens die plek waar hulle opgeneem is. Daar moet op die volgende uitsonderings, 
insluitings en uitsluitings gelet word:-

(a) Persone wat op treine opgeneem is, word ooreenkomstig hul gewone woonplek opgegee;

(b) waar moontlik, is Suid-Afrikaanse inwoners wat op die sensusdag in die buiteland was op ‘n 
later datum opgeneem, en hierdie persone word ook ooreenkomstig hul gewone woonplek opgegee;

(c) vreemde besoekers wat ten tyde van die sensus opgeneem is, word nie in hierdie verslag ingesluit 
nie. Dit verklaar die verskille tussen die totale wat in hierdie verslag gepubliseer word en 
did wat in die verslag "Geografiese Indeling van die Bevolking” (Boekdeel 1) verskyn h.et;

(d) lede van die diplomatieke diens van ander lande is nie opgeneem nie;

(e) vreemde Bantoes wat op sensusdag in Suid-Afrika werksaam was, is in die tabelle ingesluit.

2. Rassegroepe

Hierdie verslag is verdeel in vier reekse tabelle wat inligting bevat oor onderskeidelik Blankes, 
Kleurlinge, Asiate en Bantoe.

3. Beroepsindeling

Die beroepsindeling gebruik, is gegrond op die "International Standard Classification of Occupations", 
met die nodige aanpassings en wysigings om by Suid-Afrikaanse omstandighede aan te pas. Die grondslag van 
die beroepsindeling is die aard van die werk verrig, ongeag die nywerheid waarin die beroep beoefen word.

In die tabelle in die verslag vervat, word besonderhede of volgens die hoofberoepsgroepe of 
volgens beroepsgroepe gegee. Die hoofberoepsgroepe gee ‘n algemene aanduiding van die aard of soort werk 
waarby die worker betrokke is, terwyl die groepopskrifte sommige besonderhede van die vernaamste soorte 
beroepe aantoon. Die betrokke uitvoerige beroep skodenommers word in al die tabelle aangetoon, en die 
leser word na Tabei 2 van Boekdeel 8, No. 1, vir 'n sleutel van die kodes verwys.

Groep: Direkteur, Bestuurder en Werkende Eienaar

Hierdie is workers wie se primere funksie is om die werksaamhede van private of openbare onder- 
nemings en organisasies (behalwe landbouondernemings) te beplan, organiseer, bestuur en koordineer.

Van die groep is persone uitgesluit wat, ofskoon hulle werkende eienaars is of soms "bestuurder 
of "direkteur" genoem word, in die eerste plek professionele funksies verrig, soos die van rekenmeester, 
argitek, ingenieur, skeikundige, apteker, mediese praktisyn, ens., of wie se werk hoofsaaklik van ‘n tegniese, 
vakkundige of diens-aard is, soos ‘n tandtegnikus, snyer, hoedemaker, skrynwerker, elektrisien, haarsnyer, 
wasserywerker, ens. Boere en plaasbestuurders word onder die groep "Boer en plaasbestuurder" ingedeel 
(kodes 201-211). Werkende eienaars in die groothandel- en kleinhandelbedryf word onder die hoofgroep 

"Verkoopswerker” ingedeel (kode 160).

4. Huwelikstaat

"Getroud" sluit in persone wat in stabiele de facto verbintenisse saamleef ■

in die geval van die Bantoe beteken "getroud" ook persone getroud volgens Bantoereg of 
-gewoonte (Lobola) .

5. Geboorteplek

6. Nywerheidsindeling

Die nywerheidsindeling wat in Tabei 7 gebruik word, is gegrond op die "International Standard 
Classification of All Economic Activities" met die nodige wysigings en aanpassings by Suid-Afrikaanse 
omstandighede.

Besonderhede word gegee volgens nywerheidsafdelings. Hier voig ‘n beknopte aanduiding van wat 
onder die verskillende nywerheidsafdelings ingesluit is.

Dit sluit ook in 
opvoedkundige, mediese en gesondheidsdienste, navorsing en wetenskaplike instellings; godsdienstige, 
welsyns- en arbeidsorganisasies; organisasies vir die bevordering van besigheidsbelange; kulturele 
en politieke organisasies; besigheidsdienste soos boukundige-,ingenieurs—, opmeet-, 
regs- en rekeningkundige dienste; ont spannings- en vermaaklikheidsdienste, en ander dienste soos 
huishoudelike, verversings- en akkommodasiedienste; wassery- en toiletdienste.

Hierdie 
ongerymdhede is nie in alle gevalle deur die Buro opgeklaar nie, en sommige is waarn eembaar in die ver- 
skillende tabelle waar beroepe met ander eienskappe gekombineer word,

8. Afwykings in die gegewens

In sommige gevalle bestaan daar verskille tussen die getalle van ooreenstemmende items in die 
verskillende tabelle van dieselfde verslag of van verskillende verslae. Die afwykings word toege- 
skryf aan die metode van mas jinale verwerking van die gegewens. In die meeste gevalle is die ver- 
skilie betreklik onbeduidend en dus onbelangrik. Bowendien stem die totaal van die persons wat 
onder die verskillende eienskappe in die onderskeie tabelle ingedeel is, selde ooreen met die be- 
trokke bevolkingstotaal. Die "verskil" tussen die totaal van elke tabel en die betrokke bevolkings- 
totaal word onderaan die kolom "Totaal" met ‘n pl us token (+) of minusteken (-) aangedui. Hierdie 
"verskil", bygetel by of afgetrek van die totale getal getabelleerde persone, gee die "Bevolkings- 
totaal" wat onderaan elke tabel verskyn.
