The following resolutions were pasued with -pr’^rcMreal^ 

-^J opposition :*

1. ’’That th3 Council of the National Union of 
VZomen’s Suffrage Societies strongly condemns the use of 
violence in political nropaganda and being convinced that 
the true way of advancing the cause of Women’s Suffrage is 
by energetic law-abiding propu^^’anda, reaffirms its 
adherence to constitutional principles and instructs the 
Executive Comnittee and the Societies to comnunicate this 
resolution to the press.**

2. *’That while condemning methods of violence, the 
Council of the National Union of Women’s Suffrage Societies 
also protests most earnestly against the manner in which 
the whole Suffrage agitation has been handled hj^ the 
responsible Government.”
