This is a very serious matter, and 
it is also a serious matter that 
hall proprietors should play fast and 
loose with those to whom they let 
their halls, as they are doing with 
impunity at present.

The cancelling of the meeting in 
aid of the Bow Mothers’ Arms is 
particularly scandalo us. We wonder 
what the gun makers in Bow who 
subscribe their pennies for the babies 
each week, will think of the comfort- 
ably-off people who have not scrupled 
to endeavour to wreck the meeting 
called to raise funds for it.

DEFYING THE LORD PROVOST.
At the end of last week the Lord 

Provost of Glasgow cancelled the 
letting of the Town Hall to the 
Herald League for an anti-conscrip­
tion meeting to take place on Monday, 
Nov. 29th, which was to be addressed 
by Miss Sylvia Pankhurst, Mr. George 
Lansbury and Mr. John Maclean, a 
schoolmaster, who recently served 
five days' imprisonment under the 
Defence of the Realm Act, for saying 
that he had enlisted in the Socialist 
Army and would serve in no other.

The Herald League originally took 
the Town Hall, but the meeting was 
eventually run by the Glasgow Free 
Speech Committee, which is com­
posed of representatives of all the 
Glasgow Labour and Socialist organi- 
sations.

The only excuses given for the 
cancellation of the meeting were that 
the I. L. P. anti-conscri ption meeting i n 
London had been disturbed and that 
John Maclean was a “criminal.” But 
the authorities left the promoters of 
the meeting in no doubt that even if 

John Maclean were not to speak.no 
anti-conscription meeting would be 
allowed.

Mr. McGill of the Herald League 
at once replied that the League 
would bring an action for damages, 
and the Labour Party raised the 
matter in the City Council. The 
authorities replied that the matter 
could not be discussed as an action 
had been threatened. Councillor 
Kerr and Councillor Dollan pro- 
tested, and Councillor Kerr was sus­
pended for the day and was obliged 
to leave.

Four Great Sunday Meetings.
Glasgow is a great place for labour 

and socialist meetings, and therefore 
the I.L.P., the B.S.P. andtheClarion 
Scouts each have a large theatre 
meeting every Sunday evening. A 
meeting of the rent strikers was also 
being held on Sunday 28th Novem- 
ber in Govan, which is a few miles 
outside Glasgow.

The Herald League resourcefully 
approached the promoters of these 
four meetings, who demonstrated 
their solidarity in the cause of free 
speech by throwing open their plat­
forms to Miss Pankhurst and Mr. 
Lansbury, who were advised that 
they must arrive in time for the 
Sunday meetings. Handbills were 

hurriedly issued, and as a result 
three of the big halls, at one 
of which Mr. Maclean took the 
chair, were so densely crowded that 
numbers of people had to be turned 
away. The meeting which was not 
crowded was that of the Clarion 
Scouts, with whom it had not been 
possible to make the arrangement 
until the last moment.

Women Rent Strikers.
The speakers, who chased round 

from hall to hall, had a great recep- 
tion in each case. At the Penoptican 
Miss Sylvia Pankhurst had only been 
speaking a few moments, when, a 
messenger rushed on to the stage 
and told her that, as the manager 
had j ust heard that the Lord Provost 
had cancelled the Monday meeting, 
she must not speak. The audience 
guessed what was happening and 
shouted, "go on," and Miss Pank- 
hurst said, You cannot stop anyone 
in the middle of a speech," and con- 
tinued without a pause.

At the Metropole meeting a resolu- 
tion was moved, welcoming the Rent 
Bill, but protesting against the popu­
lation limit. Glasgow, Govan and 
the surrounding districts are seething 
with excitement over the rent ques- 
tion, and the people are filled with 
triumph by their recent great victory.

The women of Govan have been 
in the vanguard of the agitation. 
They have made systematic arrange- 
ments to protect the homes of those 
against whom notices of eviction have 
been served. Crowds of them have 
spent the night on the common 
stairways leading to the tenement 
dwellings and neighbours have served 
tea to those who have kept the vigil. 
When the factors have arrived to 
execute eviction orders and to de- 
mand increases, the women have 
poured oatmeal and flour over them, 
and have poured after a little milk to 
make the mixture stick.

Citizens' Rights Denied.
On Monday morning Miss Pank- 

hurst and Mr. Lansbury went with 
Baillie Stewart . to see the Lord 
Provost, but he was not at the 
Municipal Offices, and the Town 
Clerk, said he had no power to grant 

| the hall.
However, it had gone round that 

the munition workers were coming 
from the Clyde and the authorities 
agreed that an open-air meeting 
might be held in Albion Street, near, 
but not too near, to the Town Hall. 
If it were close to the Town Hall, it 
would look like “defiance” of the 
Lord Provost’s orders, the Chief 
Constable said.

To an outsider it would have 
appeared very doubtful whether there 
would be any audience to listen to 
the speakers, as it had been announced 
in every paper that the meeting was 
cancelled, and as the open-air meet- 
ing was not arranged till two o’clock 
on Monday afternoon, after which, 
matters were just allowed to take 
their course, without any apparant 
attempt to advertise the meeting.

Towards evening it began to rain, 
and there was a steady and heavy 
downpour from seven o'clock on­
wards. Nevertheless long before 
7.45, the advertised time of the meet- 
ing, a vast crowd had assembled 
eagerly clamouring for the speaking 
to begin. Who has ever seen such a 
meeting, thousandsof men and women 
standing out there in almost pitch 
darkness, in deep puddles of water and 
with scarcely an umbrella amongst 
them in that soaking rain ? When 
Councillor Kerr, said that if the War 
couldn’t be won by fighting without

Of 1 
course, the Bill is needed everywhere, ‘ 
not merely where there is a dearth 1 
of houses, for nowhere can the work- i 
ing people afford to pay increased 
rent.

therefore they suffer even more than 
town dwellers when their rents are 
increased.

Oppression in the Country.
It was at Wellington, one of these 

country districts where no protection 
is to be given to the tenants, that 
Helen Turner, a soldier’s wife, ran 
out of her house and threw herself 
in the stream, because the landlord 
was actually demolishing the chim- 
ney and tearing the roof from above 
her children’s heads.

Why is a distinction to be made in 
favour of landlords in country dis- 
tricts ? The answer is not far to 
seek. We have a Coalition Cabinet 
now, and the Government dare not 
act without the consent of the 
great landlords, who for generations 
past have refused to build the cot­
tages that have been needed most 

I urgently on their land.
Members stated in the debate on 

the Rent Bill that the bulk of work- 
ing class dwellings are owned by 

। people of the lower middle class.
This applies to the towns, not to the 
country districts. It is typical of 
the way in which the world is 
managed to-day that the workman 
may sometimes be given protection 
against house-owners of the lower 
middle class, but never against the 
powerful and wealthy landlord. But 
there is yet another reason for the 
population limit; it is a means of 
limiting the Bill, and that whether 
the limitation be logical or not—is

THE RENT BILL
Will it be a Dead Letter?

Owing chiefly to the determined 
action of the men and women in 
the neighbourhood of Glasgow, the 
Government has at last introduced a 
Bill to prevent the raising of rents 
and mortgage interest on working 
class dwellings.

The Bill, as is usual with the 
reform measures which the people 
wring from the Government, is a bad 
Bill, and only partially pretends to 
do what the people have demanded.

In the first place, the measure, if 
passed in its present form, will not 
at once come into operation for the 
whole of the British Isles as soon as 
it becomes an Act.

There are no penalties attached to 
the Bill. A landlord who fraudu- 
lently puts up the rent incurs no 
punishment. The tenant must bring 
an action in the County Court.

exactly what the Government wants. 
Mr. Barnes pointed out that in Leith 
the rents have been raised very con- 
siderably, but that the population of 
Leith is not large enough to bring 
it within the scope of the Bill. Mr. 
Smith made the same complaint in 
regard to Warrington, St. Helens, 
and Wigan ; and, indeed, it appears 
that the majority of the towns, in- 
eluding many important manufac­
turing centres, are barred out from 
the Bill.

Government’s Free Hand.
Another highly unsatisfactory pro- 

vision is that which states that the 
Order in Council " may contain such 
incidental, consequential, or supple­
mental provisions as may appear 
necessary or Proper for the purpose

repairs and improvements and to 
yield them a profit in addition. . If 1 
the cost of repairs, and of borrowing 1 
money for repairs, has now increased i 
—well that is the ‘landlord’s share of 
the War burden which everyone is 
supposed to be bearing just now; 
The tenants are paying increased 
prices for their coal, gas, food, boots, 
clothes, and . everything that they 
buy; they too will have to execute 
little repairs to house and furniture, 
and to do this will cost them more 
than it used to do. Working-class 
tenants have no one on whom to un- 
load their burden—is it fair that they 
should have passed on to them the 
burden of the butcher, the baker, 
the shoemaker, and the landlord ?

In any case 6 per cent, is a very 
high rate of interest, especially as 
the landlord, in pre-War times, had 
arranged his rent to cover a certain 
amount of interest on repairs.

The Price Limit.
Another limitation introduced into 

the Bill is that which states that its 
provisions shall not apply to any 
house, the rateable value of which ex- 
ceeds £40, or to any house,or part of a 
house, the rent of which, or the rate- 
able value of which exceeds, in the 
administrative county of London, 
£30, and elsewhere £21.

Ordinary people must say on 
reading the Bill that the sections in 
which this is laid down are very am- 
biguous, and indeed the Times says 
that this part of the Bill is confusing, 
and that the County Court J udges will

A Fight for each District I
It must be specially extended to 

each area by Order in Council—a 
cumbrous procedure, designed to 
secure delay, which will certainly 
entail a strenuous local fight before 
the Order is extended to any district. 
Clearly the workers on the Clyde are 
to be deprived of the satisfaction of 
winning a rent charter for the entire 
nation. The tenants in each place 
must fight their own battle anew, 
and the battle will be very hard, 
unless the workers are engaged on 
munitions, and so able to bring 
peculiarly strong pressure to bear 
upon the Government.
Act Applys Only to Large Towns.
But more than this, the Bill ex- 

pressly provides that its provisions 
can only apply to the administrative 
County of London, and to borough 
and urban districts in which there 
was at the last census a population 
of more than 100,000, or in Ireland 
more than 25,000, persons. This 
provision can only be over-ruled 
if “ it appears to His Majesty” (His 
Majesty, indeed, as an expert on 
cottage property!) that there is a 
dearth of housing accommodation 
owing to the w ar .

If the scarcity of housing was pre­
sent before the war, as unfortunately 
it was very acutely in most country 
districts, thatis not supposed to matter 
—at any rate, the Bill will not pre-

of the Order."
In these days of Party Truce and 

autocratic government, it is the 
fashion to put into every Act of 
Parliament provisions to enable the 
Government to modify the Act as it 
pleases. This clause certainly 
gives the Government almost un- 
limited powers. It is practically 
certain that the Government will not 
use its powere to extend the pro- 
tection for poor tenants, but as a 
convenient loophole for whittling 
away what little life there may be 
in the Act.

We have already many Acts of 
Parliament that are practically dead 
letters. Alas, it is a fact, which the 
Government fully appreciates, that 
our most common national failing is 
apathy. The Government knows too 
well that if injustice and hardship can 
but be forced upon us gradually, we 
will tolerate almost any evil. The 
lawyers who draft the Government 
Bills always endeavour to make us 
believe that each case of hardship is 
quite exceptional, and that the people 
who seek redress have, somehow or 
other, failed to comply with the re- 
gulations framed for their protection.

Crushing the Bottom Dog.
The Bill further provides that if 

a landlord has spent any money in 
improving or repairing his house 
since the war, or if he spends any 
money in this way now, he may 
increase the tenant's rent to the 
extent of 6 per cent, per annum on 
the money he has spent.

A Letter to the Prime Minister.
Sir,—I am requested on behalf of the 

Northern Men’s Federation for Women’s 
Suffrage to ask you what form the New 
Franchise Bill is to assume.

You may, perhaps, remember that on two 
occasions, viz., July 17th, 1913, and February 
16th, 1914, Deputations from Scotland and 
the North of England waited upon Mr. 
Asquith to lay before him their views upon 
the subject of Women’s Suffrage, but were 
declined an audience. Immediately follow- 
ing the last refusal of February, 16th, 1914, 
the members of the Federation, joined by 
the ex-Chairman of the Liberal Organisation 
of his constituency (who has resigned his i 
chairmanship as a protest against the Liberal 
Government’s treatment of women), imme- 
diately contested the Leith Burghs’ bye- 
election, and largely contributed to the loss | 
of the seat to the Liberal Party, so incensed 
was Scotland at Mr. Asquith’s repeated 
burking and betrayal of the Women's 
Suffrage question, and his refusal to receive 
a deputation of Magistrates,and Councillors! 
from its principal centres. I mention this 
incident as in no sense a political punish- 
ment for what my organisation looks upon 
as a political crime, but rather to remind 
you that there does lie at the back of the 
women’s demand a very large body of male 
opinion, which is likely to be made manifest 
in a more undesirable way than at the polls, 
if women are to be betrayed again, and at 
such a time, when it is plainly the duty of 
the nation to recognise them as an integral 
partof the National Life and National 
Politics.

We are as a Society not opposed to the 
principle of a Service Franchise for men, 
but we are strenuously opposed to any fresh 
measure of Franchisepassing on to the 
Statute which does not include equality of 
voting rights for women. There has been 
no mandate on the part of men for this new 
measure, which sprung ostensibly from the 
House of Lords, but there has been a very 
powerful and cruelly contested mandate for 
Woman’s Suffrage, and I am to ask you if

THE MUNITIONS ACT.
Will it be Amended ?

A Conference between representa­
tives of Munition Trade Unions and 
Mr. Lloyd George was held on 
November 30th at the Central Hall, 
Westminster. The Daily Chronicle 
reports that "the Minister’s remarks 
were frequently greeted with cheers 
and there were roars of laughter when 
he made a palpable hit." Mr. Lloyd 
George is an adept at amusing an 
audience, but we do not think that 
the workers who come under the 
mailed fist of the Munitions Act 
consider it a laughing matter !

Mr. Lloyd George’s proposals for 
amending the Munitions Act are not 
forthcoming, as we go to Press, but 
his opening statement gives no reason 
to hope that they will be satisfactory. 
He said that the State cannot allow 
advances in rates of wages in accord- 
ance with the law of supply and 
demand, although the Government 
refuses to interfere with the law of 
supply and demand when private 
profiteers are raising the cost of 
living. Does Mr. Lloyd George 
mean his refusal to raise wages to 
apply also to the sweated women ?

He further said that he could not 
agree that workers should appeal 
against the refusal of discharge 
certificates by their employers, as 
soldiers in the trenches cannot appeal 
against the orders of their officers.

We submit that the position of an 
employer is not that of an officer; 
but all this shows that Mr. Lloyd 
George is determined to introduce 
coercion into the workshop.

The Manchester Men's League for 
Women's Suffrage has passed the following 
resolution :—‘Thatin view of the con- 
stantly increasing number and complexity 
of the questions affecting women and 
children which the war is bringing to light, 
the settlement of which must involve wide- 
spread readjustment of social and industrial 
conditions when peace is restored; it is 
desirable that every non-party Suffrage 
organisation should be prepared with a 
resolution, to be forwarded to the respon- 
sible heads of the Governmentimmediately 
after the declaration of peace, demanding 
the enfranchisement of women as the first 
act of Peace legislation in this .country, in 
order that such necessary readjustments 
may be equitably determined by and for the 
nation as a whole.”

We learn that Messrs. G. J. Weir, 
Ltd., of the Holm Foundry, Cathcart, 
pay women engaged on big shells 15s. 
a week ; women engaged on small 
shells can make £1. The National 
Federation of Women Workers is 
trying to securea £1 a week minimum 
for the women, but, in spite of Lloyd 
George’s boasted a recommendation" 
the firm is resisting the demand.

Mr. William Weir, the Managing 
Director of the firm, is the represent­
ative of the Minister of Munitions 
for the district.

Need we wonder that the workers 
cannot secure justice, when their em- 
ployer is given Governmental powers 
over them ?

A friend from Golder’s Green tells 
us that a firm of phonograph and 
telegraph makers is engaging women 
and girls over 16 years in men’s 
places at 6s. 3d. a week. The hours 
are from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m., and one 
o’clock on Saturdays. On piece-work 
women earn from 8s. to 12s. a week.

At Clapton a wholesale dress­
making firm pays the best workers 
8s. to 10s. a week—hours 8 a.m. to 
7.30 p.m.; 3 p.m. on Saturdays. 
Overtime is paid 3d. an hour. Their 
work is sold to high-class West End 
firms.

There is a placard on the wall 
asking workers to " make one penny 
go as far as two." Is this meant to 
be ironical ?

During the week at Golder’s Green 
shop-keepers sell food-stuffs much 
cheaper than on Fridays and Satur- 
days, when the working-class women 
do their marketing.

A case in point is a shop where 
butter was ls. 6d. per lb. last Friday 
morning; in the evening and on 
Saturday the same butter was sold 
for 1s. 10d. per lb.!

It is now officially announced that the 
Postal authorities are engaging the services 
of nearly two thousand women for the 
Christmas rush at the Manchester Post 
Office. I n the past men only have been en- 
gaged for the Christmas pressure at the 
Manchester Post Office, but this year women 
are being given a chance.

Munitioneers Threat to Strike.
All the speakers referred to the 

injustice of refusing the people's own 
Town Hall to them and of forcing them, 
to hold their meeting in the street on 
such a night. The Labour Council­
lors had pledged themselves to fight 
the matter out in the Council, and 
Mr. Lansbury told the crowd that at 
the next municipal election they 
should vote against every member of 
the Council who voted for the refusal 
of the Town Hall. But one of the 
munition workers from the Clyde 
had a quicker plan than that. He 
said that in this matter engineers, 
coppersmiths, plumbers and the 
rest of them must show their 
solidarity. Another application must 
be made for the hall, and if it should 
be refused the workers must come 
from the munition factories and 
dockyards and hold the meeting in 
the middle of the day in George’s 
Square.

George's Square, be it known, is 
the principal square of the city where

WANTED—MAGNA CHARTA, 
1915!

“ The spirit of Runnymede is the 
spirit of the men of 1915," was a 
vague remark uttered by Viscount 
Bryee, at a recent meeting of the 
Royal Historical Society when Pro- 
fessor W. S. McKechnie delivered an 
address on "Magna Charta, 1215- 
191 5." What " men of 191 5" did- 
his Lordship mean?

The Magna Charta was the first 
great charter of liberty; Viscount 
Bryce seemed to approve that the 
great barons of the thirteenth cen- 
tury bullied their sovereign, King 
John, into signing it. ‘It is a 
fundamental right of humanity,” he 
said, " to resist all attempts at 
oppression . . . We as Englishmen, 
having learnt liberty, have every 
reason to fight with might and main 
to preserve our freedom and the 
freedom of others.”

High-sounding phrases, such as 
English folk love to hear; but what 
do they signify? ,

I know Viscount Bryce thinks that 
there is liberty in England, and no 
doubt there is: The liberty of the 
law to oppress the people; the 
liberty of a Government to bully 
Parliament into adopting coercive 
measures without proper discussion; 
the liberty of wielding the Defence 
of the Realm Act, so as to frighten 
thinking people into silence should 
they wish to avoid publicity; the 
liberty of sweating women; the 
liberty—why profane the word? Let 
us coin another!

Freedom of speech is checked, the 
meeting organised by the Union of 
Democratic Control on November 
29th, met with organised opposition. 
Men wearing the uniform of "liberty- 
loving " Britain made use of forged 
tickets. They rushed into the Hall ; 
took possession of the platform, and 
whilstsinging “Rule Britannia” forci­
bly ejected the speakers; used sulphur 
to pollute the air—in fact, omitted 
nothing that the Germans had taught 
them. They were mostly Australians 
and New Zealanders. The meeting 
was abandoned, much to the annoy- 
ance of those who had come to 
hear some sense in this babel of 
make-believe and hypocrisy; but 
the British sense of "liberty” was 
stronger!

We are out to combat an idea 
called " Prussianism," and we pre- 
scribe, as some old country quack 
will: ‘The best cure for a burn is to 
hold the injured part near a hot fire.”

This suggestion at a time when we are 
faced practically with the rebuilding of our 
nation !

So, too, the best cure for “Prussian­
ism" abroad must be, it seems, to 
introduce it at home;

Therefore the meeting at the 
Memorial Hall was not permitted to 
proceed. Crowds outside sang ‘God 
save the King” (and why shouldn’t 
he ?) The police tried to do their duty 
in keeping order. They seemed to con- 
elude it was a disloyal meeting from 
the remark one of them made in my 
hearing: “You see those in the queue 
don’t raise their hats. That will tell 
you the sort of meeting it is.”

The folly and contradiction of it 
all must sooner or later dawn upon 
those benighted people who see dis- 
loyalty in every use of the word 
peace—whereas we boast we never 
wanted war.

We are getting on even better in 
another quarter. Several men of 
military age applied to Mr. Paul 
Taylor, at the Marylebone Police 
Court, to sign the Foreign Office 
" Green Form”
(Do they choose green because it is the Irish 
colour—the small nation that has never had 
either liberty or fair play at the hands of Eng- 
land, the "protector of small nationalities"?) 
recommending for favourable con- 
sideration their applications for pass- 
ports to go abroad. In each case the 
magistrate refused.

One young man wanted to go to 
U.S.A. for about six months in 
connection with a motor business.

Another—seemingly disgusted with 
his country—wished to go to Caen 
for the period of the War.

The oppressors of liberty are the 
real “pro-Germans”; they are giving 
the Kaiser and his followers the 
greatest flattery by imitating and 
walking in his footsteps, or is it that 
he is walking in theirs ? Restrictions 
are the order of the day, and should 
any misguided idealist propose 
a toast to the liberties of Great 
Britain, we may safely quote Jona- 
than Swift and say, ' I drink no 
memories ! ” M. O’C.
