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THE YEAR’S WORK.
Professor Westerdyk, when she closed the Edinburgh Con­

ference, told the members of the Federation that they must expect 
to have several heavy years to get through. Economic conditions, 

• bad enough in 1932, were likely to grow worse instead of better. 
Opportunities in the professions, already narrowed, might be still 
more reduced. What she asked the members to do was to take 
these years as a stimulating tonic, to do their utmost to maintain 
the highest ideals of the university, to encourage and assist other 
university women to do their best work, and to have faith in the 
future.

The first of those hard years has passed. It has been a year 
of difficulty and uncertainty for most of the National Associations 
and of hardships for some individual members on a scale beyond 
anything that was anticipated at Edinburgh. Yet it is clear that 
in spite of trials and difficulties the members of the Associations 
have not lost their faith, for the membership figures which have 
come in for last year show an increase in the majority of the 
countries reporting. The Palestinian Association is particularly 
to be congratulated on having almost doubled its numbers.

One effect of the year has been to emphasise the value of 
those opportunities for carrying on research which have been 
so prominently on the programme of the Federation since the Fellow­
ship Fund was started, and a most encouraging feature of the 
year has been the continued response to the appeal for this Fund. 
This can only mean that university women are very genuinely con­
vinced of the need for providing scholars and scientists of excep­
tional ability with the means for doing their proper work. The 
American Association, which is going forward splendidly with its 
collection for the Million Dollar Fund, offers us this year the first- 
fruits of that effort—an international fellowship of $1,500_ and has
a new scheme for raising money by the publication and sale of a 
coloured pictorial map representing the history of the American 
nation.

Within the last few months a special and urgent appeal has 
been made on behalf of members of the German Federation who 
have been discharged from their posts either on account of Jewish 
or partially Jewish origin, or for their political opinions, or solely 
on the ground that they are women. Several of these members are 
well known for the excellence of their work in their special fields. 
Some have held university posts, others have been in important 
positions in the public services and in other departments of pro­
fessional work. What the university professors, lecturers and 
investigators need most are opportunities of carrying on their own 
research, and these opportunities are being provided, as far as

possible, by the offer of facilities for work in the universities and 
research institutes of various countries, combined with private 
hospitality and auxiliary grants of money. Some National Asso­
ciations are able to assist effectively in this effort by offering 
hospitality fellowships, and small grants in aid have been made by 
the I.F.U.W. Budget Committee. With regard to the workers in 
other fields, the Federation works in co-operation with the Inter­
national Committee for securing Employment to Refugee Profes­
sional Workers which has been established with headquarters at 
Geneva (4 rue de Monthoux). This Committee has been formed 
with the definite object of providing professional men and women 
outside the universities—scientists, teachers, lawyers, physicians, 
etc.—with the kind of work for which their training fits them.

Although the German members who have been dismissed or 
given compulsory leave of absence are particularly in need of all 
the help which the Federation can give, it must be remembered 
that discrimination against women is increasing in other countries 
besides Germany, and that the need of research fellowships to 
enable women scientists and scholars to do their proper work has 
never been greater since the Federation was started. This con- J
sideration, coupled with the present insecurity of even gilt-edged 
investments, has led the Officers and the Convenor of the Fellow­
ships Award Committee to suggest that if the National Associations 
prefer that the money they collect should be used immediately for 
fellowships or grants—treated as income instead of as capital— 
there are strong reasons in favour of adopting this policy for a 
time.

Turning to other branches of the work of the I.F.U.W., we 
can hardly be surprised, though we are sorry to have to note a 
marked falling off in the number of exchanges of teachers. 1
Hitherto the most successful work has been carried on between 
Great Britain and the United States. The year 1931-32 was an 
exceptionally good year and excellent reports were received from 
eleven exchange teachers. But the financial crisis in America, 
salary cuts, the closing down of schools or the drastic reduction |
of staff, have co-operated with the fluctuation of the dollar to 
restrict exchanges most drastically. Three exchanges took place 
in 1932-33 and one has been arranged for 1933-34.

Dr. A. Arato’s book based on her two years’ comparative 
study of secondary education for girls in a large number ot 
countries is ready for publication. As soon as arrangements for 
printing are completed and the price fixed, notices will be circu­
lated. Dr. Arato has accomplished her difficult task without being 
submerged by the accumffiation of detail and the result is a fresh 
and vigorous picture of the education process. ' It is written in 
French.

The Convenor of the Committee on Standards, Mrs. 
Skonhoft, has been engaged in two pieces of work, first the pre­
paration for the printers of her extremely interesting study of the 
types of university training in different countries, which will shortly 
be circulated, and secondly, the comprehensive report on the degree 
of doctor granted by almost all universities but showing wide 
divergences of standard and requirements. A further proposal 
for a dictionary of academic terms current in various countries and 
not always perfectly understood, or indeed capable of translation 
into other languages, is under consideration, the idea being that 
each word (e.g., Matriculation, Baccalaureat, Licence) should have 
a short explanation attached, lhe National Associations have been 
asked to supply lists of the words which might suitably find a place 
in this dictionary.

The Convenor of the Committee for Intellectual Co­
operation, Madame Puech, draws attention, in her letter to the 
corresponding members who carry on the work in each National 
Association, to the various practical methods of assisting intellectual 
workers of different kinds to have the great advantage of a visit 
to another country. Hospitality fellowships, visits for a short 
period of work in foreign museums, libraries, archive offices, and 
exchanges of medical women are as desirable now as they ever 
were_ perhaps more, and anything that can be done either actually
or in the way of preparation for the future will be valuable. Thanks 
to the work of the Joint Committee for the Exchange of Medical 
Women a mass of information as to the conditions of medical 
service open to physicians and surgeons holding foreign degrees 
and qualifications has been collected. This information has been 
printed for the immediate use of the many medical women who 
have suddenly found themselves obliged to leave their own country 
and try to find work elsewhere.*

Lists of books published during 1932 and recommended by 
the National Associations have been sent in from twenty-two 
countries. These lists will be printed later, but stencilled copies 
have been prepared in the office and have been sent to each 
Association.

Madame Puech announces that the International Institute of 
Intellectual Co-operation (2, rue Montpensier, Paris) has kindly 
arranged to permit members of the I.F.U.W. to buy its publications 
at reduced prices. Thus, the monthly bulletin, “ La Cooperation 
Intellectuelle,” may be bought by our members for 30 French 
francs instead of 45. Among the recent publications of the Institute
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Madame Puech draws attention to two on the use of broadcasting 
in education and to the illuminating work, “ La Revision des 
Manuels Scolaires ” (18 francs), with its selection of passages likely 
to inflame national feeling against other nations.

The Officers of the I.F.U.W. held a Board Meeting at 
Reid Hall, Paris, last April. All the Officers, with the exception 
M the Treasurer, were present, Dean Brown’s place being taken by 
/he Assistant Treasurer, Miss J. M. Bowie. They were delightfully 
entertained, in the intervals between their hours of work, by the 
Directrice of Reid Hall, Miss Dorothy Leet, and by the members 
of the Paris branch of the French Association. A Franco- 
American reception was held at Reid Hall, the French Association’s 
President, Madame Veillier-Duray, gave a charming evening party 
in her own beautiful home, and a very pleasant luncheon party 
was arranged at the cercle du Tour du Monde, so famous for its 
gardens. After this luncheon, the Officers were taken to see the 
immense electro-magnet at Bellevue and a fascinating exhibition 
of scientific films. Tea was hospitably provided at the Ecole 
Normale Superieure de Sevres. In addition to these larger enter­
tainments the Officers greatly appreciated the opportunities they 
enjoyed of meeting some of their French friends at small informal 
luncheons to which they were invited by several members of the 
French Committee.

The Officers considered a report on the work of the past 
months (since the Conference) and discussed various points arising 
out of that and out of suggestions sent in by some of the Committees 
and Associations. A meeting with Madame Dr. Thuillier-Landry 
and Madame Dr. Montreuil-Straus, representing the International 
Federation of Medical Women, and Dr. Kaminer, was devoted to 
clearing up the position of the Committee established to promote 
the exchange of Medical Women.

The Officers decided that the representation of the I.F.U.W. 
on the Consultative Committee on the Nationality of Married 
Women should cease. It was considered that this Committee, set 
up originality at the request of the League of Nations, had fulfilled 
its function and that for the future work in connection with 
Nationality could be best accomplished by individual action by the 
women’s organisations, working alone or in co-operation as seems 
wisest. The I.F.U.W. has therefore resigned from that Committee 
and will, if necessary, appoint its own Committee to consider any 
further points arising on this question.

The Officers agreed that the I.F.U.W.. should support a 
resolution sent to the International Labour Office urging the revision 
of the Convention concerning the employment of women during 
the night so that it may be made clear that the prohibition does 
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not apply to women holding managerial or supervising posts or 
other posts not ordinarily involving manual work.

Interesting accounts of ffieir tours in Italy and in Latvia 
and Estonia, were given by Professor Westerdyk and Mrs. 
Adamowicz respectively. Further plans for travelling include a 
visit of Professor Westerdyk to Spain and Portugal, and a visit of 
Miss Bosanquet to Greece, Syria, Palestine and Egypt.

The Board of Officers will meet again at Baam during the 
first week of October.

MEETING OF THE COUNCIL.
The Council of the International Federation of University 

Women will hold a meeting at Budapest during the last week in 
March, 1934.

INTERNATIONAL FELLOWSHIPS.
The Committee for the Award of International Fellowships 

met in Paris on April 29th. They examined the applications of 
thirteen candidates for the Junior Fellowship in Science and finally 
awarded it to Miss G. A. Joplin for the continuance of her admirable 
work in geology. Miss Joplin is a member of the Australian 
Federation. She will devote the Fellowship, to further study of 
problems of contact metamorphism and intends to carry on this 
work at Cambridge. Dr. O. Taussky, an Austrian member, was 
placed pr oxime accessit in recognition of the scope and originality 
of her work in mathematics.

The Committee decided that a revised edition of the “ List 
of International Fellowships ” should be prepared for publication.

NEWS OF THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATIONS.
If the news reported here, is scanty and incomplete we must 

put most of the responsibility on the Associations themselves which 
have not provided much material. We must add, though, that a. 
good deal of interesting news is circulated in the bulletins published 

| by an increasing number of the Associations. In addition to the
quarterly journal, the American Association circulates a stencilled 
news-sheet. The Austrian Association uses the same means of 
duplicating its news. The British and French Associations print 
several times a year what are really much more than news-sheets 
and the New Zealand Federation has adopted this excellent means 
of infusing interest for the work of the Federation among the 
members, as well as for informing other Associations of what 
activities are being carried on. A monthly bulletin is issued by the 
Jugoslav Association, the Latvian and Italian Associations print a 
bulletin at intervals and the Czechoslovak Association intends to 
start one soon. Among so many interesting editorial ventures, 

7 special honourable mention is due to the South African Association
for the excellent and lively Bluestocking.

New branches have been formed in France (Bordeaux), 
Italy (Teramo), Holland (Utrecht), and Jugoslavia (Uzice).

Side by side with the continued drive for raising funds for 
the central International Fellowships Fund, several Associations 
have started funds for national fellowships or have in other ways 
done active work for the encouragement of research.

The Australian Federation is holding its biennial Con­
ference in Adelaide at the invitation of the Adelaide University 
Women Graduates’ Association in January, 1934.

The business sessions are to commence probably on Monday, 
January 15th, but the Adelaide Association hopes that delegates 
and members will be in Adelaide by Friday, 12th, to give time for 
social intercourse, which according to the present arrangements is 
to be rigidly excluded from the days of business and discussions, 
January isth-ipth inclusive.
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The Australian Federation will be most delighted if any 
members of the International Federation of University Women from 
overseas can be present at the Conference.

The Austrian Association gave a hospitality fellowship for 
the academic year to an English historian, Dr. D. Broome.

The Canadian Federation is sending two students abroad 
to continue their work.

The French Association has offered a fellowship of 5,000 
francs for research in Arts by one of its own members, and has in 
addition awarded a hospitality fellowship for historical research 
in France to an Austrian member, Dr. Lucie Varga-.

The Italian Federation concentrates on prizes. The 
Branches of Milan, Rome and Naples have awarded prizes to three 
women who took the highest places in the university results in Arts, 
Medicine and History respectively. The Central Council has offered 
the “ Beatrice Sacchi Prize,” an amount up to 2,000 lire, for the 
publication of the best work on Botany or Mathematics submitted 
before the end of July, 1933.

The Jugoslav Association has also assisted publications. 
The Zagreb Branch published Professor Camilla Lucema’s study 
of Proteus-Goethe, which obtained the medal of the Goethe Society 
in Munich, and the Novi Sad Branch lias published poems by Miss 
Jovanka Hrvacanin.

The New Zealand Federation is persevering in the col­
lection of the capital for fellowships.

The Polish Association organised a six-day course on 
International Problems for university students last April,. The 
programme included lectures and discussions on the growth of 
international thought, the League of Nations, the Court of Inter­
national Justice, the International Labour Office, Social Problems, 
the political and social aspects of the world of to-day, the women’s 
movement, international women’s organisations, women’s clubs 
and the women’s Press in various countries. The course was well 
attended and proved a real success. It will be repeated next year.

The Warsaw Branch has rented club premises, where a 
reading room will shortly be added to' the other facilities.

The Association owns a secondary school for girls at Lwow, 
a school which is known as the n Secondary School for Girls1 of the 
Polish Association of University Women.” It is an approved 
public school (gymnasium) preparing pupils for all the branches 
of higher education.

The Poznan Branch has organised medical aid service for 
women studying at the university (the only one in the country 
where medical aid is not provided for students).

New groups of members are being organised in three centres.
The South African Association reports that it has raised 

£100 in the last four months towards the establishment of a South 
African Fellowship.

The Swiss Association, which celebrates its tenth anniver­
sary this year, has decided to raise a “ Jubilee Gift ” for the 
Fellowships Fund.

PERSONAL NOTES.
We have just received the announcement of the marriage of 

Dean Bernice Brown, Treasurer of the I.F.U.W., to Mr. Leonard 
Wolsey Cronkhite.

Mademoiselle Marie Bonnet, who founded the French 
Association and has done so much to promote and maintain its 
high national and international ideals, has been awarded the Croix 
de la Legion d’Honneur in recognition of her services to education.

Miss Germaine A. Joplin, of the Australian Federation, 
who holds the I.F.U.W. Fellowship for 1933-34, is a geologist. She 
has done brilliant work in mineralogy in Australia and will devote 
the fellowship to a further intensive study of contact metamorphism 
at Cambridge (England).

The Australian Federation reports that Miss Ida Leeson, ah 
honours graduate of Sydney University, has been appointed 
Mitchell Librarian. The Mitchell Library is the chief repository of 
books and manuscripts relating to Australasia and this is one of 
the highest positions in the State service of New South Wales which 
has been offered to a woman.

The Austrian Association reports that Dr. Bertha Karlik, 
who held a scholarship at Crosby Hall in 1931-32, has been awarded 
the Haitinger Prize, jointly with a colleague. Dr. Elisabeth Roma. 
This prize is awarded by the Academy of Science alternately for 
outstanding work in physics or chemistry published in Austria. 
They are the first women to whom the prize has been awarded.

Dr. Elsa Kohler, who has been awarded the A.A.U.W. 
International Fellowship for 1933-34, is an Austrian educationist. 
She will work on pre-school activities.

Another Austrian member, Dr. Marietta Blau, who held 
the I.F.U.W. Fellowship last year, spent some time working on 
radiological problems at Leipzig and Gottingen. Since, however, 
her Jewish origin became an obstacle to the continuance of work 
in Germany, Dr. Blau left Gottingen in the spring and has passed 
the remainder of her year in Madame Curie’s laboratory in Paris.

Dr. Anni D. Seppanen, of the Finnish Association, who 
held the Special Alice Hamilton Fellowship last year, reports that 
her time in the United States has been of great value to her work 
on anaemia. She held a voluntary post- as Graduate Assistant in 
Medicine at the Peter Bent Brigham Hospital in Boston and visited 
several other hospitals and institutions.
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The Jugoslav Association reports that Miss Anka Godjevac, 
who was a member of the Jugoslav Delegation at the Hague 
Conference on the Codification of International Law, has been 
awarded a Scholarship in International Law at The Hague.

Mrs. Ruth Sorensen Bie, of the Norwegian Association, 
has been appointed a permanent judge of the Higher Court of 
Trondheim, and another Norwegian member, Miss Augusta 
Rasmussen, has been appointed School Psychiatrist of Oslo.

The Italian Federation (F.I.L.D.I.S.) reports that Dr. 
Luisa Riva Sanseverino has been appointed to the post of 
Permanent Assistant in the Institute of Public Law and Social 
Legislation, University of Rome, and that Dr. Francesca Bozza, 
who held the A.A.U.W. International Fellowship last year, has 
been appointed to a provisional professorship of “ Institutions of 
Roman Law ” in the University of Rome.

The Irish Federation reports that Miss A. O’Farelly has 
been appointed Professor of Irish Poetry in University College, 
Dublin. This College now has four women professors. Among I
Irish members holding important posts outside the Universities, 
mention is specially made of Miss Kathleen Phelan, . Barrister-at- 
Law, who holds the appointment of Examiner of Title, Irish Land 
Commission (the first woman to obtain such an important post), 
Miss Mary O’Leary, first holder of the post of Chief Medical 
Officer of Schools for the City of Dublin, Dr. Helena Concannon, 
elected to the Free State Parliament (Dail Eireann) last winter by 
the graduate voters and well known for her work on Irish history, 
and Miss K. Walsh, Chief Librarian of the City of Dublin, a 
post won in keen competition with a number of men applicants.

Miss Violet Conolly, one of the most adventurous and 1
widely experienced travelling scholars that the Federation has ever 
had, has been awarded a Rockefeller Fellowship for the study of 
economic problems in Syria, Persia and Turkey. Miss Aiken, 
Barrister-at-Law, a Belfast member, has been appointed Staff 
Officer of the Principal Probate Registry, High Court of Justice, X
Northern Ireland.

Dr. Gertie Soderberg and Miss Anna Sorensen, of the 
Swedish Association, both Directors of educational establishments, 
have been appointed on Government Committees to investigate 
questions concerning the training of teachers;.

Dr. Bertha Stoneman, formerly President of the South 
African Association, who has just left the country with which she 
has been so long associated; was one of the pioneer women botanists 
of South Africa, and afterwards played a great part in advancing 
the education of women at Huguenot College, of .which she; was 
Principal. The Association presented Dr. Stoneman with the
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I.F.U.W.  badge, mounted in gold, on the occasion of her 
departure.

Mrs. Denys Reitz, a member of the Johannesburg Branch, 
has the distinction of being the first woman to take her seat in the 
South African Parliament. Another Johannesburg member, Mrs. 
Bertha Solomon, has been nominated for the Provincial Council.

BOOK NOTICES.
International Conferences, by J. W. Parkes (International 

Student Service, 13 rue Calvin, Geneva) is described as a Hand­
book for Conference Organizers and Discussion Leaders. It is 
cordially recommended by the Head of the Education Information 
Centre of the League of Nations, Dr. Gustave Kullmann, and it 
fully deserves this recommendation. Mr. Parkes is himself widely 
experienced in the technique of international conferences and he 
has applied his own knowledge to the very interesting and sys­
tematic study of discussion methods carried on by the New York 
organisation known as The Inquiry, which placed a great deal of 
material at his disposal. He has thus been able to do an extra­
ordinarily useful piece of work. America, as Mr. Parkes points 
out, has developed a whole science, complete with its own 
phraseology, of conferences and discussions. He has translated 
this science into terms more familiar to non-American readers and 
has produced a book on the scope, preparation and management of 
a conference which will be invaluable to all who are called upon to 
organise and conduct those difficult, stimulating and sometimes 
disappointing gatherings known as international conferences. 
Applied with discreet zeal the lessons inculcated in this book should 
minimise the disappointments and largely increase the stimulus.

Dr. James F. Abel, Chief of the Division of Foreign 
School Systems, United States Office of Education, is preparing 
this series of outlines for the American Association of University 
Women.

LATE NEWS.

As the News Sheet was going to press we heard that 
Professor Westerdyk has received the very great distinction of 
being made

Ridder in de Orde van den Nederlandsche Leeuw.
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TRAVAIL DE L’ANNEE
Le Professeur Westerdyk, en cloturant la conference d’Edim- 

bourg, avait dit aux membres de la Federation, qu’ils devaient 
s’attendre a traverser quelques annees difficiles. Assez mauvaises 
en 1932, les conditions economiques, au lieu de s’ameliorer, 
empireraient probablement. Les possibilites, deja reduites, de 
trouver des situations, pourraient encore diminuer. Notre Presi- 
dente demandait done aux membres de la Federation de considerer 
ces annees comme un stimulant de leur energie, elle les priait de 
faire tout leur possible pour maintenir haut 1’ideal umversitaire, 
s’encourager et s’aider mutuellement daris I’accomplissement de 
leur tache, et envisager 1’avenir avec confiance.

La premiere de ces dures annees s’est ecoulee. Ce fut une 
annee de difficultes et d’incertitudes pour la plupait des Associa­
tions Nationales et, pour quelques membres individuels, de tribu­
lations depassant tout ce qui avait ete prevu a Edimbourg. Il 
convient toutefois de remarquer qu’en depit des epreuves et des 
difficultes actuelles, les membres des Associations n’ont pas perdu 
leur foi, car les chiffres des adherentes nouvelles durant cette 
derniere annee sont en augmentation sur la periode precedente, 
dans la plupart des pays qui ont foumi des statistiques. Felicitons, 
en particulier, 1’Association Palestinienne d’avoir presque double 
le nombre de ses membres. Cette annee a prouve combien la 
Federation a vu juste en consacrant ses efforts a aider ceux de 
ses membres engages dans des travaux de recherche; il est 
tres encourageant de constater que les Associations continuent de 
repondre a 1’appel en faveur du Fonds International des Bourses. 
C’est la preuve que les femmes dipldmees des universites sont 
profondement convaincues de la necessity de foumir a celles d’entre 
elles qui ont une valeur excepfionnelle, les moyens de poursuivre 
leurs travaux personnels. L’ Association Americaine, qui va magni- 
fiquement de 1’avant avec sa collecte pour le Fonds d’un Million 
de Dollars, nous offre cette annee le premier fruit de cet effort, 
une bourse intemationale de 1500 dollars, et elle vient d’imaginer 
une nouvelle maniere de recueillir de 1’argent, par la publication et 
la vente d’une carte en couleurs representant I’hisfoire de la nation 
americaine.

Pendant les tout demiers mois, un appel special et pressant 
a ete fait en faveur de ceux des membres de la Federation 
Allemande qui ont ete demis de leurs fonctions, soit en raison 
de leur origine Israelite ou partiellement Israelite, soit a cause de 
leurs opinions politiques, ou uniquement parce que ce sont des 
femmes. Plusieurs de ces membres sont bien connus pour 
1’excellence de leur travail specialise. Quelques-unes ont occupe 
des postes importants dans les universites, dans les services publics 
et dans d’autres departements de travail professionnel. Ce qui
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importe avant tout pour les professeurs d’universite, les chargees de 
cours et les femmes engagees dans des travaux de recherche, c’est 
la possibilite de continuer leurs recherches personnelles et cette 
possibility doit leur etre fournie, autant que possible, par 1’offre de 
facilities de travail dans les universites et les instituts scientifiques 
des divers pays, offre jointe a 1’hospitalite privee et a des subven-; 
tions. Quelques Associations Nationales peuvent apporter un 
concours precieux a cette effort, en off rant des bourses “ d’hos- 
pitalite privee de petits secours ont deja ete donnes par la Com­
mission du Budget de la F.I.F.D.U. Quant aux autres categories 
de travailleuses intellectUeUes, la Federation travaille en liaison 
avec le Comite International charge de procurer des emplois aux 
travailleurs intellectuels refugies, dont le siege est a Geneve (4, rue 
Monthoux). Ce comite a ete cree afin de procurer aux intellectuels, 
hommes et femmes, n’occupant pas d’emplois universitaires, le 
genre de travail auquel leurs etudes universitaires les ont prepares.

Bien que les membres allemands, revoques ou mis en conge 
obligatoire, aient particulierement besoin de toute 1’aide que pent 
donner la Federation, il faut rappeler ici que 1’exclusion dont les 
femmes sont 1’objet, va croissant dans d’autres pays que 
1’Allemagne et que le besoin de Bourses de Recherches permettant 
aux scientifiques (etudiantes et diplomees) de poursuivre leurs 
travaux personnels, n’a jamais ete plus urgent depuis que la 
Federation existe. Cette consideration, jointe a 1’actuelle difficulty 
■de placement, a amene les membres et la Presidente de la Com­
mission d’Attribution des Bourses a suggerer aux Associations 
Nationales, au cas ou celles-ci le prefereraient, que 1’ argent 
recueilli par leurs soins soit affecte immediatement a des bourses 
ou a tout autre emploi urgent, que ces fonds soient consideres 
comme revenu et non comme capital.1

Examinant d’autres chapitres du programme de la 
F.I.F.D.U. nous ne pouvons guere etre surprises, mais non sans 
tristesse, de constater une chute marquee dans le nombre des 
echanges internationaux entre professeurs de 1’enseignement 
secondaire. Jusqu’ici, c’est entre la Grande Bretagne et les Etats- 
Unis que ces echanges avaient le mieux fonctionne. L’annee 
1931-32 fut exceptionnellement bonne et 1’on regut d’excellents 
rapports sur onze echanges entre professeurs. Mais la crise 
financiere en Amerique, la diminution des traitements, la ferme- 
ture d’etablissements scolaires ou la reduction intensive de per­
sonnel ont coopere avec la fluctuation du dollar pour restreindre 
tres severement ces echanges. Il n’y a eu que trois echanges en 
T932-33 et un seul est prevu pour 1933-34.

Le livre du Dr. Arato, resultat de ses deux annees 
d’etudes comparees de 1’enseignement secondaire des jeunes filles 
dans un grand nombre de pays est pret a etre publie. Des que les
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dernieres decisions relatives a 1’impression seront prises et que le 
prix sera fixe, des notices seront mises en circulation. Le Dr. Aratd 
a rempli sa tache difficile sans se laisser submerger par 1’accumu­
lation de details et elle nous offre un expose alerte et vigoureux 
de developpement de Teducation feminine. Le livre est ecrit en 
frangais.

La presidente de la Commission des Equivalences, Mrs. 
Skonhoft, a travaille i° a preparer 1’impression de son etude si 
interessante sur les systemes universitaires en vigueur dans differents 
pays, etude qui paraitra bientot, et 2° a collationner les reponses 
relatives au titre de “ docteur ” conf ere par presque toutes les 
universites, mais presentant de grandes divergences quant a la 
valeur et aux conditions requises. Une proposition relative a 
1’elaboration d'un dictionnaire des termes academiques courants 
dans differents pays—termes souvent mal interpretes ou difficiles 
a rendre d’une langue dans 1’autre—est a 1’etude. En principe, 
chaque mot (par exemple, matriculation, baccalaureat, licence) 
devrait etre accompagne d’une courte explication. On a demande 
aux Associations Nationales de foumir des listes des mots qu’il 
conviendrait de faire figurer dans ce dictionnaire.

La Presidente de la Commission de Cooperation Intel - 
lectuelle, Madame Puech, attire 1’attention, dans sa lettre circu- 
laire aux membres correspondants qui suivent ces questions dans 
chaque Association Nationale, sur les differents moyens pratiques 
d’aider les travailleurs intellectuels, a retirer le plus grand avantage 
d’un voyage dans un autre pays. Des Bourses d’Hospitahte, des 
visites avec ou sans echanges pour une courte p^riode de travail 
dans les Musees, les Bibliotheques, les Archives de 1’etranger, des 
Echanges entre femmes medecins etc. . . , sont aussi souhaitables 
actuellement qu’ils le furent jamais et probablement da vantage; 
tout ce qui peut etre fait, soit actuellement, soit en vue de 1’avenir, 
aura son prix. Grace a 1’activite de la Commission mixte pour les 
Echanges entre Femmes medecins, de tres precieux renseignements 
sur les conditions d’acces du service medical aux medecins et aux 
chirurgiens munis de diplomes et de titres etrangers, ont ete reunis. 
Cette enquete a ete imprimee pour 1’usage immediat des nom- 
breuses femmes medecins qui, tout d’un coup, se sont vues obligees 
de quitter leur pays et d’essayer de trouver ailleurs du travail.*

* '' Remarques siir les conditions requises pour pratiquer la profession 
medicale dans les differents pays.” On peut demander ces feuilles & la 
Secretaire de 1’Association Internationale des Femmes Medecins, Elys6e 
Building; 56 Faubourg St. Honore, Paris (8e).

Vingt-deux pays ont envoye des listes de livres recom- 
mandes par les Associations Nationales, parmi les publications de 
1932. Ces listes seront imprimees plus tard, mais le Secretariat 
en a fait faire des copies dont il a ete envoye un exemplaire a 
chaque Association Nationale.

Madame Puech annonce que ITnstitut International de 
Cooperation Intellectuelle (2, rue Montpensier, Paris) a bien voulu 
consentir des facilites permettant aux membres de la F.I.F.D.U. 
d’acheter ses pubheations a des prix reduits. Ainsi, nos membres 
peuvent s’abonner au Bulletin Mensuel “ la Cooperation Intellec­
tuelle ” pour 30 francs frangais au lieu de 45. Parmi les recentes 
publications de I’lnstitut de Cooperation Intellectuelle, Madame 
Puech attire 1’attention sur la “ Radiodiffusion scolaire ” et sur la 
“ Revision des Manuels scolaires ” (18 francs) contenant outre 
I’historique de la question, un choix de passages reprehensibles, 
propres a exciter les sentiments nationalistes des enfants de divers 
pays.

Les membres du Bureau de la F.I.F.D.U. se sont reunis 
a Reid Hall a Paris, en avril dernier. Ils etaient tous presents, 
a 1’exception de la Tresoriere ; Miss J. M. Bowie, tre- 
soriere-adjointe, remplagait Dean Brown. Entre les heures de 
travail, le Bureau fut regu de la fagon la plus charmante par la 
Directrice de Reid Hall, Miss Dorothy Leet, et par les membres 
du groupement parisieh de 1’Association frangaise. Une reception 
franco-americaine eut lieu a Reid Hah; la Presidente de I’Asso­
ciation frangaise donna une charmante soiree dans sa belle demeure 
et un tres agreable dejeuner fut organise au cercle du Tour du 
Monde, si celebre par ses jardins. Apres ce dejeuner, on emmena 
les membres du Bureau voir 1’electro-aimant geant de Bellevue, et 
une passionnante seance de films scientifiques suivie d’un the 
aimablement offert par 1’Ecole Normale Superieure de Sevres 
clotura la joumee. A part ces nombreuses distractions, les 
membres du Bureau appr^cierent vivement les occasions qui leur 
furent offertes, de rencontrer plusieurs de leurs amis frangais dans 
des dejeuners intimes que divers membres du Comite de 1’Asso­
ciation frangaise donnerent chaque jour en leur honneur.

Les membres du Bureau examinerent un rapport sur 1’acti- 
vit6 de la Federation depuis le Congres, et discuterent divers 
problemes poses par ce rapport et par des suggestions de quel- 
ques-unes des Commissions et des Associations Nationales. Une 
rencontre entre Madame le Dr. Thuillier-Landry et Madame le Dr. 
Montreuil-Straus, d’une part, representant la Federation Inter­
nationale des femmes medecins, et le Dr. Kaminer d’autre part, 
fut consacree a bien definir le statut de la Commission mixte 
nominee pour faciliter les echanges entre femmes medecins.

Les membres du Bureau deciderent que la F.I.F.D.U. ne 
serait plus rep'resentee dorenavant dans la Commission consul­
tative de Nationality de la Femme mariee. On considera que 
cette commission, creee a 1’origine sur la demande de la Societe des 
Nations, avait accompli sa tache et que son travail a venir 
regardait plutot les organisations feminines, soit isolement, soit 
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dans une action concertee. C’est pourquoi la F.I.F.D.U. a demis- 
sionne de cette commission; toutefois, si cela devait etre necessaire, 
elle chargerait sa propre commission d’examiner les problemes 
nouveaux souleves par cette question.

Les membres.du Bureau furent d’avis que la F.I.F.D.U. 
devrait appuyer un voeu presente au Bureau International du 
Travail, reclamant de fagon pressante la revision de la Convention 
concemant 1’emploi des femmes pour le travail de nuit, 
afin qu’il soit bien entendu que la prohibition ne s’applique pas 
aux femmes occupant des postes de directrices ou de surveillantgs 
ou tous autres postes n’impliquant pas ordinairement un travail 
manuel.

D’interessants comptes-rendus de leurs voyages en Italie, 
en Lettonie et en Estonie furent presentes respectivement par le 
professeur Westerdyk et Mme. Adamowicz. De nouveaux projets 
de voyages comportent une tournee du professeur Westerdyk en 
Espagne et en Portugal/ et une tournee de Miss Bosanquet en 
Grece, en Syrie, Palestine et Egypte.

Les membres du Bureau se reuniront de nouveau a Baam 
pendant la premiere semaine d’octobre.

REUNION DU CONSEIL.

Le Conseil de la Federation Internationale des Femmes 
diplomees des Universites se reunira a Budapest pendant la 
demiere semaine de Mars 1934.

BOURSES INTERNATIONALES
La Commission d’Attribution des Bourses Internationales 

s’est reunie a Paris le 29 avril. Elle a examine les demandes de 
treize candidates a la Bourse du premier degre (Sciences) et 1’a 
iinalement attribuee a Miss G. A. Joplin pour la continuation de 
ses si interessants travaux geologiques. Miss Joplin est membre 
de la Federation Australienne. Elle consacrera la bourse a une 
nouvelle etude des problemes du metamorphisme de contact et 
elle a 1’intention de poursuivre son travail a Cambridge.

L’Association Fran^aise a offert une bourse de 5.000 francs 
pour des recherches en Lettres par un de ses propres membres et 
a; de plus accorde une bourse d’Hospitalite pour des recherches 
historiques en France a un membre de 1’Association Autrichienne, 
le Dr. Lucie Varga.

La Federation Italienne reserve ses fonds pour des prix. 
Les branches de Milan, Rome et Naples ont attribue des prix aux 
trois diplomees arrivees en tete du classement universitaire, en 
Lettres, Medecine et Histoire. Le Comite central a offert le prix 
Beatrice Sacchi,” s’elevant a 2.000 lires, pour la publication du

De nouveaux groupements sont constitues dans trois centres, 
L’Association Sud-Africaine mentionne qu’elle a recueilli 

£ioq dans les quatre derniers mois pour la creation d’une bourse 
sud-africaine.

L’Association Suisse qui celebre cette annee son dixieme 
anniversaire, a decide de faire un “ Don jubilaire ” au Fonds 
International.

L’Association Yougoslave a egalement donne son concours 
pour des publications. La branche de Zagreb a publie 1’etude du 
professeur Camilla Lucerna “ Protee-Goethe ” qui a obtenu la 
medaille de la Societe Goethe de Munich et la branche de Novi 
Sad. a publie des poemes de Melle Jovanka Hrvacanin.

NOTES PERSONNELLES.
Nous venons de recevoir la communication du manage de 

Dean Bernice Brown, Tresoriere de la F.I.F.D.U., avec Mr. 
Leonard Wolsey Cronkhite.

Mademoiselle Marie Bonnet, qui a fonde 1’Association 
Frangaise des Femmes diplomees et s’y est consacree avec tant 
de devouement, tant au point de vue national qu’au point de vue 
international, vient de recevoir la Croix de la Legion d’Honneur, 

en reconnaissance des services qu’elle a rendus a la cause de 
I’enseignement en France.

Miss Germaine A. Joplin, de la Federation Australienne, 
ci qui vient d’etre decernee la Bourse de la F.I.F.D.U. pour 
1933-34, est une geologue. Elie a fait de brillants travaux de 
mineralogic en Australie et consacrera sa bourse a de nouvelles 
Etudes du metamOrphisme de contact, a Cambridge (Angleterre).

La Federation Australienne annonce que Miss Ida Leeson, 
laureate de 1’Universite de Sydney, a ete nommee bibliothecaire a 
Mitchell. La Bibliotheque Mitchell est le principal depot de livres 
et de manuscrits concernant 1'Australasie et ce poste est un des 
plus elcves qui aient ete offerts a une femme, dans les services 
de 1’Etat de la Nouvelle Galle du Sud.

L’Association Autrichienne rapporte que le Dr. Bertha 
Karlik qui regut une Bourse a Crosby Hall en 1931-32, a 
remporte le prix Haitinger, conjointement avec une de ses collegues, 
le Dr. Elisabeth Roma,. Ce prix est decerne par 1’Academic des 
Sciences alternativement pour un ouvrage remarquable en medecine 
ou en chimie publie en Autriche. Ce sont les premieres femmes a 
qui ce prix ait ete accorde.

Le Dr. Elsa Kohler, boursiere de 1’A.A.U.W. pour 1933-34 
est une educatrice autrichienne. Elie s’bccupera de “ L’education 
pre-scolaire ” (ecoles maternelles et jardins d’enfants).

Un autre membre de 1’Association Autrichienne, le Dr. 
Marietta Blau, qui fut boursiere de la F.I.F.D.U. 1’an dernier, 
a etudie pendant quelques temps a Leipzig et a Goettingue certains 
problemes de radiblogie. Son Origine Israelite etant devenue un 
obstacle a la continuation de ses travaux en Allemagne, le Dr. Blau 
a quitte Goettingue au printemps et a passe le reste de 1’annee a 
Paris dans le laboratoire de Madame Curie.

Le Dr. Anni D. Seppanen, de 1’Association Finlandaise, 
titulaire 1’an dernier de la Bourse “ Alice Hamilton,” nous dit que 
sori sejour aux Etats-Unis a ete tres profitable a son travail sur 
1’anemie. Elie occupait un poste volontaire d’Assistante medicale 
diplomee a 1’Hdpital Peter Bent Brigham a Boston et a visite 
plusieurs autres hopitaux et institutions des Etats-Unis.

Godjevac, qui etait membre de la delegation yougoslave a la 
Conference de la Haye sur la codification de la legislation inter­
nationale, a obtenu une Bourse de Droit International a. la Haye.

Miss Ruth Sorensen Bie, de 1’Association Norvegienne, a 
dte nommee juge permanent a la Haute Cour de Trondheim et 
un autre membre norvegien, Miss Augusta Rasmussen, a ete 
nominee medecin des Ecoles (Psychiatric) a Oslo.
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La Federation Italienne (F.I.L.D.I.S.) rapporte que le 
Dr. Luisa Riva Sanseverino a ete nommee Assistante permanente 
a 1 Institut de Droit public et de Legislation sociale de F Universite 
de Rome et que le Dr. Francesca Bozza, qui detenait 1’an 
dernier la Bourse Internationale des Femmes Universitaires Ameri- 
caines a ete nommee a une chaire temporaire d’ “ Institutions de 
droit romain,” a 1’Universite de Rome.

La Federation Irlandaise rapporte que Miss A. O’Farelly 
a ete nommee Professeur de poesie irlandaise al’ “ University 
College ” de Dublin, qui compte maintenant quatre professeurs 
femmes. Parmi les membres irlandais,. occupant des postes 
importants en dehors des universites, mention est specialement faite 
de Miss Kathleen Phelan, avocate, qui est “ Examiner in Title, 
Irish Land Commission ” (c’est la premiere femme obtenant une 
poste d’une telle importance), Miss Mary O’Leary, chargee la 
premiere des fonctions de medecin-chef des Ecoles de la ville de 
Dublin; le Dr. Helena Concannon, elue au parlement de FEtat 
libre (Dail Eireann) 1’hiver dernier par les etudiants et bien connue 
pour son travail sur Fhistoire irlandaise et Miss K. Walsh, biblio- 
thecaire en chef de la ville de Dublin, poste obtemi apres une 
apre competition avec un certain nombre de candidats masculins.

Miss Violet Conolly, une des voyageuses intellectuelles 
le plus entreprenantes et les plus experimentees que la Federa­
tion ait jamais eues, a obtenu la Bourse Rockefeller pour F etude 
de problemes economiques en Syrie, en Perse, et en Turquie, Miss 
Aiken, avocate, membre du groupe de Belfast,, a ete nommee 
Officier de Justice au “ Principal Probate Registry,” a la Haute 
Cour de Justice, Irlande du Nord.

Le Dr. Gertie Soderberg et Miss Anna Sorensen, de 
TAssociation Suedoise, toutes deux Directrices d’Etablissements 
scolaires, ont ete designees pour faire partie des commissions 
gouvemementales enquetant sur la formation des professeurs de 
renseignement.seconda.ire.
