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To the brave women who to-day are fighting 
for freedom: to the noble women who all down 
the ages kept the flag flying and looked forward 
to this day without seeing it: to all women all 
over the world, of whatever race, or creed, or 
calling, whether they be with us or against us 
in this fight, we dedicate this paper.

THE OUTLOOK.
In our last two issues we published reports of 

important speeches by Mr. Philip Snowden, the well- 
known Labour M.P., and by Mr. Arthur Ponsonby, the 
well-known advanced Liberal M.P., giving their views 
upon the Conciliation Bill. This week we reproduce 
a speech by Lord Robert Cecil, who speaks from the 
Conservative standpoint. These three men, though 
differing widely on other political questions, agree not 
merely in advocating Woman Suffrage, but in insisting 
that the Conciliation Bill whichgives the vote to 
women householders is a sound measure, fair to all 
parties, and the only one which has any prospect of 
success in the present Parliament. . Our own analysis 
of the attitude of M.P.’s leaves no room for doubt that 
this is a correct view of the situation.

Wrecking Amendments.

With this in mind, it is. clear that any attempts 
which may be made next year, when the Bill goes into 
Committee, to carry widening amendments can only be 
designed with the intention of wrecking the Bill. We 
hope that this simple truth will be kept fully in mind 

•by the Liberal Suffragist group in the House of 
Commons at their meeting, which we were informed 
when we went to press had been fixed for Thursday, 
July 20.

The By-elections.
At the by-elections which have been in progress in 

different parts of the country, the W.S.P.U. have carried 
on a vigorous campaign in support of the Con- 
ciliation Bill, and have found that the electors are fully 
in sympathy with them. Candidates who are prepared.’ 
to wreck the Bill by amendments are clearly no less 
enemies to its success than those who would offer it open 
hostility, and the electors are accordingly being asked 
to bring their candidates into line on this question 
securing from them promises of loyal support to 
the Conciliation Committee. In Bethnal Green, Mr. 
Mastorman has been questioned as to his attitude and 

. in reply has stated his deliberate intention of supporting 
widening amendments, even though they be considered 
dangerous by the Conciliation Committee, . His oppo- 
nent Mr. Hoffgaard, on the other hand, has undertaken 
to follow the lead of the Conciliation Committee. The 
W.S.P.U. are therefore throwing their influence against 
the return of Mr. Masterman.

The Insurance Bill.
Mr. Lloyd George has consented duringthe past week 

to certain amendments in the Insurance Bill, some of 

which will slightly improve the position of the wage- 
earning woman. But the grossly, unfair treatment of 
the married woman who devotes her whole time and 
labour to the care of her home remains substantially 
unaltered. A special article by Mr. Pethick Lawrence 
is devoted to this question in this week’s issue. Mrs. 
Pethick Lawrence in her leading article exposes the 
fallacy: underlying the whole attitude towards the 
married woman expressed in the words "supported by 
her husband," and our cartoonist has very neatly 
illustrated the same idea.

Women and tbe Law.

In consequence of the monster petition forwarded to 
the Canadian Government from men and women all 
over the world on behalf of Mrs. Napolitano, her 
sentenceof death has been commuted to life-long im- 
prisonment.The W.S.P.U. alone, in the short space 
of a week, collected over 9,000 signatures, and sent a 
marconigram to Sir Wilfrid Laurier while he was 
crossing the Atlantic. This reprieve, though an act of 
humanity, falls far short of what is required, and we 
shall continue to press for her speedy release. A special 

. article dealing with her case will be found on 
p. 691, followed by a note on that of Mrs. Proud- 
lock, who, we are glad to announce, has received 
a pardon in Singapore. Meanwhile, Miss Malecka a 
British subject, still lies untried within the walls of a 
Russian gaol.

Votes for Women Week.
We have to congratulate our readers upon the great 

success of Votes for WOMEN Week. During the first 
five days 923 new subscribers had already been 
promised. We publish on p. 688 an account of what 
has been done by members to make known the paper. 
We also give special messages of congratulation from 
Mr. Mansell-Moullin, : Lady Muir Mackenzie, Miss 
Elizabeth Robins, Lady Sybil Smith, Miss Evelyn 
Sharp, and Lady Cowdray.
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When the National Insurance Bill was first intro- 
duced it was met by a chorus of approval. Men and 
women united in believing that it was a serious attempt 
to combat a great evil—the terrible calamity that falls 
upon all those dependent on their own exertions for 
their daily bread if sickness deprives the worker of the 
power to work and there is no other agency to step in 
to give a helping hand. Men and women were quite 
willing to tolerate the complicated machinery which 
the Bill sets up in order that this great object might be 
attained. In the “Outlook” of Votes FOR Women 
for May 12 appeared these words:—-

. With others we welcome in the main these proposals, but we 
find it necessary to call attention to certain very grave defects,

. . We hope very much that the defects of the Bill will 
be remedied in its later stages, and that before it passes into 
law it will be made really just between men and women, and 
that as such it will confer a great benefit on the community• 
That is to say, the differential treatment between men 
and women in the Bill appeared at first sight to be 
accidental and not inherent in the Bill.

The closer knowledge of the measure which has been 
brought about by two months of discussion and by 
the answers of Mr. Lloyd George to inquiries has 
disclosed the fact that the Bill is something very 
different from what was first supposed. It is not 
national in its scope. A very large part of the nation, 
in many cases those most in need of sickness insurance, 
will benefit nothing by its provisions; and not only so, 
but these very people will be called upon to contribute 
to the insurance benefits of the more favoured part of 
the community. . , _

As between men and women the Bill is hopelessly 
unfair to women. When the Bill is read carefully and 
considered in conjunction with the ordinary facts of 
daily life, it is found that the superficial differences in 
the treatment of the two sexes noted at first form 
but a very small part of the real differences which are 
an inherent part of the Bill.

Stated broadly, the difference amounts to this : that 
while the men and the women of the working classes 
are both, by their labour (continued throughthe whole 
of their working life) enabling a fund to be created 
from which benefits can be paid, the bulk of working 
men obtain insurance during their whole life, while the 
bulk of women are not insured except during the few 
years before their marriage, when insurance is least 
necessary.

Married Women.
Either at marriage or shortly afterwards the great 

majority of working women (about nine out of every 
ten) give up their paid employment to devote their 
whole time to household duties. Meanwhile, the hus- 
band continues in his employment, unhampered by 
family cares. By this division of labour the whole of 
the man’s wages are available for the direct needs of the 
family, none of it having to be spent inobtaining the 
services of housekeeper, cook, nurse, charwoman, etc., 
etc., because this work is performed by the wife. •

Under the Insurance Bill a contribution of 4d. a 
week is levied on this family purse for the purpose of 
insurance. But this premium does not go to insure the 
husband and wife equally, but solely to effect the 
insurance of the husband. During their married life 
the husband alone'obtains sickness benefit if ill; the 
husband alone is entitled to free medical attendance,. 
the husband alone has a right to the use of the new 
sanatoria which are to be' erected. Not only so, but 
even when their married life is terminated by the 
death of one of them, the same inequality is preserved. ■ 
If the wife dies, the widower has the credit of all the 
premiums which he has paid in; if the man dies, the 
widow has the credit of none of them.

How, then, can the widow come in at all ? The 
principal answer to be given to this question is that 
she does not come in except in a very few cases. 
The few exceptions (who are mostly widows without 
children) are mainly provided for out of the excessive 
contributions of young servants and other unmarried 
women. It is for this reason that women receive, 
smaller benefits than men right throughout the Bill. .

Most Widows will not obtain insurance.

In order to understand why it is that scarcely any 
widows will obtain insurance, it is necessary to appre- 
ciate, firstly, the difference between the compulsory side 
of the Bill and the voluntary side, and, secondly, the1 
difference between those who obtain insurance under 
the friendly societies and those who enter the Post 
Office scheme. The compulsory side of the Bill is con- 
fined to employees who earn wages in working for an 
employer ; in this case the employer pays a large part 
of the premium. The voluntary side only is open to 
those workers who are their own masters ; in their case 
the whole contribution of 6d. a week has to be paid by 
themselves. The majority of widows (the vast majority 
of those with children) are unable to earn wages ; they 
can only make their living by home work, and to them 
a contribution of 6d. a week will be absolutely pro- 
hibitive. But even if a widow is a wage-earner she 
will not, in all probability, become really insured under 
the Bill. She will in most cases be rejected by the 
friendly societies as a "bad life," and have to fall back

on the Post Office scheme; and the Post Office scheme, 
as has been frequently shown, is not insurance but 
compulsory thrift, for under it the insured person can 
under no circumstances draw out more than has been 
paid in on her behalf.

Nevertheless, the fact that the majority of married 
women are excluded from the provisions of the scheme 
while their husbands are alive makes the charge for 
insuring such widows as are eligible for insurance 
heavy, out of all proportion to their numbers, for they 
re-enter the scheme in their declining years.

Maternity Benefit.

J have said the bulk of marriedL women, are not 
insured under the Bill. That is strictly true in spite 
of the provisions for maternity benefit. For unless 
a married woman is herself a wage-earner the maternity 
benefit is, in the words of the Bill, " treated as a benefit 
for her husband.” ’ She is not entitled to a single penny 
of it in cash to spend in obtaining a substitute to do 
her household duties or in procuring necessaries for 
herself or her child. A large part of it will be swallowed 
up in medical attendance, for Mr. Lloyd George has 
specifically refused an amendment to give free medical 
attendance oil the mother in addition to the sum of 30s. 
of which the benefit consists.

Wage-Earning Mothers.

Married women who are wage earners are not placed 
under the ban of exclusion which is the lot of those 
women whose untiring exertions are devoted solely to 
the care of the home. They will draw the same 
benefits as a wage-earning man, except that sick benefit 
is limited to 7s. 6d. a week instead of 10s. This 
limitation, however, will press very hardly on married 
women who have to support husband and children on 
their earnings. Moreover, in the Bill as originally 
drafted, a wagerearning mother was entitled to far less 
benefit during her confinement than under any other 
sickness, for while the total maternity benefit was 
limited to 30s., it was expressly provided that she was 
not entitled to any medical or other sick benefit in 
addition during the four weeks of her compulsory 
absence from work. Mr. Lloyd George has, however, 
agreed to an amendment by which wage-earning 
mothers will not be excluded during maternity from

FOR Women, and to the self-sacrificing and courageous 
work undertaken by the members of the Women’s Social 1 
and Political Union. . I believe, in days to come,when ■ 
the cause is won, and the majority of Suffrage and Anti- , 

‘ Suffrage-papers cease to exist, that Votes for WOMEN 
will continue its career of usefulness. Possibly it will i 
become very widely instrumental in helping toredress ; 
the wrongs inflicted to-day on -women and children. 1 
I feelimpatient for the time to come when the members 
of the Social and Political Union will no longer have to 
use their entire energies in the effort to obtain political 4 
recognition—for then they will be free to concentrate 
their splendid vitality and enthusiasm on the many 
problems which can only be solved by the -spiritual- 
insight of women.

free medical attendance and sick benefit for illnesses 
unconnected with their confinement. He has also 
consented to an amendment to allow, wage-earning 
married mothers 7s. 6d. a week in addition to the 30s. 
maternity benefit, and has decided that in the case 
where the husband is also an insured person the burden 
of the 30s. maternity benefit shall be carried to the 
men’s side of the account. This is a distinct gain, but 
it is marred by the restriction of the improvement to 
married mothers. The unhappy women who have 
been wronged have to bear the whole burden of their 
plight, and will not secure a single penny from the 

. fund to which they had themselves contributed for the 
maintenance of themselves or their child beyond the 
30s., which will be almost entirely swallowed up in 
medical attendance; meanwhile not only will the 
father go scot free, but men as a whole will be relieved 
of the burden of the maternity benefit, and it will be 
drawn entirely from the women’s side of the account.

The Other Amendments.
There is only space to mention very briefly two 

other proposed amendments to the Bill which affect 
women. Mr. Lloyd George has given an undertak- 

ing that he will alter the position of employees who get 
board and lodging from their employer in time of 
sickness. Under the Bill they would have to pay the 
same premium as others but would secure no sick 
benefit when ill. - Mr. Lloyd George proposes to reduce 
their contribution by ld., and that of their employer by 
the same amount. Even after this concession the 
position of nurses, domestic servants and shop assistants 
will be very unfair, for they will still have to pay a con- 
siderable premium, and in return they will in most cases 
get nothing beyond what they previously had without 
payment.

Another amendment to allow married women, not . 
-wage-earners, to participate in the use of Sanatoria was 
rejected by. Mr. Lloyd George.Instead, he has 
promised to make it optional for local authorities to 
use the Sanatoria for married women, and suggests that. 
the national exchequer might contribute to the cost! • 
This is a fair sample of the treatment of women under 
the Bill, and it proves conclusively that . until women 
get the vote, their right to equal consideration will never 
be recognised.

But 
don’t you mind, missis, wot the likes of them 
says ! They don’t know nothing, they don’t, 
and so I tells yer I ‘ Another apt answer was 
made by a flower-seller, to whom a man had 
suggested drowning as the proper treatment for 
Suffragettes. " Supposin’, sir, as yer mother 
turned Suffragette, would you drown her too ?

In addition to obtaining new permanent 
readers by direct subscription, many mem- 
bers have promised to give up a number of 
hours •regularly to selling in the street, a 
special beginning having been made during 
VOTES FOR WOMEN Week.

Some Records.
It is not only that selling the paper 

to new readers is a help to the move- 
ment ; it is also a help to the purchaser, 
and each copy sold may, as the seller 
knows, bring light and happiness into many 
lives. Is not suchwork well worth the doing ? 
But there is more than this—the work is soul- 
satisfying. : It gives the seller a wide experi- 
ence and knowledge of human nature, and the 
happiness that comes of finding sympathy even 
in unexpected quarters.

From some of the records let us quote a 
little of the solid work. " I take twelve papers 
every week,’ ’ writes a teacher from Wales. ‘ ‘ I 
generally give them away. I also sell the 
paper whenever I have the chance,” and she 
offers to put up a friend during July or Sep- 
tember who can go round getting promises. 
This lady has now ordered a local newsagent 
to send six copies every week to various friends 
of hers, in return for which he has agreed to 
display a poster. Ipswich reports the magnifi- 
cent result of 700 copies of the paper sold in 
the first two days of the special week. From 
Folkestone a member reports that she started 
street selling and disposed of three dozen. She 
also leaves the paper weekly in the reading 
room of six of the principal hotels, and she

writes, " takes hers home to her mother in the 
country, and she passes it on to others in the 
village.’’ At Bath two paper-sellers are to 
start work at some tea-gardens and a special 
effort will be made at the carnival. A long 
list of sympathisers are to be visited and asked 
to subscribe permanently.

A Bayswater correspondent sends the paper 
regularly to a friend in India. She had pro- 
mised two new subscribers, but she adds : "I 
hope to double and treble that now.’ “Of 
course, I shall work in my holidays ; I always 
do,’ ’ is a little extract from her letter which is 
typical of the strength of the movement. From 
Birmingham a lady writes: ‘ In view of 
VOTES FOR WOMEN week I am undertaking 
to dispose of at least 12 copies for the next 
three months, andI shall obtain these from my 
stationer, who shows a poster." An Accrington 
member writes: " I have just had a delightful 
experience—have been selling papers in the 
street for the first time. I have sold a dozen 
copies. Next week I shall sell 24. I have 
decided to give up my dinner-hour on Fridays 
(and Saturdays, if need be) to selling VOTES 
FOR WOMEN. ’ ’ From Bolton comes a promise 
to take a dozen extra copies this week and 
distribute them. This correspondent makes a 
point of sending a copy free for a short time to 
any person likely to be interested, and has, by 
this means, secured several subscribers. The 
same plan has been tried by many other corre- 
spondents with excellent results. Here is 
one : "I left a copy at a friend’s house until 
she became so interested that she promised to 
buy it every week from the Hampstead Heath 
Station pitch. This correspondent. sends a 
copy to her daughter, who is in a hospital, and 
who lends it to the other nurses and to the 
patients. She has succeeded in getting her 
tailor to subscribe, and she delivers the copy 
personally every week. - Another good plan of 
hers is to leave a copy regularly at a cabmen’s 
rest. We cannot resist quoting from her 
letter:—

"For myself, I find it most fascinating 
reading. It is most difficult for me to put it 
down until I have read it right through.’

An energetic Ilfracombe member who took a 
stall at the local market was rewarded by 
selling 13s. worth of papers, badges, &c., the 
first day. 5 The experiment was so successful 
that she advises it to others in out-of-the-way 
places.

One story after another reaches us from our 
sellers of the sympathy and understanding of 
the poor who have no subscriptions to give, and 
who . cannot, perhaps, attend our meetings. 
Here are the words of a poor matchseller about 
our procession:"‘ Yus,” she said, " it was fine. 
I was in St. James’ Street, opposite where the 
old lady [Mrs. Wolstenholme Elmy] was, 
which all of yer saluted. Fine, she was; we

have got common sense, everyone of them. If 
we men had stuck to it like they do we wouldn’t 
be where we are now." “ You deserve to get 
it, if only for the way you sticks at it,” was 
another remark. ‘ God bless you," was the 
greeting of a working man as one of the sellers 
took up her position.

A West End seller tells a little incident 
which shows the sympathy of both rich and 
poor. "I look shabby, but I can afford VOTES 
FOR WOMEN,’ said a very poorly dressed old 
woman who bought a copy, and a few minutes 
afterwards two ladies, seeing the poster, stopped 
their carriage to inquire who was—“ Under 

• Sentence of Death,” and drove off to Clements 
Inn to sign the petition for Mrs. Napolitano’s 
pardon.

Many charming little incidents show the 
friendliness of the public. It is surely a com- 
plimentthat many of them go to the VOTES FOR 
WOMEN seller for advice on all sorts of subjects, 
regarding her as one who is there to be a friend 
to them ! Many humble little gifts of flowers 
and fruit are offered. ‘ In the course of one 
hour,” writes a suburban seller, ‘ I was offered 
a buttonhole and a glass of lemonade, and a 
very poor working man said : ‘ I knows, miss, 
you ain’t looking for charity, else I’d be glad 
to give you two coppers, so I would.’”’

Most interesting is it to see how foreigners 
and colonials feel about the movement. " One 
day,” saysa West-End seller,’it is a lady from 
Washington, and then it is a man from New 
Zealand who gives a shilling to the cause, or a 
woman from Australia who says that all this 
fighting seems to her so extraordinary, or a 
well-dressed lady from Colorado who speaks 
about the responsibility of the vote.’ Swedish 
and Indian ladies have also bought the paper 
from the same seller, and have given her their 
good wishes.

Once a middle-aged widow, a respectable 
working woman, came up and said — I’ll 
have one of your papers, Miss, and what I say 
is this, that women have brains just the same 
as men, and I cannot see what the men are 
making all this fuss about. I have brought up 
a large family of boys and girls, I know I have 
worked just as hard as my pore ‘usband, when 
he was alive, and now I have no say in things. 
I say women ‘ave brains just as much as men 
‘ave, ’ ’ and off she went.

Then there is the man who comes up and 
raises his hat and buys a paper, and hopes it is 
not too tiring to stand there.

Those people who are irritated because there 
are so many sellers of Votes for Women, 
pay, perhaps, the greatest compliment of all. 
" These people are everywhere, wherever we 
go,” said one American lady quite angrily. 
" Here’s another !‘ " These women are all 
over the place," said another. " Suffragettes 
again ! there is no getting away from them,” 
said a well-dressed woman, evidently out to 
shop.

Another significant little storyis the follow- 
ing :—" At first, when a man bought of me,’ 
says a seller, " the paper men would say, 
‘ Suppose he’s bought that for his wife,’ but 
the other day after selling to four or five men 
in succession, ‘ H’m, seems to be getting quite 
a man’s paper.’ ′′ These are but a few of the 
many incidents which fall to the lot of every 
paper seller.

The indignation of women at their unjusttreat- 
ment under the provisions of the Government 
Insurance scheme has found vent during the last 
week in three important meetings, at which strong 
protests were made. Such treatment of one half 
of the nation would be impossible if women 
had the vote, a point that was emphasised 
by the Earl of Lytton, who spoke on Thursday 
evening of last week at a protest meeting repre- 
senting seven important women’s societies. Lord 
Lytton proceeded to say that never again, with 
the Insurance scheme before our eyes, could it 
be said that the treatment of women might be 
left to the “chivalry” of men. Speakers who 
know intimately the working conditions of the 
poor pointed out how impossible it was for some 
of the sweated women workers to pay the com- 
pulsory contributions. The Insurance Bill treated 
the two sexes from quite different standpoints. 
Mrs. Bedford Fenwick pointed out that nurses, 
who already receive medical care and attention in 
sickness, would be worse off under the Bill than 
at present. Mrs. How Martyn aptly pointed out 
that the defenders of the Bill said it was im- 
possible to include married women, but as regards 
the Conciliation Bill, they complained that it did 
not include married women. A representative 
from Manchester showed that women could 
not pay under the Bill and to their Unions as well. 
The Unions had improved their conditions, but 
the Bill would not do so. It was an insult to 
married women to refer to them as non-workers. 
The position of domestic servants, shop assist 
ants, and many other women who receive board 
and lodging from their employers, was this, that 
although they would have to pay the full amount 
they would not get the sickness benefit.

The following resolution, which was adopted, 
summed up the women’s case against the Bill :— 
" This meeting protests against the different 
st andards of benefits for men and women under 
the National Insurance Bill, and against the 
exclusion of about half the female contributors 
from any money health benefit whatever, and 
their exclusion from out-of-work benefit, while 
they are at the same time obliged to pay their 
employers’ contribution and their own. They 
regard maternity benefit as no adequate sub- 
stitute for ordinary sick pay, and they protest 
against the disqualification of married women 
as voluntary contributors. They consider the 
bad terms given to Post Office contributors as 
specially injurious to women. They regard the 
blindness of the Insurance Bill to the interests of 
women as an instance of that political negligence 
which is always the lot pf the unenfranchised, 
and they urge upon the Government to give the 
earliest possible facilities next year for the 
passing into law of the Woman’s Suffrage Con- 
ciliation Bill."

On Saturday the National Federation of Women 
Workers discussed the Bill, and again its more 
glaring deficiencies were pointed out. The meeting, 
which demanded equal terms for men and women, 
and sick pay as well as maternity benefit for 
lying-in women, adjourned later to Trafalgar 
Square, where a large public meeting was held. 
The Manchester Guardian comments on the 
sympathy plainly visible among the audience 
with the suffrage movement, and on the improved 
status of women in public life. Mr. Lansbury, 
M.P., and Mr. Barnes, M.P., spoke on behalf of 
women, and excellent speeches were made by 
several women working in factories and workshops

A STRONG PROTEST.
To the Editors of VOTES FOR WOMEN.

Dear Editors,—It is often said by Anti- 
Suffragists that women have no real grievances 
which could be remedied by the vote. We venture 
to think that the National Insurance Bill, if it is 
passed into law in its present shape, will be con- 
clusive answer to this contention.

1 .—Under the Bill married women are excluded 
from benefit unless they are working for wages. 
The effect of this is that a wage-earning woman 
may have contributed for many years, and when 
she marries her contributions are, in most cases, 
lost to her. Take, for instance, the case of a 
domestic servant who enters service at 15, and 
marries at 35 a small shopkeeper. After 
marriage she devotes herself to her household 
duties, and perhaps to the management of the 
shop. She thereupon ceases to be "employed" 
within the meaning of the Act, and is not allowed 
to continue even as a voluntary contributor. 
[C.34. (4)]. If she predeceases her husband, 
she never gets any advantage for the 20 years’ 
contribution she made before marriage. If she 
survives her husband and supports herself by the 
shop, or by some kind of jobbing labour, she 
can only benefit under the Bill by becoming a 
voluntary contributor, in which case she will 
have very much reduced benefits compared to 
the employed contributors. Compare with 
this the treatment of the male worker under C.71. 
He at 60 is entitled to receive repayment of the 
amount by which his contributions have exceeded 
the unemployed benefit received by him. . He is 
a voter.

2 .—No person who is receiving board and lodging 
from an employer is to get any sickness or 
disablement benefit. [C.8. (7)]. This will hit the 
domestic servant class very hard. At the last 
census there were upwards of two million female 
servants in the United Kingdom.

3 .—There is no security in the Bill that women 
shall be admitted to approved societies. There 
is nothing to prevent any of the existing societies 
adopting a sex disqualification, and under the 
Bill this may be the prudent thing for them to 
do. It is noticeable that approved societies are 
reeluded from adopting an age disqualification. 
C.24. (2)]. Old men have votes..

4 .—The maternity benefit is curious. If a woman 
is insured as an employed contributor she 
gets no extra maternity benefit. She receives 
30s. which she is not allowed to spend herself, 
and is deprived of 30s. sick benefit which she 
would be allowed to spend herself. The husband 
gets a maternity benefit while his wife is laid up, 
whether she is insured or not, in addition to his 
sicknessbenefit. Here, too, the treatment of the 
voter is in marked contrast to that of the voteless 
woman.

5 .—When an insured person is in hospital, the 
benefit is to be administered for the advantage 
of his or her dependents. Dependents do not 
include illegitimate children, who will therefore 
get no advantage if their parent is in hospital. 
This obviously is a matter which will be much 
more serious for women than for men. .

6 .—Finally, not to touch on other points, in the 
management of the insurance scheme there is 
nothing to require the appointment of women 
either as insurance commissioners' or on the 
advisory board, or on the health committee, or 
on the boards of management for the approved 
societies. The scheme is designed chiefly for

the benefit of men, and 
the same sense. Does a 
such a proposal would 
had had the vote P—Yo

THE MATERNITY BENEFIT: WHO 
PAYS IT ?

To the Editor: of VOTES FOR WOMEN.
Dear Editors,—All reflective self-supporting 

women have been made exceedingly uneasy by 
Mr. Lloyd George's explanations to the Deputa- 
tion of women of June 17. Replying to remon- 
strances touching the grievances of women as 
drafted in: that Bill, the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer is reported to have explained that 
women's contributions would be kept entirely 
apart from men's, that there would be a “ woman's 
side, " and that all contributions from and on be- 
half of females would be " pooled " for the benefit 
of women alone. What about the maternity bene- 
fit for insured mothers? Is it intended that this 
benefit for insured married mothers will be paid 
by the “ women's side ?” Are these mothers to 
be " pooled " with the insured single women and 
girl workers, who will have to shoulder the burden 
of the wives maternity benefits, as well as pay- 
ing all such benefits granted to insured un- 
married mothers? No maternity benefit should 
be paid by the side dealing with girls and single 
women who are compulsorily insured. I do not 
see how Mr. George can get the benefits for 
even uninsured wives out of the "'men's side,” 
seeing that men get 10s. a week for 9d. a week, 
while women get only 7s. 6d. for 8d.—a remark­
able difference in returns which seems to suggest 
that money paid by a man is more fruitful than 
money paid by a woman. . Is it possible that the 
Government intends to saddle struggling, ill- 
paid girlsand young women with a very large 
part—or all—of the maternity benefit ? This 
benefit is more than earned by an indispensable 
but unpaid national service, whether mothers 

. earn wages outside or are hard-worked women 
who toil in the home and have no employers but 
their husbands—or the “protectors " who pass as 
husbands, and are very numerous in the very 
class insured. To put into a man's pocket a sum 
wrung from sweated youthful female workers, 
who are in no way responsible for his mate's con- 
dition, is the acme of cruel oppression and wrong. 
The Chancellor of the Exchequer will get a great 
deal of money from and on behalf of women. I 
hear that although I shall have to pay 52s. a year 
for two servants and myself, nothing will be paid 
in sickness unless I thrust the sick girl from my 
door. Domestic servants are healthy, and most 
mistresses are humane. Who will get all this 
money ? Who will get the lapsed insurance of 
the work girls, who lose on marriage all the bene- 
fits for which they have paid for years ? I can- 
not help suspecting that this accumulated money 
is required for all maternity benefits, which will 
be paid to save men from the responsibility they 
have incurred by the already oppressed single 

- women and girl workers who do not earn the fifth 
part of a man's wage—even in the higher ranks of 
work a woman gets a half or a third of what a 
man gets for the same work, the same hours of 
labour.—Yours, etc.,

ment relating to insured mothers was carried in 
the House of Commons. As we understand Mr. 
Lloyd George's position at present, the maternity 
insurance, so far as married mothers whose hus- 
bands are insured is concerned, will fall on the 
men's fund, whether the mother be herself insured 
or not. The insurance for unmarried mothers 
will fall on the women's fund. The reason why 
Mr. George gives lower benefits to women is due 
to the grossly unfair proposal that the whole cost 
of insurance of widows should fall on the women’s 
fund, while the money paid out of the joint 
resources of husband and wife during marriage is 
credited wholly to the men's account.]

A note of confidence was struck by Miss Chris-

Miss Pankhurst continued, had got a concession, 
and as a result of that concession which they had 
wrung from the Government they were going to 
have the vote next year. After speaking of the 
by-elections and other constitutional work. Miss 
Pankhurst reminded her audience that they 
belonged to a militant society. It was militancy 
which had brought them to the powerful position 
which they occupied to-day, and it was by mili- 
tancy that they would punish, and punish 
severely, any breach of faith on the part of the 
Government. Members of the W.S.P.U. were 
people who believed that liberty was worth fight- 
ing for, and they were prepared to fight, and fight 
to the death, for their political freedom. Mr. 
Pethick Lawrence dealt with the position of 
women under the Insurance Bill; and Mrs. 
Pankhurst, who on rising was greeted with pro- 
longed and enthusiastic cheering, spoke of the 
urgency of women's enfranchisement. The time 
was very soon coming when votes for women 
would be an accomplished fact.

Forty promises from new subscribers to the 
paper were sent up to the platform during the 
meeting.

The Australian and New Zealand Women 
Voters' Committee, which has done such splendid 
work at the Imperial Conference with reference 
to the position of Colonial women under the 
Naturalization Act, held a meeting recently at 
which Lady Stout was elected President and Miss 
H. C. Newcombe Hon. Secretary. The Commit-

Of the 170 Liberals who supported the Bill a good number 
are opposed to Adult Suffrage, and will only vote for the 
enfranchisement of women occupiers. Every one of the 78 
Unionist members would vote against Adult Suffrage. A large 
proportion of the absent Nationalist members are opposed to 
Woman Suffrage. The Unionists in this Parliament outnumber 
the Liberals, and as nearly a hundred Liberal votes would go 
against an Adult Suffrage Bill it follows, as a simple sum in 
arithmetic, that such a Bill would be overwhelmingly defeated 
by a combination of Liberals and Nationalists added to the 
full strength of the Unionist vote.

These facts show that the only way to get Woman Suffrage 
in this Parliament, or in any Parliament which is likely to be 
elected in the near future, is on the lines of a compromise 
which will unite the largest number of members of all parties 
who favour the removal of the sex disability.

Mr. Snowden reminds his readers that declared 
opponents of Woman Suffrage make no secret of their 
intention of supporting every amendment which aims 
at giving the Bill a wider scope ; they will do that, he 
says, with the object of making the Bill of such a 
character that no Unionist or moderate Liberal can 
support it. He therefore calls upon women and upon 
men electors to impress upon their members of Parlia- 
ment that the only right course is to support the Bill in 

-its present form and. to resist any demand for extend­
ing the Bill, the necessary outcome of which would be 
to render its passage into law impossible. He con-

* eludes his defence with these words:— ,
No agitation in modern times has been conducted with such 

, ability, energy, enthusiasm, and self-sacrifice as has this 
demand for the enfranchisement of women. The women have 
shown the men an example which it might be to their 
advantage to follow. By the right which belongs to those who 
have fought bravely and won gloriously the women claim the 
vote now. Without losing the respect of honest people, the 
House of Commons-cannot any longer refuse to give effect to its; 
oft-expressed belief in the justice of the women's claim.

The passing of the Conciliation Bill and the enfranchisement 
of women householders will not bring a revolutionary change in 
politics; but it will be the sign and symbol of the fact that 
women are not despised and outcast because of their sex. It 
will, though only a million women be-enfranchised, give to 
women as a whole a new interest in public questions, and it 
will force politicians to give attention to the interests of women. 
Nothing but good can come to the nation from having the 
influence upon its political life of the experience, the instinct, 
the sympathy, and the intelligenceof women.

The men can help the women to get this Bill. Being them- 
selves in the enjoyment of the political liberties which the 
struggles of their forefathers won for them, they ought to be 
proud to aid the women to gain their political freedom. Let 
the men give their help generously to aid the women's cause. 
If this is done the sex disability will be removed in the next 
Session of Parliament and women can then take their places 
in the political arena, and with heads erect and hearts aglow 
can join with the men, as comrades and equals, in solving the 
great problems of human destiny,

Mr. Brailsford’s leaflet is a new edition brought up 
to date of that which has already done valuable service 
in explaining the character and principal features of 
the Bill. ■ While members of the W.S.P.U. are holiday, 
making they will meet many people who will ask a 
number of questions about this Bill. It will be of the 
greatest value if, in addition to discussing it with 
them, they are able to give them something to read 
which explains the situation clearly and forcibly. 
Therefore, I strongly recommend everyone to take with

THE WRITTEN LAW.
While every new piece of legislation supplies addi- 

tional proof" to women that so long as they are 
deprived ofthe protection of the vote they are sub- 
jected to legal injustice, the daily newspapers at the 
present time are bringing home to them the truth that 
so long as the law is administered solely by men, 
women will suffer from an intolerable miscarriage of. 
justice, especially in those cases (and they constitute 
the majority of criminal cases) where the question of 
sex is involved.

The entire space in Votes FOR WOMEN could be 
filled this week with stories taken from the columns of 
the newspapers, showing how utterly ruthless is the 
treatment of the woman criminal as compared with the 
man criminal, and also how inadequate is the law for 
the protection of innocent womanhood.

Last week the story of Mrs. Napolitano was told in 
these columns. An attack upon, the article “ Under 
Sentence of Death” has been made in The Evening 
Times, which accuses the Editor of Votes FOR WOMEN 
of claiming special treatment for women. But in this 
particular instance what are the facts with regard to the 
differential treatment of . women and men ? Mrs. 
Napolitano’s case was . classed as murder in the first 
degree, that is without mitigating circumstances, and as 
such was tried by a jury consisting of men only. “ The 
very next day " (I quote from Life and Labour), “ at 
the same Assizes, an Italian man was found guilty of 
having murdered with an axe another man in an 
adjoining tent at night. He pleaded that he had killed 
that particular man by mistake, meaning to kill another 
one. And the same jury and judge recommended this 
man to mercy.”

Last November Napolitano stabbed his wife, inflicting 
injuries upon her so serious that she was confined to a 
hospital for several weeks and she bears the marks of 
this savage assault upon herface to this day. For this 
offence he suffered one week of imprisonment. He had 
threatened to kill his wife in the morning unless she 
earned money for him by immoral means during the 
fatal night.

No wonder that the conscience of women in Canada, 
America, Italy, and Britain has been aroused. The 
agitation set on foot has been successful so far as the 
commutation of the death sentence is concerned. Over 
9,000 signatures to a petition were secured in less than 
a week by the Women’s Social andPolitical Union. 
The sentence has been changed to penal servitude for 
life. We hope the women of Canada will demand the 
restitution of the mother to her children—and refuse 
to be satisfied until they have seen the redemption of 
this woman’s life.

* * * * *

Another terrible case of a woman sentenced to penal 
servitude for life for a crime that has not, in the 
opinion of her solicitor and a very large section of the 
public, been substantiated against her is engaging the 
attention of all who uphold equity irrespective of the 
sex of the claimant for justice.

The case of Mary Ann Nash has been dealt with very 
effectively in the Daily Chronicle. It is impossible to 
set forth the whole story in these pages. A 1 petition 
can be obtained from the prisoner’s solicitor, who has 
been indeed a champion and friend to the penniless and 
friendless woman. A full statement of the evidence 
and conduct of the case will be found in the petition. 
Application should be . made direct to Mr. S. L. 
White, solicitor, Frome, Somerset, and all the 
readers of this paper should apply, if only to 
inform themselves of the facts. As we are deal­
ing with the question of the inequality of treatment 
between men and women, our present concern is to 
point the contrast between the treatment of this case 
and a similar case that was going on at the same time 
in which the offender was a man. While a penniless 
and friendless woman who protests her innocence was 
sentenced to death upon more than dubious evidence, 
on the charge of having thrown her illegitimate child 
into a well, the son of a well-to-do publican near 
Bath, who admittedly caused the death of his 
illegitimate child by throwing it into the river was 
sentenced to six months in the second division, 
and was admitted to bail during his trial.

* * * * *

Last week the story was told in these columns of a 
man sentenced to three months in the second division 
for an atrocious assault on a child. A day or two 
afterwards the wife of a politician, who bears a high 
reputation for public probity and honour, said to me : 
" My husband does not believe that any serious 
criminal assault could be dealt with by a sentence of 
that kind." In reply I have sent her a typed copy of 
the proceedings in the Old Bailey and also a copy of 
The Wallasey News of Saturday, July 15, which contains 
an even more terrible instance of the evil touched upon 
last week in my article. Here is the horrible story in 
barest outlines (a very full report is given in the local 
paper) : Two ' elderly' men were convicted in the 
Wallasey Police-court last Friday of having committed 
criminal assaults of the grossest kind upon two little 
girls of nine and thirteen, whom they decoyed for that 
purpose into business premises. ‘ They were given the 
sentence of three months’ imprisonment, with the option

of a fine of £20, and sentence was deferred to allow the 
men to pay the fine.
. Mothers, ponder, these things in your hearts. It is 

the duty of women to awaken public opinion on these 
matters, and to insist upon the power to have their 
point of view represented. As long as these offences 
continue to be treated with leniency so long will the cry 
of outraged children ring in our ears. No wonder 
women are fighting for the vote.

MRS. PROUDLOCK.
We are-very glad that Mrs. Proudlock has been 

pardoned, and we rejoice that the terrible crime which 
was contemplated in her case has been averted. We 
think, however, that she should never have been subjected 
to the awful experiences through which she has had to 
go, including a trial without jury. In the same 
number of the Daily CJhronicle in which her trial 
and sentence was announced was the story of a police­
man who killed a man in defending himself from attack. 
The case was dismissed as one of justifiable homicide. 
We do not admit that the question of sex should enter 
into cases of this sort. If in the one case the verdict 
was one of justifiable homicide, it should surely have 
been equally so in the other. If ever anyone was 
justified in causing the death of another in their defence, 
this woman was justified. A correspondent who has 
lived many years in the Straits Settlements protests 
most strongly against the verdict of murder. She 
speaks of the loneliness of women’s lives, and adds that 
if women are to be prevented by the fear of being hanged 
from protecting their honour it will be a very terrible 
thing. She writes:—“In the Straits women are 
often much alone, perhaps for days at a time. The 
servants’ quarters are behind the houses, often at some 
distance. Many houses have no bells, and you can 
shout till you are hoarse and not make a Chinaman 
hear. As you see in this case, the cook only is in 
(often they are all out after dinner), and when he 
heard the firing he kept away because he was 
frightened and the rikisha coolie also ran away." 
Mrs. Proudlock is only twenty-three years of age, 
and has a little child only three years old.

Votes for Women

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DOES A MAN SUPPORT 
HIS WIFE?

Many of the customs and laws of this country are 
founded upon the popular conception that a married 
woman is supported by her wage-earning husband. The 

, latest example of legislation is the Insurance Bill, which 
assumes that, while the State has a direct responsi­
bility to the wage-earner, it has no direct responsibility 
to the married woman on the ground that she is main- 
tained by her husband and falls into the category of his 
" dependents."

That this theory is one of the grossest economic 
fallacies ever uttered will be realised as soon as men and 
women see the necessity of clear thinking on this sub- 
ject. We shall find as we investigate this matter that 
the present economic system in this country and in 
other civilised countries is built up on the unpaid 
and grossly exploited labour of married women, who 
effect, as a matter of actual fact, a gigantic saving of 
the wealth both of the employer and of the State. We 
shall realise that the very first charge upon a National 
Invalidity Insurance Bill by every law of justice should 
be the married women and widows of the nation. 
However generously they were dealt with, such insur- 
ance in sickness would be but an instalment of the vast 
debt which the employer and the State actually owe 
to married women who work without a wage.

: . Such a statement will be challenged. The idea that 
married women are supporting the community is 

i startlingly new. It is necessary to examine the position. 
J ■ The wage-earning man works a limited number of 

hours, and receives a cash return from his employer for 
his labour. The wife- of the wage-earning man works 
an unlimited number of hours, and receives no cash 
return from anybody. "Her work consistsof manual 

clabour of the imost arduous, and exacting nature.But 
when all the manual tasks are duly performed her 
service is not fulfilled. For hers is a position of great

. and many-sided responsibility, and her vocation as a 
mother is the most fundamentally serious and sacred 
to which a human being can be called. Upon the ful- 
filment of that vocation entailing physical risk and 

. suffering and great sacrifice, the welfare of the nation 
depends. :

As an unmarried girl she, was self-supporting 
(although unless she severed herself from her family 
much of her energy and strength went in the unpaid 
labour of the home always done by women). If she 
entered domestic service ' she received, aneconomic . 
return for her household labour in wages.

To-day a domestic servant earns from £15 to £40 
per annum, according to her abilities, exclusive of 
board and lodging, which middle- class housekeepers in 
drawing up their household budget estimate roughly at 
10s. a week. Upon her marriage she relinquishes this 
cash symbol of her economic value in the home. She 
transfers her service from the home of her employer to 
the home of a labourer or an artisan. Much that she 
would have refused to do in the service of an employer 
she cheerfully performs in the service of the family. 
She scrubs, cleans, stands over the wash-tub, makes 
and mends and cooks. More than all she bears the 
long strain and the sharp ordeal of childbirth, and 
becomes the sole minister to the manifold needs of her 
infant children. Should sickness fall upon her husband 
or any member of the family-she becomes the sick 
nurse, performing every kind of personal service in 
attendance day and night upon the patient. By her 
labour, the life and well-being of. the family is main- 
tained, and upon the life and well-being of the family 
depend the life and well-being of the State.

There is recreation, there is rest, for the wage-earner 
when the contract with the employer has been fulfilled, 
but for the pivot of the home, the mother, there can 
be and there is no holiday, for her task cannot be laid 

' aside.
Where is the value gone of the gross £30, £40, £50, 

and £60 per annum which she earned as a domestic 
servant? She is not less skilled, she has gained new 
powers and new capabilities from deep experience and 
great responsibility. , She works longer and harder. 
How, then, has it happened that she who once main- 
tained herself is now maintained by her husband; that 
she who was once a self-supporting woman is now a 

" dependent"?
The truth is that this woman, once a self-supporter,. 

has become the supporter not only of herself but of her 
husband and her children. Or, let us say, the man 
and the woman who, unmarried, supported themselves, 
have now become the joint supporters of each other and 
of a growing family of children.
.: The wife of a working man supports her home and 
family by the same means as does the wage-earning 
man—by her labour. The fact that the labour is un- , 
paid does not destroy its real economic value, though 
it deprives the woman of labour’s due reward, and im- 
plies an unpaid debt on the part of those who benefit

, by the cash value of her work. •
A married working man without children lives in far 

greater comfort than an unmarried working man earning 
the same wage. It would be impossible for an unmarried 
working man, earning, say, 25s. to 30s. a week, to main­
tain four or five young children and keep them in a 
sanitary condition, decently clothed, and reasonably well 
fed upon this wage. Yet hundreds of thousands of 
married working men accomplish this miracle ! "

But let the wife and mother be taken away from the 
family, and see what happens. Every social worker 
knows the pitiable condition of the widower with 25g. , 
to 30s. a week left with several young children on his 
hands. He cannot afford to pay for the labour per- • 
formed by his wife. He is bound to marry again 
almost immediately, and ifin the interim he did not 
find some woman relation or neighbour readyto step 
into the breach with her ministry of unpaid labour his. 
case would be desperate, and the State would have to , , 
step in on the children’s behalf, and extricate him from 
his difficulties. He nearly always does find such a 
woman. " The poor .are good to one another." Yes, 
but it is the women upon whom the burden of gene- 
rosity falls in almost every case. , . . ..

Neither the wage-earning husband, nor the employer, 
nor the nation has given due consideration to the 
economic value of this vast contribution of the married 
woman's unpaid labour. . , . ..... - . , .

The theory that capital maintained labour once - 
found popular acceptance in this country. That error . 
has been exploded. .It is now almost universally . 
recognised that capital and labour are . mutually 
dependent. They support each other. And the State: 
recognises direct responsibility towards both. The 
theory that the married working man supports his wife 
is an error equally great. $ Husband, and wife are 
mutually dependent upon each other for support, and 
together they maintain theirdependents, the young 
children of the family. Both are of economic value to 
the State, and the State has- a direct economic.: 
responsibility towards both. While the fact that the ■ 
economic contribution of the married working woman 
is not requited by a money wage should make her claim . 
for insurance the stronger.
- The present' Invalidity Insurance Bill is founded 
upon an economic falsity, namely, that the wife of the 
wage-earner is supported by her husband, and if it is a 
carried in its present form will inflict gross injustice ■ 
upon married women, whose labour has been too long . 
exploited, and defrauded of its ' due recognition and 
reward.

A CONSERVATIVE ON THE BIL
VIEWS of LORD ROBERT CECIL.

A speech deliceTed.on duty 13, at theManMmie Branch ofthe Conservative and Unionist Women’ 
FTancnise Association.'’

I think that if ever those who are in favour 
of Woman Suffrage have been entitled to be in 
high spirits the present is the occasion on which they 
are so entitled. Never has the cause stood so well as it 
stands now. The only distressing feature is the almost 
complete collapse of our opponents! I have always 
welcomed the activity of the anti-Suffragists. The 
more this question is discussed, the more it is submitted 
to argument, the more certain is the victory of the 
Suffrage cause. I wish my remarks to-day to be of a 
strictly practical nature. The position at which we 
have arrived is this : that after all our efforts we have 
now received an absolutely substantial and definite 
pledge on the part of the Government that they will ‘ 
next year give real and effective facilities for the dis- 
cussion and adoption of the Conciliation Bill by the 
House of Commons. There can be no question at all 
about the pledge, first given by Sir Edward Grey, and 
afterwards repeated in writing by Mr. Asquith, that we 
are to have time in the House of Commons next year 
for that body to consider and to pass the Bill through 
all its stages ifthe House desires to do so. And it 
therefore entirely rests with the advocates of the 
Suffrage outside the House to convince the members of 
the House of Commons that it really is right and 
proper that the BiIl should be passed into law. And 
our task between now and next spring is to take care 
that every member of the House of Commons over 
whom we have the slightest influence shall have 
brought hometo him thoroughly and completely the 
case for the Suffrage and the importance of passing . 
this Bill into law.

Addressing an audience in any other cause, I should 
warn them against slackness, but I am bound to say 
that I have found Suffragists of all sorts never in 
danger of that particular vice. I think perhaps it 
would be more germane to the present matter if I 
warned them not to be over-confident,. That they will 
work I have no doubt. . Let them work with judgment 
and let them not assume that any single member, 
however excellent his record may be, is absolutely 
secure as a supporter on the day in question: And let 
them always recall to themselves that a Member of 
Parliament is constantly being exposed to every kind of 
influence.If he is in favour of the Suffrage those who 
are opposed to it will try and press him to take some 
action which they think will be hostile to that cause. 
And it is our part to encourage him and direct his steps 
in the narrow path of righteousness, never letting them 
be deflected by the evil deeds and words of dur adver­
sary. - I

Now the only really serious danger that we have to . 
face is that we are threatened with a somewhat over- 
whelming amount of friendship. . There are those who 
say that in putting forward the Conciliation Bill women 
have very gravely underestimated their claim and that 
the Bill ought to be extended so as to comprise a very 
much larger number of women than it comprises at 
the present time. I should feel more disposed to listen 
to that suggestion if it came from a source that had 
been uniformly friendly to this cause, if it came from 
men who at our sorest need have always proved them- 
selves to be our friends. I regret to say that those who 
are now over anxious to offer the Suffrage to a very 
large number of women have generally found some 
reason why any particular proposal for the extension of 
the Suffrage to women is one which they could not 
support, i ■

I want, if I may, to ask you to consider very care- 
fully what this proposal for the extension of the Bill 
is. The proposal, as I understand it, is that the Bill 
should be extended so as to include all women who are 
married to qualified voters. Now, that would mean 
that instead, of a million women or thereabouts who 
would be enfranchised under the Conciliation Bill you 
would enfranchise some five or six millions. I am ' 
addressing the Marylebone branch of the Conservative 
and Unionist Women’s Franchise Association, and I 
do not therefore hesitate to say that such a large 
extension of the franchise, whether to men or women, 
is one which any serious-minded person must look at 
with great suspicion. Therefore, if there were no more 
to be said against this proposal than that it was going 
io multiply by five or six the number of voters who 1 
were to receive the franchise, I should regard it as of 
doubtful expediency, h - !
. But there is a much more serious objection to it, and 
i is this: we are asking, not to change the general 
principle of the franchise law in any respect except one, 
namely, to remove the sex disqualification in certain ' 
cases. We do not propose to remodel the franchise law 
in any other way. We say—and it has always been : 
the case put forward by this society and other societies 
which have been active—we say that those persons who 
" they were men would have the right to vote ought 
not to be excluded from the vote because they are 
women. That is an intelligible principle, and one which 
we can defend. It does not alter the general • 
principle of the franchise law.

But if this amendment were passed-you would have 
admitted tothefranchise a vast body of voters who 
would not themselves be qualified, who would not be 
possessed, of the necessary residential and property 
qualification which all the other voters were possessed 
of, but who were given the franchise because they were 
living in the house of and. married to men who were 
qualified. That is a new principle in the franchise law, 
and one which it seems to me impossible to defend, 
except upon the principle that all adult persons, how­
ever qualified or however unqualified, should be entitled 
to vote. In other words, the effect of this amendment 
would be really to faciliate the advent of Adult Suffrage, 
and that is a result which I, personally, can never 
approve. Nor, even if I could approve it, should I 
think that a Woman Suffrage Bill was the proper way 
to accomplish a reform of that kind. By all means 
let us consider the question of Adult Suffrage—in an 
open Bill, properly framed for that purpose. But do not 
let us be misled by Celtic enthusiasm or Celtic guile into 
passing an Adult Suffrage Bill under the guise and 
under the cloak of extending the franchise to qualified , 
women. .

That, ladies and gentlemen, is the main thing I want 
to say to you to-day. I believe it is of great impor- 
tance that the Conservative section of this movement 
should be definite and clear in their attitude on this 
question. I believe if they are clear and definite there 
is no danger of this extension being effected. I have 
had some opportunity of consulting the leaders of the 
movement. They have been, as they have always been, 
straightforward and loyal in the matter. They have 
agreed to the Conciliation Bill, and they are prepared to 
abide by the agreement And it is for us to 
do our utmost to see that their loyalty is not in vain, 
and that our cause shall not be wrecked, just when the 
good ship is getting into harbour, by false friends, 
mutiny and barratry of the crew.

. That is the task which is before us, and I am con- 
vinced that if we can repelthis last attack, the cause for 
which we have laboured so hard and so long will at 
last reach its achievement.

TREASURER’S NOTE.
The sum total of contributions that have been paid 

into the bank by the Headquarters of the Women’s 
Social and Political Union since the movement started 
in London five years ago now exceeds £100,000. The 
members of the Union will share with the Treasurer 
the sense of deep thankfulness and rejoicing in the 
attainment of a purpose which was regarded by the 
critics of this movement as an absurd and impossible 
dream. It is, indeed, a marvel that women out of 
their hard-won and scanty allowances should have put 
together by ceaseless and untiring effort such a sum.

Some people have inquired of the Treasurer, " Now 
that you have raised all this money, what are you going 
to do with it ? ” They do not realise that this Campaign 
Fund has financed the active campaign of the past five 
years, so soon to end in victory. If they want to know how 
in detail the money has been spent, let them read in the 
five annual reports which have been issued, with 
accounts of receipts and expenditure, the story of the 
amazing growth and development of this great organi- 
sation of women pledged to win the emancipation of 
their sex.
. Upon a strenuous war against a hostile Government • 

has succeeded a period of truce, limited by the term set 
by the promise of the Primo Minister. A truce is not 
apeace, and the fighting organisation and the fighting 
force have to be kept up to their topmost standard of 
efficiency all the time. Such a truce is as costly as 
war.

The need of funds to strengthen still further the 
organisation and to carry out the scheme for the educa- 
tion of the country is .Very great?. We have had to 
finance six by-election campaigns during the month of 
July. In Bethnal Green we shall be dealing directly with 
a member of the present Government, and much will 
depend upon the strength and effectiveness of our 
political campaign in that constituency. ′ A large con­
tingent.- of workers has to be turned int the place. 
Hundreds of thousands of leaflets have to be distri- 
buted. Committee-rooms must be taken. Halls must 
be booked. All this costs money. Many of the readers 
of VOTES FOR WOMEN have hitherto contributed little 
or nothing to the War Chest. The Treasurer calls 
upon them to meet the urgent need of the momentby ‘ 
a generous contribution to the expenses of these 
by-elections, • , . .... . •

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THE W.S.P.U. AND THE BY-ELECTIONS
Why We Oppose Mr. Masterman in Bethnal Green.

Owing to the decision of the Government 
to allow time during the Session 1912 for 
all stages of the Conciliation Bill, the 
W.S.P.U. are at work in the by-elections to 
secure from candidates pledges to support 
the Bill. And as a Bill can equally be 
defeated by carrying wrecking amendments 
AS by direct opposition, they are putting as 
a test question- whether the candidate will 
support the Bill as it stands and support 
only those amendments, if any, which have 
the sanction of the Members of Parliament 
forming the Conciliation Committee.

The text of the Bill, which provides for 
the extension of the vote to women house- 
holders, runs as follows:—

A BILL TO CONFER THE PARLIA-
MENTARY FRANCHISE ON WOMEN.
3e it enacted. etc.:

' 1. Every woman possessed of a household 
qualification within the meaning of
The Representation of the People 
Act (1884), shall be entitled to be regis- 
tered as a voter, and when registered 
to vote for the County or Borough in 
which the qualifying premises are 
situate.

2. For the purposes of this Act, a woman 
shall not be disqualified by marriage 
for being registered as a voter, pro- 
vided that a husband and wife shall 
not both be registered as voters in the 
same Parliamentary Borough or 
County division.

3. This Act may be cited as The Repre- 
sen tat ion of the People Act, 1911. -

( It has been declared by Mr. Philip 
Snowden (Labour M.P.), by Mr. Arthur 
Ponsonby (Liberal M.P.), and by many 
other progressive politicians to be 
thoroughly democratic, and by Lord Robert
Cecil and other Unionists to be moderate-
It combines the support of genuine friends 
of woman. suffrage in every party.

Where a candidate refuses to give a 
pledge to be loyal to the Conciliation Com- 
mittee the W.S.P.U. call upon the electors 
to bring pressure to bear upon him to 
change his attitude, and unless he does so 
to work against him if his opponent is 
prepared to be loyal.

The Campaign in Bethnal Green is of special 
importance in view of the fact that Mr. 
Masterman is a member of the Government and 
some idea of what the Government’s attitude on 
this question is likely to be next year will be 
gleaned from the line he takes up. The 
following letter was sent to him on behalf of 
the W.S.P.U. on Monday last :—•
“ DEAR SIR,—In the interests of the Concilia- 

tion Bill for Woman Suffrage we are taking part 
in the forthcoming by-election in this consti- 
tuency. We-shall much appreciate it if, in the 

• course of your speech to-night, you will explain 
your attitude with regard to the Conciliation Bill, 
which, as you know, gives the vote to women 
householders, the majority of whom belong to 
the working class. The promise that we- ask you 
to make is that you will support the Conciliation 
Committee in getting the Conciliation Bill car- 
ried, and that you will vote against all amend- 
“ments which the Conciliation Committee believe 
will endanger the passage of the Bill into law. 
You will, I know, recognise that our request that 
you should follow the lead of the Conciliation 
Committee is a perfectly reasonable one, because, 
as the Government will not be in charge of the 

. Bill, the duty of piloting it will naturally devolve 
, upon the Conciliation Committee. ■ We are sure 
- that you will agree also that widening amend- 

ments, which would destroy the compromise upon 
which the Bill is based, ought to be opposed. Our 

“friends in the House of Commons advise us that 
. the Conciliation Bill is the only measure for 

Woman Suffrage that can be carried in the pre- 
sent Parliament. The members who have advised 
us to this effectinclude Mr. Philip Snowden, Mr. 

“Arthur Ponsonby, and several others whose repu- 
tation as democrats stands equally high. The 
soundness of their opinion that to extend the Bill 
in Committee will cause it to be wrecked on the 
third reading is shown by the announcement of 
the anti-Suffragists that they will vote for widen- 
ing amendments in Committee, and will then vote 
against the third reading of the Bill. In view of 
this serious danger to the Bill we are asking ■ 
Parliamentary candidates to pledge themselves to 
vote against all amendments whichin the opinion 
of the Conciliation Committee will endanger the 
passage of the Bill. Hoping that we may have 

this pledge from you, I am, yours faithfully, 
, JESSIE KENNEY, Organiser in Charge.” " .
r To the beirer of this letter Mr. Masterman 
said, verbally, that he was a ‘ friend to the 
ladies " and would be pleased to meet them 
later; - accordingly a deputation from the 
W.S.P.U. waited on him on Wednesday last.

In reply to their questions he refused to give 
any promise to support the Conciliation Com- 
mittee. .

Letter from Mr. Masterman.
Subsequently the following letter' was re- 

ceived from him:—
"I have always been a supporter of 

Woman Suffrage.I do not think that the 
treatment of the Suffrage in the past, the 
passing of academic resolutions in its favour, 
without any attempt to deal with the practi- 
cal difficulties of the Bill, has been altogether 

■ creditable to Parliament. I am glad that 
the Government has promised facilities next 
year for a serious attempt to deal with the 
matter. I supported Mr. Dickinson’s Bill 
in the Parliament of 1906, and the Adult 
Suffrage Bill of Mr. Geoffrey Howard. I 
voted against the Parliamentary Franchise 
Women’s Bill last year because it was thrown 
at our heads in such a form that no amend- 
ments of a democratic character could be 
moved. I supported the Bill this year owing 
to the removal of so monstrous a condition.
I should not support purely wrecking amend- 
ments to the Bill, but I certainly could not 
pledge myself to allow any outside body to 
decide how I should vote upon amendments 
which I have not yet seen, and I should sup- 
port any reasonable modification which 
might be possible to lessen the advantage 
given to property under the Bill and to 
extend the enfranchisement to some at least 
of the women who have the greatest right to 
the vote of any women in the land, namely, 
the wives and mothers of our working people.

From this it will be seen that Mr. Master- 
man definitely refuses to follow the lead of the 
Conciliation Committee, and on the specious 
plea of giving volesto wives and mothers 
expresses his intention of supporting amend- 
ments which, in the opinion of the Com- 
mittee, will have the effect of wrecking the Bill 
and thus preventing any women from obtain- 
ing the vote.

While Mr. Masterman’s attitude is so un- 
satisfactory, the Unionist candidate, Mr. Hoff- 
gaard, promises to give whole-hearted support 
to the Conciliation Committee, to accept 
their lead, and to vote against any amendment 
which they may, consider dangerous.

The W.S.P.U. have accordingly decided 
to throw their influence against the Liberal 
candidate, Mr. Masterman, with the view of 
securing his defeat.

This being a London constituency, and very 
easily accessible from all parts, it is hoped that 
a very large number of workers will rally at once 
to the W.S.P.U. standard. Helpers of all kinds 
are needed, as the campaign will be an extensive 
one. An enormous number of outdoor meetings 
are being planned, and the campaign will also 
include a canvass of the electors.. Canvassers, 
speakers, and helpers in secretarial and other 
work will therefore be heartily welcomed at the 
W. S.P. U. Committee Rooms. The loan of motor 
cars will also be greatly appreciated, and the 
organiser suggests that, as the campaign is one of 
so great importance, those who cannot give 
personal service may like to help financial ly 
towards the expenses of running the campaign. 
Among the workers expected during the next few 
days are Miss Annie Kenney, Miss Charlotte 
Marsh and Mrs. Drummond. The Men’s Political 
Union will also be active throughout the campaign.

At the Committee Rooms there is already a 
brave show of the purple, white and green.

women’s meeting on Thursday, the day of the 

poll. .We also hope to address one or two of the 
factories where women are employed, and to leave 
a little number of women behind to keep on the 
work after we have left. Dunstable was visited 
last Saturday (market day), and a splendid meet- 
ing was held and many papers sold.

We were surprised to find that Mr. Hickman, 
although an "anti,” had brought out a leaflet on 
the subject of women and girls under the Insur- 
ance Bill. One elector has promised to find out 

from Mr. Hickman how exactly he intends to 
improve the position of women withouttheir own 
opinions being asked. Another will ask Mr. 
Harmsworth if he does not think it would be a 
good thing for him to reconsider his position about 
the Women’s Bill.

Both candidates wereapproached by the
W.S.P.U. Colonel Boles has promised to do 
all in his power to get the Conciliation Bill 
passed into law next year. Mr. Dudley 
Ward declares himself an Adult Suffragist, and 
will give no undertaking with regard to the 
Conciliation Bill, to which we understand he is 
opposed.

The W.S.P.U. are accordingly throw- 
ing their influence against the - Liberal 
candidate, Mr. Dudley Ward, who would 
help to wreck the Bill if returned to Parlia- 
ment.

Polling is taking place to-day, Friday, and the 
campaign is being continued up to the last moment 
by means of visits to the polling stations and last 
words to the electors. The campaign has been a 
magnificent one, and no one can deny that Votes 
for Women has played a most important part. 
Mr. Dudley Ward, the Liberal candidate, has had 
the policy of the Union explained to him again 
and again, both by letters from Liberal women 
and athis meetings. The account of Miss Crocker’s 
interview with the Liberal Candidate, which we 
give below, is typical, and Miss Joachim and 
Mrs. Dove Wilcox, when they asked Mr. 
Dudley. Ward why he had not replied to a 
letter asking for a friendly interview, had 
further evidence of Mr. Ward’s ignorance of the 
Bill as well as of the change of policy on the part 
of the W.S.P.U. - Among the workers in the cam- 
paign are many women who have never before 
taken part in election work. They have helped 
magnificently, and suffrage work will be carried on 
by them in their own localities long after the 
echoes of the election have died away. Last week 
we chronicled the fact that Mrs. Martin, formerly 
a prominent Liberal woman and vice-president of 
the Wellington Women’s Liberal Association, had 
resigned from her party on account of the Govern- 
ment’s attitude with regard ' to woman suffrage. 
This week another prominent Liberal woman, Miss 
Nellie Crocker, has written to the candidates to 
explain her position. When Mr. Dudley Ward 
first contested the seat in the General Election of 
1905, Miss Crocker explains, she was an ardent 
Liberal, and worked hard for his return. " But,” 
she writes, "‘ I soon was rudely awakened by the 
fact that the Liberal party, who eagerly 
accepted the work of Liberal women during that 
election, were not only content to deny their 
party principles where women were concerned, 
but dealt out to them ill-treatment rather than 
the simple measure of justice they were demand- 
ing. Needless to say, I at once resigned my

sition as honorary secretary of the Wellington 
omen’s Liberal Association and joined the 

W.S.P.U.” In reply. Colonel Boles wrote:— 
" I appreciate the fact that your resignation as 
honorary secretary of the Wellington Women’s 
Liberal Association was not arrived at without 
much personal thought and consideration. Pray 
allow me to thank you for your aid.” From Mr. 
Dudley Ward Miss Crocker received a formal 
acknowledgment.

The meetings held have been too numerous to 
report. In addition to a vast number of open air, 
village, and hamlet meetings, important meetings 
in the town halls of Wellington and Wiveliscombe 
have been addressed by Miss Vida Goldstein, Mrs. 
Brailsford, Miss Leonora Tyson, and others. 
Miss Annie Kenney makes an appeal for financial 
help towards meeting the expenses entailed by 
travelling over so scattered a constituency. All 
who would like to help the cause in this way are 
asked to send subscriptions to Miss Kenney at 
37, Queen’s-road, Clifton, Bristol.

Mr. Ward's Attitude.
Miss Crocker’s meeting at Sampford Brett was 

brought to a sudden close by the arrival of Mr. 
Dudley Ward in person to hold a meeting. She 
at once went to his. car and asked for a few 
minutes’ talk with him, since he had failed to 
answer the letter Mrs. Dove Wilcox and Mrs. 
Brailsford had written, asking for an interview. 
He said he would make a statement from his plat- 
form, and an agreement was entered into that 
Miss Crocker should reply to that statement 
for a few moments. He said he could not support 
our Bill because it would give the vote to the well- 
to-do women, while the working man’s wife would 
be left out. Whereupon he was asked if he 
had read the Bill, and he admitted he had not.

Miss Crocker of course pointed out that had he 
done so he would have known that eight out of 
every ten women voters would be working women. 
She asked him if he knew to what extent Adult 
Suffrage was supported in the House, and gave 
the figures—100 M.P.’s for it out of 670. This 
was evidently news to him, and his ignorance of 
the matter was palpable to all.

Miss Crocker also told him she had worked for 
him in 1905 (when he first contested the seat) as 
hon. sec. of the Wellington Women’s Liberal 
Association, but that the refusal of the Liberal 
party to carry out their principles where women 
were concerned had made it impossible for her to 
do any Liberal work, and in his case there was no 
course open but opposition. Before retiring she 
asked if he still held to the attitude he had 
taken on our question, and his reply was: “ Yes ; 
go and do your worst.”

IMPRESSONS OF AN 
AMERICAN.

To an American the West Somerset by-election 
is a wonderful and inspiring experience. The 
London papers would lead one to believe that 
either nothing at allis happening from a Suffra- 
gette point of view, or that we. are ■ allowing the 
Conciliation Bill to make political capital for the 
Liberals by wilful misrepresentation of the 
measure as “ class legislation forwomen of 
property,” or that we are supplying a mild sort 
of diversion to the Somerset villages, together 
with other " antis" and " cranks." Two London 
Liberal papers, the Daily Chronicle and the Daily 
News have so misrepresented us during the past 
week, and the rest of the London press has 
politely ignored us. Not so the Somerset county 
press, which has . printed columns of matter 
appreciative ofSuffragette methods and meetings,
I have never before been to a country by-election, 

and since I arrived in the motor car with Mrs. 
Haverfield and Vera Holme last Monday, have 
been living ina sort ofwhirlwind of politicalactivity, 
with Annie Kenneyas its centre anddriving force. 
Tuesday morning a drive of four miles in beauti- 
ful sunny weather to Blagdon, a village with about 
100 votes. A flurry in the village street and a 
craning of neeks as our car and colours are 
evidently recognised. A house-to-house canvass 
announcingan open-air meeting that evening at 
8 o’clock on the Green, by the village hall. 
Opposition from two work-worn women, who 
shake their heads and say, " A women’s place is 
the ‘ome, and you want the votes of we to put you 
in Parliament ? Not we!" The explanation 
that we want only women taxpayers to have votes, 
and that we do not want to sit in Parliament 
unless the men send. us there, leaves them 
reflective, and we drive back to chair at an 
afternoon meeting to be addressed by Miss Vida 
Goldstein, in Wellington Town Hall. Returning 
to Blagdon over the hills in the cool of the even- 
ing, I cannot help wondering what kind of an 
audience awaits us. We drive up to the Green 
and take our stand. We watch with outward calm 
and inward anxiety for the owners of craning 
heads and elusive voices murmuring " Suffra- 
gettes" to come forth from cottages and public 
houses. But it is still early. We. begin our 
speech as chairman to an audience composed of 
several haymakers and farmers slouching on the 
fence across the road, two tittering little girls, 
and a man with a motor bicycle, two or three be- 
lated chickens and a yellow dog. Figures come 
out from cottages and begin straggling up the 
village street in time to hear what the Concili- 
ation Bill is, and Annie Kenney begins her speech 
to a good crowd, which she beckons into a semi- 
circle about the car. Farmers drive up in dog- 
carts, respectably dressed artisans with red 
badges on their caps boldly join the audience. 
Liberal women, less outright, listen furtively 
over garden walls or through open windows 
adorned with “Dudley Ward this time,” other 
women, among whom we recognise the two 
doubters of the morning, gather and listen with 
absorption and even self-forgetfulness on their 
toil-hardened faces, as this working girl who 
roused London and knew heavy labour as a child 
of ten, tells her story of the rights and wrongs of 
women. The sunset light softens the distant 
Somerset Hills, softens the heavy labourers’faces 
while the mill girl from the North speaks great 
and solemn truths in the evening silence. Her 
brave words ringing out “ the prisons you men have 
given us are awful places, if I had not gone to 
Strangeways and to Holloway for a great prin- 
ciple I should have died there, or come out worse 
than I went in,”, are followed with strained 
attention and with the tribute of silence. - . Then 
comes her discussion of the political situation, 
and the Red Badges gird themselves up for 
action. Question follows question thick and fast ; 
she answers and turns the laugh on them and 
they laugh too, nudging each other and waiting 
for another chance. Murmurs of dissent follow 
her plea to vote for Colonel Boles, because he has 
promised to support the Conciliation Bill and to 
oppose dangerous widening amendments, cries of 
‘ Dudley, Dudley, -three cheers for Dudley" 
threatened to interrupt the meeting until she 
holds them once more by sheer strength of voice 
and personality, and explains that as a non-party 
organisation, we will supportor oppose no one, if 
they as electors will persuade Mr. Dudley Ward 
before polling day to give his word to support the 
Conciliation Bill. They are quick to see the fair- 
ness of our position as regards Colonel 
Boles, “ You ‘elp ‘im cos ‘e‘elps you, I see," 
they say. They crowd round her car as 
her speech is finished, more questions are asked, 
their renewed fears as to every woman voting and 
our desire to sit in Parliament are quieted, every 
copy of VOTES FOR WOMEN is sold, our Letter to 
the Electors is distributed by eager little boys and 
girls, and we drive off followed by “ Three cheers 
for the Suffragettes !”

We have held many other meetings. At 
Dulverton the chair was taken by Miss Anne 
Martin, M.A., former professor of History in the 
University of Nevada, and Miss Kenney held an 
audience of about 400 people spellbound for over 
an hour. Her statement: " You know very well 
men are not given the vote because they are 
more intelligent than women ; you know, if intelli- 
gence were the reason, many men would not have 
the vote and many women would "brought 
laughter and cheers and nods of approval from 
hoary-headed villagers leaning on sticks and 
listening intently in the foreground. At the 
close one man was heard to say, " Jove, she can 
talk ! if we only had a few like her in Parliament 
instead of the muddlers we send there now !" '

Men and women alike agree that women tax- 
payers should have votes. :" Yes we know about 
it, we want votes for women who pay taxes, a lady 
here last week was telling us about it. She did 
speak well!" we were told at Milverton. ‘We 
found that Miss Norma Smith had sown this good 
seed at a National Union Meeting a few days 
before. Liberal feeling was strong, but we held 
a large and most successful meeting, sold 91 copies 
of the paper, and drove away followed by cheers 
from the crowd.

THE CRY OF THE CHILDREN.
Those who attended the Steinway Hall meeting 

on Thursday in last week were immensely impress- 
ed by Mr. Cameron Swan’s speech dealing with 
little children and the White Slave Traffic. Mrs. 
Cameron Swan spoke strongly on the need for 
making the facts known and fighting the evil. 
Her speech moved the audience to intense in- 
dignation that such things exist, and that women, 
not having the Parliamentary vote, have no power 
to stop them.

WOMEN HEROES.
From all sources come stories of women’s heroism 

in danger. In a fire which broke out in Pem­
broke Mews, Belgrave Square, in the early hours 
of the morning of July 12, the rescue of a number of 
horses was largely due to the exertions of some 
ladies returning from a dance. One, Mrs. Croff, 
herself pluckily led out several terrified horses, 
and then, regardless of her exquisite evening 
frock, helped to unload from a garage near some 
cans of petrol, the presence of which caused great 
danger. The Countess of Londesborough also 
gave great assistance, while numbers of other 
women helped in pushing and steering heavy 
motors cars out of the danger zone.

From Canada, whore the frightful forest fires 
have been raging, come many stories of heroism ; 
in numbers of cases women risked their lives in 
efforts to save children, and one woman refused a 
place in a river boat because her husband was still 
ashore. ■ She waded up to her waist in water for a 
couple of hours, and when she learned that her 
husband was burned, she remained to claim his 
body.

• Then there is the tragic story of Mrs. Clifford, 
of Coventry, who, when the collision occurred 
between her husband’s motor car and another on 
July 16, with great presence of mind threw her 
young son on to a plot of grass and saved his life. 
As the car overturned, she herself was thrown 
heavily on the roadway, and sustained fatal 
injuries. ■ '

There are also the stories of the women at Wood 
Green, Farnham (Surrey) and Lavander Hill, 
who performed plucky acts. Ellen Seal, 
a domestic servant, seeing a policeman struggling 
with a prisoner, in the face of a hostile crowd 
forced her way through, blew his whistle, and ran 
to the police station for assistance. At Farnham, 
Mrs. Sharo,. of Ashvale, near Aldershot, cycled 
after a soldier, who was said to have assaulted 

. two girls. She overtook the man, after a chase 
of about a mile, and held on to him until the 
police arrived in a motor car. Another woman, 
Lily Mayle, saw a man break into a house in 
Tipthor e Road, Lavender Hill, and steal various 
articles. “She immediately gave chase, and after 
a violent struggle, had the satisfaction of handing 
him over to the police.

And little Eva Chaput, aFrench-Canadian girl 
of thirteen, has saved her little brother’s life and 
lost her own. The children were on the Charle- 
voiX Bridge over the Lachine Canal. The bridge 
opened tolet a steamer through. The boy tried;. 
to leap the widening gap between the bridge and 
the shore ; his feet just touched the bank, and he 
would have fallen backwards but for his sister, 
who sprang forward, pushed him on the shore, 
and then dropped into the water herself and was 
drowned.

Not long ago an Ottawa child rushed into a 
burning house and rescued her baby brother from 
the flames.

At Que: nssun Heights, Canada, a large crowd 
was present recently atthe unveiling of a monu- 
ment to Laura Secord, the woman who saved her 
husband’s life and conveyed the information by 
which the British won the victory of Beaver 
Dams in 1813.

Seeing and hearing Mrs. Ben Webster as chair- 
man made one realise what a political force the 
Actresses’Franchise League is. It was the first ‘ 
time she had filled thatrole, yet she won the 
audience with her first words, and gained their 
goodwill and appreciation for all that followed.

There were more women than men present_ 
always a good sign—and-it was most inspiring to 
see the determined way in which they marched up ' 
to the front seats, took their hats off, settled 
down with their babies, and studied the pro- 
gramme, evidently intending thoroughly to 
enjoy their evening out. And the babies were so 
good—hardly a cry the whole time!

Mrs. Arncliffe Sennett, full of fire and en- 
thusiasm, supported the resolution, " That this, 
meeting calls upon the Government to pass the 

. Conciliation Bill as it stands . , . .;”no 
wrecking “democratic" amendments'allowed 1 
Mrs. Sennett appealed to the women. “Was it 
fair that a woman should, by her earnings, keep 
a home together, enable her husband and 

-sons to become lodgers in this same home and get 
votes, while she herself was left out ? Shame » 
shouted the women, well roused to the enormity 
of such a thing. “Messrs. Asquith, Lloyd George 
and Churchill might be very delightful as hus‘ 
bands, brothers, and cousins, but in their political 
relationship to women they had failed utterly 
They deserved deportation to Devil’s Island!" 
(Great applause.) One felt the resolution was 

• safe, even before Mrs. Sennett finished her plead- 
ing., Miss Dugdale followed with Alicia Need- 
hams " Song to the Women,” then Miss Emily 
Davison,who got a great reception for her five 
imprisonments and daring deeds, pressed in some 
further facts about the Conciliation Bill.

Then Mr. Lansbury arrived, and had to wait 
quite along time before the cheering died down 
Mr. Lan bury always goes straight to the point 

once. He told us how the Liberal leaders fell on his neck entreating him to be moderate in his demands for his party. “ Little by little, step by 
step was their motto for men’s reforms, but 
when it came to the Women’s Bill they imme- 
mately rushed to immoderate lengths and 
breadths quite different to their usual policy. 
Adult Suffragist and Socialist as he was, he 
wanted the Conciliation Bill to go through. With

votes, were rushing about now in the House of 

ommons, getting a great deal of attention paid 
to their grievances, but the greatest sufferers, the 
women, were not being listened to at all. Mr. 
Lansbury advised the women of West Ham to 
keep on worrying Baron de Forest, and the sug­
gestion was well received. The resolutions were 
passed with great enthusiasm, without one dis- 
sentient, and Mr. Lansbury promised to carry 
them straight to Mr. Asquith and Baron de 
Forest. In conclusion, Mr. Arncliffe Sennetts 
clever play, “An ‘Englishwoman’s Home,” was 
acted. Miss Inez Bensusan taking the chief part, 
and it did one good to hear the roars of laughter 
with which it was greeted. —
- Baron de Forest evidently regarded Woman’s 
buff rage as beneath his notice on his recent visit 
to West Ham. Perhaps next time he will find it 
grown up suddenly, and very much alive and 
Kicking.

.A deputation of Doncaster women (Mrs. Broek,
