GENERAL INFORMATION

Changes made for 1976
The Census for 1976 Is in line with similar 
inquiries being conducted In other member countries 
of the European Economic Communities. There was a 
small number of changes in the scope of the 
Industry reports compared with 1975. These include 
separate headings for:

Sales of goods produced
Receipts for work done and industrial services 
rendered
Amounts paid for hire of plant and machinery 
Amounts paid for rent of Industrial and 
commerclai buildings

Specific changes are explained in the Introductions 
to the industry reports or by footnotes to the 
tables.

Suppression of Information relating to individual 
undertakings
Section 9(5)(b) of the Statistics of Trade Act 1947 
states - "The following provisions shall have 
effect with respect to any report, summary or other 
communication to the public of information obtained 
under the foregoing provisions of this Act - 

in compiling any such report, summary or 
communication the competent authority' shall so 
arrange it as to prevent any particulars 
published therein from being identified as being 
particulars relating to any individual person or 
undertaking except with the previous consent in 
writing of that person or the person carrying on 
that undertaking, as the case may be; but this 
provision shall not prevent the disclosure of the 
total quantity or value of any articles produced, 
sold or delivered; so, however, that before 
disclosing any such total the competent authority 
shall have regard to any representations made to 
them by any person who al leges that the dis­
closure thereof would enable particulars relating 
to him or to an undertaking carried on by him to 
be deduced from the total disclosed."

If a figure involved disclosure- the contributor 
concerned was sometimes asked to give permission 
for its publication. in the majority of cases 
permission was given.

and these are included in total employment 
figures. Outworkers (i.e. persons employed by 
establishments who worked in their own homes etc. 
on materials supplied by the establishment) are 
excluded. The figures include persons engaged on 
merchanting or factoring and canteen workers where 
particulars in respect of these activities could 
not be excIuded from the return.

Working proprietors
These Include all persons regarded as "self- 
employed" for national insurance purposes and 
members of their families who worked in the 
business without receiving a wage or salary; but 
such persons who worked less than half the normal 
number of working hours are excluded. Directors 
working in the business but not in receipt of a 
definite wage, salary or commission are included 
under this heading: directors paid by fee only are 
not included.

EmpIoyees
Administrative, technical and clerical employees 
include directors in receipt of a definite wage, 
salary or commission, managers, superintendents 
and works foremen; research and design employees 
(other than operatives); draughtsmen, editorial 
staff, advertising staff, travellers and all 
office employees.
Operatives Include all other classes of employees, 
that is, broadly speaking, all manual wage 
earners. They include operatives employed in 
power stations, transport (including roundsmen), 
warehouses, stores, shops and canteens, 
inspectors, maintenance workers and cleaners. 
Operatives engaged in outside work of erecting, 
fitting etc. are also included, but outworkers 
are excluded.

Capital expenditure
Capital expenditure during the year in respect of 
manufacturing .units where production had not 
started before the end of the year is included. 
Establishments were asked not to deduct from the 
value of capital expenditure amounts received or 
expected to be received in grants or allowances 
from the Government or any statutory body or local 
authority. Establishments with 100 or more 
employees were asked to Include a total net 
capital expenditure figure for each calendar year.

(a) New building work
This represents the cost incurred during the year 
of new building and other constructional work to, 
be used in connection with the business covered by’ 
the return. The value is that charged to capital 
account during the year of return; it Includes 
expenditure on new buildings and on the extension 
or reconstruction of old buildings, the value of 
works of a capital nature carried out by the 
establishment's own staff and the cost of any 
newly constructed buildings purchased. Figures 
shown include legal charges, stamp duties, agents' 
commissions, etc. ■

(b) Land and existing buildings
The items shown are the capital cost of freeholds 
purchased and the capital cost or premium payable 
for leaseholds acquired (excluding the value of 
assets acquired in taking over an existing 
business), and the amounts receivable for free­
holds or leaseholds disposed of. The value is 
that charged to capital account during the year of 
return.

(c) Plant, machinery and vehicles
The items shown are the value of plant and 
machinery and of vehicles acquired, both new and 
second-hand, and the amount received for Items 
disposed of during the year. The value of plant 
and machinery acquired Includes plant, etc. which



firms produced for their own use In connection with 
the business covered by the return. The value of 
plant, etc. acquired Is the expenditure charged to 
capital account during the year of return less any 
discounts received, but Including the cost of 
transport and installation. Deductible value added 
tax Is excluded but non-deductible value added tax 
on motor cars acquired is Included. No deduction 
is made for depreciation, amortization or obsoles­
cence. The proceeds of items disposed of during 
the year exclude amounts written-off for Items 
scrapped.

Cost of Industrial services
This Includes amounts payable to other firms for 
work done on materials supplied by the establish­
ment, payments for repairs and maintenance 
(Including those In respect of rented buildings) 
and amounts paid to other firms for contracts which 
have been sublet. Payments to outworkers are 
excIuded.

Cost of non-industrial services
This includes rent of Industrial and commercial 
buildings, hire of plant and machinery, commercial 
insurance premiums, bank charges and amounts paid 
for professional services, post office services, 
transport, advertising etc. Amounts payable on 
royalties for the right to use patents, trademarks, 
copyrights etc., manufacturing and quarrying rights 
and technical "know-how" are also included.

Gross output
In the calculation of gross output the value of 
total sales and work done is increased by the rise 
(or reduced by the fall) during the year in the 
value of work in progress and goods on hand for 
sale.

Net output
Net output, a customary census measure, Is 
calculated by deducting from gross output the cost 
of purchases (reduced by the rise, or increased by 
the fall, during the year of stocks of materials 
etc.) and the cost of industrial services received, 
and where applicable, duties etc.

Net output per head
The figures of net output per head are derived by 
dividing the net output by the average number of 
persons employed (full and part-time) on all 
activities covered by the returns, including 
operatives, administrative, technical and clerical 
employees and working proprietors, but excluding 
outworkers.

Gross value added at factor cost
Gross value added at factor cost is calculated by 
deducting from net output the cost of non­
Industrial services (e.g. rent of buildings, hire 
of plant and machinery, commercial insurance 
premiums, bank charges and amounts paid for 
professional services, post office services, 
transport and advertising), rates (excluding water 
rates) and the cost of licensing motor vehicles. 
This estimate of gross value added approaches more 
closely than census net output to the definition 
of net output or value added in national accounts 
statistics.

Gross value added at factor cost per head
The figures of gross value added at factor cost per
head are derived by dividing the gross value added 
by the average number of persons employed (full and
part-time) on all activities covered by the
returns, including operatives, administrative, 
technical and clerical employees and working 
proprietors, but excluding outworkers.

Purchases
Purchases Include the cost of raw materials,
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Is usually inclusive of duty If 30111

Social Security Act, 1973) as well as commercial 
insurance premiums to provide pensions, super­
annuation or other retirement benefits, sickness 
benefits, personal accident benefits, disability 
or death benefits for employees or former 
employees or their dependants. Contributions to 
the running costs of canteens, social centres, 
children's and holiday homes, etc. for employees, 
former employees and their dependants are also 
included.
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
