Annual Reports. It will be sufficient to state now that all the Diseases, either having a distinct 
character, or fatal to any considerable number of persons, are classified under 116 heads; 
some of which, however, include groups of very distinct diseases,—such as are fatal to only a 
few persons, or diseases which are often confounded with other diseases. The rule has been to 
refer the distinct diseases to heads under which the cases were so numerous, that the addi­
tional numbers would not interfere with the calculated proportions. Where it is desired,
