AND PUBLIC LUNATIC ASYLUMS.

1884.

The following Table shows the numbers of deaths (Persons, Males, and liemales) 
registered during 1884 in the Workhouses,, Hospitals^ and Public Lunatic Asylums of 
England. These figures afford the means of, correcting the mortality of districts 
and sub-districts in which these Institutions are situated. The Table , includes 
1592 Institutions; of which 731 are Workhouses, Workhouse Infirmaries; or Work­
house Schools ; 775 Hospitals or Infirmaries; and 86 Lunatic Asylums; The Lunatic 
Asylums are mostly County Asylums, but a few private Asylums, which receive 
pauper patients (held on that account to be public for the purposes of this Table) 
are also included. In these 1592 Institutions 54,936 deaths were registered during 
the year, or 10/3 per cent, of the total deaths in England and Wales, against 10/2 and 
10'6 per cent, in the two preceding years; 34,051 occurred in' Workhouses, 15,778 in 
Hospitals, and 5,107 in Lunatic Asylums. The, proportion to total deaths was 6'4 

per cent, in Workhouses, 3*0 in Hospitals, and 1/0 in Lunatic Asylums; the pro­
portion of. total, deaths recorded in Workhouses showed a slight decline from the 
proportions in recent years, but was higher than the proportion ten years previously.
