Hours of Observation.—The hours of observation are indicated by the type in 
which the names of stations are printed. Clarendon, normal climatological 
stations, 9 a.m. and 9 p.m.; BLACK CAPITALS, telegraphic reporting, normal 
climatological stations, 7 a.m., 1 p.m., 9 p.m. Roman, telegraphic reporting stations, 
7 a.m., 6 p.m.; Italics, auxiliary climatological stations, 9 a.m. only (Ventnor, 9 a.m.. 
and. 6 p.m.). At stations marked * an additional observation is taken, at 3 p.m. in 
the case of stations printed in clarendon type, and at 1 p.m. in the case of stations 
printed in Roman type.

The averages with which the current district values are compared are for the 
25 years 1881-1905. The district values for amount of cloud and earth temperatures 
are taken from the Monthly Weather Report of the Meteorological Office.
