PERMANENT NON-TRADITIONAL HOUSES

A, Table 11, a list of the main types is given together with details regarding 
the numbers of each type for which tenders have been approved and the 
numbers completed. Information regarding the development of sites and the 
preparation of housing schemes for non-traditional houses is included in the 
figures shown in Appendix A, Tables 1, 2, 8 and 9, and is shown in detail in 
Table 2(b).

REBUILDING OF WAR DESTROYED HOUSES
The rebuilding of war destroyed houses by private builders to private 

contract can be undertaken only under licence. Rebuilding by Local Authorities 
can be begun with the approval of the Ministry of Health and War 
Damage Commission. The figures for June take into account information 
regarding houses approved and on licences issued and houses completed in 
earlier months which was not previously available. Information in respect 
of some Local Authorities is still incomplete and the figures quoted are subject 
to adjustment.

It is anticipated that revision will be necessary in respect of figures for the 

repair of unoccupied war damaged dwellings. The existing figures should 
therefore be regarded as provisional.

OTHER HOUSING ACCOMMODATION
A total of 31,090 flats and houses of less than 12 rooms was released from 

occupation by the Services and Government Departments over the period 
1st May, 1945, to 31st May, 1947. Some of the dwellings on release were 
taken over by the Local Authorities.

The total number of requisitioned dwellings held by the Local Authorities 
for residential purposes was 96,386 at the end of June; of these 60,790 were 
situated in the London region.

Of the total of 96,386 requisitioned dwellings held by the Local Authorities, 
69,275 were held at 31st March, 1945. From that date to 31st May, 
1947, there was a net increase in unoccupied houses requisitioned by Local 
Authorities for residential purposes of 26,967 and a further 144 were requisi­
tioned in June, 1947, making a net increase of 27,111 houses in the 27 months 
to 30th June, 1947.

SERVICE CAMPS—TEMPORARY ACCOMMODATION
In addition to accommodation referred to above, there were at 30th June, 

1947, 15,386 families occupying accommodation in 1,074 camps that 
were redundant to the needs of the Services or Government Departments, which 
had been offered to Local Authorities for housing purposes and were 
considered suitable for those purposes. In the main these camps had been 
taken over by Local Authorities as part of their pool of housing accommodation 
or were being managed by them on behalf of the Ministry of Health.

Accommodation for a further 1,176 families was occupied in 180 camps 
which are still required for Government purposes, or are unsuitable for housing, 
or are still subject to decision as to their future use.

PROGRESS OF INDIVIDUAL HOUSING AUTHORITIES
Of the total of 1,469 Authorities there were at the 30th June, 1947, 

9 Authorities, excluding L.C.C. and Metropolitan Boroughs, who had as yet 
no sites of which possession had been obtained. Of these Authorities 5 were 
urban areas (mainly small urban districts) and 4 rural districts ; the population 
in these areas represents oII per cent, of the total population of England and 
Wales. There were 7 Authorities, excluding L.C.C. and Metropolitan Boroughs, 
who had not obtained authority to go to tender on a specific scheme. The 
population in the area of these Authorities represents 0:06 per cent, of the 
total population of England and Wales.

HOUSING LABOUR FORGE
Returns of the number of operatives aged 16 and over employed on the 

construction of new houses are now based on a new system of collecting the 
data recently instituted by the Ministry of Works. The estimate of 211,800 
so employed in England and Wales at the end of June may still be incomplete 
and, therefore, subject to adjustment. It should be noted that this estimate 
relates to operatives engaged both on the construction of permanent houses

and on the preparation of housing sites. In view of the change in the basis of 
collecting the data, and of the possible incompleteness of the new return, 
comparisons of the numbers engaged on new housing at end of January and 
at end of June respectively might be misleading. The number employed on 
war damage repairs decreased from 105,100 at the end of May, 1947, to 98,100 
at the end of June.

BUILDING MATERIALS AND COMPONENTS
Details of production of the more important building materials and com­

ponents are included in Appendix A. The information relates to Great 
Britain as a whole ; separate details in respect of England and Wales are 
not available. It should be noted that the production of the items listed 
is utilised not only for the construction of and installation in new dwellings but 
also for repairs, replacements and building work other than house building.

In general the production in any given month is not known until towards 
the end of the following month. It is not therefore always possible for the 
complete data relating to the month under review to be available in time 
for inclusion in the Return.

APPENDIX A—NOTES
The material contained in this return is derived from a census of the housing 

position at 31st December, 1945, and the reports of subsequent progress 
completed by the Local Authorities. Certain information is obtained from 
Government Departments. Where this is the case the items concerned have 
been annotated. At the 14th July, 1947, reports of progress had not been 
received from 1 Authority for the months December-June, from 1 Authority 
for the months January-June, from 3 Authorities for the months February- 
June, from 1 Authority for the months March-June, from 2 Authorities for 
the months April-June, from 3 Authorities for the months May and June, 
and from 52 Authorities for the month of June. Reports of progress in June 
were due to be received by the 5th July, 1947. Reports received after 
14th July arrived too late to be included in the figures shown in this report 
relating to progress in May. By 14th July, 1947, 1,406 reports had been 
received.

Tables 8 and 9
Table 8 shows the numbers of sites at different stages from the initial stage 

of selection to the stage when the site is available for construction.
Between the selection of the site and the completion of houses ready for 

occupation there is a long chain of events equivalent to the "pipeline” of 
materials and components of mass production in the engineering industry.

In general the use of the site for housing requires consideration from the 
point of view of regional and town planning, local transport facilities and 
so on. Sites have then to be acquired, a layout agreed, and roads, sewers 
and other services provided generally in advance of beginning the actual 
erection of houses. The actual construction of the houses themselves is the 
final process in the chain of production, which also, of course, comprises the 
fabrication of building materials and components ready for use.

During the early stages of expanding the volume of house building, the 
number of house sites under development and the number of houses under 
construction and so on will continue to rise in advance of a corresponding 
increase in the number of houses completed. As the production of houses 
by Local Authorities evolves into a smooth and continuous cycle of operations, 
the number of houses or house sites at the various stages in the chain of 
production will tend to be roughly equal.

Table 9 shows the number of houses at different stages towards completion 
beginning with the preparation of house plans.

Many of the initial stages in the erection of houses such as the preparation 
of house plans, bills of quantities and the chain of events leading to the accept­
ance of a tender are, in many cases, undertaken concurrently with the work 
of developing the corresponding sites.

The changes in regional composition referred to above should be borne in 
mind in comparing the regional classifications shown in the Tables in Appendix 
A in this return with those shown in returns published before 30th April.

The total population of England and Wales as at mid-1939 was divided
