I think, save much misunderstanding if you will print this letter,
in which I am stating as compactly and simply as I can, my reasons for
withdrawing from an active participation in Fabian affatrs.
Essegntially the position is thisj I find myself dis-
agreeing with the Basis which forms the gpnfession Ba of Failth of
the Society and diScontenfled with the general form of our activities.
So iéng as I could consider the Basis a document that might present-
ly be altered and the policy of The Society as a policy that would
develop and change, I have remained a member, I have had it in my =&
sk mind that I ght presently take part in a vigourous campaign for a
revised Basis. ~ But when I calculate the
‘ forces against such 'a campaign, the inevitable opposition and irrita-
Vi tion that must ensue and the probable net results of what would cer-
tainly be an irksome and distressful confliet, I am forced to con-
clude that the effort i1s, for me at least, not worth making. lMoreover
I want very much to concentrate myself now upon the writing of novels
for some years, and so I have taken the alternative course and sent
in my resignation.

My ohief objection to the Basfs 1s its disregard of
that claim of every child upon the State which is primary and funda-
mental to my conception of Socialism, A scheme which proposes to
leave mother and child economically dependent upon the father 1s to
me not Socialism at all but a miserable perversion of Socialism. It
forbids the practical freedom of women and leaves the essential evils
of the Individualist system untouched. I see the hopelessness of
any attempt to force this recognition upon the Fabian Soclety at the
present time, and I do not eare to remain permanently identified
with formulae that misstate my views by this tremendous omission.

Society to the Labor Party; congratulating the Party on
the accession of half a million members to its ranks dur-
ing the year just ended; and recalling with undiminished
satisfaction the active part taken by the Society in the
formation of the Party, is of opinion that the time has
come for the Party to give immediate consideration to
the following propositions, namely :

1. That parliamentary parties in England no longer depend for
support on the strength of their names or of the class
from which their members are drawn, but stand or fall
by their programs.

2. That a party without a program may influence legislation in
the House of Commons but can do nothing to influence
public opinion in the country.

3. That a Labor Party, in order to justify its detachment from
the two Capitalist parties, and its calls upon the funds
of the Trade Unions, must put forward a Labor program
which not only differs from the programs of the Capitalist
parties, but consists mainly of measures which cannot
conceivably be added to those programs.

4. That until these conditions are recognized and complied

Election. There is no local Liberal obviously suitable for their

second candidate, no steps have been taken to select one, and it may
be anticipated that the Liberals will not put up a man against
Sanders either at the General or at a Bye—election. On the other
hand the Conservatives and Liberal Unionists have embarked on a bitter
guarrel, the last phase of which is that they have each repudiated

the other's candidate.

At the general election Sanders' expenses (with 5 other
candidates in the field) were £205, all raised locally except £17
sent through the Fabian Society. On December 31st. 1908 £127 was
in hand, collected for the next contest by the local organisation
which is in many ways far more efficient than in 1906 and has



secured a seat on the Town Council against a combined Liberal
and Tory.

It was stated that the I, L. P, would probably be glad %o
be relieved of the financial Ziabiiiéy burden of this candidature,
and would thus be free to put forward another candidate elsewhere:
and that as Sanders is an official of the F., S. it i1s more appropriate
that he should look to it, rather than the I,L.P., for financial support,

Further he stated that a paid registration agent and local
organiser ought to be engaged, and neither the I, L, P. nor the local
organisation could find funds for this,

On these and other considerations the Committee unanimously
agreed on the following recommendation to the Executive:-

The Resoclution in the first place sontains 2 statement to the effect
that the reason why Lady Censtanse Lyttoa was released from Prison was that
foreible feeding 4s “an outrage too disgusting to be effered to a wvoman of
rank®. .

In view of the repeated statements which the Seoretary of State has
mede in Parlisment, he can only regard the stateaent that Lady Constance
Lytton's relsase had anything to do with le r rank or social position as a
wilful and deliberate misrepresentation, fhe was released solely because
she was suffering frou serious heart diseasse, and besause violent resist-
anse on her part to the medisal trentuent approptiate to her case would
have invelved some risk to her life, It was on this ground, and this

out the country, In the opinion of the Organisiag Seoretary he would
make a creditable candidate and if the Fablan Society put him forward
1t would undolbtedly be a good stroke of business for the Socialist
and Labour movement. It is very desirable that we should Secure a
footing among the teachers and the prometisn by us of Goldstene's candi-
dature would help considerably to secure this,

Draft Report on Fabian Polloy. o

By R.C.K, Ensor. ——

Neither the Pabian Soeilety nor the British Socialist move-
ment of whieh i1t forme a part were born yesterday. Twenty-six years
of development lie behind us and have made us what we are. A body
of such respectable antiguity is exposed to two evils. It always
runs some risk of stagnation. The best of its old virtues may be-
come vices as the times ohange. It may be frightened out of need-
ful innovations by the recollection of their fallure in earlier days
and under other circumstances, On the other hand it throws away 1its
heritage in a very real sense if it tries to act as though it had no
past behind it, The lessons of experience are too dearly bought to
be wisely ignored, and abstract unhistorical theorising is a poor
guide to chogse between whenever a better is obtainable,

The first of these dangers besets more naSusslly the Fabian
Executive; the second, the Sosciety's rank and file, The Executive
includes leading members who have been leading members since the
Society's foundation, and even its newer acquisitions are probably
far more steeped in its traditiény and its literature than the average
Fablan. Such a body is the better for constant promptings from fresh
minds, But it has necessarily to take a more sustained view than
its prompters. It cannot forget that most of the problems agitated

to-day have long histories, and have :;e.eltcdly been the subject of

careful consideration by strong committees, And it 1s bound teo

insist on the worth of an acquaintance (which of course does not
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necessarily mean an agreement) with the principles elaborated G
in Fabian Tracts; a very large proportion of which are to-day as
valid, as apposite, and as unfamiliar to most Socialists as on the
day when the were enunciated.

The guestion more particularly brought before us by the
members who moved for this Report was how far the old policy of
"Fabian Toleration" should now be discontinued. In the “"Report
gn Fabian Polioy%, which was presented to the Imternational Soocilal-
ist Congress in 1896 and now forms No. 70 in our series of tracts,
this policy 1s thus defined:

The Fablan Soociety, far from holding aloof from other
bodies, urges its members to lose no opportunity of
Joining them and permeating them with Fabian ideas

as far as possible, Almost all organisations and
movements contain elements making for Socialism, no
matter how remote the éymi)at.tx;elA aﬁ.d intentions of their
founders may be from those of the Socialists, On the
other hand, unintentionally reactlonary proposals are
constantly being brought forward in Socialist bodies.
Fablans are therefore encouraged to join all other

organisations, Socialist or non=-Socialist, in which
Fablan work can be done.

This declaration can only be understood if we recall others made

in the same Report, It 1s there stated that the Fabian Society

exists to persuade the English people to do Ssomething, but does

———"%o be the Secoialist party, and therefore does not seek political
reprepentation at elections, although it loses no opportunity of
influeneing elections and inducing constituencies to elect Social-
i1st8 as their candidatea; again, that it is eritical towards the
pleas for a specifically Socialist Press, and "in securing Journal-
istioc expression for 1ts ideas has no preference except for the
largest circulation®. The pioture is one of a society which does
not aim at being more than a society; which cares much about de-
veloping ideas and getting measures carried, and little about multi-
Plying the proselytes of a formula; and which beliwves that the
energies of its small but select membership will be more economical-
1y and effectively applied towards influencing the parties and party
newspapers which already exist than towards originating new ones,
The sharp lines of the picture only appear sharper when we remember
tLat it was painted for exhibition at-en international congress of
Socialist bodies, practically every one of which had long held it
the prime duty of Socialists to form an organisation apart €me and
to boyoott all ot?erl.

The idea thus expressed in 1896 had been uppermost in the
Society ever since it found its feet, and to this day it has rendered
possible a large proportion of the Sooiety's most peoculiar and most
valuable work, But from an early period another idea competed
with it, ~ the idea that the Pabian Sooiety should take part in
forming a separate political party for Socialist purpnses. Hints
of this appear in the manifesto of the Fabian Parliamentary League
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Lk L; 1s developed in the last (Mr. Bland's) of the "Fabian

Essays" (1869); it is re-emphasised in Mr. Bernard Shaw's review . :
of the Society's first Eight years (1892). In the "Plan of Cam-' \*
paign for Labour" x (1894) it is stwongly and carefully argued,

and elaborated into a detailed scheme not very unlike that aoctually
followed six years later in the constitution of the Labour Party.

If we ask why this goes unmentioned in the Report of 1896, we may
perhaps find part of the answer in the very discouraging General
Election of 1895, The workers had guite failed to take up the
"Plan of Campaign"; Mr, Heir Hardie had lost his seaty not a single
independent Labour representative had been returned. On the other
hand the rudderless condition of the storm-tossed Liberal ship
seemed to re-invite Fabian attempts to take it in tow. The ideas
of "permeation" and ¥YFabilan %oleration" naturally sesumed first
place,

But the idea of forming a new party was not dead, At the
conferences which in 1899-1900 formed the Labour Representation
Committee (now the Labour Party), the Fabian Soociety was represented.
It was affiliated to that body from the be@inning; 1t had alvays
had g representative upon its Executive Committee; it has fought
three elections under its auspices, and is undertaking tp fight
more. The full implications of this adherence nn not felt for
some years. It was only after the -@oneru Eleotion of 1906 that
the Labour Party began to ¥ loom in the )ﬁlitua of Fabians as of

On the other side were the hard facts, that the
Soclety was affiliated to one of the four definite parties in the
British Parliament, that 1t subscribed to the party fund, that it
was represented on the party executive, It would be somewhat
awkward 1f the Labour Party were to run a candidate in any particu-
lar constituency with the Sooiety'a blessing, and a prominent Fabian
engaged in "permeating™ the Liberal or the Conservative camp were -
to take the leading part in ”oppoling him, and securing his defeat.
It must be acknowledged that these awkwardnesses have oc~
curred rarely in practice, though at least one prominent Liberal
Fabilan has never shrunk from opposing Labour Candidates and in
several instances has been the decisive factor in their defeat.,
But some of the loudest protests that from time to time h@ve been
evoked have not bqen over Labour Candidates or Fabian Candidntel:
but over Soclalist Candidates run quite apart from the Labour Party

With regard to Labour Candidates the difficulty may
well become more acute, particularly since the Soclety has adopted
the policy of forming a Fabian Parliamentary fund and running candi-
dates off i1ts own bat, This is a complete departure from the doo-
trine of 1896 that the Society "does not seek direct political repre-
sentation by putting forward Fabian Candidates at elections®, As
such, it encountered some opposition in the diieuuiom of 1906~7,
where 1t originated; and the well-known report of the Executive
Committee in 1906 was so muoch alive to the dangers, that its actual

We very seldom hear protests against it from Fabian
Liverals, and few who have left the Socilety have assigned it as

their reason, Perhaps it discourages some from Jjoining, but in

the nature of things that is very hard to find out. Criticisms

have proceeded rather from the other wing of the Society, from

militant minds who think ounr metheds Aco bome-wxr—wre dejecTed Oy
our run of bad 1luck.

present, nor do we think it desirable that it should do se. The

To these guestions we answer No. Fruitful as we hope the

Society's corporate intervention at eleotions may become, 1t would ®
be a mistake to sacrifice to it other spheres os usefulness which
are more peculilar to the Society. The British Socialist movement
does not need only that Parliamentary seats should be won, It
needs Bo less that Soclalist ideas should be studied, developed,
threshed out in their applications, tested in practice; that col-
lectivist institutions and habits should be brought inoreasingly
into actual being to render practicable wider and wider embodiments
of the Socialist principle. Such work is at least as vital to the

progress of Socialism as the persuading of thousands of electors to

don any verbal label whatever or vote for candidates wearing any

verbal label whatever,  In England the Fabian Sooiety 1s the only
Socialist Society to attempt it on any systematic scale, the others
having nearly always found party-bullding and electioneering too
potent a distraction. And in doing this work the Fablan Society
has gained an incalpulable deal from 1ts policy of "Fablan Tolera-
tion", It is not merely, or so much that this policy gives it a
chance of "permeating" all parties and wielding influence in every
camp. It 1s that the Soclety is thus enabled to draw from all
sources, and to obtaln the co-pperation in the sphere of ideas of
people who will not co-operate on the field of party. It cannot be
too clearly realised not only, as was realised im 1896 and is still



“true to-day, that reaotionary proposals are often the offspring
(and still oftener the fosterlings) of Soclalist bodles, but that -
the Socialist idea sprouts in nearly every sofll, and that a society
which is to be first and foremost a nursery and a r:pening-gronn(@.\
for that idea must admit as few lmpediments as possible to the
membership of all who are intellectually Socialists, How many of
our members have fully faced this and thought it out, we cannot say;
but the majority have constantly shown a practical recegnition of
it To take gulte a recent example, Mr. Chiozz Money stood twice
for the Executive Committee while he was a Liberal Member £e of
Parliament, and each time he was elected high up on the list. Mr.
Stewart Headlam, again, is always very near the top at elections
for the Executive; yet he holde his seat on the Loundon County Coun-
c¢il as the candidate of the Liberal and Radical Association of
Bethnal Green.

From such iidications we draw the eonclusion that whereas
the Society is resolved to pursue its newer eleotion policy (a
resolution with which we are, as we have said, in full sympathy),
80 also 1s it resolved to maintain its polioy for people of all
parties provided they sign t.he Basis, and with Vthu resolution also
we entirely ooncur. ‘What then of the opntridietion that may arise
between the two attitudes ? OQur aﬁsnr is for the present, at all
events, that it must be 1et£ to the common-gense ‘»und good feeling
of the members to prevent their developing mpon more than the
present very moderate scale, We give this answer, not as a pious

but hopeless aspiration put forward to eloak our impotence, but

be overlooked in any all-round appreciation of the Socialist idea,
amd that those who overlook it cannot be all-round Socialists.
Without disputing over this conviction, we may all be content to
agree that, in so far as it 1s valid, 1t may be expected to prevail
by the ordinary methods, Nothing would be gained and much lost if

a majority tried to supplement these by methods of excommunication

PABIAN SUMMER SCFOOL. Y

The Pabian Summer School Committee having decided by a
majority vote and a meeting of Guarantors unanimously, that the
Executive of the F, S, be asked to take over the School as a going
concern, it seems fitting to place before the members of the Exeou-
tive a brief statement as to the work done at the School, its present
finanoial position, and scme suggestions as to its future organisatior

The School at Llanbedr was opened on 27th, July 1907. There
have been four Summer Sessions, Easter Conferences, and smaller
gatherings at Xmas and Whitsuntide. The total resident students
has been over 1,000. The following have acted a® Directors, F. Law-
son Dodd, F. R. Pease, Sidney Woebl aua Mrs. Webb, and lectures,

either in coursesor single leocturee have been given on various

aspeots of Socisidsm and cognate problems by well-known Socialists
and non-Sccialist lecturers.

In addition a considerable amount of propaganda work has
been done in the neighbourhood of Llanbedr with the result that
local prejudice and opposition has been overcome, and a certain
amount of Socialist opinion oreated.

Present Financial Position.

At the present time the School stands free from all debt
with its loan capital repaid, and a fund in hand for expenses to
date of termination of the lease. A brief statement of receipts



and expenses from 1907 to 1910 is annexed.

The School is not only free from debt, but has valuable
assets, First, its furniture at Pen-yr-Allt estimated value
£250, Second, 1ts goodwill as a going concern, its clientele
may ®e now be said to number about 2,000 persons and it is well
known to a still larger ocircle of people.

It will thus be seen that the Sohool whigh started a
private enterprise assisted by the Executive has now so far
Justified its existence. The Committee are therefore offering
to hand over to the Socilety an institution of commeroial as well
as educational value. Should this offer be declined the Summer
School Committee foresees some damngers in continuing the present
system of management. The School may grow and might continue
to use the name ¥Fabian" without adeguate guarantce that it will
#till be fulfilling the aims of the parent Sooiety, It might €&
fall into the hands of a Committee whose management would not
reflect credit on the Society or on the cause of Socialism, It
might be turned into a limited liability Company under the

Friendly Societles Act, and become the viotim of the cantankerous

small shareholder. Under Proper management however its member-

ship and utility are sure to inorease. It is important that the

rest in the hands of a bedy
of experienced and responsibdle in the work of Soolalist propaganda

A% preseng the %?ftiiﬁ I%gtié‘hai Committee 'éb’ﬁiis%g
of representatives from the Labour Party, the Independent
Labour Party, the Fablan Society, the S.D.P,, the Gas Workers
Union, and the Dockers' Union. Eacl. of these bodies pay £14
per annum affiliation fee to the British National Committee
amounting altogether to £84 per annum, 0f this sum £80 has
to be sent to the International Socialist Bureau. The British
National Comml ttee I 8 to meet other charges, inocluding the
travelling expenses of the British delegates on the Bureau,
These charges have been met uwp till now from balances in the
hands of the British National Committee which accrued owing
to the annual amount paid to the International Socialist Bureau
being only £50 prior to 1909. This source will soon be ex-
hausted and the new British National Committee will have to
ruu'noo per annum at least.

e have carefully considered the whole matter and als
the relation of the Fabian Soclety to the British llatic;:lc
Committee with the sontingent financial responsibilities. We
think that in future the amount to be pald by each organisa-
tlon affiliated to the British National Committee should be
based upon the voting strength at the International Congress
of each affiliated organisation. At the Congress Great
Britain has 20 votes as a nation. These 20 votes are divided

Another point to be considered is the representation of
Great Britain on the Bureau, At present there are tvoydele—
gates pfelected by the British section meeting at the triennial
International Socialist Congress and one elected by the British
parliamentary Bes%y Labour Party. With regard to the two
eleoted by the British section, the S.D.P. olaims the right to
have one, The British section refuses to acknowledge this
right but the matter is under consideration of the International
Soclalist Bureau, If the S.D.P, contention 1s upheld we think
that the whole guestion of paying affiiliation fees should be
reconsidered as the Fablan Society would then be practically
without the possibility of ever having a representative on the
Bureau, It may be mentioned that 1t is not necessary for the
Fablan Society to pay fees to the British National Committee in
order tos ecure representation at the International Socialist
Congresses, because being affiliated to the Labour Party our
delegate could go as representing a section of that Party. But
in that case we should lose our identity and our two votes out
of the British twenty would be lost to us.

We have also dilscussed the methods of the International Soci-
alist Bureau and we consider that they are in need of improve-

’In reply to your letter of yesterday's date, asking if
the Pabian Soclety could do anything usefully for the benefit of
the Japanese Socialists now being tried in Tokyo for conspiracy,
I¢ much good Might be donme by the passing of a resolution
protesting against the metheds now being employed to orush Soelal-
ism in Japan, as the Japanese Government is always greatly in-
fluenced by oriticism in England.

Like yourselves, I have no sympathy whatever with politi-
cal orime, and I agree that those whe emabrk on political orime
cannot complain if the State retaliates, The difficulty is to
discover what eveidence of crimimal intentions there is against
these 25 meffn and 1 woman who stand acoused of a dynamite plot
in Tokyo., As I stated in a letter to the "Times", when the ar-
rests took place the newspapers received peremptory instructions
that no mention of the reasons for the arrest should be made.

This did not prevent the pelice authorities some weeks later
issuing a statement, while the persons were 8till under secret
Srial in Tokyo, declaring that they were guilty of compliecity in
an atrocious dynamite plot. No particulars were givem - even

the lub-oinent alloiitiou t&& % ot was o;wg the

the acoused was not given, or at least was extremely vague After
being adjudged guilty by the Preliminary Coeurt the z{en‘::e.nov
being tried, again in secret, by the Court of Cassation, No op-
portunity has been afforded of learning the nature of their defence
and if that defence were to leak out in any way a newspaper giving
publicity to it woulll be presecuted.

There 1s a strong belief im Japan that the accused are
the victims of a p@lice plot devised with the object of extirpating
Socialisfl., In an artiocle published recently in one of the most
dmportant Japanese reviews, lMr, Inukai, a lecader of the Natiomal-
ist party (correspnding in some measure to our Radical party)
ventured to suggest that the Government secret service was trying
to instigate Sociallsts to some drastic measure by means of its
detectives and political spies, who skilfully disguised themselves
as Socilalists and thus accelerated the explosion from inside, thus
bringing the Socialists within the grip of the law, Mr. Inukai
says that he had several such experiences in th#@ earlier days of
his political party, when it was looked upon by the Government
with somewhat the same feelings as 1s the case now with Socialists.

A protest by the Fabian Soeciet, 1y
against i:u*!ivlivy"ifl"iﬁxll‘tlb“%%Ii!lilgkfigiggbfz, would
doubtless have same effect on the Japanese Government.
