A HISTORY
The William Morris 

Hall is the result of en- 
thusiasm for an idea. If 
it had depended on money 
it would probably have 
never been built. Enthu­
siasm supplied the want of 
money, and brought about 
its erection by voluntary 
labour, in the spare time 
of the workers. The hall 
is well built in brick, with 
a bright and cheerful in­
terior, on land which is 
now the freehold of the 
William Morris Co-ope­
rative Society. It was 
started Easter, 1909, and 
on Saturdays and Sundays 
as well as every evening 
during the week numbers 
of workers gave their best 
services in what was truly 
a labour of love. Of course, 
many were scandalized at 
such goings on ; the Dis­
trict Council spent an 
evening in debating the 
subject on the complaint of 
a neighbour; allegations 
were made that the land 
was ‘* pinched,” but—the 
hall was built. A Club 
room was added three 
years later; and in 1920 
the premises next door 
were secured with a view 
to extension in the future. 
A plaque on the east wall 
with the head of William 
Morris in relief—the work 
of a Dutch comrade—com­
memorates the fact that 
the hall was built to 
provide opportunities for 
social intercourse, propa­
ganda and education for 
all Socialists. There is 
also a full size bust of 
William Morris, by the 
same artist. The hall was 
opened in December, 1909, 
bv Walter Crane, who 
expressed his apprecia­
tion and congratulated 
the members on their 
achievement.

Dear Sir or Madam,

There is a unanimous feeling amongst responsible ratepayers 
that splendid progress has been made with the fight against 
Socialism in the Borough of Poplar during the past twelve 
months.

The result of the local elections won us three seats on 
the Board of Guardians and we held five seats and won one on 
the Borough Council. Educational work still continues but our 
greatest trouble is the apathy of the electorate and their 
ignorance of local affairs.

We brought considerable pressure to bear through the 
District Auditors on the Guardians and Council which caused a 
fall in the rate demand from 25/- to 23/4 in the £ thus saving 
our members approximately £15,000 annually on their present 
assessments, these have also been reduced by approximately 
£45,000 due to the derating of certain plant and machinery. 
The future also looks brighter as the current expenditure of 
the Guardians has been decreased by £170,000 which is equivalent 
to a rate of 4/- in the £. There will be also a reduction of 
3/10 in the £ when the Local Government Bill becomes operative 
in addition to the reduction of the rates by 75% to productive 
industry.

The Executive Committee have been constantly reviewing the 
position and they feel confident that with the success already 
achieved, members would wish that the fight against “Poplarism” 
should be continued with greater enthusiasm and unabated vigour.

After careful deliberation it has been decided to run an 
active and intensive educational campaign in the Bow and Bromley 
Parliamentary Division against the return of the sitting 
Socialist member Mr. George Lansbury. As you are well aware 
Mr. Lansbury is the instigator and author of “Poplarism” and he 
alone is primarily responsible for the intolerable financial 
burdens which all ratepayers have borne for the past nine 
years." His majority in 1924 was 5934 and with an addition to 
the electorate of over 10,000 women, a reduction in rates and a 
hard working and popular Anti-Socialist canditate in the field, 
it is strongly felt that we should not allow such a unique 
opportunity to pass.

It has been suggested that many opponents of Socialism outside 
Poplar might like to assist our efforts particularly as during the 
past six years the London Boroughs have contributed over £2,000,000 
towards Poor Relief in Poplar.

A special ‘ ‘ Fighting Fund ’ ’ to cover the cost of the 
campaign has been opened and I venture to make an earnest appeal 
for your generous support r

The Borough of Poplar has had its name tossed about the 
country as a synonym for irresponsibility and prodigality and if we 
won the seat, it would be a fine triumph for the ratepayers who 
would be rehabilitated in the eyes of the world and the unhappy 
system of ‘‘ Poplarism ’’ would receive a shock from which it could 
not recover.

Dear Mrs. Cooper:

Thank you for your letter and enclosure 
sent on behalf of the Young Electors Temperance Campaign.

As you are probably aware, the same 
questions have been sent officially to leaders of the 
various parties. Mr. J -Ramsay McDonald replied on 
behalf oi the National Labour Party, and his statement 
embodies the official policy towards the Temperance 
question.

we believe that it is imperative that an 
immediate inquiry into the whole question should be 
forthwith undertaken, and legislation based on the report of 
such a commission should be immediately put in hand. 
In Labour and the Nation, which is a statement of the arty’s 
policy on national questions, we state in regard to the 
licensing questions, as follows:

"The problem, however, is one which cannot be ignored 
in any national policy.. A Labour Government would 
appoint a Royal commission to inquire into the 
developments and changes which have taken place both 
at home and abroad in recent years, and to report 
upon what modifications in the law and what changes in 
the method of control should be made with a view to the 
necessary legislative action. i

It would be useless for me to pledge 
myself as an individual member of the Party to anything more 
than this statement, except that you may take my assurance 
that as a member of the arty, I shall do everything in 
my power to expedite the setting up of the enquiry and the 
legislation which will follow it. The question is one 
which it is imperative that Parliament should deal with, but 
I think it is equally inportant that we should endeavour to 
get the fullest measure of agreement as to the best policy 
to seopt in dealing with what is a very difficult and urgent 
problem.
