The if oilowing table shows the numbers of deaths (persons, males, and 
females)' registered during 1907 in Workhouses, Hospitals, Lunatic Asylums 
and. Idibt Asylums of England and Wales. These figures afford the means 
of correcting, in some measure, the mortality of the districtsand sub-districts 
in which the institutions are situated. The table includes 2,869 institutions; 
of these’ 827 are Workhouses, Workhouse Infirmaries, or Workhouse Schools; 
1,905 are Hospitals or Infirmaries; aind 137 are Lunatic Asylums. The 
Lunatic Asylums 5 comprise County and Borough Asylums, Lunatic Hospitals, 
and .Idiot Asylums. In -these 2,869 institutions 98,276 deaths were registered 
during the year, or 18’75 per cent, of the total deaths in England and 
Wales, against 17’61 and 18’19 per cent, in the two preceding years; 52,673i 
■deaths occurred in Workhouses, 35,062 in Hospitals, and 10,541 in Lunatic 
Asylums- ,The-proportion to total deaths was 10’05 : per . cent, in Workhouses, 
6’69 in Hospitals; and 2’01 in Lunatic Asylums. The proportion of deaths 
recorded in Workhouses, which had been 9’38 and 9’67 per cent, in 1905 and 
1906 respectively, was 10-05 per cent, in 1907,

Information relating to the deaths recorded in many Private Lunatic Asylums, 
and in a few bther institutions, will be found in the notes to the table.
