" I have found the work of absorb* 
ing interest, and I have been in full 
agreement with the aims and 
policy of the Corporation.”
While he has been away Major 

Gladstone Murray filled Colonel 
Dawnay’s position as acting pro­
gramme controller, and brought new 
rules into force for pruning “doubt­
ful” matter in jokes and songs over 
the air.

COMMONS SCENE ON VITAL NEW MILK TEST
SHIPPING BILL

M.P. CALLS ANOTHER 
A ‘‘TOADY”

Mr. Runciman Refuses Pledge 
On Seamen's Wages

By Our Parliamentary Correspondent, 
E. CLEPHAN PALMER

WE are getting on. Last 
Monday Mr. Buchanan 

bitterly attacked the Prime 
Minister.

Yesterday, Mr. Lunn, another 
Labour member, not to be outdone 
in the robustness of expression 
which seems to be developing in 
the House of Commons, applied 
the words " lickspittle ” and 
" toady ” to Mr. J. P. Dickie, the 
Simonite member for one of the 
Durham divisions.

He had annoyed Mr. Lunn, who 
represents Rothwell, by supporting the 
Shipping Bill, which hands over a 
subsidy of £2,000,000 to tramp ship­
owners, and by suggesting that opposi­
tion to the Bill came from people who 
knew nothing about shipping.
" OLD SHELLBACKS ”

He referred particularly to “ the 
two old shellbacks who represent the 
seaport towns of Wakefield and Swin­
don "—Mr. Greenwood and Dr. 
Addison, who had both opposed the 
Bill from the Labour Front Bench.

Incidentally Mr. Dickie, who 
worked for some years, as an engi­
neer on tramp steamers, remarked 
that he had been a workman in his 
time and supported the Bill because 
he considered it in the interests of 
the workers.
Mr. Lunn, who followed, did not dis­

pute Mr. Dickie’s knowledge of the 
sea, but added caustically that when 
they listened to men who claimed to 
be workmen, lut “ were at all times 
ready to become lickspittles and 
toadies to employers. . .
NO EXPLOSION

The expected explosion did not 
come. With the utmost dignity Mr. 
Dickie asked the Speaker whether “ a 
personal reference of this character is 
within the bounds of Parliamentary 
practice ?

The Speaker: “ I am not sure what 
it means.” (Loud laughter.)

But at the end of the debate Mr.
Dickie rose for a third time, with 
the light of battle in his eye, and 
appealed again to the Speaker.
He wished, he said, to ask to what

extent personal abuse might be 
allowed to take the place of argument.

“ I was placing my views before the 
House,” he added, “ with what I hoped 
was moderation and impartiality when 
I was referred to by the honourable 
member for Rothwell in the most 
offensive terms. The terms used were 
• lickspittle ’ and ‘ toady?
SPEAKER’S REPLY

“ I have lived a man’s life on a 
tramp steamer, and if those terms had 
been applied to me during that period 
my answer Would have been a very 
different one.”

The Speaker: I was under the im­
pression that when the hon. member 
for Rothwell used those words he was 
not really serious, but that they were 
used in a rather amusing vein. I did 
not know.'he was applying them in a 
way derogatory to the hon. member.

Mr. Dickie: “ I am sorry if I am 
suffering from a perverted sense of 
humour. If the hon. member will tell 
me that was the sense in which he 
wanted to apply the terms he used I 
will accept his explanation??
MR. RUNCIMAN REFUSES

Mr. Lunn declined to respond. “ I 
have nothing further to say,” he in­
sisted. There, at last, the matter 
dropped.

The third reading of the Bill, which 
was commended to the House by Mr. 
Runciman (President of the Board of 
Trade) on the ground that there was 
no other way of fighting foreign ship­
ping subsidies, was carried by 147 to 
37.

Mr. Runciman said he regretted 
having to ask for the subsidy, and 
hoped that international agreement 
which would make it unnecessary 
would develop from the preparatory 
meeting of shipowners in London.
He was still unwilling to insert in 

the Bill any provisions to safeguard 
seamen’s wages and conditions.

WHICH IS BETTER 
—PASTEURISED 

OR RAW?

From Our Agricultural 
Correspondent

IN an effort to determine, once 
and for all, the relative nutri­

tive merits of raw and pasteurised 
milk the Milk Marketing Board is 
to conduct large-scale experi­
ments on schoolchildren in indus­
trial areas.

Hundreds of children are to be 
divided into age and “ condition ” 
groups, and their weights, heights 
and other physical features 
tabulated.

Each group will then be halved 
and supplied with raw or pasteur­
ised milk in graded quantities.

The children will be medically 
examined periodically — probably 
twice in six months—and teachers will 
also be asked to note any effect on the 
“brightness” and intelligence of the 
children.

So far, no disinterested experiments 
have been made on any conclusive 
scale on the nutritive constituents of 
raw and pasteurised milk. It has been 
no one’s responsibility.

HOSPITALS’ APPEAL
I understand that the Milk Board 

has agreed to meet shortly a depu­
tation representing British hospitals, 
who are to ask for better terms.

Statistics are also being prepared by 
the hotel and catering interests to dis­
cover how much dried and condensed' 
milk is being used for cooking.

The hotels and restaurants are in 
much the same position as the hos­
pitals. They cannot get supplies at 
wholesale or Semi-wholesale prices 
unless they undertake to consume a 
level quantity of several hundred 
gallons a day, year in, year out.

As a result many hospitals are 
having to be more sparing in their 
use of milk, and hotels and restaurants 
use dried milk freely, owing to its 
cheapness.

Yet the Milk Board complains that 
the quantity of milk “surplus” to 
liquid requirements is increasing, and 
that it has to be sold to milk manu­
facturers at an average price of only 
sixpence a gallon.
