The following pages contain the numbers of deaths registered during 1883 in most 
of the Public Institutions of England. These figures afford the means of correcting the 

mortality of districts and sub-districts in which Public Institutions are situated. The 

list includes Workhouses, Hospitals, Infirmaries, and Public Lunatic Asylums, while 

Prisons, Almshouses, Schools, Private Lunatic Asylums and Benevolent Asylums, are 

excluded. The list, as settled, includes 1549 Institutions; of which 726 are Work­
houses, Workhouse Infirmaries, or Workhouse Schools; 737 Hospitals or Infirmaries:; 

and 86 Lunatic Asylums. The Lunatic Asylums are mostly County Asylums, but a 

few private Asylums which receive pauper patients are also included. In these 1549 

Institutions 55,681 deaths were registered during the year, or 10*6 per cent, of the total 

deaths in England and Wales, against 10*8 and 10 *2 per cent, in the two preceding 

years; 35,477 occurred in Workhouses, 15,291 in Hospitals, and 4,913 in Lunatic 

Asylums. The proportion to total deaths was 63 * 7 per cent, in Workhouses, 27 * 5 in 

Hospitals, and 8 * 8 in Lunatic Asylums.
