For the first time in the history of England it is 

the privilege of the police and prison officers to be 
represented in the industrial arena.

In the past Labour has had the right to look at the 
policeman with a not too friendly eye, owing to 
deliberate and persistent official misdirection in time 
of Labour troubles.

It is the police and prison services’ urgent desire 
to cooperate with all and sundry, whether Labour or 
the Government ; but the day when the Government 
can use the police forces as a tool against any other 
section of the nation is past.

The causes of unrest in the police and prison 
services are many. They include the closed door, 
delay in dealing with the just needs of the men, 
mi guided and prejudiced official control, on incom- 
plete attempt by the Government to provide so- 
called representation, disciplinary regulations which 
rob policemen of the ordinary rights of citizenship, 
and wilful and persistent persecution of those who 
attempt to secure those rights.
