Dear Brother,

A group of friends have asked me to write to you, to 

ascertain whether you would be sympathetic with our idea of 

forming an ’’Association of Clergy" of the Church of England 

for the promotion of World-Peace.

It has long been a reproach against us that, as a body, we 

have not been in the forefront of the Movement for the abolition 

of war, and we know that, though many of the clergy have 

individually deep convictions about the shame, horror and evil 

of war, we have hitherto lacked that association together which 

alone can make those convictions a potent factor in the actual 

crusade for Peace.

It is such an Association which we are now proposing to 

form and for which we ask your sympathy and support.

The hour is opportune and the psychological atmosphere is 

favourable. The cause of Peace is clamant among the people. 

Nevertheless, the fact stares us in the face that the nations 

are more heavily armed than before the war, and that the war 

estimates of the civilised world for this year are towards eight 

hundred millions of pounds, and that a great British statesman 

has emphasised the fact that ” armaments do not prevent war ; 

they bring it about.”

This being so, it remains that, notwithstanding all the 

propaganda of Peace, and all the pacts, protocols and treaties 

to that end, the general situation throughout the world is 

critical and even perilous.

These considerations seem to us to put a grave responsi­

bility upon the clergy in particular, as the moral and spiritual 

leaders in the nation. Because of this sense of responsibility
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and because we believe that we shall find our strength and be 2.03 
better able to make our witness through some form of associa- 

tion, we venture upon this invitation and press it earnestly 7* 

upon you.

The names of all who reply favourably will be noted and, in 

case our idea proves to be practicable and acceptable to a 

sufficient number, we shall hope to call a meeting, to be held 

in London, as soon as possible. Invitations will be sent only 

to those who have replied favourably to this letter ; and in 

accordance with our particular purpose the proposed Association 

would be limited to clergy of the Church of England—without 

disparagement to ministers of other religious bodies, some of 

whom already have associations of their own.

I earnestly hope you may find yourself able to respond

favourably.
