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1. Basis van opname.

Die inligting in hierdie verslag vervat, is op 'n de facto-basis, dit wil se persone word getoon 
volgens die plek waar hulle opgeneem is. Die volgende uitsonderings, insluitings en uitsluitings 

moet in aanmerking geneem word:

2. Rasse

Hierdie verslag is in vyf reekse tabelle ingedeel; die eerste is opsomningstabelle wat alle 

rasse dek, terwyl die ander vier gegevens vir onderskeidel ik Blankes, Kleurlinge, Asiate en Bantoes toon.

Die Kleurlinge in die Kaapprovinsie maak 88 persent van die totale Kleurlingbevolking uit en 

die Asiate in Natal 83 persent van die totals Asiatiese bevolking. Vanwee hierdie geografiese konsen- 

trasie is provinsiale gegewens in sommige tabelle beperk tot die Kaapprovinsie ten opsigte van Kleurlinge 

en tot Natal ten opsigte van Asiate. Verder word Kleurlinge nie in label 5, Nywerheid volgens Ruistaal, 

getoon nie omdat die huistaal van 85 persent Afrikaans is.

3, Die eienskap "nywerheid"

Vir die doel van die sensus van 1960 is "nywerheid" omskryf as die " soort sakeonderneming waarin 

'n persoon werksaam is (of qewerk het as hy werkloos is), dit is die soort of die aard van die besigheid 

of bedrywigheid wat deur die werkgewer verrig word".

Dia Buro het nywerhede ingedeel eerstens volgens 'n lys gebaseer op die "International Classifi-

cation of all Economic Activities" soos saampestel deur die Verenigde Volke-Organisasie, met die nodige 

aanpassings vir plaaslike cmstandichede. Tabei 3, -Nywerheid volgens ouderdon", toon die gedetailleerde 

lys van nywerhede. Dit was nie prattles om al die tabellerings vir nywerheid volgens die gedetatlleerde 

lys uit te voer nie, en daar sal dus govind word dat in ander tabelle die tabellerings volgens verkorte 

lyste aangetoon word.

Die nywerhede wat ingesluit is by die nywerheidsafdelings volgens die verkorte lyste getoon, kan 

vasgestel word uit die gedetailleerde lys van nywerhede wat in tabel 3 voorkom.

2. Race groups:

This report has been divided into five series of tables, the first being summary tables covering 
all races, whereas the other four show data for Whites, Coloureds, Asiatics and Bantu respectively.

. The Coloureds in the Cape Province comprise 88 per cent of the total Coloured population and 
the Asiatics in Natal S3 per cent of the total Asiatic population. Because of these geographical 
concentrations, provincial data in some tables have been confined to the Cape Province for Coloureds 
and to Natal for Asiatics. Furthermore, Coloureds are not shown in Table 5, Industry by Home Language 
for the reason that the home language of 85 per cent is Afrikaans.

3. The characteristic "industry":

For purposes of the 1960 Census, "industry" was defined as "the kind of establishment in which 
the person works (or worked, if unemployed), that is, the type of business or activity carried on by 
the employer".

The Bureau classified industries, in the first place, according to a list based on the 
"International Classification of all Economic Activities" as compiled by the United Nations Organisation 
with necessary adaptations for local conditions. Table 3, "Industry by Age”, shows the detailed list 
of industries. It was not practical to execute all the tabulations for industry according to the 
detailed list and it will, therefore, be found that in other tables, the tabulations are shown according 
to condensed lists.

The industries included in the industry divisions shown according to the condensed lists can be 
determined from the detailed list of industries shown in table 3.

Manufacture includes assembly and repair unless otherwise indicated.

4. Identity of employer.

In Table 9, "Industry by identity of Employer” abbreviated headings are used for the various 
classes of employer. These classes are described more fully below:
