DEATHS IN PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS,

1871.

The following pages contain the numbers of| deaths registered during 1871 

in most of the public institution^ of England, with the numbers of special inmates 

■enumerated therein at the Census taken in April of that year. These figures afford the 

means of correcting the mortality of sub-districts and districts where affected by the 

situation therein of these institutions, through the deaths recorded in them. Work­

houses, hospitals, infirmaries, and public lunatic asylums are included, while prisons, 

almshouses, schools, as well as small private lunatic asylums and benevolent asylums, 

are generally excluded. The list ’includes 1,135 institutions; of which 707 are work­

houses, workhouse infirmaries, or workhouse schools; 346 hospitals or infirmaries; 

and 82 lunatic asylums, mostly public county asylums. These institutions exceeded 

by 101 those included in the list; for 1870, of which increase 17 Were workhouse 

establishments, 80 hospitals or infirmaries, and 4 lunatic asylums. The' large increase 

in the number of hospitals was in great measure due to the establishment of many 

temporary small-pox hospitals during the prevalence of the epidemic of that disease.

It will be sufficient to state now that all Diseases are classified in the Tables 
of Causes of Death, pp. 146—149, under 116 heads; some of these heads, however, include 
groups of diseases which are very distinct from one another, but which either are fatal to 
only a few persons, or are! often confounded with other diseases. The rule has been to refer the 
distinct; diseases jto heads under which th^ cases were so numerous, that the! additional numbers

would not materially interfere with the calculated proportions. Where it is desired, partial 
( correction, however, can be made by means of the following Supplementary Table, containing 
1 the deaths from many distinct diseases, such as chicken-pox, mumps, &c. &c., which in the 
preceding Tables, have no; separate classification^ and'also many of the deaths from various 
forms of disease (such as Softening of the brain, necrencephalus, deaths from which are in­
cluded under “BrainDisease, frc.”') which in some cases are returned under other heads. ’
