Column 8 of Table I shows the number of 
houses in Clearance Orders and Compulsory Purchase Orders made 
under Part III of the Housing Act, 1957, confirmed by the Minister 
since 1st January, 1955. Column 9 shows the number of houses 
demolished under Part III of the Housing Act, 1957.
