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Constitution of the National Union and 
Council.

(Federated to the International Council of Women.)
$

Thia Union is established in the interests of no one particular philanthropic, 
political, or religious organisation. It has no power over the organisa­
tions of which it is composed. Affiliated Societies incur no responsibility 
on account of any action taken either by the Council of the Union or by 
any other Affiliated Society.

Objects.—i. To promote the social, civil, moral, and religious welfare 
of the community.

2. To promote sympathy of thought and purpose among the Women of 
Great Britain and Ireland.

3. To focus and redistribute information likely to be of service to Women 
Workers.

4. To form and develop Local Branches of the Union, and to affiliate 
organisations whose work is in harmony with the objects of the Union.

Membership of the National Union of Women Workers;—The National 
Union shall be composed of :—

(a) Ordinary Members, who shall be subscribers of at least 5s. annually- 
to the Central Fund.

(b) Corporate Members, who shall be members of Local Branches of the 
National Union of Women Workers, which Branches subscribe 
annually at the rate of not less than 6d. per member.

(c) Members of Affiliated Societies, nationally organised or of national 
importance, which Societies subscribe a guinea annually to the 
Central Fund.

The National Council of Women.—The Governing Body of the National 
Union of Women Workers shall be called the National Council. It shall be 
composed of women who are:—

(a) Members "Of the Executive Committee.
(b) Representatives of the Local Branches.
(c) Representatives of the Sectional' Cimmittees.
(d) Representatives of Affiliated -Societies.
An annual subscription of at least 5s. must be paid by, or on behalf of, 

each Member of the National Council.
(For “ Basis of Representation on the National Council,” see p. 65).

Officers.—The Officers of the National Union and Council shall be a 
President, an Hon. Treasurer, and an Hon. Editor of the Official" Organ. 
They shall be elected by ballot by the National Council, and shall retire 
annually but be eligible for re-election. Salaried Officers shall be appointed 
by the Executive Committee,

Honorary Vice-Presidents.—The Council shall have power to elect 
Honorary Vice-Presidents, who must be subscribers to the Central Fund. 
They shall be nominated by the Executive Committee at one meeting, the 
nomination shall be confirmed at the next meeting, and the names afterwards 
submitted to the Council at its Annual Meeting for election. Hon. Vice- 
Presidents shall have power to attend the Meetings of the Executive Com­
mittee and of the Council, and to speak, but not vote. The Founders of the 
National Union of Women Workers shall be Hon. Vice-Presidents without 
election, if not holding any other office. Their names shall be starred in the 
list of Hon. Vice-Presidents.

Vice-Presidents.—The elected Members of the Executive Committee, who 
axe ex-Presidents of the N.U.W.W. or President or ex-Presidents of the 
International Council of Women, shall act as Vice-Presidents.
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The Executive Committee.—The Executive Committee shall consist of :—
(1) Members elected by ballot at the Annual Meeting of the National 

UOUncil.
The members elected by ballot shall be the President, the Hon. 

Treasurer, the Hon. Editor of the Official Organ, and thirty-six other 
women, of whom at least four shall be resident in Scotland and four 
resident in Ireland. Members shall hold office for two years, eighteen 
retiring annually but being eligible for re-election. Of these eighteen 

‘ two snail be resident in Scotland and two in Ireland
, shall take place on the first day of the annual meeting of

the. National Council in a separate room, between certain fixed hours to 
be arranged by the Executive Committee.
(2) Members elected by the Branches.

Branches shall have the right to elect the President, Secretary, or 
any other member of the Branch Committee to attend the Meetings of the 
Executive Committee with power to vote. Such representative shall serve 
for two years. No proxy shall be allowed. Branches shall notify the 
Secretary of the N.U.W.W. of the name of their representative not later than September 30th.

A new Branch desiring representation must have at least eighty 
members, among whom shall be representatives of the various activities 
and organisations in the locality whose work , is in harmony with the 
•objects of the Union, and must be approved by the Executive Committee,
(3) Members elected by the Affiliated Societies.

The Affiliated Societies shall elect twelve members who shall represent 
them on the Executive Committee. Such representatives shall serve for 
one year. No proxies shall be allowed.
(4) Conveners elected by the Sectional Committees.

Each Sectional Committee shall elect its Convener, who shall represent 
it on the Executive Committee. r
(5) Members co-opted by the Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee shall have power to co-opt not mor a. than 
four additional members to serve for one year.
Notices of the Quarterly Meetings of the Executive Committee are for­

warded to the Hon. Secretaries of the Sectional Committees, who have the 
right to attend the meetings and to speak, but not vote.

Members of Council have the right to nominate candidates for election to 
the Executive Committee. Nomination forms shall be sent by the Secretary 
to all Members of the Council two months before the Annual Meeting, and 
shall be returned to her within two weeks of their receipt. Members’ who 
have not attended any meeting during the year shall be disqualified for 
nomination for the ensuing year. The consent of ladies nominated shall be 
first obtained by the nominator, and no one shall be eligible who has not 
been a' subscribing Member of the National Union of Women Workers for 
at least one year.

, The Secretary shall forward to each Member of the Council one month 
prior to the Annual Meeting a complete list of the names and addresses of 
all nominees for election to the Executive Committee, with the names of the 
nominators in the case of new nominees.

The new Executive Committee' shall come into office at the conclusion 
of the session of Council at which it is elected.

Sectional Committees.—Sectional Committees shall be set up to further 
special branches of work-either at the decision of the Executive Committee 
or when requested by six Affiliated Societies and agreed to by the Executive 
Committee. They shall hold office for one year.

Each Sectional Committee shall consist of:—
(a) Representatives of nationally-organised societies affiliated or not 
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affiliated to the N.U.W.W., which by reason of their objects are 
concerned with the subject with which the Sectional Committee deals. 
Such representatives shall be appointed by the societies themselves. 
The Executive Committee shall be arbiter as to which societies are 
eligible for this representation and shall decide the degree of repre­
sentation, having regard to the national importance, of the societies 
concerned.

(b) One representative from each Branch or group of Branches of the 
N.U.W.W. which is entitled to representation on the Executive Com­
mittee. Such representatives shall be appointed by the Branches 
themselves.

(c) The officers of the N.U.W.W., and two members of the Executive in 
addition to the Convener of the Sectional Committee, who shall be 
appointed by the Sectional Committee from among its own members 
and shall thereby becime a member of the Executive Committee.

The Societies or Branches within the Sectional Committee agreeing to 
join m public action shall be free to do so provided that such action 
is taken only in their own names and hot in the name of the 
N.U.W.W. or of the Sectional Committee as a whole. A Sectional 
Committee may take any public action if it has obtained the consent 
of the Executive Committee, or in case of urgency, of the President. 
(For “ Standing Orders for Sectional Committees see p. 68).

Meetings of Council.—The National Council shall hold an Annual Meet­
ing to receive reports, transact business, and elect the Executive Committee, 
at a time and place to be arranged by the Executive Committee.

An Extraordinary Meeting of Council may be summoned by the Executive 
Committee. An Extraordinary Meeting of Council shall be summoned by 
tite President on the requisition of eight Branches and , eight Affiliated; 
Societies.

One-third of the Members of the Council shall form, a quorum.
Resolutions.—Resolutions which it is desired to bring before the National 

Council shall be sent in to the Secretary at such date previous to the meeting 
as may be determined by the Executive Committee, in order that they may 
be considered by the Executive Committee. In order to be brought before 
the Executive Committee, a resolution must be supported by not less than 
three Branches and three Affiliated Societies. The resolutions to be discussed 
at a meeting of the National Council shall be limited to six, the selection- 
to be left to the Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee shall decide upon the order in which the 
resolutions shall be placed upon the Agenda, and the amount of time to be 
allotted to each.

The Executive Committee shall have power to place resolutions upon the 
Agenda.

Urgency Resolutions can be proposed by the Executive Committee, and, 
if passed by two-thirds of the members present and voting, shall be placed 
upon the Agenda for the National Council.

Each Member of Council, Secretary of a Branch, Sectional Committee of 
Affiliated Society, shall receive not less than two months before a Council 
Meeting a copy of the resolutions to be moved at the Meeting, with the 
names of the bodies supporting them, but this rule shall not apply to Extra­
ordinary Meetings or to Urgency Resolutions.

A Branch, Sectfoiial Committee, or Affiliated Society desiring to place in 
its name on the final Council Agenda any amendment to the Resolutions, 
shall send a copy of such amendment to the Secretary of the N.U.W.W. in 
time to be received by her not less than one month before the Council 
Meeting. The Executive Committee shall have power to place amendments 
bn the Council’s Agenda.
A«:raC^j'^i:n^eT Council, Secretary of a Branch, Sectional Committee or 
Affiliated Society, shall receive a copy of the final Agenda not less than 
seven days before the Council Meeting.

Basis of Representation upon the National 
Council,

1. Local Branches, of the National Union of Women Workers shall be

| senting Local Societies, and of one for^every twenty-five’ of their other 
■subscribing members; these representative member^ shall be elected by the 
g Local Branch, and shall .serve for one year from September 1st to August 
13ist.

2. The Sectional Committees, shall each be represented by two of their 
■members, who shall be subscribing members of the National Union, and 
■who shall serve for one year from September 1st to August 31st.
I 3. Affiliated Societies shall be represented in proportion to their national 
■importance and membership. Each Affiliated- Society is entitled to one
■ representative on the National Council, who shall serve for one year, from 
■September 1st to August 31st, but this number may be increased at the 
■discretion of the Executive Committee of the N.U.W.W., subject- to the 
^approval of the National Council. No Society shall have more than ten 
■representatives. Should any of the representatives resign during the year, 
■the Societies may appoint others in their place, blit no representatives can' 
■be accepted unless their appointment is notified to the Secretary of the 
■Council not less than a fortnight before the Meeting of Council.

Constitution.—This Constitution can only be altered or amended at the 

I Annual Meeting of the National Council, notice of any alteration Or amend- 
Iment having been sent in.writng to the Executive Committee at such date 
Iprevious to the Council Meeting as may be determined by the Executive 
I Committee.
I The Secretary shall print and circulate the proposed amendments to the 
I Constitution among the Members of the National- Council. An amendment 
I to be carried by the National Council must be passed by two-thirds of the 
/Members present and voting.

Duties of Officers.
The President, Hon. Treasurer, and Hon. Editor shall be ex-offiicio 

members of all Sectional Committees.
The President shall preside’ over the meetings of the National Council­
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and of th© Executive Committee. Should she be unable to attend, one of 
the Vice-Presidents shall take her place.

The Hon. Treasurer, in co-operation with the Finance Committee, shall 
organise the collection and expenditure of the funds, subject to the approval 
of the Executive Committee.

The Secretary shall keep all records of the National Union of Women 
Workers and of the National Council of Women; prepare agenda papers 
and keep minutes of the meetings of the Office Committee, of the Executive 
Committee, and of the Council ; edit the Handbook and Report of the 
Meetings of the National Council; conduct correspondence and issue the 
publications of the Union. She shall attend its meetings. She shall collect 
subscriptions and keep the accounts of the Union on behalf of the Hon. 
Treasurer, when so desired, and shall report quarterly to the Executive 
■Committee on the work of the Office. *

Standing Orders for the National Council.
(a) Its Duties and Powers.

The National Council is the Governing Body of the National Union.
1. It shall have power to alter or amend the constitution of the National 

Union and Council at its Annual Meeting, provided that such alterations or 
amendments are passed by two-thirds of the members present and voting.

2. It shall elect by ballot the President, the Hon. Treasurer, the Hon. 
Editor of the.Official Organ, and.the Members of the Executive Committee.

3. It shall hold an Annual Meeting to’receive reports, transact business, 
and elect the Executive Committee, at a time and place to be arranged by 
the Executive Committee. ' -

4. It shall not transact business unless one-third of the Members of the 
Council are present.

5. It shall have, power to pass resolutions, and to decide what action, 
if any, shall be taken upon them. No action can be taken without the 
consent of two-thirds of the members present and voting. x

6. Members of Council shall receive notices, agenda, and all papers 
relating to the business of the Council.

7. Representatives, of the press shall be invited to attend Council Meet­
ings. This rule can be set aside by a vote of the Executive Committee 
passed by the same majority as for other resolutions. Copies of the resolu­
tions Carried at Council Meetings, from which representatives of the Press 
have been excluded, shall be sent to the Press at the earliest possible moment 
after their receipt by the authorities to whom they are ordered to be sent.

(b) Conduct of Debate.
1. The first meeting of the Council each day shall open with prayer.
2. Sufficient time shall be allotted for the full discussion of the resolutions 

•sent in, even though Conference and Report time be curtailed.
3. During the sitting of the Council a member speaking shall address 

the Chair from the platform. Short questions may be asked, or points of 
order raised from the body of the meeting.

4. The ruling of the Chair, on a point of order, on the advisability of a 
personal explanation, or on the time limit, shall be final, and shall not be 
open to discussion.

5. Amendments to resolutions may be moved at the meeting.
6. Every amendment shall be in writing, signed by the mover, and

handed to the Chair. ,
7. No member shall, without permission from the Chair, address the 

Council more than once on any motion or amendment; the mover of an 
original motion may, however, reply, but she shall confine herself to answer­
ing previous speakers^ and shall not introduce any new matter into the 
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debate. After the reply, the question shall be put forthwith. The right of 
reply shall not extend to the mover of an amendment which, having been 
carried, has become the substantive motion.

8. Any member, whether she has spoken on the matter or not, may 
rise to a. point of order, to ask a question, or in explanation; such explana­
tion shall be confined to some material part of her former speech, which 
may have been misunderstood. A member so rising shall be entitled to be 
heard forthwith.

9. A motion or amendment may be withdrawn by the mover with the 
consent of the meeting, which shall be signified without debate; and it shall 
not be competent for any member to speak upon it after the mover has asked 
permission for its withdrawal, unless such permission shall have been 
refused.

10. A member who has formally seconded an amendment can speak to it 
at a later stage.

i.r.  Whenever an amendment upon an original motion has been moved 
and seconded, no second or subsequent amendment shall be moved until 
the first amendment shall have been disposed of. If an amendment be 
carried, the motion as amended shall become the substantive resolution, 
upon which any further amendment shall be moved.

12. No' member shall be at liberty to move more than one amendment 
upon any motion.

13. A resolution shall not betaken as carried by the National Council 
unless passed by two-thirds of the members present and voting. Tellers 
for this purpose shall be appointed at the meeting.

Standing Orders for the Executive 
Committee.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.
(a) Its Duties and Powers.

1. The Executive Committee shall transact the business of the Union.
2. It shall hold at least four quarterly meetings each year, and monthly

meetings during the Parliamentary Sessions. It shall also, when desirable, 
call Conferences. Special Meetings may be summoned by the President. 
Twenty shall form a quorum. , . .

3. It shall appoint the salaried officers and define their duties.
4. It shall appoint annually such Sectional Committees for special work 

as may seem desirable, and two of its members shall be appointed to serve 
on each of these Committees.

c It shall have power to form Sub-Committees.
6. It shall have power to take Public Action, to organise Deputations, 

and to join in Demonstrations. But in dealing with subjects upon which 
opinion is strongly divided' in the Branches and Council, the Executive 
Committee shall only take action provided that notice of the proposal has 
been placed upon the Agenda, which shall be circulated at least a clear week 
before the meeting of the Executive Committee, and that such action has 
been approved by two-thirds of the members present and voting, and pro­
vided that it shall be deemed an instruction to the Executive Committee to 
take such action as may make it most effective.

7 A resolution agreed to by the Executive Committee shall not be 
rescinded or altered by them, unless some member of the Executive Com­
mittee shall have given notice to the Secretary six weeks before the meeting 
of the Executive Committee of a motion to rescind or alter such resolution, 
which notice shall be forthwith entered on the Agenda by the Secretary.

8. The Executive Committee shall receive and decide upon Requests tor 
Affiliation, its decision to be ratified at the next Council Meeting. .

0 It shall be responsible for the issue of all publications of the Union.
10. It shall arrange for Meetings and Conferences of the Council and

ii. If shall make arrangements for the Annual Conference, and shall

(b) Order of Business.

(a) Prayer.

(c) To discuss the subect sjon the Agenda.

(1) ‘A member wishing to have a subject placed on the Agenda must 
give at least a fortnight’s notice to the Secretary.

(2) A motion that .is not on the Agenda can be discussed only with 
the consent of two-thirds of the members present and voting.

(3) A motion to be carried must be. passed by two-thirds of the mem­bers present and voting.
(d) To receive Reports from the Sectional Committees, from any other 

Committees formed by the National Union of Women Workers and from 
fhe Secretaries, at the Quarterly Meetings of the Executive Committee held 
in January, April, June, and September.

Election of Officers.—Each Sectional Committee shall elect its Convener, 
who shall act as Chairman, and shall represent the Committee on the 
Executive.

A Convener who has not attended at least two meetings during the year 
shall be disqualified for nomination for the ensuing year.

Nominations for the Convener,, whose consent to stand must first have 
been obtained by the nominator, shall be sent in to the Hon. Secretary of 
the Committee not less than fourteen days before the first Meeting - of the 
Committee. The Hon. Secretary shall place the names of the nominees upon 
the agenda paper, which shall be sent out to the inembers of the Committee, 
In the event of there being more than one nominee, the election shall be 
by ballot.

Each Sectional Committee shall appoint its own Hon. Secretary and 
other officers, who shall be subscribers to the funds of the N.U.W.W.

Constitution of the Committee.—Each Sectional Committee- shall 
consist of :—

“(a) Representatives of nationally-organised societies affiliated or not 
affiliated to the N.U.W.W., which by reason of their objects are concerned 
with the subject with which the Sectional Committee deals. Such 
representatives shall be appointed by the societies themselves. The 
Executive Committee shall be arbiter as to which societies -are eligible 
for this representation and shall decide the degree of representation, 
having regard to the national importance of the societies concerned.

(b) One representative from each Branch or group of Branches of the 
N.U.W.W. which is entitled to representation on the Executive Com­
mittee. Such representatives shall be appointed by the Branches them­
selves.

(c) The officers of the N.U.W.W. and two members of the Executive 
in addition to the Convener of the Sectional Committee, who shall be 
appointed by the Sectional Committee from among its own members and 
shall thereby become a -member of the Executive Committee.
Each Sectional Committee may, at the discretion of the Convener, invite 

the attendance of experts on any given subject, and of visitors.
Meetings.—Each Sectional Committee shall, if possible, meet before the 

Quarterly Meeting of the Executive Committee. The Hon. Secretary shall 
give at least seven days’ notice of the Meetings, specifying the business to 
be transacted thereat.

The Convener and Hon. Secretary of each Sectional Committee shall 
have power, when necessary, to summon an Urgency Meeting. They shall 
state the business for which such a meeting is called, and no other business 
shall he considered at that meeting.

Each Sectional Committee shall, if possible, hold a Special Meeting in 
London or elsewhere once a year, to which the local members of the 
N.U.W.W. and others shall be invited. The object of such meeting shall 
be to increase the interest in the special work of the Sectional Committee 
and in the N.U.W.W. in general.

Procedure.—Each Sectional Committee shall determine its method of 
procedure and fix its own quorum, which shall not be less than seven.

The Hon. Secretary of each Sectional Committee shall keep the minutes 
of the meetings.

A Sectional Committee desiring to form a special' sub-committee shall 
obtain the consent of the Executive Committee.

Public Action.—A Sectional Committee may take any public action if it 
has obtained the consent of the Executive Committee, or in case of urgency,



and having the support of two-thirds of the members present and voting, of 
the President. . . .

The Societies or Branches within the Sectional Committee agreeing to 
join in public action shall be free to do so, provided that such action is= 
taken.only.in their own names and not in the name of the N.U.W.W. or of 
the Sectional Committee as a whole.

Reports.—Each Sectional Committee shall present a Quarterly Report ' 
of its proceedings to the Executive Committee. A copy of this Report shall 
be forwarded to the Secretary of the N.U.W.W. and filed at the office.

Each Sectional Committee shall present an Annual Report to the National 
Council of Women at its Annual Meeting. A copy of this report shall be 
forwarded to the Secretary of the N.U.W.W. for publication in the Annual 
Report. The reception of such report shall not pledge the National Council 
to support any policy winch may be advanced therein.

Connection with Local Branches.—A Sectional Committee shall not ask 
any Local- Branch to take action in regard to any legislative measure without 
the consent of the Executive Committee.

In communicating with Local Branches, the Committee shall .clearly 
state that such .communication is sent by the Sectional Committee, and not 
by the Executive Committee.

Representation of Sectional Committees.—Each Sectional Committee shall 
appoint two representatives, who are subscribers to the Central Fund, to 
serve upon the National Council of Women.

The Convener of each Sectional Committee is ex-officio a Member of 
the Executive Committee; and the Hon. Secretary may attend the meetings 
of the Executive Committee and speak, but not vote.

Each Sectional Committee shall appoint a representative to serve upon 
the Finance Committee of the N.U.W.W.

Finance.—The ordinary expenses of each Sectional Committee, i.e. 
postages, stationery, and any necessary printing, shall be defrayed out’of 
the funds of the National Union of Women Workers—being the maximum 
sum per annum which can be refunded. The Hon. Secretary of the Com­
mittee shall forward her statement of accounts to the Office not later than 
the first week in July.

Local Branches, their Powers and Duties.
1. Branches are composed of representatives of local Societies and 

organisations, the work of which is in harmony with the objects of the 
Union, and of individual subscribing members. They carry out the work 
of the Union in their own locality. Each Branch elects its own President, 
Secretary, and other officers.

2. Branches formulate their own rules, but must be prepared to assist 
the work and objects of the N.U.W.W. as local circumstances enable them 
to do.

3. Branches shall pay an annual subscription to the Central Fund at the - 
rate of not less than 6d. per member. (This covers the necessary subscrip­
tion due .for Members of Council).

4. Branches of 80 members and upwards, among whom shall be repre­
sentatives of the various activities and organisations in the locality, shall 
have the right to elect their President, Secretary, or any other member of 
their Committee, to serve on the Executive Committee of the N.U.W.W.

5. Branches have the right to appoint a representative to serve on each 
Sectional Committee.

6. Branches shall be represented upon the National Council in the pro­
portion of one for every ten of their members representing local Societies, 
and one for every twenty-five of their other subscribing members. Should 
a member elected to serve on the Council resign during the year, another 
may be elected in her place, but no representative shall be accepted unless 

tier appointment has been notified to the Secretary of the National Council 
at least a fortnight before the Council Meeting.

7. Branches may send in to the Executive Committee resolutions for the 
National Council. Such resolutions must be supported by two other 
Branches and by three Affiliated Societies, and shall be placed upon the 
Agenda of the National Council.

Branches desiring to place in their name on the final Council Agenda 
any amendments to the resolutions, shall dispatch copies of such amend­
ments to the Secretary of the N.U.W.W. in time to be received by her not 
less than one month before the Council Meeting.

8. Branches shall not be considered responsible for the opinion of the 
Council as expressed by resolutions, unless and until they have themselves 
-affirmed the resolution passed by the Council at a meeting of the Branch.

g. Branches shall receive through their Secretaries notice of all Meetings 
of the National Council.

10. Branches shall receive through their Secretaries specimen copies of 
the publications issued by the N.U.W.W., with the exception of the Con­
ference Reports.

11. Branches shall send in a report of their work for insertion in The 
-Occasional Paper, and an annual report to the Secretary of the N.U.W.W. 
not later than the first week in September.

N.B.—Members wishing to form a local Branch are asked to communicate 
an the first instance with the Secretary.

Affiliated Societies, their Relation to the 
National Union and Council.

1. Affiliated Societies incur no responsibility on account of any action
taken either by the National Council of Women or by any other Affiliated 
Society, unless they have affirmed a resolution passed by the Council at a 
Meeting of the Society. ,

2. Affiliated Societies shall pay an annual subscription to the Central 
Funds of not less than £1 is. Should they be entitled to elect more than 
four Members of Council, an additional sum of 5 s. is due on behalf of each 
additional member. Any Society which has not paid its subscription before 
the Annual Meeting of the National Council shall, after due notice, cease 
to be affiliated.

3. Affiliated Societies are entitled to appoint one representative on the 
National Council, but this representation may be increased to a number not 
exceeding ten at- the discretion if the Executive Committee, subject to 
the approval of the National Council.

Should a member elected to serve on the Council resign during the year, 
another may be elected in her place, but no representative shall be accepted 
unless her appointment has been notified to the Secretary of the National 
•Council at least a fortnight before the Council Meeting.

4. Affiliated Societies may send in to the Executive Committee resolutions 
for the National Council. Such resolutions must be supported by two 
other Affiliated Societies, and by three Branches of the N.U.W.W., and shall 
be placed upon the Agenda of the National Council.

5. Affiliated Societies desiring to be represented on the Sectional Com­
mittees dealing with their special work shall make application to the Execu­
tive Committee^ ...

6. Affiliated Societies shall each receive through their Hon. Secretaries 
notice of all Meetings of- the National Council and a free copy of the Hand­
hook and Annual Report and of The Occasional Paper.

p. Affiliated Societies shall be entitled to display and sell their literature 
on one of the bookstalls at the Annual Conference, provided that each 
'Society appoints a responsible person to take charge of it.

history of the national union of women 
WORKERS.

Like many organisations which fulfil a need, the National Union has 
sprung from small beginnings. In 1876 Miss Ellice Hopkins, during her 
strenuous efforts to educate public opinion on questions of morals, began, 
for purposes of preventive and rescue work, to found Ladies’ Associations 
for, the Care of Friendless Girls. In 1889 a Conference of the Yorkshire 
Associations was held at Barnsley—the idea having been possibly taken from 
a very successful Conference, presided over by Lady Aberdeen, the year 

efore, at Aberdeen. This Conference was arranged by Miss Gray and by 
Miss Janes, to whose untiring work and self-devotion the National Union 
owes in great part its existence. Some Birmingham ladies who were present 
at Barnsley, among whom were' Mrs, Philip, Mrs. Hallowes, and Miss E.

. adbury, warmly took up the idea of such a meeting, and in 1890 the 
Birmingham Union of Women Workers, with Miss Stacey as its Secretary, 

only in’%76,^%7” ”° “eeting was held “ 19,4 ^Council, meetings

 

held a well-attended and most interesting Conference, when papers on' 
various subjects connected with work amongst women and girls were read.

Meetings of the same sort followed at Liverpool, tinder Mrs. Alfred Booth, 
and at Bristol, Glasgow, and Leeds under the Presidency of Adeline, Duchess 
of Bedford, which were arranged by the local Unions of Women Workers. 
At some of these Conferences schemes for a more organised and formal body 
were suggested, notably by the late Miss Hubbard, whose staunch support 
-has done much1 for the Conferences, and at the Nottingham Conference held 
in October, 1895, the National Union of Women Workers was formally 
constituted, with Mrs. Creighton as its first President. Its steady growth, 
its gradual development, and its slow, sure progress, would seem to prove 
that its existence is desirable, and that it meets a real need.

The following Societies, which were formed at the initiation of, or in 
co-operation with, the N.U.W.W., have since developed an independent 
existence. The Central Bureau for the Employment of Educated Women, 
the Rural Housing Association, the School of Sociology, the Association of 
Teachers of Domestic Subjects, the Moral •Education Committee, and the 
National Organisation of Girls’ Clubs. The, Associated Guild of Registries 
was dissolved, its object having been attained by the regulation and control 
of Registries by the London County Council.

PRESIDENTIAL ADDRESS
ON

THE PRESENT AND THE FUTURE OF THE NATIONAL 
UNION OF WOMEN WORKERS.

Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon said : —
The merest consideration of the methods by which combined 
action is secured by bodies of men and women will suffice to show - 
t at the usual method is to gather together individuals with a 
strong bias m one particular direction and to form a Society or 
Association of such individuals pledged to further the common 
aim. These Associations for particular purposes have multiplied 
Ih number very rapidly during the past few decades and their 
existence has the tendency to split up Society in general into 
isolated bodies. The members of' any one association meet fre­
quently with one another, but come comparatively seldom into 
contact with members of other bodies. This process of specialisa- 

affords a means of intensive development for groups 
of individuals along certain well-defined directions and is a neces­
sity in the complexity of present-day conditions, tends to set up 
unnatural barriers in the midst of social communities; and may 
even lead to .lack of sympathy and prejudice.

A fine counteracting influence against this tendency was 
evolved among Women’s Associations when the National Union 
of Women Workers was created some- 22 years ago by a few 
scattered local organisations pf women. Its express purpose was 
to link together the many separate Associations and invite them 
to bring their special aims and difficulties before a wider body 
of women representatives of them all, with a view to discussion 
and common action if such were desired. The Union has con­
sistently endeavoured to carry out this valuable function, but 
Owing to the cumbrous size of the large body of representatives, 
it has been impracticable for them to meet together in full Coun­
cil oftener than once a year, with rare exceptions. This was 
obviously too seldom to have enabled the responsible body or 
” Council,” in virtue of its own discussions and decisions, to 
become a ^determining factor in the formation of Women’s 
standards and opinions.

On the other hand, the dominant idea of the Union, the com­
bination of different kinds of Societies was eagerly laid hold of 
in the provinces, and new local Unions took origin as Branches 
of the National Union, with the same constitution and aims as 
the main body. The meetings of the Branch organisations could 
be much more frequent, and they also attracted a large member­
ship of individual women. Hence, wherever they exist, they 
have been living factors in the development of a better under­
standing among Women’s Societies and a readiness to work 

’together for a common purpose in the interest either of the local 
community or of the nation.

As an Organisation the National Union of Women Workers 
stands unique among women’s societies; and by some expansion 
and re-adjustment of its methods and a working arrangement for 
more frequent Conferences, small and informal, both at the 
centre of affairs and in the Branches, it would be able to supply 
a great need for women at the present moment in all sections of 
the*  community.

Some regard the Union as having been constructed mainly 
-for deliberative and consultative purposes. But the first of the 
objects set forth for the Union is <f To promote the social, civil, 
amoral and religious welfare of the community,” and the second 
is, “ To promote sympathy of thought and purpose among 
women.” To promote any cause carries with it the necessity of 
motion, activity, work—certainly work after reasoned and care­
ful deliberation, but nevertheless work.

There can be no question of the great fact that this Union 
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has already established a splendid tradition of work, and again 
a unique tradition in so far as the work accomplished has been 
literally for a himdred-and-fifty and more different causes, cover­
ing almost all the spheres of work for which the affiliated Societies 
of the Union exist.

• This work has been done by the Branches of the Union. Nor 
has there ever been to my knowledge any complaint of over­
lapping of the Branch work with the special work of some indi­
vidual Society.; The Societies that are sympathetic are only too 
glad to lend all possible aid, and if any Societies are little inter­
ested or unsympathetic, they are under our Constitution free to 
stand aloof.

Take, for example, the activities and achievements in pre­
war times of such Branches as those in Hull, Leeds, Liverpool, 
Manchester, Birmingham, Nottingham, Leicester, Bristol. These 
cities are little worlds in themselves, and you will find that in 
them, as in smaller towns, one enterprise after another for the 
common good has been started and carried through by the united 
efforts of women, using the machinery presented by our Branch 
and incorporating the goodwill and support of their individual 
Societies. In Hull, the Branch work in pre-war days was dis­
played in special sections of the Women and Children’s Wards 
of the Hospitals, the Lodging-House for Women with its own 
freehold in the hands of the Branch, Infant Clinics, Children’s 
Consultation Centres, Day Nurseries, Maternity Home, Girls’ 
Clubs and other beneficent agencies.

Again, take the Branch in Glasgow as a type of our useful­
ness during war-time in a great industrial centre. The Glasgow 
Union organised in the large industrial and munition works a 
system of canteens that was the admiration of the authorities, and 
assisted in the welfare work and in the preparation of hostels and 
housing for girls, in addition to taking a leading part in adminis­
tering the Queen Mary Work for Women Fund, the voluntary 
side of the War Savings and Food Control Committees, War 
Work Associations, depots for comforts for the men, hospital 
supplies and many other activities in which the voluntary co­
operation of women has been an absolute necessity for the coun­
try during those years. •

Many other Branches have rendered quite as signal services 
by the side of their local authorities and have been the right 
hands of Mayors and Mayoresses in co-ordinating the work of 
women’s societies for such national purposes as were required to 
be conducted on fairly uniform lines throughout the country. 

The Branches deserve all honour, but let them not forget that 
the strength of their position depends on the goodwill and co­
operation of the individual Societies.

While the mobility and practical nature of this system of 
affiliated Societies has been amply demonstrated among the local 
Branches of the Union, it is perhaps not surprising that the 
central machinery of the Union has not proved so adaptable in 
relation to the central bodies of the affiliated Societies. Or, to 
express this important fact in another way, the Executives of the 
large women’s organisations, which are affiliated together in this 
Union, have not turned towards the Council and Executive of 
this uniting body as the recognised means of common action, in 
the same natural way as local Executives have" turned to our 
Branches.

This lack of cohesion at the core is a serious flaw in the 
efficiency of our Union, and its existence appears to me to call 
for a revision of certain features of our Constitution. Another 
weakness is that the organised labour movement among women 
has not affiliated itself officially with the Union,, although locally 
many of its units are affiliated with Branches of the Union.

To-day there is urgently required an acknowledged means 
of inter-communicatipn between all Women’s Societies, a 
machinery that all may use. A strong bond of attachment, 
neutral and impartial in character, ought to be forged, so that 
the weaker elements in organised womanhood may be helped 
forward by the stronger, and women who are in the front van 
of progress may be kept closely and continuously: in touch with 
the women who by circumstance and temperament lag behind 
the general standards of the day.

Above all,, it is essential. that women Who have leisure to 
give voluntary service may meet on common ground women 
whose time is their life’s sustenance, and may learn to under­
stand the vital needs and outlook of the worker,-and the dangers 
of indiscriminate voluntary service. There is also the no less 
dangerous menace caused by the rendering of any services 
at less than a recognised payment based upon the period and 
expense of the necessary training of the worker, the cost of liv­
ing and the need for a “ saying ” margin to the worker.

The years we are passing through prove conclusively that 
the country has need of both the voluntary worker and the paid 
worker. There is a part for both in the economic and adminis­
trative Work of the nation, and it is of the highest importance 
that women of both types should take frequent counsel together
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as women citizens of equal standing in the ranks of a great 
nation. -

Can this Union supply a machinery that will be made wel­
come by all sections of the community and used by all to inter­
pret their views and their needs to one another ?

t I believe that the Union can do this and that the impelling
force of the Nation’s need will hasten our efforts. We must 
realise that this Union has to be made ready as quickly as possi­
ble to^ exercise a high and beneficent part in the years of trial 
and difficulty now before the nation.

The great public Departments are preparing for the complex 
work of demobilisation that Will come after the war. The Minis- 
try of Labour has established about 100 Advisory Committees- of 
employ ers and workpeople in leading places to act along with 
the Employment Exchanges and to be in readiness to deal with 
the special period of demobilisation. We all know how useful 
voluntary effort has been in the past in connection with the 
shifting of girls and women in numbers from place to place, and 
caring for their physical and moral welfare. •

Our Branches have taken an active part in this work, and 
they might now endeavour to get into touch with these Advisory 
Committees, or with the Employment Exchanges where no Com­
mittees have been formed, and be preparing definite schemes of 
assistance wherever these are called for.

Owing to the vast number of women previously of no 
occupation who have entered the field of paid employments since 
war began, there may be great congestion in some services and 
occupations after the war, and instability in the rates of payment. 
The infusion of women in civilian occupations has taken place in 
many and varied directions, for example, in commercial and 
clerical occupations, in employment under public authorities, in 
railway and tramway services, ammunition factories, engineer­
ing works, industrial employments, land service and forestry.

As demobilisation- proceeds, the proportion of the numbers 
of available men and women for these civil occupations will con­
stantly vary, and each locality will have throughout a protracted 
period its own set of circumstances to consider, and particular 
cases requiring assistance. Whatever may be the national and 
official regulations, there will be a distinct need for local volun­
tary committees of women, such as the Branches and Affiliated 
Societies of our Union could form, and the Branches will have to 
make sure that such committees are thoroughly representative 
of the workers’ interests.
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One of the most difficult questions during the years of recon­

struction will be the rightful place and payment for women 
alongside men in labour and industry, commerce and the profes­
sions. While it is to be hoped the Union will everywhere do its 
part to help in securing that place, we ought to make a point of 
avoiding any appearance of sex antagonism or conflict. 
Especially in these years when new standards of women’s citi­
zenship will be in course of formation, it is of the utmost import­
ance that we should use all our reserve of womanly tact and 
discretion in entering upon the new and broader fields now open 
to us.

A national work in which all ranks and grades of society 
have shown active participation during the year is that of the 
Care of Mothers and Children. It appears to me that our Union 
might through its Branches and affiliated Societies do valuable 
propagandist and constructive work in this connection.

A Maternity and Child Welfare Exhibition was started' 
under the Scottish Branches of the Union and has now been 
journeying in Scotland for 15 months, during which time it has 
visited nearly 50 places. Everywhere the Exhibition has had 
remarkable Success. It is accompanied by two skilled Assis­
tants, and the exhibits and their expert demonstrations have 
brought home to the public the nature of the work that ought to- 
be undertaken by Mother and Baby Welfare Clubs or Clinics 
and Consultation Centres for the children under school age. The 
visits Of the Exhibition have proved a great stimulus to the 
institution of new centres of work. Over £700 has been sub­
scribed to this Exhibition by donors in the U.S.A, at the instance 
of Lord and Lady Aberdeen.

The successful work accomplished in this way suggested to 
me that the English Branches of the Union might combine in 
different districts to form Such Travelling Exhibitions. And; I 
applied on behalf of the Union to the Carnegie United Kingdom 
Trust for funds sufficient to start several Exhibitions in Scotland 
and England.

I am glad to say the Trust has granted a generous sum of 
money for this purpose, as the Saving of Infant Life and the 
Care and Guidance Of Mothers is to form part of its recognized 
policy in the forthcoming years. And I look forward with a 
Spirit of hopefulness to the development of this work by the 
Branches, and active assistance being given by the local units of" 
affiliated Societies. The Branches of the Union in the Midlands? 
have during the summer months prepared a Travelling Exhibi-
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tion for their district, which was opened yesterday in Market 
Harboro’. We shall no doubt associate with the Exhibition 
work some useful teaching in regard to Housing and Healthy 
Homes, and the prevention of waste in food, in clothes, in 
money. Our help has also been invited in connection with the 
campaign against Venereal Diseases, and our Branches would be 
welhadvised to approach the local Health Authorities and find 
out how help could be most usefully rendered.

As the largest organised body of women in the country, with 
over 2,500,000 members of our affiliated Societies and Branches, 
another field of work exerts a call upon our service. If the 
Representation of the People Bill becomes law, and the clauses in 
it with reference to the women’s vote remain as they now are, 
nearly 6,000,000 women will be given the Parliamentary Fran­
chise. Many of these women voters of the future belong to our 
own Societies, and will look to us to give them accurate informa­
tion as to the conditions and methods of voting. But we must 
mot limit such work to our own members. It is the third of the 
chief objects of the Union to focus and redistribute information 
likely to be of service to women,—-that is, to all women in the 
country. That being so, I trust the Council will regard it as the 
duty and function of the Union at this critical moment to 
■organise a very thorough and complete propaganda on the 
responsibility of the women’s vote and to be in a position to 
supply lecturers on the subject to our Branches, our affiliated 
Societies and any others. The Union also, as a strictly non- 
party organisation, may endeavour to spread information on 
important measures before Parliament, in a wholly impartial 
way, with the aim simply of stimulating the minds of women 
throughout the country to be considering the chief subjects 
before Parliament, and be forming their own opinions upon 
them.

A very important aspect is the training of the oncoming 
generation. We shall have to agitate to secure that girls should 
be better prepared both by their home training and by their 
education in the schools to fulfil the duties and responsibilities 
of citizenship in a definite and purposeful way.

In the Secondary and Continuation Schools there might 
with advantage be simple teaching on the legal relations of life 
•and employment. The terms of legal documents regarding the 
renting of house property and unfurnished lodgings should be 
explained to oldei girls in all schools, as also the procedure of 
Courts of Justice, the rights of married women m regard to their 
children, property, etc.
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From the moment that women are made participators in 
government by the granting to them of the Parliamentary Fran­
chise, they will become responsible to the whole nation for their 
part in the making and administration of the Laws. Certainly 
they will inherit from the past a vast incubus of almost obsolete' 
legislation, but they will enter on their new duties of citizenship 
and statecraft at a time when the materials of which laws are 
made are in a nascent condition, when new Ministries are called 
into being, and when the proved capacity of women to bear a 
worthy share of the exigencies and demands of the War has won 
for them the sympathy and goodwill of every man in the coun­
try.

Yet let us not deceive ourselves. While woman by the ex­
pert work of her hands, her genius for detail, her sense of order­
liness, her keen intuitions and her abounding willingness to be 
of service, can contribute much to the material advancement of 
her country, all these things would be of little avail were she to 
abate one jot of the high idealism, the deep religious spirit and' 
the tenderness towards weakness and suffering that have en­
shrined womanhood in the heart of every Christian nation. That 
is our noblest heritage, our power handed on through the ages, 
the living power that must now be turned with all our combined" 
strength to the work of elevating and purifying the moral and 
social life of our communities.

We can help our country greatly. Let us go’bravely for­
ward to follow up the notable advances in social legislation that*  
are being made. Let us make of this Union a great meeting-- 
ground and pivot of strength in our midst for the interchange 
of women’s thought and opinion, and the co-ordination and ex­
pansion of women’s work.

God willing, hope will spring afresh in our land after the 
war, and we older women may yet have the joy of seeing the 
daughters of the nation enter by the hundred and thousand into 
this Union, to mould it anew with the bold chisel of youth, to 
widen its portals and render it a truly democratic and representa­
tive body of women citizens, aspiring to serve their country with: 
knowledge, forethought and judgment.

RESIGNATION OF MISS JANES.
The President said she would like to let Miss Janes know 

of the immense debt of gratitude which the women of the coun­
try owed to her. Miss Janes had worked with indefatigable
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enthusiasm to satisfy her own conscience and her ambitions for 
great power for women. She believed the Union would develop 
and had been with it from the first; she had travelled north, 

isonth, east and west in its interests. Mrs. Gordon hoped that it 
would go down to all time that the Union first existed in the 
mind of Miss Janes and of o n e or two of her associates. |

Mrs. Allan. H. Bright said that it was not necessary for those 
who had worked so long in the Union to dwell upon the merits 
of MisS Janes, because they were so obvious. She wished to 
mention, one point, her -work had been so devoted, excellent and 
Wise. Throughout all the years of work, which had not always 
■been easy, Miss Janes had maintained a wonderful spirit of beau­
tiful charity towards those who did not always agree with her. 
She had the love of those who worked with her, as well as their 
respect. It was a great pleasure to- know that she would still 
work with the N.U.W..W. as a member of the Executive Com­
mittee; we should feel a strange blank if she were not there. 
The Union was thankful to her and appreciated her work, and 
all had a strong feeling of personal affection for .her.

The vote of thanks to Miss Janes was carried with acclama­
tion.

Miss Janes replied that she was entirely unprepared for this 
testimony and extremely touched. It was 33 years since she 
went .down to Liverpool and helped Mrs. Booth and others in 
starting the Liverpool Union of Lady Workers among women 
and girls, which had "since developed into the N.U.W.W. In 
the 33 years there had been ups and downs, but she had always 
been sustained by the generous kindness, and affection of those 
with whom she had to do. She had fplt that she had not one 
home only, but many homes’ throughout the country. She 
thanked the Council very much for its great kindness.

APPOINTMENT OP RETURNING OFFICERS.
Miss Hodge, Miss Hertz and Miss Elsie Zimmern were

TWENTY-SECOND ANNUAL REPORT, 1916-17.
Miss Norah E. Green, Secretary, presented the Annual Report, 

as follows—-
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The past year has been one of hearty co-operation by the 
N.U.W.W. in the many activities connected with the war, and 
also of careful preparation for the work of reconstruction after 
the war—work in which it is hoped that women will take an im- 

; portant part as fully enfranchised citizens.
The Executive Committee has held four meetings, with an 

average attendance of 51 members, the Office Committee having 
met in the intervening months. Mrs. Bickersteth has been co- 
opted and Miss Lidgett has been unanimously nominated for 
election by the Council as an Hon. Vice-President.

It is with very great regret that your Committee; has to? 
! record the death of Mrs. Lambert, who represented the Lincoln 

Branch on-the Executive since 1908,. and who acted as Confer- 
1 ence Secretary when the very successful Annual Meeting was 

held in- that town in 1910.
This year 98 new members have been enrolled as central 

subscribers, five have been transferred'to local branches and 35 
have resigned. Two Societies have been newly affiliated, the 
Church League for Women’s Suffrage and the National Federa- 

■ tion of Women Teachers.
Early in the year your Committee offered its assistance to? 

1 various Government Departments in their special work in connec­
tion with the war, and it has been able through its central organi­
sation, branches and affiliated societies to afford them considerable 

. assistance in their propaganda. The co-operation of women in 
' responsible positions in the various Government Departments, 

had been strongly urged by the Committee, and resolutions 
were therefore forwarded, welcoming the appointment, of Miss. 
Talbot as head-of the Women’s Branch of the Board of Agricul­
ture, and of Mrs. Tennant and Miss Violet Markham as Directors:, 
of Women’s Service under the National Service Department. 
Mrs. Peel and Mrs. Pember Reeves have also been appointed 
as Heads of the Women’s Department under the Ministry of 

I Food.
In February the National Service Department appealed to 

the N.U.W.W. for offers of expert assistance in interviewing 
applicants for National Service,, and many of the Branches were 
most prompt in responding to the circular letter sent out by 

I your Committee. On 7th March, however, Miss Markham wrote 
asking that no more names should be sent in at present,, as 
the provincial organisation on the industrial side was still un­
determined. Later in the year a further request was- received 
from the Department for assistance in connection with the Collec­
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tion of Wool, Cotton and Paper Waste in view of the serious 
^shortage, and here again help was offered by various Branches.

In response to the request of the National War Savings 
Association very material help has been afforded in connection 
with the National War Savings Campaign and the Food Economy 
Campaign.

A Conference of affiliated societies was called by the Presi­
dent on 6th March, when suggestions for securing the co-opera­
tion With the War Savings and Food Economy Committees of 
women’s societies throughout the country were formulated and 
forwarded to the branches. As a result, local committees were 
formed, exhibitions arranged, speakers secured, leaflets circu­
lated, etc. Lady Emmott 'and the Secretary were appointed to 
serve on the Lord Mayor’s Committee.

The co-operation of the N.U.W.W. is now tasked by the 
Ministry of Food in connection with the Food Economy Com­
mittees, Which are about to be formed Under the new Food ‘Con­
trol Committees to carry on the voluntary- side of the work, and 
at the request of the Ministry Of Food, the President, several 
Vice-Presidents and the Secretary have agreed to their names 
being placed on the list of voluntary speakers.

At the request of Lord. Dunluce, Director of the Welfare 
Section of the Ministry of .Munitions, a list Of residential hostels 
for women munition workers has been furnished to him.

The Sectional Committees,, which now number 19, have been 
very active during tile past year. The consideration of the 
'various clauses of the Criminal Law Amendment'Bill has occu­
pied much of the time of the Legislation Committee and of its 
Standing Committee, which has met fortnightly,-as well as of 
the Rescue and Preventive Committee. The Legislation Com­
mittee has given its attention specially to the necessity for safe­
guarding the equal moral standard, while the Rescue and Pre­
ventive Committee has sought for a method of dealing with the 
present evils among girls under 18 by remedial rather than by 
punitive measures. After very careful consideration Mr. W. H. 
Dickinson agreed to. introduce a clause to enable such girls to be 
sent to a home instead of to prison, and a letter was addressed to 
■certain interested Members of Parliament asking their support. 
This principle was afterwards introduced in Clause 3 of the 
amended Bill,.

As a result of a Conference called by the Rescue and Pre­
ventive Committee on 26th March, at which 23 Societies were 
represented, a letter was sent to the Members of the House of 
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Commons in support of Mr. Dickinson’s further amendment, for 
the raising of the age of consent to 17. .

At its meeting on 4th May, the recommendations from both 
Committees were considered by the Executive when the follow­
ing resolutions were passed : —

1. “ The Executive Committee of the National Union 
of Women . Workers is of opinion that the present laws rela­
ting to solicitation and riotous and indecent conduct are un­
satisfactory and require careful consideration and recon­
struction. At present they are both complicated and 
confused, as well as unjust in theory and ineffective in 
practice.

“ It believes, moreover, that women police are abso­
lutely necessary for the proper administration of any laws 
concerning solicitation.”

2. “ The Committee approves the principle of sending 
girls to homes, rather than awarding the short prison sen­
tences which have so deteriorating an effect upon them. It 
advocates Homes where good influences, occupational train­
ing, healthy discipline and reasonable liberty will be pro­
vided, whereby girls may be enabled. to regain a wholesome 
tone of mind with a view to their becoming useful citizens. 
This would involve the re-modelling of our existing Homes, 
and would give .an opportunity for that classification of 
Homes which has so long been desired.”

3. “ The Committee approved of Mr. Dickinson’s 
amendment, but it considers that Clause 3 as introduced by 
the Home Secretary in the Amended Bill, which contained 
the principle of Mr. Dickinson’s amendment, was not suffi­
ciently Safeguarded.; It therefore welcomes the Lord 
Advocate’s amendments.”

4. ” The Committee is of opinion that local authorities 
should be authorised to contribute to the maintenance of 
girls entering homes on probation, and that the Treasury 
should also make grants for this purpose. ”

5. “ The Committee desires to re-affirm its unshaken 
belief in an equal moral standard for men and women. It 
would Welcome clauses dealing with the protection of both 
boys and girls.”

6. “ The Committee urges that the words ‘solicit or’ 
be omitted from Clause 5, sub-section 1, of the amended Bill, 
because (1) they rest on the existing laws on solicitation, 
which the Committee has condemned, and (2) they would be 
used entirely against women.”
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A valuable address on “ The Taws relating to Solicitation,” 
which was given by Mr. Archibald Allen at the meeting of the 
Rescue and Preventive Committee on 2nd May, may be 

’obtained from the Office, price id.
On 6th July an influential deputation introduced by the 

Archbishop of Canterbury waited on Sir George Cave. 36 
Societies were represented. Amongst those present were the 
President, representing the N.U.W.W., Mrs. Creighton, Mrs. 
James Gow and Mrs. Carden.

The President put forward the different views held within 
the Executive Committee in respect to Clause 3 and also made 
the request that the words “ solicit or ” should be omitted in 
Clause 5 (1) of the Bill.

The Insurance Committee has called special attention to the 
assistance which may be given by Insurance Committees and 
Approved Societies in combating Venereal Diseases ; the Bran­
ches have been ashed to afford 'every help to the National Council 
for Combating Venereal Diseases in its campaign throughout the 
country, and the Work among Girls Committee has sent forward 
-a recommendation that instruction in this subject should be 
included in the course of training given to Welfare Workers.

Recommendations regarding: the Care and Nurture of Ille­
gitimate Children were laid before Mr. Aitken, Head of the 

-Children’s Department of the "Home Office, by a small deputation 
on 31st January, 1917, and a Conference on the subject has since 
been summoned by the Public Service Committee, the outcome 
of which appears in the shape of the resolution to be submitted 
to you.

The President, the Eady Frances Balfour, and the Hon. 
I/ily Montagu have served on the Juvenile Organisations Com­
mittee of the Home Office and the President was also an active 
member of the Council of National Baby Week.

One of the stalls at the Baby Week Exhibition, held in the 
Central Hall, Westminster, in July, was undertaken by the Child 
Welfare Exhibition Committee of the Scottish Branches, and 
personally supervised by the President.

Turing the year the President has visited by invitation the 
’Branches in Deeds, Hull, Bristol, Bath, Gloucester, Lichfield, 
Leicester, Nottingham, Derby, Bakewell, York, Croydon, and 
has held inaugural meetings fir two new Branches at Perth and 
Hereford

The proposed Ministry of Health has been carefully con­
sidered by the Insurance Committee, and at the request of the 
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Executive a deputation on the subject was received by Lord 
Rhondda at the Local Government Board on 14th June; when 
the following resolutions were brought forward : —

1. “The Executive of the National Union of Women 
Workers of Great Britain and Ireland cordially approve of 
the proposals for the unification of health work in England 
and Wales under a Ministry of Health, and urge that, with 
a view to public economy and efficiency, such Ministry shall 
'combine the functions of the National Health Insurance 
Commissions of England and Wales, both on the medical 
and on -the financial sides, with such, functions of the Local 
Government Board (other than Poor Law) and of the Board 
of Education as are correlated with these, care being taken 
to retain the free choice of doctor and midwife and other 
cardinal features of the Insurance Acts.”

2. The Executive further urge that coincidently with 
this centralisation of Health matters in a Ministry of Health, 
arrangements should be made for securing in each locality a 
closer co-operation between the Public' Health Committee 
and the corresponding Health Insurance Committee,-so that 
their respective activities shall be co-ordinated in combined 
schemes of work, under the supervision of the Ministry of 
Health.”

3. The Executive further urge that, whatever
changes be initiated, care be taken to preserve some close 
link between the Ministry of Health for England and Wales, 
and the Scottish and Irish Insurance Commissions, and also 
between the working of the Insurance Committees and 
Approved Societies in England and Wales and that of the 
kindred bodies in Scotland, and Ireland, in order that ade­
quate uniformity of administration shall be maintained; in 
matters where this is necessary in the interests of insured 
persons.” T-

t ^hc Public Health Committee has under consideration 
various aspects of the proposals for a Ministry of Health.

The Legislation Standing Committee having been 'empower­
ed to take any action deemed advisable on the publication of the 
Report of the Conference on Electoral Reform, a resolution was 
forwarded to the Prime Minister expressing satisfaction that the 
Conference had given its assent to the principle of Woman Suff­
rage ; and in May a further resolution was forwarded by the 
Executive, urging the Government.to make itself responsible for 
the retention in the Electoral Reform Bill of the Suffrage clauses 
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after they had passed the House of Commons. The Committee 
welcomed the passage in Committee of Clauses in the Representa­
tion of the People Bill conferring by 387 to 57 votes the parlia­
mentary franchise on large classes of women.

After the passage of these clauses a letter was sent to the 
Home Secretary, supporting Mr. Charles Roberts*  amendments 
for extending the municipal franchise to the wives of men on the 
Local Government Register, provided these 'amendments would 
not in the slightest degree endanger the suffrage clauses.

On 29th June the President summoned a Conference 
of the Executive Committee and representatives of affiliated socie­
ties. Possible methods of co-operation were discussed with a view 
to extending the ordinary work of the N.U.W.W. so as to assist 
women in fulfilling the new duties which would devolve upon 
them as fully enfranchised citizens. As the outcome of this Con­
ference three meetings of a Provisional Committee had been held 
when-the Executive met on 13th July, and formally appointed 
a Special Committee for Organisation, consisting of 12 members 
of Executive and 12 representatives from the affiliated societies. 
It was agreed that the President, who had already received dona­
tions towards this work, should retain them in a Special Fund, 
and Lady Cowan was appointed to act as Hon. Secretary. Four 
organisers have been appointed by this Committee, and the pro­
posed programme of work will be submitted for your considera­
tion.

The Advisory Committee has held two meetings to discuss 
means whereby the N.U.W.W. may be enabled to take immediate 
action in emergencies. Suggestions made by the President and 
by Mrs. Creighton have been circulated to the members of your 
Committee, but Mrs. Creighton has since withdrawn her pro­
posals. The President’s suggestion that monthly meetings of 
the Executive during Parliamentary Sessions would best 
meet the need was approved by the Executive and will be sub­
mitted for your consideration. Her further proposal to group 
the branches into Standing Committees was also approved.

The interests of professional women have not been over­
looked by your Committee. A request having been received 
from the College of Nursing that the N.U.W.W. would receive 
a deputation, the President wrote to the Hon. Arthur Stanley, 
stating that the National Union of Trained Nurses had also asked 
for an opportunity of placing their views before the N.U.W.W. 
She pointed out the justice of the demand made by the Central 
Committee (on which the National Union of Trained Nurses and 
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two other affiliated societies are represented) for the right to elect 
and not merely to nominate lepresentatives on the College of 
Nursing. On 30th June the President had an interview with the 
Hon. Arthur Stanley on this subject, and on 5th July he wrote: 
“I am prepared at the request of the Central Committee and in 
deference to the views of your Society to renew negotiations for 
an Agreed Bill.”

The status of women clerks in the Post Office in connection 
with the second Interim Report of the Select (or Gibb) Committee 
has been considered by the Industrial Committee and protests 
have been organised with regard to the war bonus to women civil 
servants, which was only half that granted to men. Under the 
award of the Arbitration Board it now approximates more nearly 
to the same sum.

Work on the land as a career both for educated girls and for 
industrial workers has been discussed by the Industrial Com­
mittee, and experts appeared to differ as to whether it could offer 
a promising future. The need for the help of wopien in the present 
emergency was urged at a deputation which waited on the Local 
Government Board and the Board of Agriculture on 16th January, 
when Mrs. Trustram Eve and the Secretary represented the 
N.U.W.W., and the local branches have in many cases been able 
to assist the Women’s War Agricultural Committees.

A resolution in support of the. Solicitors (Qualification of 
Women) Bill has been sent to all Members of Parliament.

Emigration being practically at a standstill, the Emigration 
and Immigration Committee has devoted its time to considering 
possibilities of employment in the Overseas Dominions after the 
war ; and also the Report of the Dominions Royal Commission 
issued March, 1917.

The Women’s Indian Study Association has recently founded 
a scholarship for an Indian girl student at the Women’s Medical 
College at Ludhiana, costing ^30 to ^40 per annum for four 
years.

Various schemes of educational reform have been before the 
Education Committee during the year. The most urgent appear 
to that Committee to be the provision of nursery schools, full 
time education up to the age of 14, compulsory day continuation 
classes up to 16 years of age, the revision and improvement of 
teachers’ salaries, and a reduction in the size of the elementary 
school classes. The Industrial Committee considered the Report 
of the Departmental Committee on Juvenile Education in rela­
tion to Employment after the War, and decided to submit to you.
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dri Urgency .Resolution if time were not found for the passage 
of the Education Bill to be introduced by the President of the 
Board of Education. Yotfr Committee had the privilege of hear­
ing the views of Dr. Fisher and the Master of- Balliol on “Educa­
tional Reconstruction” at a joint meeting of three sectional 
Committees held at Sunderland House oil gth July by kind per­
mission of the Duchess of Marlborough.

Through the International Committee interesting reports 
have been received on the work of women in the Allied countries, 
and at the request of Madame de Witt Schlumberger, President 
of E’Union Francaise pour le Stiffrage des Femmes, your Com­
mittee has joined in making known the protest of the women of 
France against the deplorable conduct of the German army in 
the occupied districts.

A letter has been forwarded by the Executive to the Imperial 
Conference urging the right of choice of Women Married to 
Aliens as to retaining their own nationality, or adopting that of 
their husband Signatures from affiliated societies have been 
obtained to the following, memorial, which your Committee, 
with a view to united action, is now Sending to the National 
Councils of Women in the Dominions and to other important 
Societies where there is no National Council, including those 
affiliated to the British Dominions Woman Suffrage Union : —

“ We, the undersigned, representing Women’s Societies 
throughout the British Empire, having noted that the 
Imperial War Conference held in London in March and 
April, 1917, expressed the desirability and importance of 
securing uniformity of policy and action throughput the 
Empire with regard to the laws of naturalisation and com­
mended to the consideration of the respective Governments 
summoned to the Conference a Memorandum and Draft Bill 
proposing amendments to the nationality laws of the Empire,; 
have the honour to submit to you out claim that any amend­
ment of these laws should include the grant to Women, in 
those parts of the British Empire where such amendment is 
necessary, Of the right to retain their British nationality on 
marriage with an alien, a right enjoyed by them under the 
laws of the United Kingdom until 1870.

“We further urge that uniformly throughout the Empire 
the laws should provide that a woman shall not on marriage 
with an alien be deprived of her British nationality, against 
her wit], but that she shall-be given the same choice of 
nationality as a man.”
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The Sectional Committee for Peace and Arbitration has 
taken as its chief subject for study the proposals for a League 
of Nations, and has sent forward a resolution on these lines for 
your consideration.

As the result of a Conference called by the Rescue Com­
mittee on 6th February, at which 27 Societies were represented, 
a letter, was sent to all the Cinema Licensing Authorities, urging 
their adoption of the model conditions issued by the Home Office 
on 24th January, 1917- -

Idle most encouraging recognition of the work or 
the Women Patrols is the receipt of a Subsidy of £400 from 
the police funds for carrying on this work in the metropoh- 
tan area. ' About 2,338 women are now working in 92 places, 85 
of these being engaged in special full-time work 111 
metropolitan area and paid from the police funds. They 
Work seven hours six days a week and are paid 32/-• 
Two are at work in Woolwich Arsenal and two have 
been appointed by the Board of Works as Park Keepers un 
Kensington Gardens at 35/- a week. Pwo park RanS®rs ^7° 
also been appointed by the L.C.C. and two by the Hendon Dis­
trict Council. These developments all lead in the desired direc­
tion of official women police.

In view of the increasing cost of printing and stationery the 
utmost economy has been necessary. The Committee is most 
grateful to Miss Harvey for her continued help in the office on 
two days each week. The office was kept open through August, 
Miss Ridley taking charge during the Secretary’s absence. The 
appointm ent of Elsie Hinton to perform the duties which Usually 
fall to an office boy has freed Miss Taylor for more important 
work. - . .

Time has not allowed of more than the briefest outline o 
the 'Committee’s activities. This may, however, have sufficed to 
show the increasing usefulness of such a body as the N.U.W.W. 
at a time when woman’s help is so much1 in demand, and when 
the woman’s vote will, it is confidently hoped, shortly make itself 
felt in the affairs of the nation.
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STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS.

Mrs. Elliot-Nish, Hon. Treasurer, presented the Annual. 
Statement of Accounts for the year' ending 31st August, 1917, 
(see pages 150 and 151), and reported the receipt of a legacy of 
Z350 from Miss Louisa Marshall, of Brighton, a former sub­
scriber. She made an urgent appeal for-new subscribers, and 
specially 'emphasised the need for increased office accommodation

AMENDMENTS To THE CONSTITUTION.
The following resolutions amending the Constitution were 

Carried :—■
Urgency 1,

“ That in view of the probable extension of the Union’s 
work as a result of the enfranchisement of women, a Com­
mittee be formed to consider the constitution of the 
N.U.W.W. and to report to the next meeting of Council. 
.This Committee shall consist of the three honorary office­
bearers of the Union, six members nominated and elected 
by the- Executive Committee, six members nominated and 
elected by the Branches, and six members nominated and 
elected by the Affiliated Societies, the. election to be by 
postal vote.”
On the motion of the President it was resolved that resolu­

tions 2 and 5 amending the constitution be referred to the Com­
mittee for the Revision of the Constitution.

1. ‘ That for lines 34 to 37 of the Handbook, 1917-17, 
page 66, there be substituted, ‘and thirty-six other women, 
of whom at least four shall be resident'in Scotland and four 

Ireland, Members shall hold office for two years, 
' eighteen retiring annually but being eligible for re-election. 

Of these eighteen two.shall be resident in Scotland and two 
in Ireland.”

3. “ That on page 67 of the Handbook, after the first 
paragraph, the following be inserted as (j) ‘ Members 
elected by the Affiliated Societies’ :—The Affiliated Socie­
ties shall elect twelve members who shall represent them 
on the Executive Committee. Such representatives shall 
serve for one year. No proxies shall be allowed.”

4- “ Under a resolution, page 68, paragraph 8, substi­
tute for the words ‘ the Council shall) decide by a majority 
of two-thirds of those present and voting what action, if any, 
shall be taken thereon,’ the words ‘ft shall be deemed to be
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mt instruction to the Executive Committee to take such 
action as may make it most effective, provided that there be 
no fundamental change in conditions throughout the year.

6. “ For page 67 of the Handbook, lines 30-33,/ ‘ Sec­
tional Committees ’ substitute ‘ Sectional Committees: Sec­
tional Committees shall be set up to further special branches 
of work either at the decision of the Executive Committee 
of when requested by six Affiliated Societies and agreed to 
by the Executive Committee. They shall hold office for one 
year.’ ”

“ Each Sectional Committee
(a) Representatives of nationally-organised societies

affiliated or not affiliated to the N.U.W.W., which by reason 
of their objects, are concerned with the subject with which 
the Sectional Committee deals. Such representatives shall 
be appointed by the societies themselves. The Executive 
Committee shall be arbiter as to which societies are eligible 
for this representation and shall decide the degree of repre­
sentation, having regard to the national importance of the 
societies concerned. _

(b) One representative from each Branch or group of 
Branches of the N.U.W\W\, which is entitled to representa­
tion on the Executive Committee. Such representatives shall 
be appointed by the Branches themselves.

(c) The officers of the. N.U.W.W. and two members of 
the Executive in addition to the Convener of the Sectional 
Committee, who shall be appointed by the Sectional Com­
mittee from among its own members and shall thereby 
become a member of the Executive Committee.
The Societies of Branches within the Sectional Committee 

agreeing to join in public action shall be free to do so provided 
that such action is taken only in their own names and not in the 
name of, the N.U.W.W. or of the Sectional Committee as a 
whole. A Sectional Committee may take any public action if it 
has obtained the consent of the Executive Committee, or in case 
of urgency, of the President.”

t_ Special Work on the Women's Vote.
“ That during the forthcoming year the N.U.W.W. 

shall endeavour : —
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(a) To bring before the women of the country the new 
powers and responsibilities granted by the extension Of the 
franchise to women under the Representation of the People 
Bill.

(b) To distribute information as to the qualifications for 
the women s Parliamentary vote; to appeal to women voters 
to use their vote for national purposes, and to bring 
prominently before them legislative measures of the first 
rank of importance in national reforms.

(c) ^o 'appeal to all women, both voters and non-voters, 
to relax in no way their efforts to help their country during 
these years of great danger, until the security of a lasting 
peace has been attained.

(dj To mak e widely known the industrial and economic 
position of women, as modified by, and dependent upon the 
war conditions; and to prepare women, for careful considera­
tion of the national, imperial and international issues 
involved in the problems of reconstruction that will arise 
after the war.”

2. Miwsriy of Health.
That the National Council of Women urges the 

Government: —
(a) To establish a Ministry of; Health;
(b) To include women in such Ministry,’’

3. Ministry of Health (Scotland).
' “ That a separate Ministry of Health be established'for 

■Scotland with the Secretary for Scotland or some other mem- 
ber of the Government, as Scottish Minister of Health direct­
ly responsible to Parliament and that women be included in 
such Ministry.”.

4- _ Laws re Solicitation.
That the National Council of Women of Great Britain 

and Ireland affirms its unshaken belief in an equal moral 
standard for men and women. Since the present laws relating 
solicitation and riotous conduct in the streets are compli­
cated, unjust and ineffective in practice, the National Coun­
cil of Women urges that a law bn an equal basis for men 
and women, with regard to administration, evidence and 
penalties should be substituted to deal with molestation or 
annoyance by any persons in the streets.”
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3. Reformative Agencies,
“ Since the duty of the State towards young people who 

are drifting into criminal courses is to restore and reform 
them, and since experience shows that moral reformation is 
more likely to be brought about by voluntary methods than 
by compulsion, the National Council of Women of' Great 
Britain and Ireland urges the Government to improve and 
co-ordinate existing agencies, official and voluntary, and 
with this in view calls for an authoritative inquiry as to : —

(a) How far the present methods of prisons, courts 
and police help or hinder such reformation.

(b) How the laws and their administration can be 
improved.

(c) Whether the co-operation of voluntary educa­
tional and reformative agencies can be more largely 
Utilised.”

6. Protection of Child Life..
(1) “ That the National Council 'of Women of Great 

Britain and Ireland' urges the Government to amend the 
Notification of Births Act,z 1907, and the Children Act, 1908, 
so as to ensure : —

(a) That if an infant under the age of one month is 
to be removed, the mother or the occupier of the house 
or room from which the infant is to be removed shall 
notify the Local Authority before the removal of the 
infant and give the name and address of the person to 
whose house the infant is to be transferred.

(b) That in the case of removal from a district of 
•one Local Authority to another, the removal shall be 
notified to the new Local Authority.

(c) That the Local Authority to whose district the 
infant is removed shall notify the Infant Life Protection 
Authority on the infant’s arrival.

(d) That the Infant Life Protection Authority shall, 
on receipt of the notification of the infant’s arrival cause 
it to be visited within forty-eight hours.
(2) , That the National Council of Women draw the atten­

tion of the Government to the great increase in the number 
of advertisements containing offers to adopt children, and to 
the necessity, therefore, of providing some method for safe­
guarding .the interests of such adopted children.

(3) That the National Council of Women is of the

opinion that the time has come when some fundamental 
changes in the law are urgently needed with the object of 
increasing the responsibility of the fathers of illegitimate 
children.”

11 That the National Council of Women protests against 
any difference being made between men and women of equal 
qualifications in the framing of a scale of salaries for teachers 
in elementary and secondary schools.”

“ That in view of the acknowledged responsibility of 
the Government of India to make provision for female edu­
cation in India, this Council respectfully urges the Secretary 
of State to add women to the commission lately appointed 
under the chairmanship of Dr. Michael Sadler to inquire 
into the educational policy of the University of Calcutta.”
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* REPORTS OF SECTIONAL COMMITTEES.

(1) BRANCH REPRESENTATIVES COMMITTEES.
The Branch Representatives and Organization Committee of 

the National Union of Women Workers of Great Britain and 
Ireland has held three meetings in 1917, and, in its re-organised 
form makes its first Report to the National Council. Forty-two 
Branches: are represented -upon it, and, in addition, the Standing 
Committee of the Scottish Unions. It has also two individual 
members, Miss Agnes Garrett, and Miss E.P. Hughes. The 
Convener is the Hon. Mrs. Handford, and the Organising Secre­
tary has hitherto acted as the Hon. Secretary of the Committee.

There has been an average attendance at the Meetings of 
15. During the year the Committee has experienced the loss 
of Mrs. Lambert, of Lincoln, whose long years of devoted work 
for the. Union will be held in grateful remembrance, especially, 
by those who had the privilege of attending the Lincoln 'Con­
ference in 1910, when Mrs. Lambert acted as Chief Conference 
Secretary. Mrs.- Lambert has been succeeded on the Committee 
by Miss Mabel Williams.

At the . February Meeting the President, Mrs. Ogilvie 
Cordon, spoke on the Infant Death-rate of England, Scotland 
and Wales, and of the encouragement offered by the Local Gov­
ernment Board to Local Health Authorities for approved schemes 
of work in Mother and Child Welfare Centres and Day Nurseries. 
The Branches were subsequently circularised on the siubject, 
and the formation of a small travelling Exhibition on the lines 
of one which had done most successful work in Scotland, was 
suggested, together with the possibility of co-operation in 
certain areas with a view to reaching villages and small towns in 
rural districts.

At the second meeting there was a preliminary discussion 
on the possible collection of data in the Branches with reference 
to the best type of cottage building, and the wishes of working 
women with regard to the matter. Miss Olga Hertz (Manches­
ter) and Miss E. P. Hughes (Cardiff) supplied copies of " Ques- 
tionaires ” used in their respective neighbourhoods. The study

♦ These Reports were circulated in advance and taken as read at the 
Council Meeting.
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of the subject was recommended to the Branches in view of the 
large amount of building which is anticipated at the end of the 
war.

The best method of working a group, or Sub-Branch, has 
been informally discussed. Dublin is forming such groups, the 
fees to the centre being payable through the Dublin Branch. 
The County as an area was recommended by Mrs. Handford, 
as corresponding members could be secured with little difficulty 
who might be able at a later stage to organise their Local Socie­
ties in such groups or Sub-Branches as might prove possible.

At the July Meeting the Committee discussed in much 
detail the proposals of the President with reference to the group­
ing of the Branches already existing, and of prospective Branches 
in England, Ireland and Scotland.

The following Resolution was proposed by Miss Rosamond 
Smith, seconded by Miss Alice Lemon, and carried nem con.

“ That this Committee expresses its approval of the 
President’s scheme for monthly meetings of the Executive, 
and further, in the interests of economy and continuity of 
attendance, of the proposal to group Branches for the pur­
pose of representation at the monthly meetings.

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(3) EDUCATION SECTIONAL COMMITTEE.
During the last year the Committee has been chiefly occupied; 

with the consideration of schemes of reform put forth by various 
educational bodies, and it has decided to support the followingr 
proposals, as being the most urgent for the welfare of the nation.

(1) . That all Local Education Authorities be urged to con­
sider the provision of Nursery Schools for children from the ages 
of two to five years.

(2) . That universal full-time education be continued up to 
the age of 14, no exception being granted under that age.

(3) . That compulsory day time continuation classes be pro­
vided for all young persons, who are not receiving full-time edu­
cation, at least up to the age of 16.

(4) . That reduction in the size of classes in elementary 
schools is an urgent heed.

(5) . That a complete revision and substantial improvement 
of the scale of teachers’ salaries should be made at an early date 
in order to attract to the schools suitable men and women, and 
that the highest positions in the educational service should be 
open to teachers who are fitted to fill them.

(6) . That opportunity should be given to women students, 
who propose being teachers, to take a special course of “mother- 
craft ” and associated hygiene subjects, and that adequate facili­
ties should be given for pratical work in connection with this 
course.

(7) . That secretarial assistance should be provided for all 
but very small schools, the absence of such assistance is unecono­
mical, causing serious waste of the teacher’s influence and per­
sonality, especially On the part of the head teacher.

(8) . That worthy private effort in education should be en­
couraged. The Board of Education should make adequate pro­
vision for the inspection of all schools:

(9) . That a brief oral examination of the children who stand 
the written test satisfactorily should form part of the examina­
tion for Junior Scholarships, and that the school record or head 
teacher’s report should be taken into account in selecting 
scholars.

(10) . That adequate playgrounds and playing fields with the 
necessary equipment should be provided for all schools, and 
that greater freedom of access for children to playgrounds should 
je allowed out of school hours.

■ (it). That attention having been drawn to the national and

imperial need for an increased number of women doctors, the 
higher scholarship scheme should be specially enlarged to pro­
vide full training for suitable women for the medical profession.

The regulation of Cinematograph Shows has also been con­
sidered by the Committee. The position in regard to them at 
present is that the Home Secretary having decided to abandon 
for the present the proposed central censorship of cinematograph 
-films, an official letter had been sent from the Home Office to 
the various local authorities informing them of this decision and 
-suggesting that pending further consideration of the question of 
a central censorship, they should exercise the powers vested in 
them by the Cinematograph Act, 1909, for the purpose of check­
ing the exhibition of objectionable films and for remedying any 
abuses that may occur. #

The Committee also considered the Interim Report of the 
Consultative Committee on Scholarships for Higher Education 
(Cd. 8,291, price 4^-d.), and the Final Report of the Departmental 
Committee on Juvenile Education in relation to Employment 
after the War (Cd. 8,512, price 6d.j. . ... ,

(4) EMIGRATION AND IMMIGRATION SECTIONAL 
COMMITTEE.

During the past twelve months there has been very little 
passenger movement either to or from the various countries to 
which the tide of emigration turns, and in .April of the present 
year the Passport Department of the Foreign Office issued a 
notice that/*  Passports to leave the United Kingdom would only 

"“be granted in exceptional circumstances.’’ This Order is 
rigorously enforced, therefore Emigration has practically ceased, 
for the time being. - .

The most important recommendation made by the 
Dominion Royal Commissioners in their Final Report is the 
establishment of a Central Emigration Authority which should, 
in addition to other powers, annually license, control, and closely
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supervise all passage brokers, and passage brokers’ agents, and 
also should license and have a measure of control over 
societies engaged in the work of Emigration. In connection with 
this Authority they suggest also the formation of a Consultative 
Board, on which representatives of the Overseas Governments, 
persons well acquainted with emigration work, and others should 
sit.

Further important recommendations are: Uniformity in the 
regulations for the admission of British immigrants in the 
Dominions, and the establishment of machinery by which a 
migrant from the United Kingdom can be assured before leaving 
home that he will not be rejected on arrival at a Dominion cn 
medical or other grounds,: the more equal migration of children 
of both sexes. The earlier emigration of girls, the ages suggested 
are from 15 to 19; young girls being more likely to be absorbed 
into the life of the country than older women.

The Commissioners speak favourably of the migration of 
State. Children. They also outline an interesting scheme for the 
interchange of Elementary and Secondary School teachers 
between the United Kingdom ‘and the Dominions, In 
recommending the increased migration of young women 
to Canada the Commissioners point out the need of a 
better distribution of female population between town and coun­
try, and urge that female migrants shall be trained in the 
Dominions and sent to rural districts. They report that there is 
a demand now for widows with or without children to act as 
housekeepers or helps on Canadian Farms.

In this connection it is interesting to note the scheme of the 
Salvation Army for emigrating widows and ‘their children to the 
Overseas Dominions, which was explained to this Committee at 
their Meeting held last February by Captain Littlejohn. The 
Army is raising a Fund of ^200,000 to be placed in the hands of 
the Public Trustee, and by means of which) they reckon on being 
able to send out at least 5,000 widows and 10,006 children to the 
Overseas Dominions.

Miss Eva Jones, Principal of Rupert’s Land College, Winni- 
peg,' and Convener of the Committee on Professions and Employ­
ments, National Council of Women, Canada, writes on June 26th, 
1917, respecting the employment of women there, “ The most 

salient features are the immense number of girls and women 
« ^any ^ie ‘society’ type) working in Banks—-and” the 
<r shortage of teachers in Government primary schools, especially 

in the rural districts, throughout the West and in the Province
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“ of Quebec. Good salaries are given, but conditions are often, 
“ though not always, depressing. Girls of 18—-20 with a good 
“general education and a leaving certificate, willing to take 

‘Canadian Normal School training for six months in the 
‘ ‘ province where they mean to teach, should do very well if they 
‘ ‘ have courage and energy: there is a much better social status, 
“ Salary, and pension for the work than in England. . . -
“ Political opportunities for women are developing, rapidly in 
“ the West. Alberta has already a woman member in the Pro- 
“ vincial House. The Saskatchewan women cast- their first vote 
“ to-day. Miss Jones reports a great scarcity of really Well edu­
cated stenographers ; she notes, as a new departure, the training 
of Women Buyers in Toronto, the possible employment of women 
as gardeners, market gardeners, and chicken farmers in different 
districts in Ontario after the War, and quotes the reassuring sug­
gestion ‘ ‘ that young girls of British birth might train in Canada 
“ for professional and business openings and make good.

Manitoba has established “ Widows’ Pensions.” These 
Pensions are granted, after due enquiry, to women who 
would otherwise be compelled to go out and work, in 
order to enable them to stay at home and look after their 
young families. The Pensioners are regarded as working, for the 
State, and are kept under the careful supervision of responsible 
visitors. Calgary has started a “ Housekeepers’ Association,” 
which is in fact a Trades Union for houseworkers, the members 
undergoing compulsory training, maintaining a fixed minimum 
wage, and payment for overtime, ten hours counting as a regular 
working day.

In South Africa “ the real want is Women Colonists 
“ who are capable of making themselves effective settlers.” 
There is a demand in Government Schools for highly trained 
teachers, but they must undertake to learn Dutch, there are also 
possible posts for well educated, though not necessarily highly 
certificated, girls in Church of England, and: denominational 
schools, and the social status of teachers is good. Fully trained 
hospital nurses, women with a practical knowledge of dairy 
work and poultry keeping, mothers’ helps, are all likely to find 
employment, but are advised to obtain reliable information 
through the South African Colonisation Society before accept­
ing advertised posts. The roughest housework is generally done 
by native servants", but a practical knowledge of housewifery is 
essential for all women colonists. i

There is no demand at present in New Zealand for female
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immigrants, and the only need in Australia is for home workers 
of the general servant type. Wages are good, but the work is 
often very hard.

Two new members have joined the Committee since Christ­
mas. It now consists of thirty members and eight Branch Repre­
sentatives.

(5) INDUSTRIAL SECTIONAL COMMITTEE.
The Committee has met four times with an average attend­

ance of 16 members.
Mrs. Munro, who. represented the Public Health Committee 

has been obliged to resign as she has a permanent engagement
Tuesdays. Miss Cecile Matheson, who formerly represented 

the Birmingham Branch, has been co-opted on the Committee, 
and there have been various changes among the Branch repre­
sentatives.

Miss Macarthur, Mrs. Macrosty and Miss Ellen Smith con­
tinue to represent the Industrial Committee on the Legislation 
Standing Committee. Mrs. Macrosty and Miss Hoare repre­
sented the Committee at the Conference called by the Standing 
Joint Committee of Women’s Industrial Organisations on May 
5th.

Reports on Blue Books. Miss Mills, in the absence, through 
illness, of Miss Caldcleugh (President of the Association of Post 
Office Women Clerks), read the latter’s Report on the .para­
graphs relating to the new class of Writing Assistants in the 
Second Interim Report of the Select (or Gibb) iCommittee on the 
Findings of the Holt Committee on Post Office Women Servants. 
These Writing Assistants come between the Women Sorters and 
the Girl and Women Clerks, and the Gibb Committee recom­
mends that for five years, at least half the vacancies in the new 
class shall be recruited from the class of Sorting Assistants, 
formerly called Women. Sorters, and half by open competition, 
and shall. then be eligible for Women Clerks without further 
examination. _ The Women Clerks feel there is grave danger in 
filling vacancies for Women Clerks from the Writing Assistants’ 
vlass, 'as it will lower the standard of efficiency of the present . 

omen Clerks, and they also think there is d'anger in departing 
om the principle of open competition.

Mrs. Marvin on May rst gave an interesting account of the

Final Report of the Departmental Committee on Juvenile Educa­
tion in relation to Employment after the War. The Boar 
recommends among other things early legislation (a) to estabus 
a uniform Elementary School leaving age of fourteen entailing 
the abolition of all exemptions, total or partial, from compulsory 
attendance below that age; (b) to require attendance for not 
less than eight hours a week or 320 hours a year at Day Continua­
tion Classes between fourteen and eighteen. It was agreed to 
send an Urgency Resolution to the Executive Committee for sub­
mission to the National Council, if time were not found for the 
passage of the Education Bill to be introduced by the president 
of the Board of Education. , .

The Industrial Committee was glad to accept the invitation 
to join with the Legislation and the Education Committee in the 
Drawing-Room Meeting on July 9th; and in consequence of Dr. 
Fisher’s address the Industrial Committee on July 10th passed 
the following resolution :

“ That the Executive Committee urge the Government 
to give time this Session for the introduction and passage of 
the Education Bill of the president of the Board of Educa­
tion.”
At the January Meeting of the Committee a small Conference 

was held as to the desirability of work on the land as a career 
for industrial workers after the war. Questions had been pre­
viously circulated among the Branches as to how far the work on 
the land had progressed in their district and what had been the 
results (a) on the industrial workers; (b) on the educated workers. 
A synopsis of the replies tp the questions as regards industrial 
workers was read at the Conference, and the replies were printed 
in full in the Occasional Paper for April. Miss Burney, of the 
Board of Trade, and Miss Alice Franklin, of the Women s Land 
Service Corps, gave their experience of the work of w^en on 
the land, and Dt. Marion Phillips spoke on the Radlett Farm 
experiment of the Central Committee on Women’s Employment.

At the July meeting the Committee considered the desir­
ability of work on the land as a career for educated girls after 
tbe Miss Alice Franklin, of the Women’s Branch, of the Board 
of Agriculture and Fisheries, gave reasons for thinking that it 
was a more promising career for educated than ^or -
workers. Women have shown themselves able to do all kinds ot 
work on the land as farmers, bailiffs, forewomen, milkers, 
carters down to casual labourers; and the Board is arranging f

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women now on the lend to be employed in many brandies of 
forestry—apart from the felling of large trees—during the winter 
months to avoid seasonal -unemployment. Educated girls suffer 
from want of satisfactory housing .accommodation, and are grate­
ful to ladies with spare rooms who will take them in so that thev 
may live in real homes. ’ y

educated girls entirely dependant on. their own earnings, as a 
wage of under 25/- a week was not sufficient for maintenance 
much less to ensure a provision for old age. But the work might 
be made more satisfactory if suitable arrangements could be 
made in cooperative colonies. Even with a little capital girls 
could only make a successful career in cooperative cokmies

Both speakers considered the effect on the health good un­
less the workers were not strong when they began it.

of Venereal Diseases at the hospitals. As a result of these lec­
tures, several of the Friendly Societies had taken up the pro­
pagandist work land had in turn provided lectures to audiences 
of lads and young men. Approved Societies of Women had also 
taken initiative in respect of women and girls. Mrs. Ogilvie 
Gordon pointed out how the Branches might help by encourag­
ing work of this or similar nature in their various localities-

Mrs. Torrey, member of the National Council for Combat­
ing Venereal Diseases, said that the National Council were pre­
pared to assist by sending lecturers and providing leaflets on the 
subject.

The Committee reported to the Executive in February on 
certain aspects of Maternity Insurance, and emphasized the need 
of co-ordination between the medical treatment available for 
insured women under the Insurance Authorities and the various 
forms of free consultations and treatment now being instituted 
at Maternity Hospitals and Mother and Child Welfare Centres 
under the Local Health Authorities. By request of Executive a 
deputation waited on Sir Edwin Cornwall with reference to this 
matter, consisting of Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon, the Lady Emmott, 
Mrs. Allan Bright, Mrs. Beer and Mrs. Summerton.

The proposal to establish a Ministry of Health for England 
and Wales was discussed at a Committee Meeting on 14th May, 
and three Resolutions were submitted to the Executive. These 
were afterwards forwarded to the various Government Depart­
ments concerned and were published in the “ National Insurance 
Gazette ” and in the “ Occasional Paper ” of the Union (July, 
1917).'

The Resolutions expressed the hope that the Ministry of 
Health should combine the functions of the National Health 
Insurance Commissions of England and Wales, both on the medi­
cal and financial sides, with such functions of the Local Govern­
ment Board (other than the Poor Law), and of the Board of 
Education and Home Office, as are correlated with these, care 
being taken to retain the free choice of doctor and midwife. They 
also urged closer co-operation between the Public Health Com­
mittee and the corresponding Health Insurance Committee in 
each locality, and the co-ordination of their activities in com­
bined schemes of work under the supervision of the Ministiy of 
Healths

At a further meeting the Committee considered a Memoran­
dum on the Ministry of Health which had been prepared by the 
Women’s Co-operative Guild, and they recorded their agreement 
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with the Guild in regard to the urgent need for some scheme of 
Maternity, allowances for the mothers who were outside * the 
Maternity benefit system of the Insurance Acts, and whose hus­
band’s wages were less than £160.a year. The Committee were 
strongly of opinion that the provision of effective assistance on 
uniform lines to all mothers, within or without the Acts, could 
only be attained under a unified Ministry of Health, whose 
authority should extend both over Health Insurance and Public 
Health.

A deputation from the Committee subsequently waitgd upon 
Lord Rhondda at the Local Government Board. An account of 
this deputation appeared in the “ Occasional Paper,” of July, 
1917, and the Committee’s considered proposals were embodied 
in a Resolution accepted by Executive for discussion at the 
Council Meeting on 2nd and 3rd October.

The Committee record their gratitude to two officers who 
retired at the beginning of this year—Miss Lucia Creighton, Hon. 
Secretary, at present engaged in war service in Servia, and Miss 
Garrett, who had .been Hon. Treasurer of this Committee since 
its inception. Miss Christina M. Rivington was unanimously 
elected Hon. Secretary and Treasurer of the Committee in 
January.

(7) INTERNATIONAL SECTIONAL COMMITTEE.
This Committee, of which the Hon. Mrs. Franklin is Con­

vener, has met four times during the year, with an average 
attendance of 20 members.

The series of Reports on the work of Women in the Allied 
Countries has been continued. Signorina Giulia Romano has 
spoken of the War-work of Italian women, and Mrs. Alexander, 
President of the National Special Aid Society, U.S.A., of the 
work of American women. Mr. W. A. Coote, of the National 
Vigilance Association, has described what has been done by the 
workers of that Association in the Egyptian and Mediterranean 
Ports, and the Victoria League has shown what is being done 
among women in the remote parts of the British Empire.

Up to the spring of 1917, fairly regular news had been re­
received from other National Councils of Women affiliated to the 
International Council of Women, but since March, 1917, hardly 
any letters or papers have reached us. It is hoped that the 
autumn months may again bring more;
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Early in the year, a letter was received from Mme. de Witt- 

Schlumberger, President of L’Union Frangaise pour le Suffrage 
des Femmes, asking the N.U.W.W. to join in making known 
the protest of the women of France against the conduct of the 
German Army indie occupied districts. The Committee agreed 
to join with the N.U.W.S.S. in making the facts public.

Miss Chrystal Macmillan brought before the Committee a 
request from the International Franchise Alliance for support in 
the effort to obtain, throughout the British Empire, for women 
married to aliens, the right of choice as to retaining their own 
nationality or adopting that of their husband. The Com­
mittee drew up a letter addressed to the members of 
the Imperial Conference, which was signed by the President 
of the N.U.W.W. and by the Presidents of certain Affiliated 
Societies, and which met with sympathetic attention.

The National Council of Women of Switzerland, at the re­
quest of this Committee, has asked for information from all 
belligerent countries as to their plans for assisting Disabled 
Soldiers and Sailors. Miss Orred, Member of the Press Com­
mittee, I.C.W., has undertaken the enquiry in Great Britain 
and Ireland.

(8) LEGISLATION SECTIONAL COMMITTEE.

The Legislation Sectional Committee has met nine times; 
with an average attendance of nineteen members, arid the Stand­
ing Committee nine times, with an average attendance of seven 
members. Mrs. Pardon, of the Mothers’ Union, has resigned, 
arid Mrs. Joseph Arkwright has been suggested as her successor.

War Bonus to Civil Servants. The Committee had organised 
an influential deputation to protest against the award of a War 
Bonus to women civil servants of only half that granted to men. 
The deputation did not take place, first, owing to the change 
'of Government, and then, owing to the setting up of the Con­
ciliation and Arbitration Board which awarded war bonuses to 
women more nearly approaching to those granted to men.

Electoral Reform Conference. A. resolution Was sent to the 
Prime Minister noting the Satisfaction of the Legislation Com­
mittee on finding that the Speaker’s Conference had given its 
assent to the principle of Woman Suffrage, and expressing the
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Committee’s confidence that no measure of franchise reform 
could now be introduced without the inclusion of women electors. 
In May another resolution. was passed welcoming the fact that 
the Electoral Reform Bill was to contain a proposal for Woman 
Suffrage, and urging the Government to make itself responsible 
for the retention , of woman suffrage in the Bill. This was 

• amended by the Executive Committee, which urged the Govern­
ment to make itself responsible for the retention of the suffrage 
clauses after they had passed the House of Commons.

Representation of the People Bill. The Committee welcomed 
the passage in Committee of the clauses conferring by 387 to 57 
votes the parliamentary franchise on large classes of women.

Until these clauses had passed in Committee the Legislation 
Committee pressed for no amendments ; but when the Home 
Secretary did not seem disinclined to extend the municipal fran­
chise to the wives of men on the Local Government Register, 
the Committee asked the Executive Committee to organise a 
small private deputation to the Home Secretary and the .Secre­
tary for Scotland to point out the advantages of Mr Charles 
Roberts’ amendments in this direction and to ascertain the possi­
bility of the Government’s accepting them. Special emphasis 
was to be laid on the fact that the deputation did not wish to 
press the amendments if they would endanger the Suffrage 
Clauses. As the Home Secretary was unable to find time to 
receive the deputation, a written statement on the matter was 
forwarded to him by the President at his request.

, Solicitors (Qualification of Women) Bill. The following 
resolution was passed, unanimously and sent to all members of 
Parliament ’ .and coPies were forwarded to the Branches and 
Amhated Societies with the suggestion that they should approach 
their local members of Parliament (two members of the Com­
mittee kindly giving donations to cover the expense) : “ That 
the Legislation Committee of the National Union of Women 
Workers urges the Government to give time for, or itself to 
adopt, the Solicitors (Qualification of Women) Bill, which enables 
women to practise as solicitors in England and Wales, and which 
has passed its third Reading in the House of Lords ; and Urges 
that a corresponding Bill to enable women to practise as Law 

gents (i.e., Solicitors) in Scotland shall be passed through the 
House together with the English Bill.”
„„ Amendment Bill. The Committee devoted

hme tO the considerati°n of this Bill. The fallowing reso­
lutions were passed on the Bill as first sent to Standing Com­
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mittee A. and forwarded to the Prime Minister and the Home 
Secretary: —

(1) “ That having considered the Criminal Law Amend­
ment Bill the Legislation Committee of the National Union 
of Women Workers desires to express its approval of Clauses 
1 and 3, and Views with satisfaction the promised withdrawal 
of Clause 2, sub-section (3).”

(Clause 1 made the. consent of a girl under 16 no defence 
to a charge of indecent assault upon her. Clause 3 made 
“ reasonable cause to believe that a girl was of or above the 
age of 16 no defence to a charge' under sections 5 and 6 of the 
principal Act.” Clause 2, Sub-section (3) allowed the Court, 
for the purposes of ascertaining if a person convicted, 0/ any 
offences in the schedule of the Act were suffering from 
venereal diseases, to order such person to undergo such 
medical examination and tests as might be requisite for that 
purpose.

(2) “ The Committee further urges the withdrawal pF 
the whole of Clause 2 and the substitution therefor of a 
Clause which makes the communication of venereal diseases 
wilfully or by negligence a punishable offence.”

(Clause 2 forbids sexual intercourse by a person suffer­
ing from venereal disease).
On March 16th the following resolution was passed : —

“ That the Legislation Committee desires to support 
the amendments deleting Clause 6 of the Bill pending a re­
construction of the laws on solicitation ; and that this reso­
lution be sent to all members of' Standing Committee A.”

(Clause 6 gave powers to imprison a person after a 
second conviction, with or without .'hard labour, for solicit­
ing, loitering, etc.)
On May 1st, after considering the Bin as amended by Stand­

ing Committee A., and the amendments put down to Clause 3- 
by the Lord Advocate, the following resolutions were passed: —

1. “ On consideration of Clause 3 of the Criminal Law 
Amendment Bill as amended, the Legislation. Committee is 
of opinion that the laws on solicitation and riotous and in­
decent conduct ought to be repealed since they are unjust 
in theory and ineffective in practice.”

(Clause 3 gives power to order the detention of girls



under T8 in an institution or home until she attains the age 
of 19 instead of awarding any punishment for loitering or 
importuning passengers for the purposes of prostitution or 
solicitation, etc.)

2. “ That whilst the laws oh solicitation and riotous 
conduct remain as at present, the terms of compulsory deten­
tion for offences under these laws should not be increased ”

3. “ That terms for girls under 18, whether on remand 
or after conviction, should be served not in prison but in 
training homes or under a guardian.”

4. “ That local authorities should be authorised to 
contribute to the maintenance of girls entering homes, and 
that the Treasury should make grants for this purpose. ”

5. On Clause 5 : “ That the words ‘ solicit or ’ be 
omitted (1) because they rest on the existing laws on solicita­
tion which the Committee has condemned ; (2) because they 
would be used entirely against women.”

(Clause 5 forbids sexual intercourse by a person suffer­
ing from venereal disease).
The Executive Committee agreed to forward resolutions 4 

and 5 to the Home Secretary; and, after considering Resolutions 
1, 2 and 3, together with others forwarded by the Rescue and 
Preventive Committee, amended resolutions on these points were 
also sent.

Nationality of Married Women. On the recommendation of 
the Legislation Committee the Executive Committee has agreed 
to obtain signatures from prominent Women’s Societies in the 
United Kingdom and from the National Councils of Women and 
other prominent societies in the Dominions and throughout the 
Empire to a Memorial, urging the members of the British Imperial 
Conference in amending the Nationality laws so to amend them, 
in those parts of the Empire where such amendment is necessary, 
as to.give women the right to retain their British Nationality on 
marriage with an alien, a right enjoyed by them under the laws 
of the United Kingdom until 1870 ; and further to ensure that 
a woman shall be given the same choice of nationality as a man.

An explanatory Memorandum on the Nationality of Married 
.Women in the British Empire and the need for united action by 
women to 'amend the law will be sent with requests, for signa­
tures to the Memorial, and can be obtained from the Office, Par­
liament Mansions, price ijd. each, or 7 /6 per 100 post free.

Drawing Room Meeting. A most successful Drawing Room 

Meeting was held by the Legislation, the Education and the 
Industrial Committees on July 10th at Sunderland House by kind 
permission of Her Grace the Duchess of Marlborough. The 
President spoke on the work of the Union, and. the President of 
the Board of Education, and the Master of Balliol gave addresses 
on Educational Reconstruction. Miss Matheson spoke of the 
subject from the Industrial side.

The Legislation Standing Committee beside preparing the 
work for the Legislation Committee has enquired into complaints^ 
from certain factories and then made representations upon them 
in the proper quarters with satisfactory results.

Fourteen Blue Books have been allocated to five Sectional 
Committees to be reported upon.'

(9) PEACE AND ARBITRATION SECTIONAL 
COMMITTEE.

- This Committee has met three times in 1917, with an average 
attendance of 19. Mrs. George Cadbury resigned in January, 
and Mrs. Creighton was elected Convener. Miss E. H. Sturge 
succeeds Miss S. M. Fry as Hon. Secretary. New members 
elected during the year are Mrs. James Gow, Mrs. Garrett Jones, 
Misses Rosa Barrett, K. D. Courtney, Crichton Stuart, Hertz, 
Hitchcock, Orred, and Sheepshanks- The Hon. Mrs. Handford 
has succeeded Mrs. F. Johnson as representative of the Public 
Health Sectional Committee. Lady Shaw of Dunfermline and 
Miss Candler have resigned. Lady Courtney and Mrs. Garrett 
Jones have, been appointed as representatives of this Committee 
on the National Council of Women.

The chief subject for study and discussion has been the 
project for forming an agreement among States after the war to 
serve as a basis-of permanent peace among them by providing 
for the peaceful settlement of disputes, for mutual defence, and 
for the observance of treaties and international law. The pro­
posals of the American League to enforce Peace and of the 
British League of Nations Society were discussed in May, when 
an address on the objects of the British Society was given by 
Mrs. Creighton. In July a discussion on the economic aspect of 
the proposed League was opened by Miss F. M. Stawell, Fellow 
of Newnham College, Cambridge. Evidence of study and 
interest was shown by members, many of whom asked questions 
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and brought forward arguments for and against the scheme. 
Valuable help has been given by the organising secretary of the 
League of Nations Society in recommending and supplying 
literature on the subject, and by sending invitations to our 
London members to the great meeting at the Central Hall on 
May 14th, when Lord Bryce, General Smuts, and others made 
most memorable speeches.

There are many indications that the leading'statesmen of 
all civilised countries are giving thought to the matter and are 
in substantial agreement with the principles regarding inter­
national relations that have been enunciated by President Wilson 
tvith so much force. But statesmen must be supported by en­
lightened public opinion, and to help to form such opinion and 
to strengthen the will-to-peace is the work our Committee sets 
before itself. With the object of bringing this matter before 
the whole N.U.W.W. our Convener has proposed a resolution 
which has been accepted by the Executive and will come before 
the National Council in October:

<f That it is expedient in the interests of mankind that 
some machinery should be set up after the present war for 
the purpose of maintaining international right and general 
peace, and this Committee commends to the sympathetic 
consideration of the Council the idea of forming a Union of 
free nations for the preservation of a permanent Peace.” 
Numerous letters, pamphlets, notices of lectures, etc., have 

been received and information given to members and others.

(10). PUBLIC health sectional COMMITTEE.
This Committee, Which now numbers 82 members, has held 

three meetings in 1917, with an average attendance of 25.
The main subjects that have occupied the.attention of the 

Committee have been Infant Welfare Work ; “ The Education 
of Children in Moral and Physical Health ” ; and “ A Ministry 
of Public Health.”

On the- first subject an intensely interesting address was 
given at the January meeting by Dr. Flora Shepherd, who con­
sidered that the four main causes of our appalling pre and post­
natal infant death-rate were: -—

1. Ignorance and lack of intelligence, these two not being 
the same.

I2J:

2. Bad housing and defective sanitation.
3. The injurious employment of married women.
4. Special diseases,
Alcohol was a contributory factor.
Dr. Shepherd thought that the best method of combating; 

these evils was by the practical application of the knowledge 
gained by highly trained'scientists, and she urged the value of 
the work that could be rendered by the N.U.W.W. in increasing 
the number of Infant Welfare Centres and the efficiency of those 
now working, and in bringing pressure to bear on lethargic 
sanitary authorities who are responsible for many of the evils, 
which produce a high infant death-rate.

■She emphasised the value of the combination of voluntary 
and municipal effort and the need of proper training for health 
visitors.

The Committee has also had under consideration the reports 
of Sir George Newsholm to the Local Government Board on 
Infant Mortality add other subjects connected with public health. 
It circularised the Branches as to their opinion on the compulsory 
notification of abortions. Answers have not, so far, been received 
from more than 23, and it is impossible to draw any general con­
clusions, as the majority say that they have not decided whether 
it would be desirable or not, but the balance inclines to the view 
that the difficulties of enforcing it would be almost insuperable.

An admirable lecture was given at the May meeting by Miss 
March, B.Sc., on the Education of Children in sex questions,, 
which evoked much interest. Miss March emphasised the neces­
sity of not directing a child’s attention to its sex system more 
than to any other. She pointed out that perfect health of mind 
and body consists in not knowing anything about its various 
systems, we are not conscious of our digestive or nervous systems 
till they are out of order ! She deprecated direct class teaching 
on this subject, it should be individual, and when possible should 
be given by the parents, but a great deal of indirect teaching 
may be given in class in the form of nature studyj etc., which 
the child will apply later, when he or she begins to enquire into 
the main facts of life. ,

At the July meeting “ A Ministry of Health ” was the sub­
ject under consideration, and a most able paper was read by Dr. 
Charles Parker, Hon. Secretary to the State Service Medical 
Association. He pointed out that the present standard of national 
health is very low, and that a large number of prevalent diseases 
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are preventible. The unfitness of many of our soldiers shows 
the ineffectiveness of our present health measures. Numerous 
efforts such as Welfare Centres, the Maternity Benefit through 
the Insurance Act, the compulsory notification of births and of 
infectious diseases, School Clinics, etc., are being made to im­
prove matters, but they do not go far enough, and lack co-ordina­
tion. They form a skeleton scheme on which la really powerful 
and efficient health service must be built up. For this 1a Ministry 
of Health, with a man of Cabinet rank at its head, is a necessity . 
In Dr. Parker’s, opinion this central authority should make tire 
hospital its guiding centre, and villages would be connected with 
a hospital by means of motor ambulances and a service of visiting 
doctors, each hospital to be the centre of all medical activity 
in its district and for School and other clinics. He thought the 
best plan would be to form an entirely new Government Depart­
ment, but as there were difficulties in the way of this, it Seemed 
probable that the Local Government Board would be converted 
into la “Ministry of Health,” and that each local administering 
body would be responsible for its own costs with grants from the 
Central Authority. Eventually, Dr. Parker considered that such 
State Service would be so far superior to anything else that 
it would become universal.

(n). PUBLIC SERVICE COMMITTEE.

The Committee has met three times during the year and the 
attendance of members has been satisfactory.

The Committee has confined 'its attention primarily to two 
subjects, namely, Food Control and the Care and Nurture of 
Infants, more especially adopted or illegitimate infants.

With regard to Food Control, satisfactory reports have been 
received as to the co-operation of the Branches of theN.U.W.W. 
with Local War: Savings and Food Control Committees. Six 
points dealing with better control of food were drawn up by the 
■'Committee as needing emphasis, and were circulated through the 
Branches.

The Care and Nurture of Illegitimate and Adopted Children 
has been specially considered by the Committee. A small depu­
tation was received by Mr. Aitken, Head of the Children’s 
Department at the Home Office, when the following Resolutions, 
passed by the Committee on January 31st, 1917, and approved by 
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the Executive, were submitted to him, these Resolutions having 
already been sent to the Local Government Board

(a) That the Local Government Board be asked 
to consider the advisability of adopted children being regis­
tered and supervised by some Authority, and that in the 
covering letter the attention of the Board be drawn to the 
great increase since the war in the number of advertisements 
containing offers to adopt children appearing in the daily

I press.
(b) That it be recommended to the Local Gov­

ernment Board that supervision by the Guardians be ex­
tended to cases where infants are put under the care of a 
relative, and to that end, that Section II (1) and (2) of the 
Children Act, 1908, be amended. It was further re­
solved to ask Lord Rhondda to give Boards of Guardians 
power to give milk and food to these children.
Mr. Aitken did not hold out any hope that the Children Act 

would be amended during the- war, but promised that the sugges­
tions embodied in the Resolutions should be brought to the 
notice of the Home Secretary.

The possibility of the Notification .of Births Act being 
brought to bear upon this question was discussed, and Mr. Aitken 
received with interest the suggestion that all illegitimate or 
adopted infants removed from their birthplace should be re­
registered.

At the meeting of the Public Service Committee on July 
nth, the following Resolution was drawn up, and it was unani­
mously agreed to ask the Executive to accept the Resolution with 
a view to placing it upon the Agenda of the National Council

“ The Public Service Committee urges the National 
Council to consider the better safeguarding of infants under 
the Notification of Births Act.: (a) That illegitimate children 
be re-notifiedif removed from the area in which they were 
born ; (b) That the interests of adopted children be.specially 
considered with a view to some form of Public Trusteeship? 
being included under the provisions of the Children Act,: 
1908.” .
It was also, unanimously decided to ask the Executive to 

sanction the Public Service Committee summoning a small 
Round Table Conference of representatives of societies interested 
and of experts to consider suggestions for securing the proper 
care of illegitimate children and of adopted children, and for the 
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Executive to allow the foregoing resolution to be discussed at 
this Conference with a view to its accepting an alteration of the 
text, so 'far as not to change the underlying intention of the 
Resolution.

The Public Service Committee are glad to report that the 
Executive has accepted the resolution as one of its resolutions 
to be placed upon the Agenda of the National Council ; and the 
Executive has sanctioned the convening of a small Round Table 
Conference on September 19th in the N.U.W.W. Office.

(12).  PUBLICATIONS COMMITTEE.
This Committee has thought it undesirable to bring out 

many new publications this year owing to the heavy cost of 
printing, shortage of paper, etc., and has therefore held only 
two meetings, under the Convenership of Miss E. M. Eaton, 
with an average attendance of eight members. The second 
meeting was held in conjunction with the Finance Committee.

The sales of literature at the Council Meeting held in Lon­
don in December, 1916, amounted to ^4 9s. 3d., the chief demand 
being for ”Legal Hints for Social Workers/J and for literature 
dealing with rescue work.

1,000 copies of the Handbook and Annual Report, and 850 
copies of the Abridged Report -were printed at a cost ^98, and 
these were exhausted before the end of the year: it will there­
fore be necessary in future to print a larger number.

At the joint meeting of the Publications and Finance Com­
mittees held on the 14th June, it was decided to recommend to 
the Executive Committee that an Abridged Report only should 
be printed this year, and the Executive Committee approved this 
recommendation. The Abridged Report will contain lists of 
Committees, Local Branches, members of the National ‘Council 
of Women and Affiliated Societies: the Annual Report, the 
Reports of Sectional Committees, new resolutions and amend­
ments to the constitution passed by the Council, and the Sub- 
cription list and Balance Sheet.

The Occasional Paper has been well reviewed in the press. 
Orders have been received from the Branches for 200 more copies 
than last year, though there are still many Branch members 
who do not take it. Two numbers only have been published this 
year, as the cost of printing is steadily increasing, and paper 
becomes more and moire scarce.
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The Publications Committee has not thought it desirable to 

publish new literature this year, unless it were urgently needed. 
Two very useful leaflets, written by the President, on the Family 
Rations—1. “What Housewives can do/' and 2. “Why we eat 
a, Mixed DietJJ were, however, published in the spring and were 
much in demand, 22,000 copies having been sold.

Mrs. Creighton’s speech at the Public Meeting in Derem - 
ber, on . The Dead Hand of the Past/J was printed as a pam­
phlet, price 2d., and has sold well.

(13).  RESCUE AND PREVENTIVE SECTIONAL 
COMMITTEE.

The Committee has to report with deep regret the resigna­
tion, owing to ill-health, , of Miss Nora Hall, Head of the Church 
Army Rescue Work. Her clear insight, sound judgment and 
inspiring personality have been invaluable to the'Committee'on 
many occasions, and she was an active member on the small sub­
committee of the Rescue Committee which inaugurated the 
Women Patrol work.

The following new members have been elected : —The Lady 
Sydenham, Mrs. Price Hughes and the Countess of Minto.

The past year has been a particularly arduous one,*  and the 
meetings have been very fully attended. Two special Confer­
ences have been called, to which representatives of those Asso­
ciations which had joined with the Committee at the Deputation 
to the Home Office on May 26th, 1916, to. press for central cen­
sorship for cinema films, were invited.

The first was on February 6th, and resulted in issuing a 
letter (signed by the representatives of the 28 Associations 
present) to Cinema Licensing Authorities, pressing their accept­
ance of the Model Conditions issued to them by the Home Office 
on January 24th, 1917. (An account of this Conference and the 
reasons for it are given in the *‘Occasional Paper” for April, 1917 , 
in an article entitled “The Cinema and the Censorship,” by Mrs. 
James Gow);

The second Conference, which concerned the Criminal Law 
Amendment Bill, was held on March 26th, 1917, and was the 
result of a question from the Rt. Hon. W. H. Dickinson, M.P., 
as to whether there was any strong demand from social worker^ 
and philanthropic bodies for raising the age of consent. He 
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believed from the discussion in Standing Committee (Criminal 
Law Amendment Bill) on his amendment to raise the age to 17 
there might well be a majority for it in the House of Commons.

The Conference was well attended, 25 Associations were 
represented. After its having been made quite clear that raising 
the age of consent to 17 would in no wise imperil the withdrawal 
of what is known as the “reasonable cause to believe” (clause 
2) it was decided to issue a letter to the members of the House 
of Commons asking them to support Mr. Dickinson’s amendment 
for the raising of the age of consent to 17. (See resolution passed 
by the Council, 1906).

On February 20th an Emergency Meeting of the Committee 
was called to consider the advisability of some legislation enabling 
young girls under 18 to be given the same chance of help and . 
good influence as is already afforded under the Children Act to 
girls under 16. The subject was discussed at length. Mrs. 
Creighton proposed, and Mrs. George Morgan seconded, that a 
small sub-committee of experts should confer with one or two 
members of Parliament on the subject, and that the Committee 
should be again summoned to hear the result and to decide what 
action (if any) the Committee should take in the matter.

On Friday, February 23rd, the Sub-Committee met. 
Present:—The Rt. Hon. W. H. Dickinson, M.P.; Sir Henry 
Craik, M.P. (Glasgow University) ; Mrs. Carden, Hon. Sec. ; 
Mr. W. H. Coote, Sec. National Vigilance Association ; Mrs. 
price Hughes (Head of Rescue Work, West London Mission) ; 
Miss Hunt (Rescue Work, Church Army) ; Miss Macdougall ; 
Miss Pickersgill Cunliffe (Organising Sec., Canterbury Diocese) ; 
Mrs. Torrey (Poor Law Guardian). The Convener presided.

Adeline, Duchess of Bedford, Mr. Archibald J. Allen and 
Mr. Cecil Chapman, unable to attend,, gave valuable information 
and advice.

After very careful thought and discussion it was considered 
advisable in the best interest of young girls under eighteen, that 
a clause should be introduced into the Criminal Law Amendment 
Bill which properly safeguarded might enable them to be sent 
to a Home instead of to prison, as is already done in the case of 
girls under sixteen. A clause to this effect existed in the Crimi­
nal Law Amendment Bill prepared by the late Home Secretary, 
Mr. Herbert Samuel, but did not appear in Sir George Cave’s 
Bill. After full consideration Mt. Dickinson decided, with the 
unanimous approval of the Sub-Committee, to introduce an 
amendment to this effect himself.
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lhe Committee met again on February 26th to heat the 

report of the Sub-Committee. After the report had been received 
and fully discussed it was decided to support Mr. Dickinson’s 
amendment, and to send a letter to a small number of Members 
of Parliament known to be interested, asking their support to the 
amendment. This was passed, one member voting against.

On March 26th, two members of the Committee, Adeline, 
Duchess of Bedford, and the Convener, were received at the 
Home Office by Sir George Cave to discuss the question. It was 
interesting to note that' the subject was treated by the Home Sec­
retary and those present with him entirely from the point of view 
of helping the girls.

At the quarterly meeting on May 2nd, the question was again 
fully discussed, clause 3 having been introduced into the Bill on 
March 29th. A resolution, approving of the principle conceded 
in the clause for sending girls under eighteen convicted of certain 
offences to Homes, was proposed by Lady Laura Ridding, 
seconded by Mrs. Creighton, and passed nem con, one member 
only abstained from voting. The five resolutions passed and sent 
up to the Executive appear in the Occasional Paper for July 
{together with those sent up by the Legislation Sectional Com­
mittee) under “ Criminal Law Amendment Bill, ” pp. 9, 10, 11.

Amongst the other important subjects under consideration 
at the quarterly meetings were the “ Compulsory Detention ” in 
Homes. Miss Pierce gave an illuminating account of Queen 
Blizabeth Lodge, Southgate (Church Army Home), where girls 
under sixteen committed under the Children Act are received. 
Miany of the inmates are much younger than sixteen and very 
depraved; but soon the spirit of the place makes itself felt,: and 
the girls respond to it encouragingly. The Home is largely man­
aged by a Committee of the girls themselves, who elect their own 
chairman and members. They investigate breaches of discipline, 
decide upon the punishments to be inflicted—they have pocket 
money and are allowed to spend it, there are no “silence” periods, 
talking is allowed in bedrooms, and there are no locked doors 
anywhere. Gardening, jam-making, hand-weaving, etc., are 
taught in addition to the usual domestic occupations.

The system is proving most successful, and the “ deten­
tion,” after a very short time, automatically assumes a “ volun­
tary ” character owing to the exceptional treatment of the girls, 
the absence of “ fretting ” rules and the system of self-govern­
ment adopted. Visitors to the Home are welcomed.

Miss Rangecroff, Superintendent of the " Place of Deten­
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tion ”—the L.C.C. Remand Home—gave an interesting1 account 
of her work. Girls from the age of fourteen days to sixteen years, 
and boys up to seven years are received, pending the decision of 
the Children’s Court as to their future. Between April, 1916, 
and May, 1917, 1,106 children had passed through the Home, 
60 per cent, had been sent on to Industrial or Reformatory 
Homes.

Rev. Thos. Cree, Hon. Secretary, Church Penitentiary Asso­
ciation, explained how Government inspection worked in the 
Homes certified under Government. He paid a high tribute to 
the sympathy and tact of the Government inspectors, naming 
especially the well-known work of Miss Tracy. The Authorities 
in the Homes worked harmoniously with the inspectors and 
friction was almost unknown.

* The Convener reported that on July 6th Sir George Cave 
had received a highly influential deputation on the Criminal ’T/»w 
Amendment Bill introduced by the Archbishop of Canterbury. 
The N.U.W.W. had been represented by the President, Mrs 
Creighton, the Convener, and Mrs. Carden. The three former 
were amongst the speakers.

On May 2nd Mr. Archibald J. Allen read a valuable paper 
on The Laws relating to Solicitation.” This has been printed 
and can be obtained from the office, price id. each, 9d. a dozen, 
or 2/6 a ioor

Addresses have also been given by Mrs. Gotto upon the pro­
gress of voluntary .treatment for venereal diseases and the need 
for extending minor treatment to Rescue Homes ; by Mrs. Essle- 
mont on the extension of the work of Women Patrols, voluntary 
and paid ; and by Mrs. Carden on the moral land spiritual outlook 
of the gid of to-day.

(14) WOMEN’S INDIAN STUDY ASSOCIATION.

The war conditions make it very difficult to keep up the 
work of the Association, or to increase our membership, but some 
practical work has been done during the past year.

The Committee, having decided to found a scholarship for 
some Indian girl student, obtained a report from Dr. Edith
a. .,* Th* Print®d report of the deputation can be obtained from Mrs. Carden 
at the omce, price i|d. post free.
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Brown, of the Women’s Medical College, at Ludhiana, which 
stated that they have eleven students needing scholarships; the 
annual cost, to include board and tutorial fees, would be between 
^30 and Z40, and the course four years. The shortage of Doctors 
in England is serious, and by training these Indian girls vre 
should be able to supply India with those she sorely needs. 
Through our Branch representatives and our members, this sum 
has now been raised, and the student chosen will commence her 
course in October.

The W.I.S.A. has received the names of several Indian 
ladies and students in England, needing hospitality and friend­
ship, and has been able to give them introductions and oppor­
tunities of friendship. <• T.

Mr. Cockin, the Secretary for Foreign Students of the 
Student Christian Movement, kindly came to one of our Com­
mittees to discuss the needs of hospitality for Indian Students in 
England, with a view to the best way of helping them.

In the spring of 1917 the W.I.S.A. sent out a letter to all its 
mom tiers, drawing attention to the scheme of study given by the 
Board of Study for the preparation of Missionaries, which 
included lectures on the greater religions of India, on the cus­
toms and religions of the primitive peoples of Deccan, and the 
social systems of India, with a view to sympathetic study, treat­
ing frankly the elements in each situation whose removal is 
demanded by the Indians themselves.

At the request of the Association, a meeting on India was. 
included in the programme of the Oxford University Extension 
Summer Meeting. Lord Islington spoke on “Problems of Indian. 
Government.”

Miss Powell, the Principal of S. Mary’s Training College, 
Paddington, kindly gave us permission to arrange a lecture on. 
India to girls. Mrs. Fox-Strangways spoke to them of the possi­
bilities open to English women in India of helping their fellow 
Indian women. .

Mrs. Wilson Potter spoke to the Representative Council of 
Girls on “ The Responsibility of English Girls to their Indian 
Sisters.” ..

During the past year two public Meetings have been given m 
London, and one at Leicester. Mr. MacEwen Lawson (the pre­
vious Foreign Student Secretary of the Student Christian Move­
ment), spoke to us of some of the needs and difficulties of the 
Indian Students in England. His address was fully reported in 
the Occasional Paper for April, 1917- In.the 'spring Miss Ella
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Sykes gave a Lantern Lecture on her travels in High Asia Last 
year with her brother, Sir Percy Sykes, and illustrated it by her 
beautiful slides. , ; .

We are fortunate to have secured Mrs. Gupta, and Miss Mary 
Sorabji, as Members of our Executive Committee, where their 
experience will be of great help. .

(15) WOMEN PATROLS COMMITTEE.
It is with great pleasure that I present my third report to the 

Council of the National Union of Women Workers, and can 
honestly say that the Women Patrols have been an unmitigated 
success far exceeding all anticipations. ■ The developments have 
all been in the desired direction, viz., towards the official appoint­
ment of Women Police; the work has proved that such appoint­
ment would be of inestimable value to women and children; also 
Women Patrol work (has demonstrated the extraordinary power 
for good the earnest voluntary worker can exercise by quiet, un­
obtrusive, concentrated effort. A recent, report says quiet 
patrolling has an almost ludicrous eff ect on the conduct of 
couples, in making them behave decently. “ We could not be 
more successful had we paraded before them playing the bag­
pipes !”

There are about 2,338 women patrols working in 72 places 
in England and Wales; of these 8'5 are engaged in special work, 
the greater number by the Commissioner of Police, and are paid 
out of the police fund. They were at first only employed for 
half time, but the experiment proving successful they are now 
full time workers. They work seven hours a day, at 32'/- a six 
days’ week, being relieved one day a week by a relief patrol. 
One of these aided by her fellow patrol rendered assistance to a 
Constable, who was knocked down by two aliens and would 
inevitably have been roughly handled but for the intervention 
of the women. By the Commissioner’s orders a letter was sent 
conveying his thanks and congratulations on their courageous 
behaviour.
f Two patrols have been appointed to work in Woolwich 
Arsenal at 32/- per week.

Two have been appointed as Park Keepers at 35/- a week 
hy ^e Board of Works and are working in Kensington Gardens;

aPP°intment the names are submitted to the King. As a 
adige of office they bear the police whistle and chain and the 
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keys ofvthe park are. in .their charge, "so that they are responsible 
for the proper closing at the scheduled hour. They have the 
power of arrest, and several arrests have been made and sum­
monses have been successfully carried through. w

Two Park Rangers have been appointed by the London 
County Council and two under the Hendon District Council.
’ '* A subsidy of L400 a year has been granted to the Women’s 
Patrol Committee for the training of Women Patrols. In several 
places the work has led to the appointment of Women Police; 
when these work in conjunction with the Women Patrols, a very 
valuable working combination is attained.

In the provinces the work has in many centres flourished 
greatly. Liverpool has done splendid work under an able patrol 
leader, which has led to many interesting developments. Leeds 
is another centre of which the same may be said. 
Brighton work maintains its high reputation and is well 
spoken of.'*  Now that the Military authorities have removed the 
embargo on patrols speaking to girls over- sixteen, which was laid 
on the Folkestone patrols, the work has taken a new and vigorous 
lease of life. Even a bare Hist of the centres where splendid work 
is being done would take more space than I am allowed—but I 
must mention the excellent piece of work accomplished by the 
Patrol leader at Plymouth, who has won over the 'Chief Constable 
into giving the patrols very much larger powers, and as a mark 
of this has given them the Use of Police armlets and whistles.

Of the new centres Middlesboro’ has led the way with 50 
Special Constables from the ranks of the Women Patrols* ' 
Newcastle has made an encouraging start; Manchester is 
about to enrol patrols; Heaton Park has had an excellent band of 
patrols for some time. Teddington is working well; patrols were 
much needed there, and fortunately the right women have taken , 
up the work. Some of the quite small centres are most encour­
aging, and the enthusiasm shown is very cheering.

Many clubs, both for girls alone and those where men and 
girls are eligible for membership, have been started and ate most 
successful. Many centres are justly proud of their mixed clubs.

In conclusion I should fike to say that the unsolicited testi­
mony received from Military, Pofice, and Civil authorities, as 
well as from individuals, proves that the Woman Patrol was 
needed and has more than justified her existence.

I can use no words too strong in praise of the women who 
have undertaken this work, so wearying to body, heart, and soul; 
Ent theirs is the reward which can never be taken from them,
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the knowledge that their efforts for the misguided boy and girl 
have been an untold blessing to many, and saved many a way­
ward child from going over the brink. For themselves it has 
been a great and noble education which must e’en make them 
better and more worthy citizens.

(16) WORK AMONG GIRLS’ SECTIONAL COMMITTEE I

This Committee has considered very interesting subjects 
during the last year. At one meeting Miss Lilian Barker, Lady 
Superintendent of Woolwich Arsenal, gave an account of the 
conditions and work of the girls employed at the Arsenal She 
said that the girls were working a 12-hours’ day, but under very 
good conditions, and their health did not seem to suffer from it 
in any way. They do day and night shifts alternately, each girl 
being obliged to do six days and seven nights in a fortnight- 
Miss Barker reported that she had two assistants, one of whom 
was always on duty in the day and the other at night. The 
Welfare Workers who worked under her were each responsible 
for i,ooo women.

A meeting was held to discuss “How to prepare the younger 
generation to face the urgent social problems of the day, especi- I 
ally with reference to venereal disease.” Most interesting 
speeches were made by Mrs. Gotto and Mrs. Arnold Glover. At 
a subsequent meeting Miss Butler of the Women’s Industrial Coun­
cil spoke on “ How to make Domestic Service more attractive.” 
There was a very useful discussion, and the subject seemed so 
important that the Committee asked leave to appoint a special 
Sub-Committee to go further into the matter. It has since been 
found that the Women’s Industrial Council have a special Com­
mittee for this purpose, and it would appear to be best for the 
Sectional Committee to send representatives to this Committee.

Archdeacon Lloyd addressed a joint meeting of the Work 
among Girls and the Emigration Sectional Committees on the 
subject of “Emigration, with special reference to possible Open­
ings for Girls after the War. ”

The Committee has taken part in a Conference with the Joint 
Committee of the Council of Girls’ Associations and the Mission­
ary Recruiting Committee on the subject of recruiting war 
workers for religious and social work after the War. The Con­
ference appointed a special “Call to Service Committee,” with

(17) CENTRAL BUREAU FOR THE EMPLOYMENT OF 
WOMEN AND STUDENTS’ CAREERS ASSOCIATION.

Every department has been taxed to the utmost in order to 
deal adequately with the demand. Nearly 2,000 more people 
consulted us in 1916 than in the previous year—a total of over 
twenty thousand individuals—employers, workers and general 
enquirers. It has become quite impossible to cope with this grow­
ing volume of work in our present premises.. Through the kind 
generosity of a member of the Executive the War Relief work 
continues to occupy premises in Old Cavendish Street, and the 
Bureau Committee has been able to acquire additional accommo­
dation in Princes Street where three floors are now occupied.

The question of reconstruction after the War as it affects all. 
branches of employment is receiving careful consideration, but 
the Committee feel that any pronouncement on this complex 
subject would at this moment be premature.

Registry. It has been the year of the Registry, and a long 
report might be given of this department alone. The majority 
of posts filled during the year have been either directly or indirect­
ly connected with Government work. Naturally enough, as more 
•men were called up, women were needed to fill their posts, and 
many firms have employed female labour for the first time. Speak­
ing generally, employers have been so1 well satisfied with the 
experiment that they have been eager to repeat it. 
We have, during the past year, supplied, factories all 
over England, either controlled establishments or those directly 
Under Government, with educated workers of all grades, from 
Assistant Cook to Supervisor or Superintendent,.the latter cater­
ing for numbers varying from 200 to 11,000 daily. So success­
ful have some of these women been that we have been con­
gratulated from Headquarters, and requests for similar women 
in other localities have followed. It is the same with the social 
worker. We have supplied trained Games Mistresses, Welfare 
Workers, Social Workers and Nurses ; in the early-part of the 
year we supplied between 40 and 50 workers to one Government 
department ; most of the large Charity Funds in London con­
nected with the war have obtained workers from us, from junior 
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stenographers to Organisers, and in not a few offices where 
neither woman nor typewriting machine had before penetrated 
we have been the means of introducing both successfully. It is 
astonishing how easily women have adapted themselves to new 
conditions ; many girls who before the war were thought to have 
no talent for domestic occupations are now doing strenuous work 
involving long hours and considerable strain in canteens and 
kitchens. In all Gov ernment vuork ive have supplied workers' 
ditect to the department and not through any other medium. 
Conditions are rabidly improving, salaries are rising, and 
although there is still room for improvement in this direction/ the 
ability of women to fill positions formerly reserved exclusively 
for men has been generally acknowledged.

Loan Fund. The Committee desire to express their grati­
tude to Lady Dudley, who has been for .many years a Patron of 
the Fund and has now consented to become President. The Com­
mittee have also had the pleasure of welcoming the Hon. Mrs. 
Franklin, Mrs. Roskill and Miss Edith Thompson as members.

The year has been one of arduous work. The demands made I 
on the Fund have been heavy, and it has been, arid is still, very 
necessary to persevere in the' effort to raise ^10,000 in order to 
place it on a permanent and substantial basis:

During the year loans have been granted to enable students 
to obtain (or complete) University, College and School careers ; 
to provide trainings in medicine, nursing, massage; physical cul­
ture, music and secretarial work ; to enable women to carry on 
enterprises of their own-such as toy-making, agricultural and I 
farm industries, the maintenance x>f hostels for women workers,, 
etc. The loans have been paid with remarkable punctuality.

Students Careers Association. Since the last report the 1 
Membership of the Association has been increased by the addi­
tion of one College, seven Schools, and four Old Girls’ Associa­
tions, the total number how amounting to 25s colleges, schools 
and associations.

Lectures have been given on secretarial and Social subjects, 
but those dealing with the general “ Employment Outlook ” arid 
“ Careers ” have proved to be most in demand.

The Consultative Committee has met twice during the past 
year arid discussed openings for women in actuarial work, air­
craft work, wireless telegraphy, dental mechanics, optics, 
journalism, chemistry, work in military hospitals, agriculture and 
jerb growing- It specially deplores the growing tendency of 

parents to take their daughters from school at too early ah age/

(18) NATIONAL ORGANISATION OF GIRLS’ CLUBS-
A Report that would represent the increased activities and 

new developments of the N.O.G.C. in the past year cannot be 
drafted while paper and printers are scarce. A curtailed account 
of the year 1916 is to be- had from the office, 118, Great Titchfield 
Street, S.W. 1. Among the interesting experiences of the present 
year is the .increase of enquiries from employers for advice to 
further the means of healthy holidays, rest and recreation for the 
girls employed. . , , ,

The Conferences held for workers and for girls nave been 
arranged to serve the most pressing of the difficulties which 
correspondence and interviews have introduced. Students train­
ing for Welfare Work of all kinds have attended and received 
introductions to enable them to visit clubs, canteens, hostels, 
and holiday homes, also to see the various systems for promoting 
thrift, health and games which ate working in educational and 
recreational Clubs.

The N.O.G.C. has in trust a legacy which.a lady left to a 
Club worker to enable a small Club to continue after her death. 
After paying the expenses for amalgamation and for placing the 
girls of the small Club in a position of permanency recognised 
as a memorial to their friend, the bulk of the legacy was invested 
in War Loan. The interest'serves to continue the Embroidery 
Class which was the Club’s speciality. - . ; .

In another instance the N.O.G.C. has the privilege of a

No prizes, certificates or 
medals were awarded, and the work and programmes were in all 
instances placed under the title of the Club, not the name of the 
individual worker or performer.

The results were surprisingly successful largely owing to the 
energies of the special local Hon. Secretaries. The quality and 
quantity of the exhibits exceeded any preconceived hopes, and 
the number of girls and their friends who attended threatened to 
overflow every Hall engaged for the purpose. The final display 
was at the Guild Hall, where the Right Hon. Sir Donald Maclean, 
M.P., presided. He told the audience that their presence as 
workers in almost every industry of the time, made a new chapter 
m the history of their capital.

, . ^m,ong tIie manV deputations and advisory conferences in 
which the N.O.G.C. have taken part, none seem more important 
than the future provision of the highest trained physical teachers 
for Drill and Health classes held in the Clubs. The girls can 
Sffldo2lijtrke more than one Class weekly, and the opportunity 
afforded for future health is too precious to place in any hands 
except the best. Wonders of improvement and immense enjoy­
ment are possible if the girls can come under experts for this part 
of their- club activities.

The Guilds of Health have thousands of members, and the 
girl promoters are recognised .. as the pioneers of the popular 
lectures now so widely in demand in Girls’ Clubs.
, Ist the N.O-G.C. has provided holiday places
lOr. j3 girls> and those who are unable to leave London 
Saturday afternoon “ Rambles” are planned weekly. Hundreds 

’of girls^are participating in these “ glimpses into gardens ” owing 
to the splendid response to the N.O.G.C. invitations made 
through the press. Through friends of the Hon. Treasurer and' 

ecretary 73 girls have received'invitations to the country for 
one or two weeks, without incurring expense.
rh^k?.1.tlle,C?ntillUea ”4e®’rt of the N.O.G.C. to place

e chib responsibilities and management in the hands of 
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the girls. They have proved themselves so amazingly plastic 
and resourceful, so quick to learn, so loyal in endeavour in all 
the many trades and professions they have entered, that it must 
be recognised by all those working with them and for them that 
much is to be accomplished in the future, by loyal co-operation 
on both sides.

The Club movement has done, its work for thirty years or 
more, quietly and-without much help or -recognition from authori­
ties or departments. It is for the benefit of all citizens that the _ 
demands from the girl workers for education and for opportuni­
ties of healthy recreation should be heard and responded to. Play­
ing fields, quiet rooms for study, and premises where social and 
education al interests can be .obtained are urgently wanted, with­
out forceful or pedantic regulations that go far to destroy the 
youthful enterprise so valuable to the public spirit of all such 
undertakings. -

(19) RURAL HOUSING ASSOCIATION.

Although the work of the Rural Housing Association has 
again been mainly in abeyance during the past year, one or two 
occurrences should be noticed.

(1) . The first of these occurrencies was the last act, as far as 
this Association is concerned, in the building of the cottages at 
Egdefield, Norfolk, on behalf of ‘an anonymous donor. On 
November 18th, the Secretary, acting in a double capacity as 
the. representative, both of the donor and of the Rural Housing 
Association, was present at a public meeting in the Old School at 
Edgefield, at which she formally handed over the trust deeds of 
the cottages to the Parish Council, who henceforward, in their 
corporate capacity, are the owners. A right of appeal is vested 
in the Charity Commissioners.

(2) . The next action of the Committee which calls for men­
tion is of a different nature. This was a Resolution in favour of 
the Recommendations made in the Minority Report of the Depart­
mental Committee of the Board of Agriculture for settling Ex- 
Service men on the Land. The terms of the Resolution, placed in 
the hands of the Government, were as follows:—“ That the

Executive Committee of the Rural Housing Association urges
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“ upon the Government the necessity of taking; action at once on 
“ the lines of the recommendations of the Reports of the Depart- 
“ mental Committee on the Settlement and Employment on the 
“ Land in England and Wales of Ex-Service men. TheCom- 

mittee desire to express their accord with paragraphs 155 to 
" 158 of the Majority Report, which deal with the question of 

rural housing, but, with their knowledge of rural conditions, 
“ they do not see how housing in the country can be adequately 
“ improved unless agriculture is made a profitable industry, and 

to make it a profitable industry it would appear to be necessary 
“ to give effect to the recommendations of the Minority Report.”

(3) . Under the title, of the Rural Organisation Council, a 
federation of Societies dealing with rural questions was form ed 
during the past year j and the Committee finally decided upon 
affiliation with this body, the object of the federation being to 
lend the additional force imparted by united effort to the work 
of the different Societies joining it, but not to weaken their 
individuality. It is hoped that the combined! pressure which 
such an organisation should be able to bring to bear, will be 
exerted in forwarding such measures as will genuinely aid in the 
•general reconstruction at the end of the War and be for the last- 
ing benefit of the country.
