In accepting the added responsibility of the 
propaganda work, the Executive Committee wishes to express 
sincere thanks to Miss Talbot, as Director of the Women’s 
Branch of the Board of Agriculture, for the excellent services 
rendered to the Women’s Institutes movement in the Head 
Office. Thanks are also due to the Women’s Agricultural Com­
mittees throughout the country.

7. Financial Statement.

1.—PROPAGANDA.
The propaganda work of forming new Institutes', has con­

tinued under the direction of the Women’s Branch of the Board 
of Agriculture, and has, in the . last year, progressed very, satis­
factorily. On December 31st, 1918, there were 773 Institutes. 
Up to October 16th, 1919, 466 Institutes have been started, 
making a total of 1,239.

The formation of new Institutes continued until October, 
1919, to be under the direction of -the Women’s Branch of the 
Board of Agriculture, and progressed very . satisfactorily. lhe 
-following table will show the yearly increase .in the number of 
Institutes since 1915, when the first was started: —

•2.—WOMEN’S INSTITUTE SCHOOLS.

Successful Schools of Instruction for Women’s Institute 
Organisers were held during 1919. in Oxfordshire, Hampshire, 
Staffordshire, East Kent,’ Cambridgeshire, Wiltshire, Essex, 
Sussex, Dorsetshire, Gloucestershire and'Devonshire. The idea of 
-these schools emanated from Mrs. Watt. They have proved of 
such value that they are now recognised as necessary to the 
.sound growth of the Movement.

2.—WORK OF COUNTY FEDERATIONS.
A great feature of the last year has been the growth and 

consolidation of County Federations, which now number 26 
lhe democratic nature and rapid growth of the Women’s Insti­
tute Movement render decentralisation an essential factor in 
its healthy development, and the Executive Committee welcomes 
the creation of strong local Federations which can focus initiative 
and. keep the London Headquarters in close touch with the needs 
aiid wishes of the Institutes. A list of the County Federations 
with their officers and the number of Institutes in each county 
will be found in the Appendix.

3. INTERNAL ORGANISATION OF HEADQUARTERS, &c.
The work at Headquarters of carrying out the policy of the 

Executive Committee for the consolidation and after-care of 
Institutes already formed by the Board of Agriculture has in 
the past year, been considerably handicapped by lack of funds 
During the course of negotiations for a Government Grant to 
succeed the grant of £2,000 for the period ending March 31st 
1919 it was realised that efficient service was impossible without 
an adequate staff. The paid staff was, therefore, during the 
summer, increased to include the General Secretary, two short­
hand typists, two secretaries, two clerks and a bookkeeper. A 
registry department has been organised to ensure prompt atten­
tion to inquiries. Correspondence on the provision of lectures­
and on rural industries has become so extensive that special 
departments now deal with each of these subjects.

During the existence of dual control in the movement, the 
full number of personnel employed solely on Institute work at 
Headquarters by both the Board of Agriculture and the National 
Federation has been thirteen. The suggested number of per­
sonnel for the Headquarters’ staff under the scheme of sole 
control by the National Federation is sixteen to nineteen, the 
additional numbers being in respect of work done under the 
dual control system by Board Departments not exclusively 
employed on Institute work—i.e., Registry, Roneo, Messenger 
and Hall Porter services, Enquiry Office, Telephone Exchange 
and Finance Department.

With the growth of the movement, the work of the Executive- 
Committee has become more complex, requiring the appointment 
of an increasing number of Sub-Committees.

The First Meeting of the above Committee was held on 

January 11th, when the results of the 1918 Exhibition were 
submitted, showing the gross receipts to be £680; the expenses 
about £345. It was decided to ask the Executive Committee 
for permission to retain £300 towards the expense of the coming 
Exhibition—the balance of £35 to be paid into the account of 
the National Federation of Women’s Institutes. At the next 
meeting of the Sub-Committee on January 28th, it was agreed 
to hold the coming Exhibition in October on a larger scale, and 
that every effort should be made to secure a more spacious hall. 
It was reported at the following Meeting on March 8th,_ that the 
Caxton Hall was the only, one available. The regulations were 
then drawn up, and the Schedule for the April number of 
“ Home and Country ” approved. On May 24th and July 9th 
further meetings were held, and it was agreed to take the whole 
of the Caxton Hall from October 13th to the 25th at the price 
of £195. The final Schedule was drawn up, and it was decided 
that all further decisions taken by the Exhibition Sub-Committee 
should appear monthly in “ Home and Country.”

Finance and Office Sub-Committee.
This Sub-Committee was appointed in 1917.

The Sub-Committee has met nine times, and has been, 
chiefly occupied in the. necessary investigations concerning the 
procuring of the Government Grant.

It has-also considered budgets for expenditure presented by 
the Literature and Publicity: and the Industries Sub-Qommittees, 
and has pass'ed these, with its own recommendations, to the 
Executive Committee.

. On February 11th, 1919, Mr. J. Nugent Harris resigned from 
the Sub-Committee, and on May 27th, 1919, Miss Alice Williams 
resigned the,office of Honorary Treasurer, which she had held 



■smce the formation of the National Federation. Her resigna­
tion was accepted with much regret, but the Committee recog­
nised with deep gratitude that Miss Williams would still fee. 
giving all her valuable time to the movement, in the manage­
ment of the Magazine, and in organising the Exhibition.

The Sub-Committee were most fortunate in securing the 
services of Mrs. Helena Auerbach as Honorary Treasurer, whose 
■experience and long connection with the financial side of 
women’s organised work are well known.

The Hon. Mrs. Lyttelton asked to be allowed to resign the 
■Chairmanship of the Committee, and Miss G. Hadow was elected 
in her place.

In view of the taking over by the National Federation of 
the propaganda work originally done by the Women’s Branch 
of the Board of Agriculture, this Sub-Committee has recom 
mended to the Executive Committee schemes of financial decen­
tralisation, under which a large share of the Government Grant 
would be allotted direct to County Federations for the carrying 
on of local work. At the time of writing this Report, the Sub­
Committee is still considering the practical details of the working 
out of these schemes. It has also been the duty of this Sub­
Committee to recommend to the Executive detailed plans for the 
establishment and maintenance of an efficient staff at the Head­
quarters Office in order that the work authorised by the delibera­
tions of the Executive Committee may be promptly and effec­
tively carried out. It was realised that only thus could the 
Executive Committee be the really efficient servants of the 
Institutes, and carry out the mandate delivered to them by the 
Institutes at their election at the General Annual Meeting.

Industries Sub-Committee.
Evolution of Policy.

In presenting its First Report to the Annual Meeting, the 
Industries Sub-Committee would point out that its work has - 
been conducted under particularly difficult circumstances, owing 
to the fact that its policy and activities have had to be initiated 
during a period of transition from war to peace conditions. At 
its first meeting, therefore, the Sub-Committee decided to sift 
those industries likely to find a permanent place among Institute 
activities, and a probable market, from those that had been taken 
up in response to a war appeal for home production, but which 
would only involve expensive outlay and-much disappointment 
if they were continued as commercial enterprises under peace 
conditions.

The Industries Sub-Committee has met ten times since its 
appointment by the National: Federation Executive on Novem­
ber 12th, 1918.

The following were given as its terms of reference:
1. To recommend a general policy for the organisation

of industries, and for . the administration of the- 
Carnegie Fund, both in respect of application for 
loans to forward industries, and for any other 
purpose.

2. To make specific investigations through County
Federations, Trades Organisations, &c., with a 
view to the establishment, of industries suitable 
to each locality.

3. To draw up and forward to the Literature Sub­
Committee all printed matter dealing with indus­
tries.

As their investigations proceeded the Sub-Committee be­
came increasingly aware that the Women’s Institute Movement 
Was being closely watched by kindred societies interested in 
the revival of home industries and by such organisations as had 
for their object the protection • of whole-time employees from- 
the dangers of being undercut by part-time home workers to. 
whom, in the majority, of cases, their earnings were of the nature 
of pin-money;

It was the unanimous feeling of the Sub-Committee that if 
adverse criticism of this branch of the movement was, to. be 
averted, immediate steps, must be taken to put , the establish­
ment of industries on a trade footing, properly supervised by a 
commercial expert capable of safeguarding the good name of 
the Institutes in the matters of wages, standardisation of output, 
&c., or the Sub-Committee must send forward a strong recom­
mendation that handicraft work for the self-supply of the maker 
and her fellow members should be encouraged by . the National 
Federation as opposed to the setting up of trade industries for 

■ the open market.
For many reasons, including the present uncertainty 

of markets, and scarcity of material, but first and foremost- 
on account of the small number of workers with time or capacity 
to supply a market with any regularity of output,, even were an 
opening found for them, the Sub-Committee decided to recom­
mend to the Executive that the latter policy be adopted, and that 
a technical organiser of handicrafts be. appointed to join the 
outside staff; The Sub-Committee feels that the County Federa­
tions and Women’s Institutes are greatly to be congratulated 
on the appointment of Miss Preece, who is prepared to put. her 
great experience in handicraft and the knowledge of its possibili­
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ties at the disposal of the Institute movement. Miss Preece’s 
report on her first quarter’s work is as follows: —

Miss Preece’s Report.
Opportunities have been made for me to meet several County 

•Committees and to visit various exhibitions, the most extensive 
being at Norfolk, to which special interest was attached through 
its conjunction with an Elizabethan Pageant. A small collec­
tion at the. Royal Agricultural Show at Cardiff attracted so much 
attention that its extension another year .seems desirable.

The exhibitions have afforded a valuable opportunity for 
•ascertaining the class of handicrafts more generally favoured. 
Basket making and toys have been encouraged in some districts 
to meet the requirements of the time. As work with a profit­
making bias the toys predominate.

But while there is undoubtedly a desire to find means to 
use leisure time in ord.er to add to the income, the greater ten­
dency is towards making provision for the home, and it is 
possibly through this channel that a wider field of interest can be 
secured for the average woman. It is probable that the develop­
ment of Village Industries may come in this way. It would 
'-certainly be profitable to encourage some extension of the natural 
• domestic crafts, like knitting, by the introduction of wool and flax 
weaving on simple home-make looms, and such articles as are 
'ordinarily purchased of low quality, in order that the comfort 
and durability of such material and process may be experienced, 
and the corresponding economy realised. That time has been 
spent on misdirected fancy work is evident, and it may be more 
happily used in.the way now suggested. Other forms of handi­
craft, if encouraged with the same object, may ultimately lead, 
in the case of the more leisured, to definite industry. In most 
•cases where outstandingly good work was exhibited, it was work 
of Institute women who had had earlier training through one 
or other of the various movements for introducing handicrafts in 
the villages, and we should endeavour to gain the co-operation 
•of such movements.

Furcraft Guild.
The Sub-Committee owes a very deep debt of gratitude to 

Lady Pollock and Miss Pollock for their work in starting and 
^carrying on the Women’s Institute Furcraft Guild, which is 
.affiliated to the National Federation. It is entirely due to 
Lady Pollock and her daughter that so many Institutes have been 
;able to learn furcraft.

Miss Hardman, the teacher, has won golden opinions 
wherever she has been;
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The following is an extract from Lady Pollock’s report':

Lady Pollock’s Report.
The Women’s Institute Furcraft Guild Movement was 

organised early in 1919.
At the Women’s Institutes Exhibition of 1918, a member 

of the Northaw (Hertfordshire) Women’s Institute won the first 
prize for “ Something made out of nothing ”—a. pair of fur 
gloves—and from this success has grown up a small fur glove 
industry. At this particular Institute about twenty workers 
take part, five skin curers, three cutters, five knitters, and seven 
finishers. A few of these .have fallen off from one reason and 
another, but new workers will probably join for the winter. In 
this Institute about 200 pairs of gloves have been made and sold 
since Christmas, and orders come in faster than they can be 
executed. Constantly, the gloves' themselves bring in new 
orders, and at different Institutes, or Women’s Institute Exhibi­
tions, where they have been shown, numerous orders have been 
obtained

Miss Hardman, the inventor of the gloves, acts as teacher 
under the Furcraft Guild, and she has given instruction to 
various Institutes; all oyer the country. From Finchamp stead, 
Berks, Miss Hall, the Secretary, reportsThat they have 
started a small; fur glove guild in the village, just two little 
groups, but we hope more will follow.” In this institute they 
have had some difficulty in curing the skins satisfactorily, and 
until this difficulty has been overcome the industry cannot 
prosper.

Miss Hardman went to Durham for a week and gave, instruc­
tion at the Institutes at Witton le Wear, Sedgefield, Woolsing­
ham, Wickham, Ryton and Neasham, The Secretary of the 
Durham Federation reports: ■—‘ ‘ The Institutes in Durham are 
waiting for the autumn skins before beginning the furcraft in. 
full force. Six Institutes out of the seven who took the lessons 
are going to continue the work, and another one has applied 
(Middleton-in-Teesdale) to the County Federation for a. teacher.”

Lessons were also given at Hursley, near Winchester, and 
in the present month, September, 1919, our teacher is engaged 
to go to Runton, Norfolk, to two Institutes near Canterbury, and 
to Dorsetshire.

The question of supplying the trade was Seriously considered, 
but it was decided by the Committee of the Fur Craft Guild, 
chat, in the interest of the purchaser, the price should be kept 
down as much as possible, and as long as private orders were 
found to be sufficient, the attempt to supply the. trade should 
riot be made as this would necessitate a 50 per ; cent, rise in 
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the retail price of the gloves. The objects of. the industry 
are:—

1. To produce an article which meets a public need.
2. To ensure the workers of a good wage.
3. To supply the article at as moderate a price as possible.
During the summer it is not easy to obtain skins suitable 

for glove making, and it would be very advantageous to run a 
slipper industry in connection with a glove industry, for in this 
way many skins can be used to advantage which would not be 
sufficiently strong or thick for gloves. At present the industry 
is very small, but, during the shortage of leather, and the high 
price of all manufactured articles, the gloves made by the indus­
try appear to meet a want which is felt by the public of all 
classes and ages.

One of our customers writes as follows: — 
“ He who rides and comfort loves, 
Let him buy the Northaw gloves, 
Made of rabbit fur so nice, 
Eight-and-sixpence is the price. 
Postage free they’re sent for this, 
’Tis a chance you should not miss. 
Buy these gloves and you’ll be free 
Erbm chilblains, chaps, and misery. 
Much more might be said about ’em, 
Once worn you’ll never be without ’em.”

Carnegie Loan Fund.
The Sub-Committee resolved that the conditions of loans 

being granted from the Carnegie Fund should be: —
1. That 2 per cent, should be charged.
2. That no one County should at one time be in receipt

of a loan exceeding a total of £50.
3. That Counties should state definitely for what purpose

the loan is required.
4. That.the length of credit should in all cases be stated

before the loan, is granted.
5. That a guarantee of repayment and fulfilment of the

above conditions, signed by two members of the Com­
mittee responsible for the loan, should be sent to the 
Industries Sub-Committee of the National Federation 
together with the application.

6. That in case of a loan being granted for outlay in toy
material the length of credit be limited to six months 
in view of the quick turnover usual in this industry.

7. That all articles of industry .resulting from the-grant
Of a National Federation Loan should be open to 
inspection "by the Technical Organiser of Handicrafts.

National Federation Collection.
On the recommendation of the Sub-Committee the Execu­

tive Committee has made a grant for the. purchase of a National 
Federation Loan Collection. Wherever the standard of work 
allows, articles for the collection are being bought from Institutes.

The collection will comprise a variety of handicrafts carried 
on by, or suitable to be carried on by, members of Institutes in 
their own homes for their own use. It will be lent in sections, 
to Institutes for a sufficient length of time to. ensure such a. 
quality being acquired as will be creditable to the National 
Federation.

The Sub-Committee has met only once. The importance of 
recognising and securing unity of organisation in regard to Junior 
Groups has been so strongly felt that the work of drawing up. 
model rules, embodying the best of all experiments made, has 
been delayed until after the holidays, to avoid the risk of scamp­
ing the work at .a meeting with an unavoidably small attendance.

The Executive Committee which met on July ’8th gave the 
following mandate to the Junior Groups Sub-Committee: —

“ That as this Executive Committee is committed to the 
organisation of Women’s Institute Girl Guides wherever 
possible, the. Sub-Committee be asked to draw up amplified 
rules and information regarding these'V and that the Sub­

’7
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Committee also consider the rules drawn up by Mr. Harris 
for Junior Groups; that both sets of rules, if approved by 
the Executive Committee, be published with a preamble 
pointing out that Junior Groups are recommended where 
Girl Guides cannot readily be organised.”

Literature and Publicity Sub-Committee.

This Committee was appointed in 1917.

Articles dealing with Institute work have been published in

Parliamentary Sub-Committee.
This' Committee was appointed April 8th, 1919, to consist

The Sub-Committee has met once, and recommended to the 
Executive the appointment of a Parliamentary Secretary, who 
should watch Bills before Parliament and report to the Executive, 
through the Sub-Committee, on any Bills affecting, or liable to 
affect, rural women and the interests of Institute members.

Negotiations are in progress for co-operation with the 
N.U.S.E.C., an existing women’s organisation of recognised 
■weight in Parliamentary circles, for assistance in this extremely 
technical work. Miss C. Margesson has kindly consented: to 
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undertake the liaison duties between the National Federation 
and the Bureau supplying Parliamentary information.

As a result of the first meeting of this Sub-Committee, the 
Women’s Branch of the Board of Agriculture was asked to 
forward on amendments and additions to Clause 4 Section 25 
of the Lands Facilities Settlements Bill, which had been drafted 
by the Sub-Committee and approved by the Executive.

Village Clubs’ Sub-Committee'.
This Committee was appointed November 12th, 1918,. to

The Sub-Committee has met six times. Its most impor­
tant work has been the preparation - and circularisation of a 
questionnaire to Institutes on the .subject of the. social needs of 
villages in special relation to the advisability of establishing 
Men’s Institutes and mixed social clubs. The information re­
ceived from the answers to the questionnaire brought forward 
some interesting facts.

The opportunities which the Women s Institutes have of 
helping in the revival of village life is shown'by the, fact that 
in 156 cases out of 229 the Women’s Institute is themnly agency 
in the village doing social work. In 47 cases there is said 
to be no organised work of any sort outside Women s Institutes. 
In 160 Women’s Institutes open meetings are arranged, and in 
110 meh are said to take special interest in this work. . In 
cases Men’s Institutes are asked for, while m two cases it is asked 
that these should be joined with the Women s Institute

Under the head of village organisations we find that m Z4 
villages there already exist three or more organisations, while 
the- total number of organisations mentioned is 322. 11
average is taken of four organisations m the 74 villages whey 
three or more exist, this gives a total .of 296 in 74 villages, 
leaving only 26 for the remaining 155 villages, or one in every 
five villages. This shows that villages are very unevenly organ­
ised perhaps owing to the size of their population, but mostly 
from the fact that initiative is needed to give the idea of wrpo - 
ate action a start. The most uumerous organisations ^e cricket 
clubs 75, horticultural societies 53, labourers unions 54, p g 
clubs 39.
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.In 64 cases the existing village halls are satisfactory for all 
needs. The total number of villages with some form of village 
hall is 151 out of 229, and in 64 of these cases the hall meets all 
the needs, while in 30 villages without halls attempts are being 
made to start them, and in 11 cases the existing hall is said to. 
be too small.

From the above the following conclusions may be drawn: —
(1) That there are sufficient signs of the need of Men’s 

Institutes to justify an attempt being made to formulate a plan 
for such organisations, although there is no call to speak of for 
Joint Institutes.

(2) That a considerable number of villages, namely 151 out 
of 229, have some form of village hall, while in only 64 cases 
are the existing halls adequate for the needs of the place.

(3) That when judicious initiative is provided, organisations 
are enabled to be started.. This is shown by the fact .that the 
Women s Institute succeeds where up to now no efforts towards 
organising have been successful.

(4) That the Labourers’ Union is likely to play a great part 
in the -future of the village life.

(5) That some plan is needed in many cases for uniting the 
existing village organisations, which plan shall not interfere with 
individual organisations, but will strengthen them and draw them 
together on behalf of the whole community by means of confer­
ence, and in the interests of future development.

In addition to the above Standing Sub-Committees, several 
special Sub-Committees have been appointed from time to time 
to deal with emergencies as they may arrive. Such were the 
Agenda Sub-Committee, the Special Rules Sub-Committee, and 
an Emergency Sub-Committee called to report on January 14th 
on the proposals in regard to the future relations between the-' 
National Federation and the Board of Agriculture..

4.—-WOMEN’S INSTITUTE. JOURNAL.
“Home and Country,’’ the Women’s Institute Journal, 

made its first appearance last March. Miss Alice Williams con­
sented to edit it, with the assistance of Mrs. Nugent Harris.

As an experiment, and with no knowledge as to how the 
paper would be received, three thousand eight-page copies- were 
published, one thousand being distributed free to all the Insti­
tutes.

In April the Exhibition Schedule was included, making a 
twelve-page production, of which four thousand were published < 
and in May twelve pages was made the regular size, and four- 
thousand copies of the Journal were printed and published.-
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Four meetings have been
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The demand increased so steadily that the editions for the 
first three months were quickly sold out, and in June the monthly 
order was increased to six thousand.

The August number of the Journal has sixteen pages, the 
addition four pages costing an extra £10. It is therefore 
necessary, if the enlarged publication is to be maintained, that 
the circulation should increase in proportion, to cover, the extra 
■expenditure. £ . •

The editors are encouraged with the result ot the first six 
months, and wish to express their sincere thanks to Miss Mow- 
bray-Laming for her untiring work as business manager of the 
paper.

.5.—GENERAL ACTIVITIES.
The London ’Women’s Institute Club was started in M-arch, 

1919 to enable Women’s Institute members visiting or living 
in London td hold monthly meetings for the discussion of subjects 
of wide interest and practical use. Four meetings have been 
held, and questions such as Housing, Industries and the Ministry 
of Health were considered.

Sir Robert Morant, the Secretary of the Ministry of Health, 
addressed one of the meetings, and spoke on the new scheme. 
He asked for the co-operation of Women’s Institute members in 
making it of practical service in rural districts. The Dowager 
Lady Hillingdon kindly lent her drawing-room for this meeting. 
Lady Rhondda presided. .

Classes have been held for the Club at Lady Bath s house 
by Miss d’Esterre, on Platform Work and on Committee Proce­
dure. These have proved to be of invaluable help, and it is 
hoped many more of this nature will be given. Classes have 
also been given in boot-mending.

Members who wish , to join the Club and Classes should 
send their names to the Hon. Secretary, The Lady Isabel Mar- 
gesson Barnt Green House, Worcestershire. The annual sub­
scription to the Women’s Institute Club is 10s. This includes 
membership to the Women’s Institute Circle of the Forum Club, 
which has allowed the Circle the use, at regular intervals, of. i s 
fine reception room at 6, Grosvenor Place, but does not include 
membership of the Forum Club.

In endeavouring to meet the various needs- and supply 
materials for the varied interests of the Institutes throughout the 
country, it has been necessary to-avoid the waste of energy that 
would be caused by ignoring existing, organisations Efforts 
have therefore been made, so far as time has permitted, to^ get 
into close touch with all available societies and to secure their 
co-operation. On all sides the requests of the National federa­
tion have been met in a spirit of most helpful friendliness. 



Nearly all headquarters of various societies to which we have 
.®. aave s^own themselves most willing to put all possible 

facilities at the disposal of the Institutes.; and it is hoped that, 
m the near future, full co-operation will have been secured be­
tween the county organisations of our movement and the local 
branches of all the societies and organisations working on lines 
sympathetic to the aims and objects of the Women’s Institute 
Movement

Special thanks are due to the Horticultural Section of the 
Board of Agriculture for help in providing lecturers on fruit and 
vegetable preservation.

A large number of the lecturers originally on the panel of 
speakers employed by the Education Department of the Ministry 
of Food have placed their services at the disposal of the Institutes 
since the dispersal of the special government department under 
which they had been organised.

The movement is also’ indebted to the large number of 
speakers throughout the country who offer their services to the 
Institutes either voluntarily or for a small fee. The Local 
Educational Authorities under the County Councils are recognis­
ing increasingly the educational value of the Women’s Institute 
Movement in the counties. *
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It is with sincere regret that we record the departure of 
Mrs. Alfred Watt, M.A., M.B.E., who has been obliged to return 
to Canada after six years of devoted work for the cause of 
Women’s Institutes in this country. A farewell dinner was 
given in Mrs. Watt’s honour at Gatti’s Restaurant on July 25, 
at which 60 representatives of the National and County Federa­
tions of Women’s Institutes, and the Board of Agriculture were- 
present. A beautiful emerald and diamond pendant was given, 
to Mrs. Watt in token of goodwill from the English Institutes,, 
while a set of books was presented on behalf of the Welsh, Insti­
tutes. On the same occasion a farewell was said to Mrs. Godman, 
who is accompanying Mrs. Watt to Canada. Her useful work and. 
friendly influence will be greatly missed. The movement has. 
sustained another very great loss in Miss Guest, whose good 
work in the Northern Counties cannot be over-estimated. The 
needs of the. English hospitals brought Miss Guest originally 
from Canada in 1914, and her hospital work, her later work as. 
Lecturer and Demonstrator for the Horticultural Section of the 
Board of Agriculture, and her final service as Area Organiser 
under the Women’s Institutes Section of the Board have all 
been characterised by the same qualities of efficiency, sympathy,, 
modesty and sterling excellence. She leaves many friends be­
hind her on her return to Canada, and will be greatly missed.

It would be ungracious not to add special thanks to those 
voluntary workers without whose help the office work could not 
have been accomplished. They have given their time and ser­
vices ungrudingly, and among them mention must be made of 
Miss Moberly, Miss Lunnis, Miss Rudyerd-Helpman, Miss 
Bruce and Miss Margesspn.

6.—SPECIAL ACTIVITIES.
(a) Negotiations Regarding the Relations Between the. 

Board of Agriculture and the National Federation.
At the Executive Committee Meeting held on January 14th,. 

1919, a report was received and adopted from a Special Sub­
committee which had been appointed to. investigate the future­
relations between the Board of Agriculture and the Federation, 
on receipt of a letter dated November 21st, 1918. This letter 
from the General Secretary of the Food Production Department 
announced the intention of the Board to hand over to the Na­
tional Federation, when firmly established, the propaganda work 
at that time undertaken by the Women’s Branch of the Board, 
of Agriculture. The report of the Special Sub-Committee recog­
nised the principle of self-government as the greatest educational 
force of the movement, but recommended financial and adminis­
trative safeguards which, should ensure that the movement should 
keep in the closest possible touch with the Board of Agriculture.

teously heard, but the President, while admitting their weight 
and appreciating the manner in which they were set forth 
informed the deputation that their arguments had already been 
considered before, the decision of the Board had been made. 
Vh Pr°mxtlxKgx<>xTfc the adyantages of self-government he emphasised 
the fact that the experience of workers in the Women’s Institutes 
movement had hitherto been that of dealing with the compara­
tive elasticity of war-time conditions in a Government Depart­
ment; he reminded the deputation that the ordinary peace-time 
organisation of a Government Department must inevitably be on 
a more rigid basis, which, in his opinion,'could hardly fail to 
militate against the freedom, initiative and vitality of such a 
-movement as that of the Women’s Institutes.

(b) Negotiations with the Treasury for a Government 
-Grant to the National Federation.

The original grant from the Board of Agriculture for £2,000 
for the financial year, expiring March 31st, 1919, was given’ for 
the early needs of the National Federation in regard to the 
after-care of Institutes already formed by the Women’s Institute 
•bection of the Women s Branch of the. Board of Agriculture. It 
was supplemented by the generous assistance of the Board in 
giving the National Federation office premises, franked envelopes 
for correspondence, free telephone and telegraph service, and 
certain privileges in access to the roneo and messenger services 
of the Board. It will be recognised readily that the above- 
mentioned assistance has been equivalent to a large expenditure 
of money, for which the grateful thanks of the National Federa­
tion are due.
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In view of the decision of the Board, stated in the previous 
section, it became necessary for'the Executive Committee to 
negotiate for a grant from the Treasury which would enable 
them to carry on the work of propaganda as well as the work 
•of consolidation and after-care. Estimates were prepared , by 
the Finance and Office Sub-Committee, approved by the Execu­
tive, and criticised by the Women’s Branch of the Board of 
Agriculture. In these' deliberations special thanks are. due Ito 
the .good offices of the members of the Executive Committee re­
presenting the Board of Agriculture, Miss Talbot, C.B.E., ;and 
the Hon. Mrs. Alfred Lyttelton, D.B.E., who were untiring in 
their efforts to secure a full hearing for the needs of the National 
Federation.

The .application to the Treasury for a grant to the National 
Federation was referred to the Development Commissioners for 
their recommendation. The application had been made for 
£12,227.

The Development Commissioners stated that, before recom­
mending a grant to be made to the National Federation, they 
requested that some agreement be come to between the National 
Federation of Women’s Institutes and the Village Clubs Associa­
tion, the latter being a new association applying for a grant 
from the Development Commissioners for work which they con­
sidered so' analogous to that of the Women’s Institute Movement 
that some form of co-operation between the respective move­
ments was, in the opinion of the Commissioners, desirable. 
When it was found possible to. meet the desires of the Develop­
ment Commissioners in regard to- the Village Clubs Association, 
the National Federation was informed that a grant of £10,000 
was being recommended for the current financial year, but that 
the Development Commissioners would recommend a smaller 
grant for the following year, with a view to the cessation of the 
grant after March 31st, 1922.

The Executive Committee of the National Federation grate­
fully accepted the recommendation of the Development Com­
missioners for' the grant of £10,000, but without prejudice to a 
re-opening of the question of the continuance of the grant. 
While the need for national economy is fully recognised, repre­
sentations are being made as to the difficulty of the Women’s 
Institute Movement being entirely self-supporting without sur­
rendering its present freedom and democratic principles. It 
must, however, be realised that Government financial support 
cannot be so generously forthcoming in the immediate future 
as it has been in the past, and it is considered that both individual 
Institutes and County Federations will do well to give their 
serious consideration to the problem of raising local funds for ,the 
furtherance of their work.
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(c) Negotiations with the Village Clubs Associations, &c.

At the Executive Committee meeting held on May 13th, 
1919, the decision of the Development Commissioners was an­
nounced in regard to the condition attached to their recommenda­
tion of a Treasury grant to the National Eederation of Women’s 
Institutes, and a special report of a meeting of the Village Clubs 
Sub-Committee, which had been convened on this point, was re­
ceived. It then appeared that the co-operation required was 
such as to risk an infringement of the mandate received from the 
Institutes at the General Meeting of October, 1918, in the reso­
lution on Village Clubs proposed by Lady Petre and passed by 
a large majority. Delegates from the Executive were appointed 
to represent to the Development Commissioners the impossibility 
of such action on the part of Executive Committee, and a Special 
Meeting of the Executive was convened to receive the report of 
these delegates.

Schemes of proposed co-operation between the National Fede­
ration of Women s Institutes and the Village Clubs Association 
were submitted to and revised by an Emergency Sub-Committee 
Meeting of May 19th, by a Special Executive Meeting of May 
27th, and by the ordinary Executive Meeting of June 16th, 1919, 
of the National Federation.

It was found difficult to frame an agreement satisfactory to 
both organisations, but finally the following recommendation was 
received from the Development Commissioners, and unanimously 
adopted by the Executive Committee : —

“ It is agreed that a Joint Standing Committee, consisting of 
an equal number of representatives of each organisation, shall be 
set up and shall meet at frequent intervals with a view to the 
adoption of such steps as may be practicable and expedient for 
insuring co-operation between the two organisations, such co­
operation to include the utilisation, so far as practicable, of the 
staffs of the two organisations for common purposes, the avoid­
ance of overlapping, and interchange of views and experience.

“ The two organisations further agree to establish their head­
quarters under the same roof as soon as suitable accommodation 
can be found.”

RESUME OF PROCEEDINGS
AT A

SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING
TO CONSIDER THE CONSTITUTION

HELD IN
THE CENTRAL HALL, WESTMINSTER, S.W.i,

ON
WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER i5th, 1919.

Chairman: MISS GRACE HADOW.

Tellers.
Benita Lady Lees moved, Miss Alice Williams seconded, 

and it was carried, that
Miss Lunniss, Miss Mickelwright, Miss Yerbury and 

Miss Walker should act as Tellers.
The Chairman on rising pointed out to those present that, 

by the rules, any alteration to the Constitution must be passed 
by a two-thirds majority of those present.

Lady, Denman (on behalf of the Executive) moved: —
, That this Special General Meeting resolves to amend 

the existing Constitution of the N.F.W.I. so as to admit 
of the formation of a Consultative Council, on which County 
Federations shall be directly represented, such Council to 
be composed of one representative elected by each County 
Federation Council, which shall meet not less than 3 times 
a year to confer with the Executive Committee, not neces­
sarily in London. In those counties where no Oouinty Fede­
ration yet exists the Executive Committee of the N.F.W’.I. 
shall invite a representative Institute member to serve on 
the Consultative Council. ’ ’
Lady Denman urged that the formation of such a Council 

would be very helpful (1) to the Executive for purposes of advice 
of matters which might arise during the. year and obviously could 
not wait for the decision of the Annual Meeting; (2) as a means 
of spreading information to the institutes through the County 
Federations of the Executive’s work.

It would not be wise to make the Council responsible, as- 
the secret of organisation was to saddle responsibility upon one 
individual or one body. At present the Executive Committee 
was the servant of the Annual Meeting, and every W.I. had the- 
power to send a delegate to bring forward its views and air its; 
suggestions.

No system could be more democratic than that.
The Executive was not asking the Annual Meeting to give­

away its power.
Miss Margesscn seconded the resolution, giving it as her­

opinion that such a Council would act as the pulse on which a 
wise Executive might hold its finger in, any moments of doubt or 
difficulty. The Council must be purely advisory and not execu­
tive, to safeguard the' position of the Executive, which would 
otherwise be reduced in position to that of a sub-committee of the 
Council.

THE NORTHUMBERLAND AMENDMENT.
Lady Parsons (on behalf of the Northumberland. County 

Federation), in moving an amendment, claimed that the most 
democratic Council which could be had was'one in which every 
Women’s Institute elected from amongst its members a member- 
to represent it first on the County Federation and then on the- 
Central* Council.

The amendment was : —
“ To delete all after ‘ formation ’ and substitute.:—‘Of 

a Central Council, which shall be elected by the County 
Federations, each County Federation (and where there is. no­
County Federation each accredited group of Women’s Insti- 

: tutes) electing by ballot one representative from amongst its- 
members to.serve on the Central Council.’ ”
Miss Jackson (Derby County Federation), in seconding the- 

amendment, said, that she. did not think that there was an equal 
opportunity for everyone to bring: her difficulties before the- 
Annual Meeting. She could see no use for a Council such as. 
that suggested by the Executive unless it had full powers?

Mrs. Drage (Criccieth) spoke in favour of the amendment.
Lady Boyd (Durham) asked if it were., not a fact that at 

the present time each Institute in the County had the power of 
nominating a candidate for the Executive Committee?

Miss Burgess, in opposing the amendment, stated that if the 
amendment were carried it would mean . that the power of 'the 
Annual Meeting would be absolutely taken away.
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Mrs. Perkins pointed out that any difficulty with regard to 
the representation of all parts of England at the Annual Meeting 
would be removed if delegates’ fares were paid.

After a very long discussion the amendment was put to the 
meeting: —

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The Chairman opened the afternoon proceedings by reading 

a telegram from Mrs. Kilroy Kenyon wishing success to the 
meeting. A message of thanks was sent from the meeting in 
reply.

THE ESSEX AMENDMENT.
Mrs. Maddocks (on behalf of Essex County Federation) 

moved, and Lady Petre (Essex) seconded, the following amend­
ment:—

“ The Federation of Essex Women’s Institutes desires 
that the Constitution of the National Federation be extended 
to admit of:—

Central Council with administrative power with pro­
vision for the devolution of power to the Executive and other 
Sub-Committees.”

Rule 7.
(a) There shall be a Central Council, which shall consist 

of:—
A representative from each County ;
Two members nominated by the Board of Agriculture; 
One member nominated by the Board of Education ;
Two members nominated by the Agricultural Organisa­

tion Society;
Two members nominated by the National Council of 

Women.
<(b) The Central Council shall meet not less than quarterly 

and not necessarily in London.
'(c) The Central Council shall devolute power to an Execu­

tive Committee.
t(d) The Central Council shall be responsible to the General 

Meeting for the management of the Women’s Institute 
movement ; and the administration of all the funds of 
the Federation, the carrying out of the policy decided 
upon at the General Meeting; aind shall have power to

jo

make recommendations to the Government. It shall 
have the power to arbitrate bn all Cases of dispute which 
may arise within the movement.

(e) The Central Council shall have power to appoint what­
ever paid officers it considers necessary for the efficient 
working of the Federation. It shall have power to 
co-opt two additional members.

(/) Vacancies on the Central Committee, may be filled by 
co-option until the next General Meeting. Those co- 
opted must be members of a duly accredited Women’s 
Institute.

(gr) Fifteen members shall form a quorum, of whom at least 
8 shall be elected members.

It was agreed that under certain conditions a substitute 
might be sent in place of the delegate from the County Federation 
to the Consultative Council.

GROUP SYSTEM.
■

Lady Denman moved, and Lady Ilkeston seconded : —
“ To ensure territorial representation on the Executive 

Committee by means of election through a Group System.” 
Lady Denman explained that it was proposed to divide 

England into 5. districts and Wales into 2 for purposes of election, 
and to allow delegates to vote for 3 candidates from each district.

The resolution was lost.

COMPOSITION OF THE EXECUTIVE.
Mrs. Alfred Lyttelton (Executive) proposed: —

“ That there shall be an Executive Committee,, which 
shall be partly elected and partly nominated, and shall



consist of. not more than 26 members, who shall be appointed1 
as follows: —

17 members elected at the General Meeting of the. 
National Federation;

3 nominated by the Board of Agriculture;
1 nominated by the Board of Education;
1 nominated by the A.O.S.;
1 nominated by the Ministry of Health;
3 members may be co-opted by the Executive, who 

should be experts on co-operation or other subjects.,T
Miss Burgess (Norfolk) seconded, and the resolution was 

carried.

DURATION OF OFFICE OF MEMBERS OF THE 
EXECUTIVE.

The following resolution was moved by the Chairman: —
“ Members of the Executive shall be elected for one 

year, and shall be eligible for re-election.”
The resolution was carried.

PROPAGANDA AND THE FEDERATION.
Miss Talbot (executive) moved:•■—

“ To admit of the extension of the existing work of the 
Federation so as to include the propaganda work hitherto 
undertaken by the Women’s Branch of the Board of Agri­
culture.”
Miss Talbot said that the Board of Agriculture had decided 

to put into effect what it believed to be vital for the Federa­
tion’s health, and that was complete self-government. This did 
not mean any diminution in the interest taken by the Board in 
their great movement.

Lady Isabel Margesson seconded.
The resolution was carried unanimously .

EXPENSES OF SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS.
Mrs. Auerbach (Executive), with reference to the above, 

moved: —
“ That a General Meeting could be called by ‘ one quar­

ter of the County Federations of Women’s Institutes. The 
expenses of any Special Meeting thus called to be borne by 
the County Federations of Women’s Institute calling the 
meeting.’ ”
Miss Alice Williams (Executive) seconded, and the resolu­

tion was carried by a majority of 201 votes.

QUORUM FOR SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS.
Miss Kingsmill proposed, and the Hon. Mrs. Dalgety 

seconded, that: —
“ The quorum for a Special General Meeting shall be 

the equivalent of one-fifth of the total number of Women's 
Institutes in England and Wales. ”
The resolution was carried with one dissentient.

POWERS OF NOMINATION.
Mrs. Nugent Harris moved:—-

“ That , all candidates for election as members of the 
Executive Committee must be nominated by duly accredited 
Women’s Institutes, County Federations, or Member of the 
Executive Committee. It shall be open to each Institute, 
County Federation or Member of the Executive Committee 
to nominate one person for the Executive, the name to be 
sent in to the General Secretary of the National Federation 
at least one month before the election.”
Mrs. Joliffe (Durham) seconded, and the resolution was 

carried.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.
A resolution moved by Mrs. Auerbach to place the power 

of electing the officers in the hands of the Annual Meeting fell 
to the ground owing to the fact that as the “ Group System 
had not been passed it had lost its point. The election of its 
officers was thus left in the hands of the Executive as hitherto.

ANNUAL REPORT.
The Chairman, Lady Denman, on rising to> present the Third 

Annual Report, said that a draft copy had been sent to all 
Institutes, and that therefore she would only touch upon a few 
points.
County Federations.

The increase in the number of County Federations during the 
year had been most satisfactory and Headquarters would look to 
County Federations for a great deal of assistance in the future.
Headquarters Staff.

Lady Denman assured the delegates that the Executive had 
always been anxious for the strictest economy at Headquarters. 
It was hoped that as the work became decentralised it might be 
possible to reduce the staff.

The resignation, of Mrs. Kilroy Kenyon, the General Secre­
tary, owing to ill-health, was greatly regretted.
Officers of the Executive.

Miss Alice Williams, finding the work in connection with the 
Home and County ” and the Exhibition, very heavy, had 

resigned from the office of Hon. Treasurer.
The services of Mrs. Auerbach as Hon. Treasurer had been 

obtained, and she had been co-opted on to the Executive to fill 

the vacancy caused by the greatly regretted return of Mrs. Alfred 
Watt to Canada.

Negotiations with the Board of . Agriculture.
Although the work of propaganda had now been taken over 

from the Board close touch would still be maintained by means of
(a) Three representative members from the Board appointed 

to the Federation Executive;
(b) The Board’s provision of Schools for Organisers;
(c) The Board’s recommendation to the Treasury ,re..the 

Federation grant.
Lady Denman stated that the Institute Organisers who had pre­
viously worked for the Board would now work for the Federation.

Treasury Grant.
. The Treasury had promised the Federation a. grant of £10,000 

for a twelve month’s work, but had stated that this sum would 
be decreased .gradually, and that no. money must be expected 
after October, 1922.

Lady Denman gave it as her opinion that while all forms of 
entertainment and sales were' legitimate ways of raising money 
for Institutes, large subscriptions could not be accepted without 
injuring the tone of the- movement, and Said that this point 
would be emphasised when asking for a renewal of the grant.

Village Clubs Association. '
The Development Commissioners were anxious for co-opera­

tion between the National Federation and the Village Clubs Asso­
ciation. Mr. Nugent'Harris had accepted the post of Chief. 
Organiser to the latter Society, and would certainly work but an 
organisation of benefit to both Associations without infringing 
the resolution passed at the Second Annual Meeting, of the 
National Federation;1 affirming the .necessity-.for. Women’s Insti­
tutes to remain organisations solely for women.
;' "In conclusion, Lady Denman referred to the arduous Work 

which' had been achieved during the past twelve months with, 
regard to propaganda, the consideration of the constitution and. 
the finding of offices.

Institutes and Religion.
Her attention had been called to a rumour that the Institute 

movement was “ non-religious ” or “ anti-religious. It seemed 
obvious, -as far as she was concerned, that the foundations of 
their .movement, were religious. -She knew of no -religion which 
did . hot include the command “ to- love your neighbour , as your­
self,” and no movement with their watchwords “ Comradeship 
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and Co-operation ” could be either anti-religious or non-religious. 
It must be clearly understood that a movement could be religious 
without being sectarian.

Lady Denman then moved the adoption of the report.
Mrs. Burton-Fanning, in' seconding the adoption, said that 

the Report showed untiring energy and determination on the part 
of the Executive of the National Federation. Being in London 
at the heart of things, it had the power to keep life-blood run­
ning through the main arteries—the County Federations—to the 
Institutes.

The adoption of the Report was carried unanimously.

REPORT OF YEAR’S WORK OF THE
WOMEN’S INSTITUTE SECTION OF THE 

BOARD OF AGRICULTURE.

Mrs. Nugent Harris, in giving the above report, stated that 
during the year the number of Institutes had increased from 
770 to 1,240. Of that number only 12 had to be struck off 
the list as having ceased to exist. The number of Voluntary 
County Organisers had grown from 20 to 89. Mrs. Harris urged 
counties to make certain that the “ right ” people had been found 
before recommending them as Voluntary Organisers.'

She reminded those present that while County Federations 
were excellent things, they were the unions of free and inde­
pendent Institutes, and it must be remembered that it was on 
the soundness of individual Institutes that the strength of the 
movement depended.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT.

Mrs. Auerbach, in presenting the Financial Statement, paid 
a very high tribute to the work done by Miss Alice Williams in 
carrying on single-handed, without clerical assistance," the 
accounts of the Federation until the time of her resignation in 
the previous July.

Mrs. Auerbach affirmed that the end of the first period in 
the history of the Federation was marked by financial changes. 
For its second period the National Federation would have to 
maintain itself from funds supplied by H.M. Treasury, with the 
assistance of money it could already raise itself. Hitherto offi­
ces, postage and stationery-had, been provided; now the Federa­
tion had to provide these itself out of the money given; Grants. 

to Federations, the salaries of Organisers and th© maintenance 
of the Propaganda Department were entirely new items of 
expenditure.

Mrs. Auerbach then read the following letter from the 
Treasury Commissioners, which had accompanied the promise of 
the grant:—

“ The Commissioners recommend that an advance should 
be made by way of a grant from the Development Fund to the 
Federation of such sum, not exceeding £10,000, as may' be 
required during the current financial year to meet the expendi­
ture outlined in the Federation’s estimate; the grant to be made 
subject to the following conditions: —

(1) That the use of the grant be strictly confined to propa­
ganda and organisation ;

(2) ' That every effort be made to carry out the agreement
arrived at with the Village Clubs Association, with the 
object of securing close co-operation;

(3) That any substantial variation from the allocation set 
out in the estimate should receive the prior approval of 
the Board of Agriculture and Fisheries.

“ The Commissioners further state that they have recom­
mended the grant in order that time may be given for the 
effective organisation of the Institutes and for the'movement to 
become self-supporting. They are not at present prepared to 
give an undertaking that they will recommend a further grant, 
but they will consider the question of the renewal of the grant 
on a reduced scale at the end of the current financial year upon 
the receipt of a full report of the work of the Federation.

“ My Lords have carefully considered this recommendation., 
and they are in full accord with the view of the Commissioners 
that the Institutes should be conducted upon a self-supporting 
basis at the earliest possible opportunity. With this in view they 
consider that immediate steps should be taken to increase the 
amount of the affiliation fees, since they understand from your 
letter of the 2nd April last that the affiliation fee at present paid 
by each member is 2d. only, and of this not. more than |d. is 
taken in aid. of the Central Fund. I am at the same time to .say 
that they see no reason why the Federation shall not make every 
effort to secure subscriptions to set against the expenditure 
incurred upon Headquarters charges and the. expenses of Organ­
isers and they trust that steps will be taken accordingly.

“ My Lords have had considerable doubt whether the grant 
now recommended by the Development Commissioners for the 
current year should not be still further reduced, having regard
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for the urgent need for economy; but in all the circumstances 
they are prepared to accept the Commissioners’ recommendation 
on the understanding that immediate steps are taken, by increase 
of affiliation fees or otherwise, to provide means for placing the 
Federation on a self-supporting basis at the earliest possible date. 
My Lords will be glad to be informed what steps the Federation 
are prepared to take for this purpose, and I am to Say that 
payment of the final £2,500 of the grant of £10,000; for the 

: current year will be conditional upon arrangements having been 
made to the satisfaction of the Development Commissioners and 
of this Board.

With regard to the statement in your letter of 15th ultimo 
to the Commissioners that, in view of the rising prices both of 
labour and materials, the Executive Committee of the Federa­
tion cannot guarantee to keep exactly to the allocations made in 
the estimate of expenditure, and may find it essential to augment 
them, the Commissioners wish it to be made clear that if expen­
diture is incurred beyond the amount of the grant the responsi­
bility must rest with the Federation for obtaining the necessary 
funds from sources other than the Development Fund.

“ My Lords entirely concur with this view of the Commis­
sioners.” . -

Mrs. Auerbach then read the Executive Committee’s reply, 
in which they thanked the Lords Commissioners and assured 
them of their readiness to accept conditions (1), (2) and (3) and- 
also of their willingness to endeavour to increase the Central 
Funds by increasing the affiliation fees, to be divided between 
County Federations and Headquarters, from 2d. to’ 6d. per mem­
ber. They pointed out that the rules governing affiliation fees 
could only be altered by an Annual or General Meeting of the 
Federation. The Executive hoped that the necessary amend­
ment to the rule re affiliation fees would be adopted by the 
National Federation, but pointed out that it could not take effect 
during the current year.

With regard to the proposal of the Lords Commissioners 
that efforts should be made to obtain subscriptions, the Executive 
respectfully submitted that the adoption of such a policy would 
fundamentally' alter the democratic character of the movement.

The policy which the Executive Committee was at present 
pursuing in order to lead the movement to become self-supporting 
was the policy of encouraging individual Institutes and County 
Federations to raise money by means of efforts in which all the 
members could unite. It was hoped to ■ extend this policy to 
include the raising of funds for central as well as local needs.

Mrs. Auerbach submitted that as they were a great common­
wealth of women, it was no mean aim to set themselves—that of 
being strong and independent;

Miss Alice Williams, in seconding the adoption of the 
Financial Statement, gave a short business account of ‘ ‘ Home 
and Country,” showing that the Journal had paid its way.

The adoption of the Financial Statement was carried unani­
mously.

APPOINTMENT OF AUDITOR.
Mrs. Huddart moved, Mrs. Drage seconded, and it was 

carried unanimously ;
“ That Miss Harris Smith be appointed Auditor for the 

coming year. ”

MIXED MEMBERSHIP INSTITUTES.
Miss Moberly (South Park) moved: —

“ That the National Federation be urged to consider 
the advisability of bringing the men of the villages into the 
Institute movement,”

and put forward an eloquent plea for Village Institutes managed 
by an Executive Committee of men and women and having 
separate and mixed meetings monthly. Miss. Moberly urged that 
the gain to both would be very great.

Miss Frith (Blackheath) seconded the resolution, and said 
that co-operation should begin at home with the co-operation of 
the sexes.

After a few speeches for and against, the resolution was put 
to the meeting and lost.

JUNIOR GROUPS.
Miss Horn (Anstye) moved: —

“ That girls and boys should be encouraged to form 
Institutes of their own,”

and gave an interesting account of the work of Boys’ and Girls’ 
Institutes at Anstye and Bevern Bridge. An equal number of 
boys and girls sat on the Committee and the offices were held 
jointly by a boy and a girl. A joint meeting with the W.I. was 

. held from time to time, and although the children managed their 
own affairs there was a grown-up interest in the background.

Miss Moberly seconded the resolution and testified to the 
businesslike way in which the members of the Boys’ and Girls’ 
Institute conducted their affairs.'

After some discussion with regard to the effect upon the 
policy of the National Federation if the resolution were passed, 
and the expression of opinion that it embodied individual work
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-which each Institute could undertake for itself, the Previous 
Question was moved and carried by a large majority.

The Chairman thanked Miss Horn for having told them 
■about her successful experiment.

ALTERATION OF INSTITUTE RULES.
Mrs. ^Warner (Clanfield), re Rule 6, par. 1, moved: —

“ At the Annual Meeting the Institute shall elect a 
ommittee of not less than 10 nor more than 15, inclusive 

ot officers.
Miss Bernard seconded.
Several amendments were discussed.

“ a The Chairman then read the resolution as finally amended •_
At the Annual Meeting the Institute shall elect a Committee 

of not less than 14 nor more than 19, including the officers. ” 
The resolution was carried unanimously.

ELECTION OF PRESIDENT AND VICE-PRESIDENT.
JVtiss (on behalf of Brockenhurst) moved:_

“ T,hat election of President and Vice-President of a 
Women s Institute should be by ballot at the Annual Meet­
ing of such Institute and not, as at present, by the Com­
mittee of such Institute alone.”
Mrs. Perkins seconded.
By permission of the meeting, the words “ from amongst the 

members of the Committee,” and “ the election shall be held 
-annually ” were added to the resolution, which was then carried.

THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS.
Miss Hadow called the attention of the meeting to the 

importance of a notice which had been sent round to County 
ederations asking them to send in names of suitable candidates 

to serve on Government Committees in connection with the 
League of Nations. This was the first time that the National 
Federation had been officially recognised as one of the great 
national women’s organisations.

URGENCY RESOLUTION.
Mrs. Maddocks (Old Basing) asked leave for urgency to 

move a resolution that:— J
‘‘ The Government grant of £10,000 should be allocated 

by the National Federation to the County Federations, each 
Federation giving back an agreed percentage for the work 
of the National Federation.”

Miss Gildea seconded the motion for urgency.
Mrs. Auerbach opposed the motion on the ground that the 

business of the Federation would be paralysed and that the with­
drawal of the grant from the Government would be risked by the 
passage of such a resolution.

The request for urgency was lost.

AFFILIATION FEES.
Alteration of Institute Rules and Rule 10 (b) of National 

Federation Rules.
Mrs. Perkins moved a resolution to increase the affiliation 

fees.
Miss Sidebottom seconded.
Miss Hadow, in proposing an amendment that the affiliation 

fee be increased to 6d., emphasised the strength to the individual 
Institute which was obtained by affiliation with the National 
Federation, and pointed out the work involved at Headquarters 
by such affiliation. Organisation meant expenditure, and the 
means to meet that expenditure must come from the Institutes 
so that less public money would be needed.

Miss Hadow's amendment was accepted by the proposer of 
the resolution.

Mrs. Auerbach then proposed a further amendment, which 
was also passed.

The amended resolution as finally put to the meeting was 
as follows: —

“ The affiliation fee to be paid by every Institute 
admitted to membership of the National Federation shall be 
fid. per annum' per member. One half of this sum shall be 
allocated to the County Federation to which the Institute 
belongs, and the other half shall be paid to the National 
Federation Headquarters. Where no County Federation 
exists the whole affiliation fee shall be paid to the National 
Federation Headquarters. Institutes admitted to member­
ship of the National Federation after July 1st in any year 
need not pay any fee for the current year, but after that 
must pay in January of each year.”

Carried unanimously .

DISTRIBUTION OF CORRESPONDENCE AND 
LITERATURE TO HEADQUARTERS.

Lady Suffield (Norfolk) moved, and Mrs. Burton-Fanning 
seconded, that: —

“ All correspondence and literature from Headquarters 
be distributed to the Institutes through the County Federa­
tions. ’ ’
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On its being pointed out that this plan would increase the* 
expenses of County Federations enormously, the resolution was- 
lost.

ALTERATION IN THE DATE OF THE ANNUAL MEETING.
A resolution to alter the date of the Annual Meeting to 

March was carried.

LIFE OF THE EXECUTIVE ELECTED OCTOBER, 1919.
Urgency having been granted by the unanimous vote of the- 

meeting,
Miss Hadow moved: —

“ That the present Executive being elected to-day shall' 
hold office till March, 1921,’ but that a Special General 
Meeting, which shall deal with any business other than the 
election of the Executive, shall be held on the day before 
the Exhibition in 1920.”

Mrs. Alfred Lyttelton seconded.
Carried unanimously .

ECONOMY.
Mrs. Tanner (Eversley, Hants) moved, and Mrs. Fripp 

(Brockenhurst) seconded: —
That the subject of economy in all matters be brought 

before the members of all Women’s Institutes during the 
next-few months-, in view of the great need for economy 
there is in the country at the present time.”

Carried unanimously.

DOMESTIC INDUSTRIES.
Miss Preece moved,, and Miss Alice Williams seconded :__

That this meeting, in conformity with the funda­
mental principles of the Constitution of the N.F.W.I., and 

- recognising the important part which domestic industries 
have already played in.creating interest in the general move­
ment of Women’s Institutes, is of opinion that in any 
attempt towards the revival of handicrafts for the employ­
ment. of leisure time the primary aims should be: (1) to 
supply the maker s own needs and those of her neighbours, 
with a view to the economic use and right treatment of 
local materials and through mutual interests to foster a sense- 
of comradeship and pride in home making; (2) to re-establish’ 

■ a standard of quality in women’s work in accordance with?
English traditions.”

Resolution ' carried.

REPRESENTATION ON PARISH COUNCILS.
Lady Pinney moved, and Mrs. Mayo seconded: —

“ That it is advisable to have women’s organisations,, 
such as Women’s Institutes/.represented on Parish Councils 
and District Councils and Sub-Committees to deal with; 
Health and Housing. ’ ’
The resolution ’was’ with dr awii on condition that it should, 

be brought up at the next General Meeting.

THANKS TO THE CHAIRMAN,
Miss Gildea proposed,; and Miss Harker seconded, a vote 

of thanks to’the Chairman, which was carried unanimously.

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RULES
FOR

THE NATIONAL FEDERATION
OF WOMEN’S INSTITUTES

OF

ENGLAND AND WALES
PASSED BY THE 

GENERAL ANNUAL MEETINGS 
Of OCTOBER 1918 and 1919.

1.—NAME.
The National Federation of Women’s Institutes of England 

And Wales.
2.—AIMS AND OBJECTS.

The National Federation to be the Central Organisation of 
Women’s Institutes in England and Wales founded—

(a) To provide means for the effective development of the. 
part country women •can play in rural development by supplying 
.an organisation in the country districts through which an educa­
tional policy can be given full effect, and by which the knowledge 
.gained can be applied practically in the different branches of 
agriculture, rural industries, domestic science, hygiene and social 
welfare.

(b) To ensure unity of purpose by laying down the general 
principles and procedure of the movement as a. whole.

(?) To form Women’s Institutes and be responsible for their 
•after care.

(d) To advise and help the County Federations.

3.—POWERS.
To take all steps that may be deemed advisable to establish 

■the movement, to raise funds, obtain grants, loans of money from 

Government Departments and other bodies, and to do all such 
other things as may be considered in the best interests of the 
movement,

4.—CONSTITUTION.
The National Federation shall, consist of: —
(a) Properly qualified., and approved Women’s Institutes which 

have made application for membership in accordance with the 
rules and regulations that may from time to time be approved 
by the Executive Committee on behalf of the Federation;

(b) County Federations of Women’s-Institutes which have 
made application for membership and have adopted the rules 
and regulations which have been approved from time to time by 
the Executive Committee on behalf of the Federation.

5.—ADMINISTRATION.
The administration of the work of the National Federation 

shall be vested in:—
(a) A General Meeting.
(b) An Executive Committee.

6.—THE GENERAL MEETING.
The General Meeting shall.be constituted as follows: —
(a) One delegate from each Women’s Institute. (All delegates 

to be appointed by ballot, but a substitute may be nominated 
if the delegate cannot serve.) In addition to delegates, one 
member chosen by each Institute may be admitted as a visitor 
to the General Meeting, but shall have no vote. Visitors may 
be invited to speak by the Chairman.

(b) Three delegates, from each County Federation.
(c) Six representatives appointed by the North Wales Union 

of Women’s Institutes.
(d) Members of the Executive Committee.

Date and Notice.
The General Meeting shall be held at least once a year. Six 

weeks’ notice shall be given. Subject to such notice Special 
Meetings may be called by the Executive Committee or. on a 
petition duly signed by one quarter of the County Federations 
or Women’s Institutes. The expenses of any Special Meeting 
thus called to be borne by the County Federations or Women’s 
Institutes calling the meeting. The quorum for a Special 
General Meeting shall be the equivalent of one-fifth of the total 
number of Women’s Institutes in England and Wales.
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A copy of the Preliminary Agenda, Annual Report and 
Balance Sheet shall be sent to each Institute or Federation at 
least six weeks before the date of the General Meeting-.
Resolutions.

Copies of resolutions to be proposed at the General Meeting 
shall be sent to the Hon. Secretary .at least one month before 
the date of the General Meeting and shall be circularised by her 
to the Hon. Secretaries of County Federations and Institutes at 
least fourteen days before that date.

Resolutions not so circularised may be proposed if urgency 
be voted by the General Meeting.

■AU resolutions must be printed on the Final Agenda.

7.—EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.
(a) There shall be an Executive Committee, which shall be 

■partly elected and partly nominated, and shall consist of not 
more than twenty-six members, who shall be appointed as fol­
lows:—Three members nominated by the Ministry of Agricul­
ture, one member nominated by the Agricultural Organisation 
Society, one member nominated by the Board of Education, one 
member nominated by the Ministry of Health, seventeen mem­
bers elected by the General Meeting of the National Federation, 
three members co-opted by the Executive Committee, who should 
be experts in co-operation or other subjects.

, The Executive Committee shaU have power to appoint Sub­
committees and co-opt outside persons and to depute to Sub­
Committees whatever powers may be deemed advisable. 
Honorary officers shall be ex-officio members of Sub-Committees.

(&) The Executive Committee shall be responsible to the 
'General Meeting for the management of the Women’s Institutes 
movement, the administration of aU the funds of the Federa­
tion, the carrying out of the policy decided upon at the General 
Meeting. It shall have the power to arbitrate on aU cases of 
•dispute which may arise within the movement.

(c) The Executive Committee shall meet at least six times 
■annually.

(d) Eight members shall form, a quorum, of whom at least 
four shall be elected members.

(e) The Executive Committee -shall have power to appoint 
whatever paid officers it Considers necessary for the efficient 
working of the Federation. It shall have power to co-opt two 
•additional members.

(/) Vacancies on the Executive Committee may be filled by 
co-option until the next General Meeting. Those co-opted must 
be members of duly accredited Women’s Institutes.

8—NOMINATIONS.
(a) All candidates for election as,.members of the Executive 

Committee must be nominated by duly accredited . Women’s 
Institutes, County Federations or members of the' Executive 
Committee. It shall be open to each Institute,. County Federa­
tion or member of the Executive Committee to nominate one 
person for the Executive, the name to be sent in to the Secre­
tary of the National Federation at least one month before the 
election.

(&) No candidate may stand for election to the Executive 
Committee who has not been a member of a Women’s Institute 
for six months preceding an election.

(c) No Institute may nominate a candidate for election to 
the Executive Committee without having first ascertained that 
she is willing to stand.

(d) The Executive Committee shall retire annually and shall 
be eligible for re-election.

(e) The election of the Executive Committee at the General 
Meeting shall be by ballot.. In the event of an equality of 
votes, the Chairman shall have the casting vote.

(/) Nominations shall be entered on voting papers and an X 
be placed against the name selected.

9.—ELECTION OF OFFICERS.
(a) The Executive shall elect its own Chairman and Hon. 

Officers from among its own members.
(&) Election shall be by ballot. The Chairman' shall pre­

side at the General Meeting unless the Executive .Committee 
decide otherwise.

fc) The Chairman shall hold office for one year, but shall be 
eligible for re-election.

(d) The Chairman shall have a vote, and when voting is 
equal, a casting vote.

10.—CONSULTATIVE COUNCIL.
For purposes of discussion, a Consultative Council shall be 

held between representatives of the County Federations and the 
Executive Committee not less than three times a year.

The Consultative Council shall be constituted as follows : —
(a) One representative from each County Federation elected 

by the County Federation Council.
(b) One representative Institute member from each county 

where no Federation exists, such inembers to be invited by the 
Executive Committee to serve on the Council.
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(c) Members of the Executive Committee.
(d) Regular Organisers of the Federation and Officers of the 

County where the Council is held, these to be admitted as 
visitors without voting power.

Due notice of each Consultative Council shall be sent to the 
Secretaries of County Federations.

11.—FINANCE.
(a) The audited accounts shall be presented at the General 

Meeting. The Auditor shall be appointed by the General Meet­
ing.

(&) The affiliation contribution to be paid by Institutes 
admitted to membership in the National Federation shall be 6d. 
per annum per member. Three-quarters of this sum shall be 
allocated to the County Federation duly affiliated to the National 
Federation, to which the Institute belongs. The remaining 
quarter shall be paid to the .National Federation. When no 
County Federation exists the whole affiliation fee shall be paid to 
the National Federation.

12.—ALTERATION OF RULES.
No alteration of these rules shall be made except with the 

consent of the General Meeting or by Special General Meeting 
called for the purpose, and no alteration shall be valid unless 
passed by a three-fourths majority of the members present. In 
these rules the words “ Women’s Institute ” shall be taken to 
include “ Women’s Institute Centres.”
