UNION OF JEWISH WOMEN.

REPORT FOR THE YEAR ENDING 30th NOYEMRER, 1930.
The Committee of the Union of Jewish Women present 

their 27th Annual Report. In common with other societies 
it has suffered from severe strain on its financial resources 
and the difficulty of obtaining monetary support for its social, 
and philanthropic work. In spite of this, however, the year 
1930 has been one of steady achievement.

The Union has sustained an irreparable loss during the 
year in the lamented death of Mrs. J. H. Hertz. Mrs. Hertz 
evinced a great interest in the Union and all its activities 
from the moment she arrived in England. She very soon 
became a Vice-President and often drew attention to pieces 
of work which the Union could usefully undertake. Her 
genial personality endeared her to all with whom she came in 
contact and the Union of Jewish Women is only one of the 
many societies who feel the loss of her practical and inspiring 
help. A movement has been set on foot to perpetuate her 
memory and Lady Spielman, Mrs. Alex. Cohen and Miss 
Halford represent the Union on the Council of the “ Rose 
Hertz Memorial Fund.”

Committee The resignation of Lady Nathan from the 
Executive Committee owing to pressure of 

work was accepted with great regret. Mrs. Neville Laski, 
who has for several years acted as the Union’s Correspondent 
in Manchester, and who how resides in London, has consented 
to fill the vacancy and the Committee are pleased that they 
will have the benefit of her valuable advice and support. 
Miss Halford’s absence from meetingsowing to her serious 
accident in the early summer causes a gap in the Executive 
Committee which it is impossible to fill. It is gratifying, to 
report, however, that she is making satisfactory, though slow, 
progress and is able to take a keen interest in all branches of 
work connected with the Union.
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The Committee are glad to announce that Lady Samuel 
has very kindly consented to serve as President for a further 
term of two years. It is needless to say with what pleasure 
this decision was received. Lady Samuel’s wide experience 
is known and appreciated throughout the Community and the 
Committee greatly value her advice and help in their 
deliberations.

Correspondents The Committee record sincere thanks to 
a,nd Branches their Correspondents in all parts of the

world for the co-operation and assistance 
they have given during the past year. A cordial welcome 
is extended to Mrs. M. Emanuel who has kindly undertaken 
the duties of Correspondent in Brighton in place of Mrs. 
Lieberman, who has recently moved to London. To Mrs. 
Stone of Sheffield most grateful thanks are again due for her 
enthusiastic efforts which continue to make Sheffield one of 
the most successful Branches of the Union.

Meetings The Annual General Meeting was held on 3rd 
February, at 54, Lowndes Square, S.W. 1 (by 

kind permission of the Hon. Mrs. lonides). This was an 
exceedingly well attended function, over 140 people being 
present. Mrs. Corbett Ashby, President of the National 
Union of Societies for Equal Citizenship, gave a stimulating 
address on “ Townswomen’s Guilds,” a movement to establish 
in local town areas organisations similar to Women’s Village 
Institutes. Efforts are now being made to establish 
a Townswomen’s Guild in East London.

A Council Meeting was held at the Offices of the Union 
on 4th March. The Executive Committee were re-elected, 
with the addition of Lady Nathan, Mrs. John Sebag-Montefiore 
and Miss Sadie Isaacs, who had been co-opted during the year.

A General Meeting, preceded by a Council Meeting, 
was held on 29th October at 29, Belgrave Square, S.W. 1 
(by kind permission of Mrs. Harris Lebus). Councillor 
Miriam Moses, J.P., spoke on “The New Public Administra­
tion—how it affects the Jewish Community,” and described 
the changes that were taking place by reason of the transference 
of the former Poor Law Schools and Hospitals from the 
Guardians to the London County Council. She dealt also 
with the new system of Public Assistance Committees which 
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take the place of the former Guardians’ Committees, and 
emphasised the fact that there was need for further experienced 
workers, with a knowledge of Jewish and general social 
conditions, in areas of Jewish population. In this she was. 
supported by Mrs. Eichholz, Miss Hannah Hyam and other 
members of the new Public Assistance Committees, who 
testified to the extreme interest of the work.
Propaganda Meetings: A very successful meeting was held 
North London by the Union in December of last

year at 2, Highbury New Park, 
N. 5 (by kind permission of the Committee of the Hostel 
for Deaf Girls). The object of the meeting was to interest 
residents in that district who had not hitherto been brought 
into contact with the Union and its work. The Committee 
are gratified to report that though the meeting was small, 
seventeen of the audience signified their desire to become 
yearly subscribers and expressed themselves keenly interested 
in the many activities of the Union. The Committee desire 
to thank Mrs. Walter Levin, whose untiring efforts as 
organiser contributed in no small measure to the success of 
the meeting.
Brondesbury Grateful thanks are also due to Mrs. Myers 

of 73, Chatsworth Road, N.W. 2, who kindly 
lent her house on 18th June. Mrs. Myers and her daughter 
were delightful hostesses and the Committee express their 
deep appreciation both to them and to Mrs. Harris Lazarus, 
who was indefatigable in organising the meeting, at which 
fourteen new members were enrolled.
Union of Jewish Women’s The Flatlets at Highbury are 
Homes Association, Ltd, all occupied by satisfactory 

tenants. The self-contained 
double flats presented a difficulty at the beginning of 1930, 
but the Board’s decision to reduce the rents achieved its 
purpose, and both flats are now let. Lady Waley Cohen has 
added to her many kindnesses by sending her gardener on 
several occasions to put the garden in order and to plant 
shrubs and flowers. The U.J.W.H.A. Ltd. are very grateful 
to Mrs. Van Noorden, who acts as the Hon. Rent Collector, 
and whose regular visits prove a very valuable link between 
the tenants and the U.J.W.H.A. Ltd. Board. There is 
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a helpful House Committee, on which Miss Pyser and Miss 
Roco take a prominent part, and which contributes largely to 
the comfort of the tenants.
Weltbund (World Union of Jewish Women). Much 

correspondence has passed between the Union 
of Jewish Women and the Executive Officers of the World 
Union, both in America and in Germany, who are endeavouring 
to frame a Constitution which will have the unanimous 
approval of all the constituent bodies. This international 
organisation, when firmly established, will facilitate the 
interchange of information and ideas among Jewish women 
working for the welfare of their co-religionists in all parts of 
the world.
Beth Jacob Schools Through the Beth Jacob Schools, the 

.Union of Jewish Women has made 
a concrete contribution to the international cause. Rabbi 
Tobias Horowitz of Rzeszow, Poland, was in London in 
March, 1930, as emissary of the Beth Jacob Schools, 
established in Poland, Lithuania, Austria, Galicia and 
Czecho-Slovakia. The Schools, initiated by Madame Sara 
Schenierer of Cracow in 1917, are combating the neglect of 
Jewish girls in the Mid-European States. Their Outstanding 
feature is the training of teachers for Jewish Schools, and 
a phenomenal success has resulted from these efforts. In 
Vienna alone over 100 of these schools have been established. 
Rabbi Horowitz’s mission was to secure funds for carrying 
on and extending the work of the Training College. Following 
on his preliminary visit, Dr. Judith Rosenbaum, Dean of the 
Training College, came to London in May. The Union of 
Jewish Women arranged a Meeting at 29, Cambridge Square, 
W. 2 (by kind permission of Lady Spielman), at which 
Miss Nettie Adler, J.P., L.C.C., was Chairman. Dr. Judith 
Rosenbaum, by her fascinating personality and oratorical 
fervour captivated her audience and won a considerable 
number of adherents for the scheme. It proved possible to 
arrange for one or two other meetings and to secure 
introductions for Miss Rosenbaum to prominent members of 
the Community. A small Sub-Committee has been formed 
in London to further the interests of these Schools, of which 
Mrs. Model is Chairman, Mrs. Maurice Ettinghausen Hon. 
Secretary and Mrs. David Sassoon Treasurer. There is 
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every reason to believe that Dr. Rosenbaum’s visit owed its 
considerable success to the advice and practical help rendered 
through the Union.

Board of Deputies and The Union continues to send two 
The Jewish Agency delegates to the Board of Deputies, 

where Lady Spielman acts as 
Chairman of the Education Committee. The Union was 
invited to send six delegates to the Conference, summoned 
by the Board to elect representatives to the Jewish Agency; 
and again in July last to the Protest Meeting at the Kingsway 
Theatre, against the revocation of the emigration certificates. 
On this occasion Miss Nettie Adler, J.P., L.C.C., the only 
woman member of the Agency, and one of the delegates of 
the Union, was among the speakers.

Jewish Representation is still maintained on this
War Memorial body and Mrs. Eichholz, who serves on the 

Central Committee for Jewish Education, 
is able to keep the Union informed of all developments in 
this important field of work.

National Union Two members of the Executive Com- 
of Societies for mittee, Lady Nathan and Mrs. Alex. 
Equal Citizenship Cohen, represented the Union at the

Annual Council Meeting of the
N.U.S.E.C. held from 5th to 8th March.

National Council The Union of Jewish Women continues 
of Women to co-operate with the National Council

of Women. Delegates appointed by the 
Union were unable to attend the Conference held in 
Portsmouth this year owing to the fact that the dates fixed 
for that function coincided with the Jewish Holy Days. 
Reports of the proceedings, however, were received and every 
attention given to the Resolutions proposed.

Women’s The Union continues to co-operate with the 
Peace Crusade Women’s Peace Crusade and at the last

Hahn. The gift has been of inestimable benefit in enabling 
the Union to continue this work on a secure and permanent 
basis, for the interest on this sum has been the principal 
means of augmenting the fund for assisting necessitous 
gentlewomen. This Fund is administered in a strictly 
confidential manner on behalf of those ladies who by reason 
of old age, ill heal th.and the depression in trade are unable 
to support themselves; and it constitutes one of the most 
helpful activities of the Union.
Holidays The Union of Jewish Women has been able again 

to give much-needed holidays to many ladies. 
Gratification has been expressed by those benefiting in this 
respect. The ladies are able to arrange their own holidays 
and the grant is made to defray expenses.

Gifts The Committee acknowledge with thanks many useful 
parcels of clothing received from private donors for 

distribution. The quality of the garments sent has been such 

The Union regards co-operation with 
affiliated bodies and also with 
individual members as of equal 

importance with any of the other activities which it 
undertakes, and is always anxious to respond to calls for 
help. To give a few examples :

The Union of Jewish Women of New Zealand, through 
its President, Mrs. David Nathan, has been furnished with 
information with regard to Confirmation for Girls, and has 
been provided with the Scheme and Syllabus drawn up by 
the Chief Rabbi.

In response to an appeal for Care Committee workers, 
several volunteers have been found, but the need is never 
satisfied and there is always room for more.

The Union has also secured the services of several ladies 
who are willing to ac.t as guardians to girls leaving the 
Jewish Orphanage. These ladies co-operate with the 
After-Care Committee in looking after their welfare and in 
bringing a happy, wholesome influence into their lives.

The need for Club workers always exists, and a special 
appeal is made on behalf of the Bethnal Green Jewish Girls’ 
Club, which was started in 1928 under the auspices of the 
Union. This Club also needs further financial support, in 
order to secure suitable premises, as a centre for its increasing 
activities.

Several letters of introduction, addressed to the Union’s 
Correspondents, have been given to ladies proceeding abroad. 
This is a service of much value to those leaving their homes 
and going to a foreign country—possibly for the first time. 
Those going out to seek employment, as well as those merely 
taking a pleasure trip, are usually glad to know that a friend 
will be ready to help them, should they be in difficulties. 
The Union of Jewish Women has also welcomed ladies from 
the Dominions and abroad, who have attended several 
meetings and who have also been shown many Institutions, 
both of Jewish and of general interest.

Employment Economic conditions have' caused greater 
distress and unemployment than ever this 

year, and the untrained and the elderly naturally feel the 
stress more acutely than those who are better equipped to 
meet the struggle for existence. In spite of the dearth of

vacancies in every form of employment, the Union has been 
•successful in many cases in finding suitable posts for those 
out of work; and secretaries, teachers, companions and 
housekeepers have expressed their gratitude to the Union for 
finding them positions, thus.alleviating their anxiety for the 
immediate future. Employers would greatly assist the Union 
by informing the Secretary of any vacancies available.

A u pair Posts Letters and personal applications are
received daily at the Offices of the Union 

from foreign girls, desirous of learning the language and 
wishing to enter English families on an au pair basis. The 
Committee would like to emphasise once more that such 
posts are practically unobtainable, and would be grateful to 
all who are interested in the welfare of girls and women if 
they would dissuade students from entering this country, 
unless they come to a definite home which 
recommended to them.
Necessitous Ladies It is with deep regret that 
and The Hahn 
Bequest Fund
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that all recipients have expressed themselves delighted with 
their parcels. Grateful thanks are also extended to the 
Queen Mary’s London Needlework Guild and the Jewish 
Ladies’ Clothing Association for the well-made garments they 
have allocated to the Union. The Grocery Relief Fund send 
their parcels of grocery regularly to addresses given them by 
the Union and the generous gift of tickets from the Society 
for the Distribution of Bread, Meat and Coal has been of the 
greatest assistance to many recipients. The Union of Jewish 
Women is also indebted to the Jewish Aged Needy Pension 
Society, which has accorded weekly pensions to ladies 
specially recommended by them. Many kind donors have 
sent concert and theatre tickets; also tickets for the < 
Zoological Gardens. Great pleasure is thus given to ladies 
who otherwise get no relaxation from the ordinary routine of 
work and lead very dull lives.
Thanks The Committee desire to express their gratitude to 

Major Nathan for coming to their aid on several .
occasions with legal advice; to Mr. A. H. Levy and Mr. 
Eric A. Van Noorden for generously giving professional 
assistance to patients recommended by the Union; and to 
Mrs. Hoster for again according her valuable scholarship—to 
a girl of marked ability nominated by the Union—for 
secretarial training. Almost all the girls who have had the 
good fortune to train by means of this scholarship have had 
very successful careers. 1
Volunteers A faithful band of volunteers continue their 

assistance in secretarial and other work. Miss
Ruth Barnett keeps the accounts of the Necessitous Ladies’ 
Fund and the Students’ Benevolent Fund. Miss Esther 
Nassauer attends on regular days at the Office and she and 
Mrs. Harry Cowan have spent many hours in secretarial 
work.. Miss Arnold and Miss Myra Doniger undertake 
special work at the Office and Miss Simmons devotes much 
time to the wardrobe of gifts for the Union of Jewish Women 
protegees, and takes charge of the Office in the absence of the 
Secretary.
Staff Miss Van Noorden has proved herself as ever most 

energetic and conscientious in her secretarial duties, 
and brings keenness and ability to her work. Miss Betty
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Barnett, the junior member of the staff, has also given every 
satisfaction and continues to show great interest.

Finance The general depression in the business world has 
not been without its effect upon the finances of the 

Union. In former years it has been possible, either just to 
cover the expenditure, or to have only a small deficit. This 
year it is no less than ^75 13s. A deficit of such a large 
amount is a source of great anxiety to the Executive 
Committee. Every effort has been made to reduce 
expenditure to the minimum compatible with the efficient 
carrying on of the work, and it is hoped that a special effort 
will be made by all friends and members of the Union to 
furnish it with sufficient income. For in addition to the 
philanthropic work undertaken for gentlewomen who 
otherwise would receive no assistance, the Union is the only 
body which unifies, consolidates and focuses the opinion of 
Jewish Organisations and of individual Jewish women 
throughout the country. It surely is not too much to hope 
that a sufficient number of subscribers will be obtained to 
enable the important and essential work to be continued.

During the year 55 new members have been enrolled, 
but a greater number have been lost through the various 
causes already stated.

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UNION OF JEWISH WOMEN’S LOAN FUND.

The Loan Fund has again been found of great benefit, 
and during the year under review several of the trainees who 
have completed their courses have obtained good posts. The 
trainings undertaken vary considerably in cost and duration, 
and they embrace secretarial work, teaching, dispensing, etc. 
Recent situtations obtained include secretarial, teaching and 
maternity work, and one trainee who had a course in 
radiography has just secured apost as Assistant Radiographer 
in a hospital where she is now gaining excellent experience.

Repayments, which for the year under review amount to 
;£T40, are being received regularly from those who have 
completed their studies and obtained positions, but a fair 
percentage are still studying, thus accounting for the relatively 
small sum repaid during the year. The seven new loans 
granted amount to /T212 15s. and four loans have been 
completely repaid. No bad debts have been incurred, which 
is a tribute to all concerned in arranging for the most 
suitable and successful careers.

The Union is still without candidates for training as 
Matrons and Nurses, and would cordially welcome applicants 
wishing to study for posts of this description, as they are 
always needed in Jewish Institutions.

At the moment there are twenty-two trainees on the 
register, and when their various courses have been completed 
it is hoped that remunerative posts will be found for them. 
It is again pointed out that all loans granted are free of 
interest, and that repayments only commence when a good 
position has been obtained.

The Secretary, who can be seen at the Office by 
appointment, is always ready to assist with advice and 
information. All interviews are private and are treated 
confidentially.
