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Conference. Our fourth Annual Conference was held on 

July 6th, at the Royal Society of Arts . The subject chosen for 
discussion was, “Some Problems of Government in Relation to 
Women within the British Empire.”

Delegates attended from some 26 Societies and the following 
countries were represented:—Australia, Canada, Great Britain, 
India, Rhodesia, Union of South Africa, West Indies.

Our President, Mrs. Corbett-Ashby presided at all the 
sessions. The Conference was a very successful one and a good 
deal of interest was aroused. In connection with it the following 
social functions took place:—

An evening reception at Crosby Hall to meet the Women 
Members of Parliament. A Dinner at the Criterion at which 
the Rt. Hon. Lord Sydney Olivier, General George MacMunn, 
and Lady Heath were the guests, Mrs. Corbett-Ashby presiding. 
A Garden Party, by kind invitation of Mrs. Percy Bigland, when 
a visit was paid en route to the beautiful grounds of Cliveden, by 
kind permission of Viscountess Astor, M .P. Our thanks are due 
to both these kind friends of the League.

Council Meeting. At the Council Meeting, held on July 
7th, it was decided that in order to augment our funds, our 
overseas affiliated Societies should be asked to hold one money- 
making function each year in aid of the League.

A scheme for the Interchange of Literature was decided on; 
the Executive was asked to give consideration to the production 
of a film bearing upon Women’s Status in the Dominions; and it 
was suggested that in future every third year the Conference 
should be held in one or other of the Dominions.

Miss Courtney, organiser of the British-American Women’s 
Crusade, laid the Kellogg proposals before the Council and asked 
for the co-operation of the League in this Peace Crusade. It was 
agreed to co-operate in this special piece of work»

Miss Royden’s Tour. Miss Collisson returned towards 
the close of the year, after having completed a most successful 
tour with Miss Royden throughout Australia and New Zealand... 
In all the big centres Miss Royden was accorded a civic welcome. 
She addressed audiences ranging from 800 to 3000, and preached 
in Cathedrals, and also at many churches to large congregations.

Miss Collisson was also able to spend a few weeks in India 
studying social problems.

The B .C .L. participated in the Equal Franchise Celebrations 
in July, members attending the Victory Breakfast, and the 
Thanksgiving Services at Westminster Cathedral and St. Martin- 
in-the-Fields.

Club Room. The Club was formally opened in October by 
Viscountess Ellibank in the presence of a large gathering and 
members sent gifts which were sold to augment our funds. Later 
it wasTound impossible to carry on the Club as a separate venture, 
with the result that the League has now taken over the premises. 
In order to help meet the heavy rent, the small office has been let 
to Miss Collisson.

A Reception was given to welcome 
Miss Collisson on her return from overseas, when she gave an 
interesting address on her experiences, and later we had the 
pleasure of entertaining Miss Royden at the Lyceum Club, when 
she gave us some account of her tour round the world.

HONORARY TREASURER’S ANNUAL FINANCIAL 
REPORT.

I have much pleasure in submitting the following Financial I
Report for the year May 1928 to April 1929. The total expenses 
for the League during this period amount to £500 Os. 10f d,.‘ The 
total receipts £524 3s. 7|d., leaving a credit balance in the bank 
of £24 2s. 8 Jd. It will be noticed that this balance is lower than 
the balance shewn on the previous year (£40 Is. 5|d.) a difference 
of £16 8s. 8f, the reason for this being the difficulties in 
subletting the premises held by Mrs. Turner, who unfortunately 
had to discontinue her tenancy owing to ill-health.

It is gratifying to note that our affiliation fees have increased 
by nearly £14, owing to the bringing up to date of outstanding 
fees, and the prompt payments of current ones, also the enrol­
ment of three new Affiliated Societies; the names and details of 
these societies will be given in the Hon. Secretary’s report. 
Thanks are due to the Non-Party Association of Sduth Australia 
who have promised to organise a function on our behalf and the 
Feminist Club, Sydney, who trebled their Affiliation Fee for the 
current year. This is not shewn on the balance sheet as it was 
received after the close of the financial year .

Turning to the assets side of the balance sheet, £93 19s. for 
subscriptions, this is £22 10s. less than last year. This decrease 
is accounted for by the fact that we have now reached the erid of 
the three year guarantees of three subscribers of large sums. The 
present membership is however a steadily increasing and an 
ctive one.

Once'again this year we have been generously helped by 
donations from many of our members and friends, and I would 
like to take this opportunity of thanking them on behalf of our 
League, Special thanks should I feel be given to an old and 
esteemed member, who has most generously donated a sum of 
£50.

The functions organised by the League this year have 
realised £90 8s. Thanks are due to members for organising these 
functions and to others for their generous support in making them 
the financial success they have been.

Turning to the expenditure side of the balance sheet it will be 
seen that the item for Printing and Stationery, £54 6s. 6|d. is 
higher than in 1927/28. This is due to the very extensive report 
which was printed last year. It is very disappointing in view of 
this to see that the sum of £8 18s. on the receipts side for reports is 
£2 16s. less than in 1927/28, shewing that considerably fewer 
have been disposed of during the current year.

I am pleased to report that last month we were able to sublet 
the small office to Captain MacMichael of the Dumb and Captive 
Animals Defence League, for which the League receives £5 per 
month. It is very helpful to have a steady income of this 
description coming in, as otherwise the task of raising the neces­
sary funds causes a serious hindrance of constructive office work.

Throughout the year the strictest economy has been exer­
cised wherever possible, enabling me to place this balance sheet 
before you.

Turning to the: Club account, you will see that the expendi­
ture for the year 1928/29 is £164"8s. lid., and that the total 
receipts amount to £186 7s. 3|d.,. leaving a credit balance of 
£21 18s. 4|d. This balance is due to the loan of £100 given 
most generously by a Member of Committee to help launch the 
venture and to the very kind support given by our members

If you look on the expenditure side of the balance sheet, you 
will see that the rental is very heavy and also that the initial 
furnishing and decorating amounted to the sum of £43 6s. 5|d. 
Turning again to the receipts, Miss Collisson has offered to rent 
the small front room for the annual rental of £30 and in addition 
we are hoping that the premises may be let for two nights per week 
regularly in order to help defray the rent and necessary expenses.
