Details of Issue.
The series of stamps reproduced on the first page will be put on sale 

on April 20, 1933.
The issue comprises 13 stamps, the nominal values of which vary 

from 20 paras to 100 kurus. A surplus tax equivalent to the nominal 
value of each stamp is added, so that in each case the selling price 
is double the postage value. The amount of this tax is printed on the 
stamp (20 paras + 20 paras).

The stamps will be sold at double their face value; the postage 
value will go to the Government of Turkey, while the amount of the 
surplus tax will be given to the International Alliance.

The issue comprises three series:
I. 7 stamps, values from 20 paras to 7 % kurus (total cost 

Swiss francs 1.50);
2. 12 stamps, values from 20 paras to 25 kurus (total cost 

Swiss francs 5.80);
3. 15 stamps (complete set), value.s from 20 paras to 100 kurus 

(total cost Swiss francs 15).
Registered postage will be charged extra. Only 100,000 complete 

sets will be put on sale. By decision of the Turkish National Assembly, 
the stamps left unsold at the end of 1935 will be destroyed.

The issue is unique of its kind and constitutes a real event in the 
history of philately. It is the first time that a series of stamps is issued 
in acknowledgment of feminine achievement and to pay a tribute 
to women workers of outstanding merit. The stamps represent the 
portraits of Kamal Ataturk, the Liberator of the Turkish woman, of 
Mrs. Chapman Catt, the .Founder and Hon. President of the Inter­
national Alliance of Women for Suffrage and Equal Citizenship, and 
also of the six women to whom the Nobel Prize has been awarded; 
Mme Curie (Science), Grazia Deledda, Selma Lagerlof and Sigrid 
Undset (Literature), Jane Addams and Bertha von Suttner (Peace). 
Five stamps display symbolic representations of several of the activities 
of women, namely, a woman aviator and a police woman, a woman 
farmer, a woman teacher, a typist and three women voters casting 
votes; there is also a picture of the Yildiz Palace at Istanbul where 
the International Congress will be held, as well as a reproduction of 
the Alliance badge.

This exceptionally interesting series of stamps will be widely sought 
for and its market value is, therefore, sure to rise rapidly, as is always 
the case when a limited issue is put on sale for a few months only.

The “ International Suffrage Congress ” Turkish stamps will be 

issued for sale from April 20, 1935 :

Stamps will not be sent for payment on delivery; the necessary
